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EUROPSKE DIGITALNE VJERODAJNICE ZA UCENJE NA SVEUCILISNOM ODJELU
ZDRAVSTVENIH STUDIJA SVEUCILISTA U SPLITU

Nova platforma Europass-a (https://europa.eu/europass/hr) od srpnja 2020. godine dostupna je kao besplatni online instru-
ment za prikazivanje postignutih ishoda ucenja, planiranje ili pripremu karijere u Europi, te sluzi kao potpora gradanima Europ-
ske unije kako bi lakse prolazili kroz svoj profesionalni razvoj. Kroz platformu Europass-a korisnici mogu izraditi svoj profil, jed-
nostavno pretrazivati razli¢ite mogucnosti za ucenje ili zaposljavanje diljem Europe, primati individualne prijedloge obrazovnih
programa ili poslova koji odgovaraju njihovom profilu i interesima, izradivati, uredivati i pohranjivati Zivotopise, motivacijska
pisma i prijave za posao, pohranjivati digitalne vjerodajnice, dijeliti svoj profil s poslodavcima, obrazovnim ustanovama ili kari-
jernim savjetnicima, te koristiti brojne druge usluge.

Od navedenih moguénosti koriStenja platforme Europass-a posebno se isti¢u Europske digitalne vjerodajnice za ucenje (Eu-
ropass Digital Credentials for learning, EDC), odnosno digitalne datoteke koje pojedincima dodjeljuje odgovaraju¢e obrazovne
ustanova, primjerice sveucilista, kako bi se potvrdio i pruzio dokaz o postignutim ishodima u€enja. Europske digitalne vjeroda-
jnice za ucenje mogu se koristiti za postignuca kroz sve oblike uc¢enja, formalna, neformalna i informalna. Digitalne vjerodajnice
imaju jednaku pravnu vrijednost kao potvrde, diplome i druge vjerodajnice u papirnatom obliku, a visokoskolskim ustanovama
omogucuju besplatno i sigurno izdavanje. Platforma Europass-a omogucéuje sigurnu pohranu i dijeljenje digitalnih vjerodajnica.

Besplatnim i sigurnim sustavom Europskih digitalnih vjerodajnica za uc¢enje upravlja Europska komisija. Ideja o ukljucivanju
Sveudilista u Splitu u procese razvoja i provedbe platforme za Europske digitalne vjerodajnice za ucenje javila se u vrijeme jas-
nog interesa rektora, prof. dr. sc. Dragana Ljutica, i njegovih suradnika za jacanje internacionalizacije, relevantnosti i kvalitete
studijskih programa i znanstvenih istrazivanja. U suradnji s partnerskim sveucilistima Europskog sveucilista mora (European
University of the Seas, SEA-EU), razvijene su projektne aktivnosti za testiranje i provedbu za neformalna i informalna ucenja, kao
i za dodjelu diploma stecenih kroz sveucilisne preddiplomske, diplomske i poslijediplomske studije. Kroz aktivnosti Europskog
sveucilista mora, Europske digitalne vjerodajnice za ucenje povezuju se s drugim europskim inicijativama u visokom obrazovanju,
kao sto su osiguravanje kvalitete 1 automatsko priznavanje visokoskolskih kvalifikacija i dijela studiranja.

Prednosti Europskih digitalnih vjerodajnica za uéenje proizlaze iz brzog i pouzdanog izdavanja diploma i drugih vjerodajnica,
njihovog pregleda, pohrane i dijeljenja s poslodavcima i drugim pojedincima i institucijama. Glavna prednost za sva sveuciliSta,
pa tako i za Sveuciliste u Splitu, povezana je s potencijalnim povezivanjem s mjerljivim pokazateljima provedbe osiguravan-
ja kvalitete u Europskom prostoru visokog obrazovanja, tj. povezivanjem s Bazom podataka rezultata vanjskog osiguravanja
kvalitete (DEQAR).

Visokoskolskim ustanovama, posebno sveucilistima u okviru Europskih sveucilista mora, Europske digitalne vjerodajnice za
ucenje donose niz prednosti koje se mogu koristiti za olak§avanje mobilnosti studenata, izgradnji fleksibilnijeg uc¢enja usmjerenog
na studente, poticanju cjelozivotnog ucenja, stvaranju snaznijih veza s poduzetnicima i izgradnji boljih veza izmedu obrazovanja,
istrazivanja i inovacija.

