Biljeske s dodatnim i popratnim informacijama na-
vode se na dnu stranice. U rukopisu valja izbjegavati uredivacke
zahvate, odnosno ne smiju se rabiti razli¢iti stilovi i formati tek-
sta, zatim tipka “Tab” za uvladenje odlomka, a tipku za prijelaz u
novi red “Enter” koristiti samo pri odvajanju poglavlja te tipku
za razmak samo za razmak izmedu rijeci i sl.

Dokument mora sadrzavati redom: naslov rukopisa, po-
datke o autoru (autorima), apstrake, klju¢ne rijedi, tekst ¢lanka,
sazetak (za prijevod), popis literature i izvora te popis priloga.

Tekst ¢lanka mora imati najmanje 10 kartica teksta za
znanstveno-stru¢ni dio ili jednu karticu teksta za kratki pregled
godi$njih istraZivanja.

GUIDELINES FOR CONTRIBUTORS

Annales Instituti Archaeologici / Godi$njak Instituta za
arheologiju is a journal of the Institute of Archaeology which
publishes results of archaeological research conducted by the In-
stitute of Archaeology alone or in cooperation with other insti-
tutions.

Papers for a volume in the current calendar year are accep-
ted until 31st of March. Manuscripts received after that date will
be considered for a subsequent volume. The date the manuscript
was submitted in a form compliant with the standards set down
here and with all accompanying illustrations is considered the
date of receipt (marked in the journal as “Primljeno/Received").
Manuscripts are submitted in bilingual form, one in Croatian
and the other in one of the world languages. Papers in digital
format should be sent to the e-mail address iarh@iarh.hr, or
submitted on a CD or DVD to the address: Annales Instituti
Archaeologici, Institut za arheologiju, Jurjevska ulica 15, HR—
10000 Zagreb, Croatia.

By submitting the manuscript the author agrees for it to
be reviewed. The editorial board decides to whom the submitted
paper will be sent for a review — each paper will be reviewed by
two referees. Following the review, the author is obliged to modify
the text according to the attached review and editorial guidelines.

Manuscripts that fail to meet the standards described here
and which lack some of the illustrations will be returned to the
authors for completion. The original illustrations will be retur-
ned to the authors.

After the journal has been published, each author will re-

ceive their paper in pdf format.

REQUIRED COMPONENTS OF MANUSCRIPT

The manuscript must be submitted as a Word file, with
the author’s name and surname in the title. It must be written
in Times New Roman font, font-size 12, with double line spa-
cing. Footnotes with additional and accompanying informati-
on should be at the bottom of the page. Editorial interventions
in the manuscript, that is, the use of various text styles and
formats must be avoided as well as the “Tab” key for indenta-
tion; the “Enter” key should be used only to separate chapters;
the space key is to be used only to make spaces between the
words etc.

The file must contain as follows: the title of the manus-
cript, information about the author (authors), abstract, key
words, the text of the paper, summary (for translation), a bibli-
ography, a list of sources and a list of illustrations.

1) Title of the paper

2) Information about the author / authors

The name and surname of the author, academic degree
(title), affiliation and the address (work or private), e-mail
address.

3) abstract
The abstract should contain between 150 and 200 words.

4) Key words
There should be no more than eight keywords.

5) Text of the paper

The text of the paper must have at least 10 pages of text
for the scientific-professional section or one page of text for a
brief overview of the annual research.

U popisu literature treba
izbjegavati kracenje naslova i naziva ¢asopisa.

The author’s name, year of pu-
blication and, if necessary, page number are specified in the
following manner:

All authors will be specified in the bibliography at the
end of the text.

¢) Citation of ancient sources in the text
Ancient sources should be cited according to the abbre-
viations specified in the Oxford Classical Dictionary.

6) Summary
Summary will be translated to English and must be 20%
of the length of the paper.

7) Bibliography and the list of sources

General remarks:

The bibliography must contain at least 2-3 bibliographic
units per page of submitted text. Abbreviating the titles and
journal names in the bibliography should be avoided.

Works are listed in alphabetical order; works without an
author or editor should be entered according to the title of the
work; multiple works by the same author should be listed in
chronological order.

