KRISTINA MIHOVILIC

(Pula, 17. 11. 1951.

(Pula, 17 November 1951 - Pula, 8 September 2022)

Pocetkom rujna 2022. godine zauvijek nas je napustila
dr. sc. Kristina Mihovilié, jedna od najznacajnijih
stru¢njakinja za prapovijesnu arheologiju sjevernog
Jadrana, posebice razdoblja bron¢anog i zeljeznog doba,
1 najvaznija istrazivacica materijalne ostavstine naroda
Histra ikada.

Rodena je u Puli 1951. godine, gdje je zavrsila osnovno
1 srednje obrazovanje. Diplomirala je arheologiju 1976.
godine na Filozofskom fakultetu Sveudilista u Ljubljani,
Odsjek za arheologiju. Doktorirala je 2001. godine na
Filozofskom fakultetu Sveucilista u Ljubljani s temom
,,Starije Zeljezno doba Istre”. Od 1974. bila je zaposlena u

Kristina Mihovilié, one of the leading experts of
northern Adriatic prehistoric archaeology, in particular
of the Bronze Age and Iron Age periods, and the foremost
researcher of the material heritage of the Histri, was
forever taken from us in early September of 2022.

Kristina was born in Pula in 1951, where she received
her elementary and secondary education. She earned
a degree in archaeology in 1976 at the Department of
Archaeology of the University of Ljubljana’s Faculty
of Arts. She earned her doctorate in 2001, also from
the University of Ljubljana, with a dissertation on The
Early Iron Age in Istria. She joined the Archaeological
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Arheoloskom muzeju Istre, u kojem je od pocetka radila
u Prapovijesnoj zbirci. Od 1995. do 1996. obnasala je
duznost v. d. ravnateljice Muzeja, a od 2002. do 2006.
bila je ravnateljica. U mirovinu je otisla kao voditeljica
Prapovijesne zbirke i Arheoloskog odjela Muzeja. Bila
je dugogodisnja ¢lanica Urednistva muzejskih izdanja
te ¢lanica Upravnog vijeca.

Kao voditeljica istrazivanja ili suradnica obavljala je
mnogobrojna terenska istrazivanja. Nemoguce ih je sve
navesti; spomenimo samo istrazivanja lokaliteta Nezakeij,
Gradac-Turan, Sv. Martin na Limu, Limska gradina,
Pecinovac, Ped¢ina na Gradini, Monkodonja, Musego,
Medulin - Punta Kasteja, Maklavun, Pula - AMI jug,
Petrovac..., a uz njih sudjelovala je i u brojnim drugim
1strazivanjima.

Posebno valja istaknuti istrazivanje gradine Monkodonja
kod Rovinja, koje je vodila s dr. Bernhardom Hinselom
idr. Bibom Terzan. Istrazivanje se odvijalo u partnerstvu
izmedu Arheoloskog muzeja Istre u Puli, Instituta za
prapovijesnu arheologiju Slobodnog sveucilista u Berlinu
(Institut fiir Prihistorische Archdologie, Freie Universitit Berlin)
te Arheoloskog odsjeka Filozofskog fakulteta u Ljubljani,
uz sudjelovanje 1 Zavi¢ajnog muzeja grada Rovinja.
Ta su istrazivanja donijela nove spoznaje o gradini
Monkodonji, poboljsala uvid u bron¢anodobnu gradinsku
kulturu Istre te njenim vezama s isto¢nomediteranskim
1 srednjoeuropskim prostorom. Paralelno s istrazivanjem
provodila se 1 rekonstrukcija istrazenih dijelova naselja,
a rezultati iskopavanja bili su paralelno objavljivani,
prije svega u Casopisima Histria archaeologica (Pula) 1
Prachistorische Zeitschrift (Berlin), 1 takoder u 25. svesku
Izdanja HAD-a, posveéenom 100. godisnjici Arheoloskog
muzeja Istre, kao 1 u Poretkim susretima arheologa. U seriji
Monografije i katalozi Arheoloskog muzeja Istre (skraéeno
MiK) objavljena su ve( tri sveska s kona¢nim rezultatima
istrazivanja Monkodonje 1 Musega, a uskoro slijedi 1
objava cetvrtog, zavrsnog dijela istrazivanja, na kojem
je Kristina Mihovili¢ radila doslovno do posljednjeg
dana zivota.

