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Neocekivani splet okolnosti usporio je izlazak de-
vetoga sveska naseg casopisa, ali ga ni u kom sluca-
ju nije zaustavio te, iako s odredenim kasnjenjem,
s veseljem predstavljamo rezultate novih znanstve-
nih istrazivanja iz razli¢itih podrudja povijesnih
znanosti. Radovi iz ovog sveska obuhvacdaju teme
od rimskog doba do vrlo bliske proslosti.

Svezak zapocinjemo radom koji se bavi specifi¢-
nim rimskim izrazima (taberna, pergula, maenia-
num) potvrdenima na samo nekoliko epigrafskih
spomenika. Fokus zanimanja je na njihovom znace-
nju i funkcionalnosti u kontekstu liburno-rimskog
municipija Aenona.

Sljededi rad takoder se zadrzava na podruéju da-
nasnje Dalmacije, ali u kasnijem razdoblju, to¢ni-
je u 15. 1 16. stolje¢u. U njemu autor minuciozno
analizira gradu koja biljezi migracije stanovnistva
poznatog pod imenima Morlaci, odnosno, Vlasi.
Geografski fokus rada je na grani¢nim zonama za-
darskog podrudja, i to posebice na podruéju Vrane.

Potom slijede tri rada koji se bave temama iz 20.
stolje¢a. Prvi medu njima obraduje pad americkog
borbenog zrakoplova nedaleko od Sibenika 1944.
godine. Na temelju vlastitih terenskih istrazivanja,
proucavanja arhivskih dokumenata i usmenih sjeca-
nja svjedoka, autor precizno lokalizira mjesto pada
te rekonstruira dogadaje koji su mu prethodili, kao
i sudbine ¢lanova posade neposredno nakon pada.

Neposrednom pora¢u Drugog svjetskog rata pri-
pada rad u ¢ijem je sredi$tu zanimanja postupanje
komunisti¢kih vlasti u Splitu protiv fra Petra Tur-
kalja, gvardijana Samostana sv. Josipa. Arhivski do-
kumenti, a osobito grada tadasnjih tajnih sluzbi te
novinske vijesti, omogucili su autorici da prikaze
dogadanja tih teskih godina.

Posljednji znanstveni rad u ovom broju takoder
u velikoj mjeri po¢iva na podacima iz dokumenata
jugoslavenskih tajnih suzbi. U njemu su autori pri-
kazali postupke koje su te sluzbe poduzimale u vri-
jeme jednog od najvecih sportskih zbivanja u Splitu
toga doba - Mediteranskih igara 1979. godine.

EDITOR’S NOTE

Although unexpected turn of events extended
the publishing of the ninth volume of our journal,
it did not stop it, and, although somewhat delayed,
we are happy to present the results of new scientific
research on various historical subjects. Papers from
this volume deal with topics spanning from Roman
times to quite recent history.

The volume starts with a paper dealing with spe-
cific Roman expressions (faberna, pergula, maenia-
num) attested on just a few epigraphic monuments.
The focus is on their meaning and functionality in
the context of Liburno-Roman municipium of Ae-
nona.

Next paper also deals with the territory of cur-
rent-day Dalmatia, but in later period, i.e. in 15"
and 16™ centuries. In it the author meticulously
analyses the sources that record the migrations of
population known as Morlachs, i.e. Vlachs. The ge-
ographic focus of the paper is on the border areas of
Zadar’s territory, especially on the Vrana area.

After that there are three papers dealing with 20™
century topics. First among them deals with the fall
of an American fighter plane not far from Sibenik
in 1944. Based on their own field research, analysis
of archival documents and oral recollections of wit-
nesses, the author precisely localizes the plane crash
location and reconstructs the events that preceded
the fall as well as the fates of the crew-members im-
mediately after it.

The paper which places in the centre of inter-
est the actions of communist authorities in Split
against Friar Pear Turkalj, the abbot of the Mon-
astery of St. Joseph, deals with the immediate post
Second Word War period. Archival documents and
especially the documents of contemporary secret
services and newspapers, enabled the author to de-
pict the events during those difficult years.

The last scientific paper in this volume also great-
ly relies on the data from the documents of Yugo-
slavian’s secret services. In it the authors present the
actions taken by those services during one of the

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greatest sporting events of that period in Split — the
Mediterranean games in 1979.

We end the volume with the book-reviews sec-
tion: the first review is of a book dedicated to the
Kvarner bay area in the Roman period, and the sec-
ond deals with Church excommunication in 13%
century England.
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
