Autori petoga rada istrazivali su percepciju roditelja o ogranicavanju i potica-
nju fizicke aktivnosti tijekom igre djece rane dobi. Naposljetku, broj pred vama
sadrzi i Prikaz knjige naslova: Kinezioloske aktivnosti predskolske djece.