Tijekom 2021. godine, Sveuciliste u Splitu uspjesno je dodijelilo nekoliko stotina pojedinac¢nih Europskih digitalnih vjeroda-
jnica za sudjelovanja u nekoliko neformalnih i informalnih aktivnosti, ¢ime je postalo prvo visokoskolsko uciliste koje je uspjesno
koristilo platformu Europass-a za dodjelu Europskih digitalnih vjerodajnica za ucenje.

Prvi slucaj uspjesne dodjele diploma stec¢enih kroz studije u visokom obrazovanju u Europskoj uniji su dodijeljene za studije
Sveucilisnog odjela zdravstvenih studija SveuciliSta u Splitu, §to je priznato i prezentirano tijekom sluzbenog otvaranja platforme
u organizaciji Europske komisije 25. listopada 2021. godine, na kojem je sudjelovalo preko tisucu i petsto predstavnika razli¢itih
ustanova iz cijelog svijeta, a pregledan je viSe od trideset tisu¢a puta unutar jednog dana. Na sluzbenom otvaranju, uz suglasnost
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procelnika Odjela, prof. dr. sc. Stipana Jankovica, prof. dr. sc. Mile Dzelalija je kao pozvani predava¢ Europske komisije prezen-
tirao uspjehe Sveucéilisnog odjela zdravstvenih studija. Prve diplome u obliku Europskih digitalnih vjerodajnica za uéenje izdane
su za sveucili$ni diplomski studij Sestrinstva, Radioloske tehnologije i Fizioterapije.

Daljnji cilj Odjela zdravstvenih studija je pripremiti podrsku za olakSavanje administrativnih i tehnickih radnji kojima ¢e se
povezati odgovarajuéi podatci u postoje¢im bazama Odjela s potrebnim obrascima Europskih digitalnih vjerodajnica za ucenje,
kao Sto su podatci o ishodima ucenja, kolegijima, ocjenama i drugo. Iskustva koja se stjecu, dalje se prenose drugim sastavnicama
Sveucilista u Splitu, partnerskim sveuciliStima, te visokoskolskim sustavima zemalja u Europskoj uniji. Postoje veliki potenci-
jali za daljnji dizajn i koristenje digitalnih vjerodajnica te Siroku upotrebu, ukljucujuéi i druge segmente visokog obrazovanja i
istrazivackih aktivnosti.

Uspjeh Sveucilisnog odjela zdravstvenih studija Sveucilista u Splitu prof. dr. sc. Mile Dzelalija prezentirao je i tijekom video
konferencije "Responsible International Higher Education 2021 — transformative modes for sustainable and hybrid engagement”
koju je organizirala S-Grupa sveucilista u Europi (SGroup Universities in Europe) 29. listopada 2021. godine, a pozvan je i na niz
drugih medunarodnih dogadaja u organizaciji Europske komisije i niza ustanova drugih zemalja.

Sveucilisni odjel zdravstvenih studija jedna je od najmladih sastavnica Sveucilista u Splitu na kojoj se obrazuju zdravst-
veni radnici za kojima trenutno vlada najveca potraznja na trzistu rada (STEM podrucje), a izdavanje digitalnih diploma upravo
zdravstvenim radnicima je i na§ doprinos borbi protiv pandemije COVID-19.

Sveucilisni odjel zdravstvenih studija kontinuirano radi na unaprjedenju kvalitete znanstveno-istrazivackog rada i unapredenja
nastavnog procesa, a izdavanjem digitalnih diploma unaprijedit ¢emo kvalitetu informacija koje se unose u dopunske isprave o
studiju i stvoriti uvjete za digitalizaciju svih administrativnih procesa vezanih uz izdavanje digitalnih isprava.
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EUROPEAN DIGITAL LEARNING CREDENTIALS AT THE UNIVERSITY
DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH STUDIES, UNIVERSITY OF SPLIT

The new Europass platform (https:/europa.eu/europass/en) is available as a free online tool from July 2020 for documenting
learning outcomes, planning and career preparation in Europe, and serves to support the citizens of the European Union in mana-
ging their professional development. Through the Europass platform, users can create their own profile, easily search for different
learning or employment opportunities across Europe, receive proposals for educational programmes or jobs that match their pro-
file and interests, create, edit, and store CVs, cover letters and job applications, store digital credentials, share their profile with
employers, educational institutions, or career counsellors, and use many other services.