8) Popis priloga

Na kraju teksta treba se nalaziti popis priloga s kratkim
opisom, naznadenim autorstvom i godinom nastanka priloga.

Pri oznadavanju priloga autori se trebaju opredijeliti za
jednu od Cetiri kategorije: slika, karta, tablica ili tabla. Slikom
se smatraju slikovni prilozi (crtezi i fotografije) koji prate tekst
¢lanka. Tablica je graficki i tabli¢ni prilog koji prati tekst ¢lanka.
Karte takoder u pravilu prate tekst ¢lanka. Tablom se smatra sli-
kovni prilog (u pravilu skupni crtez nalaza) koji dolazi na kraju
¢lanka.

SLIKOVNI PRILOZI

Slikovni prilozi (crtezi, fotografije, negativi, dijapozitivi,
karte) mogu se predati kao izvornik ili u digitalnom obliku. Ve-
licinu slikovnih priloga u tekstu potrebno je planirati u Sirini
jednoga stupca sloga (7,5 cm) ili dva (16 cm), visine do 23 cm.
Svaki prilog treba imati oznaku autora rukopisa, vrstu priloga te
broj (Markovic karta 1).

Slikovni prilozi u digitalnom obliku moraju biti izdvoje-
ni kao zasebne datoteke, naslovljeni imenom autora te rednim
brojem pod kojim se u tekstu spominju. Rukopisi sa slikovnim
prilozima, umetnutima u Wordov dokument, neée se prihvaca-
ti. Prilozi trebaju biti orijentirani onako kako ¢e biti objavljeni,
snimljeni u formatu jpeg (.jpg) ili tiff (.tif ), dovoljno kvalitetne
rezolucije (150 dpi ili vise).

The citation method basically follows the principles valid
for printed publications, i.e. one should specify: the author, year
of publication, title of the publication, publisher, URL of the web
page and, in parentheses, the date the web page was accessed:

8) List of illustrations

The list of illustrations with a short description, specified
authorship and the year of creation of the illustrations should be
placed at the end of the text.

When designating the illustrations, the authors must se-
lect one of four categories: Figure, Map, Table or Plate. Figures
are illustrations (drawings and photographs) that accompany
the text of the article. Tables are charts and tabular displays that
accompany the text of the article. Maps also generally accompany
the text of the article. Plates are illustrations (usually a group of
drawings of finds) placed at the end of the text.

If an illustration is taken from a previous publication, then
its bibliographic entry must be cited:

If such an illustration has been modified:

Fig. 1 Opus incertum (after Sui¢ 1976: 108; map modified
by: A. Konestra)

If the illustration depicts an item stored in an institution,
the name of this institution and the inventory number assigned
to that item in that institution have to be specified with the des-
cription:

lllustrations

lustrations (drawings, photographs, negatives, slides,
maps) can be submitted in the original or in digital form. The
width of most illustrations in the text should match either one
(7.5 cm) or two (16 cm) columns in the page layout, and the
illustrations should be up to 23 cm high. Each illustration must
contain the name of the author of the manuscript, the type of
illustration, and the number (Markovic Map 1).

[lustrations in digital form must be stored as separate
files, with the title including the name of the author and the
number in which they are cited in the text. Manuscripts with
illustrations inserted in Word files will not be accepted. Illustra-
tions must be oriented in the position intended for publication,
stored in jpeg (.jpg) or tiff (.tif) format, in resolution of suffici-
ent quality for publication (150 dpi or more).

Plates are placed at the end of the text. The frame of the
plates must be 16.7 cm wide by 23 cm high. In case the caption
under the plate is longer, the plate height will decrease by 0.6
cm per row. Each plate must have a drawn scale. There is no
limit to the number of illustrations for longer texts of the sci-
entific-professional section (but care should be taken to ensure
that they are in function of the text), and for shorter texts of
short reviews of annual excavations one or max. two illustrations

should be used.

Tables and charts

Tables and charts must be submitted in digital form, as
Word or Excel files, with the title containing the name of the
manuscript author, type of illustration and the number (Marko-
vic Tab 3). The name of each illustration is placed in the caption
and not within the table or chart.
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