U vezi s arheoloskim iskopavanjima na Monkodonji
treba posebno istaknuti da su istrazivanja, a narocito
prezentacija arhitektonskih nalaza, godine 2002. dobila
nagradu Vijeéa Europe za kulturnu bastinu - Europa
Nostra, ,,Prix Europa Nostra Award*.

Autorica je brojnih znanstvenih 1 znanstveno-
popularnih ¢lanaka i monografija koje je objavljivala,
osim u izdanjima Muzeja, 1 u mnogim drugim domadéim
1 stranim publikacijama relevantnim za arheologiju.
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Museum of Istria’s Prehistoric Collection department
in 1974. She held the post of acting director of the
museum from 1995 to 1996, and was the museum’s
director from 2002 to 2006. Before her retirement she
served as head of the AMI Prehistoric Collection and of
the Archaeology Department. She was a long standing
member of the museum’s editorial board, and a member
of its governing council.

Kristina participated in numerous investigative
campaigns as a field director or associate. Notable among
these campaigns—tfar too many to list here—are the
archaeological investigations of the Nesactium, Turan,
Sveti Martin at Lim, Lim hillfort, Pe¢inovac, Peéina
cave at Gradina, Monkodonja, Musego, Medulin-Punta
Kasteja, Maklavun, Pula~AMI South, and Petrovac sites.

Especially noteworthy was her work in the investigation
of the Monkodonja hillfort near Rovinj, which Kristina
co-directed along with professors Bernhard Hinsel and
Biba Terzan. The investigative work was performed under
a partnership that brought together the Archaeological
Museum of Istria, the Free University of Berlin’s Institute
of Prehistoric Archaeology, and the Department of
Archaeology of the University of Ljubljana’s Faculty of
Arts, including the participation of the Rovinj Heritage
Museum. These investigative efforts shed new light on
the Monkodonja hillfort and enhanced our knowledge
of the Bronze Age hillfort culture of Istria and its links
with the eastern Mediterranean and Central Europe.
Parallel to the investigative work was a reconstruction
of the investigated parts of the settlement, with the
results of the excavation published concurrently in the
journals Histria Archaeologica (Pula) and Praehistorische
Zeitschrift (Berlin), and in the 25" volume of the Editions
of the Croatian Archaeological Society dedicated to the
100™ anniversary of the Archaeological Museum of
Istria, and the Proceedings of the Meeting of Archaeologists
in Poret. Three volumes detailing the final results of the
investigations at the Monkodonja and Musego sites have
already been published in the Archaeological Museum
of Istria’s Monographs and Catalogues series, soon to be
followed by the publication of the fourth and final part
of the archaeological investigation on which Kristina
worked to the last days of her life.

Especially noteworthy with regard to the archaeological
excavations at the Monkodonja site is that the
investigations and, in particular, the presentation of the
architectural finds, were awarded a 2002 Europa Nostra
cultural heritage prize of the European Commission.

Istra (Be¢, Pariz, Berlin, Hannover, Lisabon), Histria-
Istra-Istrien (Berlin), Monkodonja i Musego (Rovinj,
Kopar, Ljubljana), Tajna groba...(Pula, Kopar) 1 druge
manjeg obima.

Od samostalnih izlozbi spomenimo: Nekropola Limske
gradine (Rovinj), Histri 1 Etrus¢ani (Pula, Verona,
Rijeka, New York, Zadar, Sarajevo, Zenica, Dubrovnik,
Pristina, Mali Losinj), Grobnica Epulonovih predaka
(Pula, Zadar, Zagreb), Na pocetku je bila pe¢ (Pula),
Histri u Istri (Pula), uz brojne druge.