Among the mentioned possibilities of using the Europass platform, European digital learning credentials stand out (Europass
Digital Credentials for learning, EDC), i.e., digital files assigned to individuals by appropriate educational institutions, such as
universities, to validate and provide evidence of learning outcomes. Europass digital learning credentials can be used for achieve-
ments in all forms of learning, formal, non-formal and informal. Digital credentials have the same legal value as certificates, di-
plomas and other credentials in paper form, and allow higher education institutions to issue them free and securely. The Europass
platform enables secure storage and sharing of digital credentials.

The free and secure Europass Digital Learning Credentials system is managed by the European Commission. The idea of
involving the University of Split in the processes of development and implementation of the platform for Europass digital lear-
ning credentials arose at a time of a strong interest of the Rector, prof. Dragan Ljuti¢, PhD, and his associates in strengthening
the internationalization, relevance and quality of study programmes and scientific research. In collaboration with the partner
universities of the European University of the Sea (European University of the Seas, SEA-EU) the project activities for testing
and implementation for non-formal and informal learning have been developed, as well as for the award of diplomas obtained in
university undergraduate, graduate, and postgraduate study programmes. Through the activities of the European University of the
Sea, European digital learning credentials are linked to other European initiatives in higher education, such as quality assurance
and automatic recognition of higher education qualifications and periods of study.

The benefits of European digital learning credentials stem from the rapid and reliable issuing diplomas and other credentials,
their review, storage and sharing with employers and other individuals and institutions. The main advantage for all universities,
including the University of Split, is related to the potential association with measurable indicators of quality assurance implemen-
tation in the European Higher Education Area, i.e., connection with the External Quality Assurance Results Database (DEQAR).

For higher education institutions, especially the European Maritime Universities, the Europass Digital Credentials for Lear-
ning bring many benefits that can be used to facilitate student mobility, build more flexible student-centred learning, foster lifelong
learning, build stronger links with entrepreneurs, and build better links between education, research, and innovation.

During 2021 the University of Split successfully issued several hundred Europass Digital Credentials to participants in several
informal and informal activities, making it the first higher education institution to successfully use the Europass platform to issue
Europass Digital Credentials for Learning.

For the first time in the European Union diplomas obtained in higher education were awarded to study programmes of the Uni-
versity Department of Health Studies, University of Split. It was recognized and presented at the official opening of the platform
organized by the European Commission on October 25, 2021, attended by over one thousand and five hundred representatives of
various institutions from all over the world, and viewed more than thirty thousand times in one day. Prof. Mile Dzelalija, PhD,
was an invited lecturer of the European Commission at the official opening. With the consent of the Head of the Department, prof.
Stipan Jankovi¢, PhD, he presented the successes of the University Department of Health Studies The first diplomas in the form
of Europass Digital Credentials for Learning were issued for the university graduate studies of nursing, radiological technology,
and physiotherapy.

A further aim of the University Department of Health Studies is to prepare support to facilitate administrative and technical
work by linking relevant data in the Department’s existing databases with the required forms of European Digital Credentials for
Learning, such as learning outcomes, courses, grades and more. The experience gained is further transferred to other components
of the University of Split, partner universities, and higher education systems in the European Union countries. There is great po-
tential for further design and use of digital credentials and wide use, including other segments of higher education and research
activities.
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Prof. Mile Dzelalija, PhD, presented the success of the University Department of Health Studies, University of Split at the
video conference Responsible International Higher Education 2021 - transformative modes for sustainable and hybrid engage-
ment organized by SGroup Universities in Europe on October 29, 2021. He was also invited to several other international events
organized by the European Commission and other institutions.

The University Department of Health Studies is one of the youngest components of the University of Split that educates health
professionals currently in great demand in the labour market (STEM area) and issuing digital credentials to health professionals is
our contribution to combat the COVID-19 pandemic.

The University Department of Health Studies has been continuously working to improve the quality of scientific research
and teaching process and issuing digital credentials will improve the quality of information in the diploma supplement and create
conditions for digitalization of administrative processes related to issuing digital documents.
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