Dobitnica je godi$nje nagrade ,,Josip Brunsmid® za
2013., koju dodjeljuje Hrvatsko arheolosko drustvo, za
izlozbeni projekt ,,Histri u Istri”. Projekt je obuhvacao
trojezi¢nu izlozbu popraéenu znanstvenom monografijom,
3D rekonstrukcijama, videovodi¢ima, katalogom i
predstavom. Izlozba je bila otvorena u muzejsko-
galerijskom prostoru Sveta Srca u Puli od 16. svibnja do
15.listopada 2013. godine. Okupila je brojne materijalne
dokaze postojanja naroda koji je na prostoru Istre zivio
prije dvije tisuce godina 1 koji je Istri dao 1 ime. ,,Histri
u Istri* bio je jedan od najvecih izlozbenih projekata te
godine u Republici Hrvatskoj.

the University of Ljubljana’s Faculty of Arts, scientific
symposia of the Croatian Archaeological Society, Trade,
Barter and Traffic in Bronze and Early Iron Age Southeastern
Europe (Berlin, 1992), The Prehistory and Proto-history of
Friuli-Venezia Giulia and Istria (Trieste, 1994), The Greek
Influence on the Eastern Coast of the Adriatic (Split, 1998);
The Greeks in the Adriatic (Urbino, 1999), The Celts in
the Adriatic (Trieste, 2001); Piracy in the Ancient Adriatic
(Venice, 2002), Carlo Marchessetti and the Castellieri
1903-2003 (Duino, 2003), The Piceni and Europe (Piran,
2006), and many others.

Kristina’s work was not limited to scientific papers, and
she was very active as a museum staffer, participating in
the creation of a number of group and solo exhibitions.
She participated in many group exhibitions, including
The Archaeology and Art of Istria (Verona, Muggia), Magical
Istria (Vienna, Paris, Berlin, Hannover, Lisbon), Histria-
Istra-Istrien (Berlin), Monkodonja and Musego (Rovinj,
Kopar, Ljubljana), The Secrets of the Grave... (Pula,
Kopar), and other exhibitions of smaller scale.

Notable among her solo exhibitions are The Necropolis
of the Lim Hillfort (Rovinj), The Histri and the Etruscans
(Pula, Verona, Rijeka, New York, Zadar, Sarajevo,
Zenica, Dubrovnik, Pristina, Mali Losing), The Tomb of
Epulon’s Ancestors (Pula, Zadar, Zagreb), At the Beginning
Was the Furnace (Pula), and The Histri in Istria (Pula).

Kristina was the recipient of the 2013 Josip Brunsmid
Prize awarded by the Croatian Archaeological Society
for The Histri in Istria exhibition project. The project
comprised a trilingual exhibition accompanied by a
scientific monograph, 3D reconstructions, video guides,
a catalogue, and a stage performance. The exhibition
was staged at the Sacred Hearts Museum and Gallery
in Pula from 16 May to 15 October 2013. It presented
an abundance of material evidence of the presence of
a people that lived in Istria two thousand years ago
and from whom the peninsula’s name is derived. That
year The Histri in Istria was one of the largest exhibition
projects in Croatia.

In 2015 the Croatian Museum Association awarded
its annual prize in the category of publishing projects
tor the monograph Monkodonja 1 / The Investigation of a
Bronze Age Proto-urban Settlement in Istria: The Excavations
and Architectural Finds, authored by Bernhard Hinsel,
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Hrvatsko muzejsko drustvo je monografiji Monkodonja
1. Istrazivanje protourbanog naselja bron¢anog doba Istre:
Iskopavanje 1 nalazi gradevina, koja je izasla u seriji
Monografije 1 katalozi, sv. 25, Arheoloskog muzeja
Istre, autora Bernharda Hinsela, Kristine Mihovili¢ i
Bibe Terzan, dodijjelilo godisnju nagradu u kategoriji
za realizirani izdavacki projekt u 2015. godini.
