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Nalazi novca iz crkve 
sv. Martina u Lepurima 
kod Benkovca 

U radu se objavljuju numizmatički nalazi koji potječu s arheoloških 
istraživanja provedenih u razdoblju 1997. - 2002. godine na prostoru crkve 
sv. Martina u Lepurima nedaleko od Benkovca. Najstariji među njima su 
rimski kovovi, jedan je srebrni karolinški denar Ludovika Pobožnog, a 
zatim slijede novci razvijenoga i kasnoga srednjeg te novog vijeka. Među 
srednjovjekovnim novcem najbrojnije su srebrne venecijanske monete uz 
primjerke mađarskoga i talijanskoga komunalnog te novca Akvilejskog 
patrijarhata. Kao posebno značajni pojedinačni nalazi izdvajaju se 
groš vojvode Hrvoja i soldo tipa Moneta Dalmatie. Novovjekovni novac 
zastupljen je primjercima venecijanskih duždeva 16. - 18. stoljeća, 
soldima emitiranim za Dalmaciju i Albaniju te Krf, Kefaloniju i Zakint. 
Također su zastupljeni primjerci novca vladara Leopolda, Josipa II., 
Franje II. i I. te Franje Josipa. Dio novovjekovnog novca kao i jedan 
mjedeni žeton za računanje iz grada Nürnberga sekundarno su korišteni 
kao nakit i u svrhu ukrašavanja dijelova nošnje.

Finds of coins from the church of st. 
Martin in Lepuri near Benkovac

This paper presents the numismatic finds discovered during the 
archaeological research that was conducted in the period from 1997 to 
2002 in the area of the church of St. Martin in Lepuri near Benkovac. 
The oldest specimens among them are Roman coins, one is a Carolingian 
silver denarius of Louis the Pious, followed by coins from the High and 
Late Middle Ages, as well as the modern era. Among the medieval coins, 
Venetian silver coins are the most numerous, along with specimens of 
Hungarian coins and those from Italian communes and the Patriarchate 
of Aquileia. The groschen of Duke Hrvoje and the soldo of the Moneta 
Dalmatie type stand out as particularly significant individual finds. Coins 
from the modern period are represented by specimens of Venetian doges 
of the 16th-18th centuries, soldi issued for Dalmatia and Albania, as well 
as Corfu, Kefalonia and Zakynthos. The finds also consisted of coins of 
the rulers Leopold, Joseph II, Francis II and Francis I, as well as Franz 
Joseph. Part of the coins belonging to the modern period as well as one 
brass token used for calculations from Nuremberg were in secondary use 
as jewellery and for decorating parts of folk costumes.  

Keywords: Church of St. Martin, Lepuri, Benkovac, numismatics, 
medieval coins, coins from the modern era.
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The site with the church of St. Martin in Lep-
uri near Benkovac particularly stands out among 
the numerous archaeological sites in Ravni Kotari 
because of its complexity and wealth of finds.1 Dur-
ing the Homeland War, the church was completely 
destroyed by rebel Serbs, and the cemetery around 
it was devastated. Its restoration was initiated only 
after the liberation and included archaeological re-
search works.2 These works have yielded numerous 
important monuments, whose thorough and com-
plete revision and publication is still awaited. On 
several occasions, N. Jakšić has written about the

Među brojnim arheološkim nalazištima u Rav-
nim kotarima svojom slojevitošću i bogatstvom 
nalaza ističe se položaj crkve sv. Martina u Le-
purima nedaleko od Benkovca.1 Crkva je tijekom 
Domovinskog rata od strane pobunjenih Srba bila 
do temelja porušena, a groblje uokolo nje devasti-
rano, te se nakon oslobođenja pristupilo njezinoj 
obnovi, što je uključivalo i arheološka istraživanja.2 
Tijekom radova na svjetlo dana su izišli brojni zna-
čajni spomenici čija se temeljita i cjelovita obrada 
i objava tek očekuje. O spomeničkoj baštini koja 
je tada otkrivena u više je navrata pisao N. Jakšić,

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dotičući se posebice arhitekture i skulpture, te razli-
kujući više faza ukopa na groblju.3 Te faze vidljive 
su i u numizmatičkim nalazima, koji čine posebnu 
skupinu spomenika i na koje ćemo se usredotočiti u 
ovome radu. Novci se kronološki mogu smjestiti u 
okvire od rimskog razdoblja do novoga vijeka, od-
nosno obuhvaćaju širok vremenski raspon od 1. do 
19. stoljeća.

Pregled nalaza započinjemo rimskim novcem, 
kojeg je otkriveno 9 primjeraka. Takvi nalazi su se 
mogli očekivati budući da s područja Lepura po-
tječu brojni spomenici rimske provenijencije zabi-
lježeni u starijoj literaturi, a i s obzirom na gustu 
naseljenost Ravnih kotara u antičko doba, te blizinu 
rimskih municipija Aserije i Varvarije, kao i značaj-
nog rimskog naselja u obližnjoj Ostrovici.4 Većinu 
nalaza novca čine kovovi četvrtog stoljeća, uz jedan 
dosta istrošeni Neronov sestercij, koji je najstariji 
numizmatički nalaz na lokalitetu.5 On ukazuje da se 
prisutnost Rimljana na ovome položaju može prati-
ti od julijevsko-klaudijevskog razdoblja. Moguće je 
da je i starokršćanska građevina iz 5. stoljeća nasta-

48. Uz Neronov novac zabilježeni su brončani pri-
mjerci careva Konstantina I. (2), Konstancija II., Kon-
stancija Gala ili Julijana, Valentinijana I. i Valensa (2). 
Jedan istrošeni primjerak četvrtog stoljeća sekundarno 
je korišten kao privjesak te vjerojatno pripada inventa-
ru srednjovjekovnoga ili novovjekovnoga groba. 

monumental heritage discovered there, referring 
especially to architecture and sculpture, and dis-
tinguishing several burial phases within the cem-
etery itself.3 These phases are also visible through 
numismatic finds, which represent a special group 
of monuments and will be the focus of this paper. 
Coins can be chronologically placed in time frames, 
from the Roman period to the modern age, i.e. they 
cover a wide time span ranging from the 1st to the 
19th century. 

Our review of the finds starts with 9 specimens 
of Roman coins that were discovered in Lepuri. 
Such finds could be expected in this area since nu-
merous monuments of Roman provenance, which 
have been recorded in older literature, derive from 
this area, but also given the fact that Ravni Kotari 
was densely populated in ancient times and Lepuri 
was close to the Roman municipalities of Asseria 
and Varvaria, as well as to the significant Roman 
settlement in nearby Ostrovica.4 Most of the discov-
ered coins are mints from the 4th century, along with 
one badly worn sestertius of Nero, which represents 
the oldest numismatic find at this site.5 The latter 
indicates that the presence of the Romans at this lo-
cation can be traced from the Julio-Claudian period. 
It is also possible that the early Christian structure 
from the 5th century was built on the foundations of 
an earlier ancient building.

The archaeological research of the church of St. 
Martin in Lepuri has also yielded one of the most 
significant early mediaeval numismatic finds on 
the eastern Adriatic coast in general (no. 1). It is a 
Carolingian denarius of Louis the Pious, which has 
been already addressed in detail in another paper.6 
This specimen belongs to the type Christiana reli-
gio without a mint mark. However, considering the 
style of the depiction on the reverse, it was most 
likely minted in Venice, but could have possibly ar-
rived in the area of Lepuri over the course of the

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la na temeljima neke ranije antičke građevine.
Arheološka istraživanja crkve sv. Martina u Le-

purima iznjedrila su i jedan od najznačajnijih nu-
mizmatičkih nalaza iz razdoblja ranoga srednjeg 
vijeka na istočnoj jadranskoj obali općenito (br. 1). 
To je karolinški denar Ludovika Pobožnog, o čemu 
je detaljno pisano na drugome mjestu.6 Primjerak 
spada u tip Christiana religio bez oznake kovnice, 
no prema stilu prikaza na reversu može se zaključiti 
da je vrlo vjerojatno kovan u Veneciji, a posve je 
moguće da je na prostor Lepura dospio u vrijeme 
radova na adaptaciji ranosrednjovjekovne crkve za 
kneza Branimira u drugoj polovini 9. stoljeća.7 No-
vac Ludovika Pobožnog sjajno se uklapa u ostale 
značajne ranosrednjovjekovne nalaze koji svjedo-
če o iznimnoj važnosti ovoga položaja u kontekstu 
najranije hrvatske povijesti.8

Iz razdoblja razvijenoga i kasnoga srednjeg vi-
jeka, što obuhvaća vremenski okvir od 12. do 15. 
stoljeća, na lokalitetu su pronađena 32 primjerka 
novca. Razmatranja o tim nalazima započinjemo 
ugarskim kovovima, kojih je registrirano četiri 
primjerka. Tri starija pripadaju Arpadovićima (br. 
2-4). Riječ je o Kolomanovim denarima s karakteri-
stičnim prikazom tri križa na gredama. Novac istog 
tipa pronađen je na Poljani Šime Budinića u Zadru.9 
Ostali Kolomanovi novci u različitim inačicama do 
sad su u južnoj Hrvatskoj zabilježeni na nalazišti-
ma Biograd – Sv. Ivan Evanđelist,10 Biljane Donje 
– Begovača (2),11 Nin – Sv. Križ,12  Nin – Sv. Asel,13 
Šopot,14 Ljubač (2),15 Vir – Smratine,16 Smokovac,17 
Zadar (5)18 i Donji Lapac u Lici.19 Primjerak s polo-

reconstruction works of the early medieval church 
during the reign of Prince Branimir in the second 
half of the 9th century.7 The coin of Louis the Pious 
fits in very well with other significant early medie-
val finds that testify to the exceptional importance 
of this location in the context of the earliest Croa-
tian history.8

A total of 32 specimens of coins, dating to the 
period of the High and Late Middle Ages, i.e. the 
time frame from the 12th to the 15th century respec-
tively, were found at the site. Considerations on 
these finds start with the Hungarian coins of which 
four specimens were recorded. The three older ones 
belong to the Árpád dynasty (no. 2-4). These are 
Coloman’s denarii with the characteristic depiction 
of three crosses on beams. Coins of the same type 
were found on the Šime Budinić square in Zadar.9 
Other coins of Coloman, in different versions, have 
been recorded so far in southern Croatia at the fol-
lowing sites: Biograd – St. John the Evangelist,10 
Biljane Donje – Begovača (2),11 Nin – Sv. Križ,12  
Nin – St. Anselm,13 Šopot,14 Ljubač (2),15 Vir – Sm-
ratine,16 Smokovac,17 Zadar (5)18 and Donji Lapac 
in Lika.19 The specimen from site Dol on Bribirska 
glavica that was attributed to Coloman is an Árpád 
coin, but it is somewhat younger and belongs to 
Béla II (1131-1141).20 A find of a hoard of coins, 
which has been mentioned in literature a long time 
ago, actually derives from the area of Lepuri. It 
allegedly contained, in addition to an unspecified 
number of Byzantine gold coins, about 2,000 pieces

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žaja Dol na Bribirskoj glavici koji se pripisivao Ko-
lomanu jest arpadovski, no on je ipak nešto mlađi i 
pripada Beli II. (1131. - 1141.)20.  Upravo s područja 
Lepura potječe jedan u literaturi odavno spominjani 
nalaz ostave novca koja je, uz neodređeni broj bi-
zantskih zlatnika, navodno sadržavala i oko 2000 
primjeraka Kolomanovih denara.21 Ostavom se 
posebno pozabavio N. Jakšić, povezujući je s Ko-
lomanovim prodorom prema Zadru i njegovim su-
sretom i sporazumom s glavarima hrvatskih rodova 
koji se dogodio na području srednjovjekovnog sela 
Podgrađe kojemu su pripadali Lepuri.22 O ostavi je 
u novije doba pisao i D. Filipčić, ispravno dovode-
ći u pitanje njezin sadržaj i osporavajući donekle 
Jakšićeve teze.23 Ostava se može datirati u prva dva 
desetljeća 12. stoljeća, a Filipčić je dovodi u vezu 
s vojnom bana Kledina koji je koristeći se starom 
srednjovjekovnom komunikacijom (Via Magna) u 
dva navrata prodirao prema Zadru sukobljavajući se 
s Mlečanima.24 Ona svakako predstavlja značajno 
svjedočanstvo o razdoblju kada ulaskom Hrvatske 
u personalnu uniju s Ugarskom i priljevom ugarskih 
te potom venecijanskih i ostalih komunalnih kova-
nica, počinjemo govoriti o robno-novčanoj privredi 
u pravom smislu riječi. 

Mlađi ugarski novac je denar Ludovika Anžuvin-
ca (1342. - 1382.) s prikazom ugarsko-anžuvinskog 
grba na aversu i sv. Ladislava na reversu koji spada 
u najčešći srednjovjekovni novac na istočnoj ja-
dranskoj obali (br. 5). Takvo stanje može se objasni-
ti kraljevim vojnim i političkim angažmanom oso-
bito u smjeru Zadra, koji je rezultirao sklapanjem 
Zadarskog mira 1358. godine, čime se prostor dal-
matinskog kopna i otoka, do tada pod mletačkom 
vlašću, vratio pod okrilje hrvatsko-ugarskog vlada-
ra.  Osobito veliki broj primjeraka tog novca potje-
če iz pridraške ostave, s više od 200 komada.25 Tije-
kom istraživanja crkve sv. Martina kod Sukošana, u 
grobu 1, pronađeno je 106 primjeraka Ludovikova 
novca uz još neke srednjovjekovne kovanice, tako 
da tu možemo govoriti i o grobnom i o skupnom 
nalazu.26 Pojedinačni primjerci Ludovikovih denara

of Coloman’s denarii.21 N. Jakšić paid particular at-
tention to this hoard, connecting it with Coloman’s 
invasion of Zadar and his meeting and agreement 
with the heads of Croatian clans, which took place 
in the area of the medieval village Podgrađe, to 
which also Lepuri belonged.22 In recent times, D. 
Filipčić also wrote about said hoard, correctly ques-
tioning its content and disputing to some extent 
Jakšić’s theses.23 The hoard can be dated to the first 
two decades of the 12th century, and Filipčić links it 
to the army of ban Kledin, who, using the old me-
dieval road Via Magna, advanced towards Zadar on 
two occasions, clashing there with the Venetians.24 
The hoard certainly represents a significant testimo-
ny of the period when, with the entry of Croatia into 
a personal union with Hungary and the influx of 
Hungarian, and then Venetian and other communal 
coins, we begin to speak of a goods-money econo-
my in the true sense of the word.  

A younger Hungarian coin is the denar of Louis 
the Hungarian (1342-1382) with the Hungarian coat 
of arms of Anjou on the obverse and St. Ladislaus 
on the reverse, which belongs to the most common 
medieval coins on the eastern Adriatic coast (no. 
5). Such a situation can be explained by the king’s 
military and political involvement, especially to-
wards Zadar, which resulted in the Treaty of Zadar 
in 1358. Under this treaty, the area of the Dalmatian 
mainland and islands, which had been under Vene-
tian rule until then, returned under the dominion of 
the Croatian-Hungarian ruler. A particularly large 
amount of these coins originate from the Pridraga 
hoard that contained over 200 pieces.25 During the 
research of the church of St. Martin near Sukošan, 
precisely in grave 1, 106 coins of Louis the Hun-
garian were found along with some other medie-
val coins, so we can refer to them as both a grave 
find and an assemblage.26  Single finds of denarii of 
Louis are known from the following sites: Biskupi-
ja – Crkvina (3),27 Cetina – Holy Savation (5),28 
Dugopolje – Crkvine (4),29 Grborezi (2),30 Kašić

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poznati su s nalazišta Biskupija – Crkvina (3),27 Ce-
tina – Sv. Spas (5),28 Dugopolje – Crkvine (4),29 Gr-
borezi (2),30 Kašić – Mastirine,31 Knin – Kapitul,32 
Čenići – Uzdolje (2),33 Brnaze (4),34 Maljkovo – 
Greblje (2),35 Plavno,36 Potravlje,37 Putalj (3),38 Bri-
birska glavica (4),39 Ričice,40 Starigrad – Sv. Petar,41 
Galovac – Crkvina (3),42 Polača – Sv. Kuzma i 
Damjan,43 Pakoštane – Crkvina,44 Jagodnja45 Med-
viđa – Sv. Ivan46 Stabanj – Vrelo47 i Zadar – Kolova-
re.48 Moguće je da 25 komada srebrnog novca kojeg 
spominje Marun pronađenog na skupu u Ježeviću 
pripada također Ludoviku Anžuvincu.49 Prema po-
dacima iz stare inventarne knjige Arheološkog mu-
zeja u Zadru nalazi Ludovikova novca zabilježeni 
su i u Benkovačkom Selu, Galovcu, Ninu (3), Stab-
nju, Škabrnji, Zatonu kod Nina te u samom Zadru 
i bližoj okolici (12).50 Iz Ljupča potječu četiri pri-
mjerka nešto rjeđih Ludovikovih denara s prikazom 
ljiljana.51 Istovjetan primjerak pronađen je i za revi-
zijskih istraživanja na Crkvini u Biskupiji.52 Brojni 
primjerci denara Ludovika Anžuvinca pronađeni su 
i u Lici. Primjerice, za istraživanja katedrale sv. Ja-
kova u Udbini pronađeno ih je 24 primjerka,53 a u

– Mastirine,31 Knin – Kapitul,32 Čenići – Uzdol-
je (2),33 Brnaze (4),34 Maljkovo – Greblje (2),35 
Plavno,36 Potravlje,37 Putalj (3),38 Bribirska glavica 
(4),39 Ričice,40 Starigrad – St. Peter,41 Galovac – 
Crkvina (3),42 Polača – St. Cosmas and Damian,43 
Pakoštane – Crkvina,44 Jagodnja45 Medviđa – St. 
John,46 Stabanj – Vrelo47 and Zadar – Kolovare.48 
It is possible that the 25 silver coins mentioned by 
Marun found as an assemblage in Ježević also be-
longed to Louis the Hungarian.49 According to in-
formation from the old inventory book of the Ar-
chaeological Museum in Zadar, Louis’ coins were 
also recorded in Benkovačko selo, Galovac, Nin 
(3), Stabnje, Škabrnja, Zaton near Nin, but also in 
Zadar itself and its surroundings (12).50 Four some-
what rarer denarii of Louis with the depiction of the 
fleurs-de-lis originate from Ljubač.51 An identical 
specimen was also found during revision excava-
tions at Crkvina in Biskupija.52 Numerous coins of 
Louis the Hungarian were also found in Lika, like 
for example, 24 specimens during the research of 
the Cathedral of St. James in Udbina,53 and 77 coins 
in an assemblage in Švica- Crkvina. 54 One coin of

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skupnom nalazu iz Švice – Crkvina 77 primjeraka.54 
Iz skupnog nalaza u Širokoj Kuli poznat je jedan 
primjerak Ludovikova novca.55 U numizmatičkoj 
zbirci Muzeja hrvatskih arheoloških spomenika ču-
vaju se 103 primjerka denara Ludovika Anžuvinca 
bez podataka o nalazištu, no oni bez sumnje potječu 
iz prostora sjeverne ili srednje Dalmacije. 

Većinu srednjovjekovnog novca očekivano čine 
mletački kovovi, kojih je 19 primjeraka (br. 6-24). 
Zastupljeni su u rasponu od malog denara dužda 
Henrika Dandola (1192. - 1205.) (br. 6) do dukata 
dužda Francesca Foscarija (1423. - 1457.) (br. 12).  
Čak 11 primjeraka malih denara (piccolo o denaro) 
zbog istrošenosti nije bilo moguće preciznije odre-
diti, no oni se inače uz povremene prekide kuju od 
treće trećine 12. do prve polovine 15. stoljeća, pa 
je za ovakve novce datacija tim vremenskim okvi-
rom najprikladnija (br. 13-23).   Moguće je da neki 
primjerci zbog kvalitete srebra pripadaju razdo-
blju prije dužda Giovannija Dandola, od kojeg se 
takvi novci kuju s dosta primjesa bakra.56 Veneci-
janski mali denari zabilježeni su na brojnim nala-
zištima istočnog Jadrana. Primjerci Henrika Dan-
dola poznati su iz Galovca,57 Kule Atlagića (2),58 
Biskupije,59 Bribirske glavice,60 Starigrada (3),61 
Ljupča,62 okolice Benkovca,63 skupnih nalaza iz 
Crikvenice (2),64 Slatina (2),65 Nerežišća,66 Turske 
peći (4),67 Perušića68 i splitskog predgrađa,69 a oni 
Lorenza Tiepola iz Biskupije,70 Grboreza,71 Galov-

Louis is also known from the assemblage in Široka 
Kula.55 The numismatic collection of the Museum 
of Croatian Archaeological Monuments comprises 
103 denarii of Louis I of Hungary with no infor-
mation on their find-spots. Notwithstanding, they 
undoubtedly originate from northern and central 
Dalmatia. 

As expected, the majority of medieval coins, i.e. 
19 specimens were Venetian mints (no. 6-24), that 
range from the small denar of Doge Enrico Dandolo 
(1192-1205) (no. 6) to the ducato of Doge Francesco 
Foscario (1423-1457) (no. 12). As many as 11 small 
denari (piccolo o denaro) could not be more precise-
ly determined due to their worn state, but they were 
normally minted from the last third of the 12th to 
the first half of the 15th century with occasional in-
terruptions. Hence, the dating of these coins in said 
time frame is the most suitable (no. 13-23). Due 
to the quality of the silver, it is possible that some 
coins belong to the period before Doge Giovanni 
Dandolo, when such coins were minted with a lot of 
copper admixture.56 The small denarii from Venice 
have been recorded on numerous sites in the eastern 
Adriatic. Coins of Enrico Dandolo are known from 
Galovac,57 Kula Atlagića (2),58 Biskupije,59 Bribirs-
ka glavica,60 Starigrad (3),61 Ljubač,62 the surround-
ings of Benkovac,63 hoard of coins from Crikven-
ica (2),64 Slatine (2),65 Nerežišća,66 Turska peć 
(4),67 Perušić,68 and the suburbs of Split,69 where-
as the coins of Lorenza Tiepolo from Biskupija,70

Marko84 i kate-
drale sv. Jakova u Udbini.85 Moguće je da se jedan 
dosta istrošeni mali denar po ostacima slova može 
pripisati duždu Giovanniju Dolfinu (1356. - 1361.), 
koji je inače u južnoj Hrvatskoj poznatiji po nalazi-
ma srebrnih soldina (br. 9). Prvi put kovani u doba 
dužda Francesca Dandola (1329. - 1339.) soldini 
spadaju u najčešći venecijanski novac na istočnom 
Jadranu. Na nalazištu Sv. Martin u Lepurima otkri-
vena su dva primjerka. Stariji primjerak dužda An-
dree Contarinija (1368. - 1382.) (br. 10) poznat je 
još i s nalazišta Brnaze,86 Bribir,87 Crljivica,88 Dugo-
polje – Crkvine,89 Galovac - Crkvina,90 Grborezi,91 
Maljkovo – Greblje,92 Medviđa,93 Ljubač,94 Pako-
štane – Vadila,95 Sukošan – Sv. Martin,96 Sv. Spas,97  
Vrana,98 Zadar – Kolovare,99 također iz skupnih na-
laza Pridraga (22)100 u sjevernoj Dalmaciji, te s Li-

Grborezi,71 Galovac (3),72 Sukošan – St. Martin,73 
Putalj,74 Bribirska glavica (3),75 Ivinj – St. Martin,76 
Pakoštane - Crkvina,77 Kruševo – St. George,78 
Starigrad,79 Dol – St. Nicholas on island Vis,80 Nin 
(2),81 Zadar,82 Čovići near Otočac,83 Podudbina – St. 
Mark84 and the Cathedral of St. James in Udbina.85 
One rather worn small denar can possibly be attrib-
uted to Doge Giovanni Dolfino (1356-1361), who 
is better known in southern Croatia for the finds 
of silver soldini (No. 9). First minted in the time 
of Doge Francesco Dandolo (1329-1339), soldini 
are among the most common Venetian coins in the 
eastern Adriatic. Two specimens were discovered 
at the site of St. Martin in Lepuri. The older coin 
of Doge Andrea Contarini (1368-1382) (No. 10) is 
also known from sites in Brnaze,86 Bribir,87 Crljiv-
ica,88 Dugopolje – Crkvine,89 Galovac - Crkvina,90 
Grborezi,91 Maljkovo – Greblje,92 Medviđa,93 
Ljubač,94 Pakoštane – Vadila,95 Sukošan – St. Mar-
tin,96 Holy Salvation,97  Vrana,98 Zadar – Kolovare,99 
but also from the assemblage discovered in Pridra-
ga (22)100 in northern Dalmatia and in Lipova glav-

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pove glavice,101 iz Široke Kule,102 Švice – Crkvina103 
i Udbine – katedrala sv. Jakova104 u Lici. Nešto mla-
đi je soldin dužda Michelea Stena (1400. - 1413.) 
(br. 11), prisutan u velikom broju u skupnim nalazi-
ma iz Pridrage (53),105 Široke Kule (48)106 i Lipove 
glavice (8).107 Pojedinačni nalazi novca tog dužda 
u južnoj Hrvatskoj potječu s nalazišta Pakoštane – 
Crkvina,108 Radučić – Radučka glavica,109 Maljkovo 
- Greblje,110 Bast,111 Brnaze,112 Bribirska glavica,113 
Galovac (2),114 Starigrad – Sv. Petar (2),115 Putalj,116 
Ričice (2),117 Vrana118 i okolica Benkovca.119 U Lici 
su mjesta pojedinačnih nalaza Lovinac120 i Udbina - 
katedrala sv. Jakova.121

Srebrni soldo tipa Moneta Dalmatie spada u no-
vac kakav je kovala Venecija odlukama Senata od 
31. svibnja 1410. i 27. travnja 1414. godine122 (br. 
24). Emisije tog novca odraz su i svjedočanstvo no-
vonastale gospodarsko-političke situacije uvjetova-
ne prodajom Dalmacije Državi Sv. Marka od stra-
ne Ladislava Napuljskog. Njihov udio u poznatoj 
ostavi iz Pridrage u kojoj ih je 226 komada iznosi 
više od 20 % Ostali pojedinačni nalazi nisu broj-
ni. Tri primjerka potječu s istraživanja na Crkvini u 
Galovcu,123 dok je jedan iz Skradina.124 Puštanjem u 
optjecaj tog novca Venecija je nastojala istisnuti do-

ica,101 Široka Kula,102 Švica – Crkvina103 and Udbi-
na – Cathedral of St. James104 in Lika. The slightly 
younger soldino of Michele Steno (1400.-1413.) 
(No. 11) was present in large numbers in the assem-
blage from Pridraga (53),105 Široka kula (48)106 and 
Lipova glavica (8).107 Single finds of this doge in 
southern Croatia derive from sites  in Pakoštane – 
Crkvina,108 Radučić – Radučka glavica,109 Maljkovo 
- Greblje,110 Bast,111 Brnaze,112 Bribirska glavica,113 
Galovac (2),114 Starigrad – St. Peter (2),115 Putal-
j,116 Ričice (2),117 Vrana,118 and the surroundings of 
Benkovac.119 Places of discovery of single finds in 
Lika were Lovinac120 and Udbina – Cathedral of St. 
James.121 

The silver soldi of the Moneta Dalmatie belongs 
to coins that were issued following the decisions of 
the Venetian Senate dated 31st May 1410 and 27th 
April 1414 (No. 24).122 The issuing of these coins 
are a reflection and testimony of the newly creat-
ed economic and political situation conditioned by 
the sale of Dalmatia to the Venetian Republic by 
Ladislaus of Naples. Their share was more than 20 
% in the famous hoard from Pridraga, which con-
tained 226 pieces. As for other single coin finds of 
the Moneta Dalmatie type, they are not numerous. 
Three specimens were found during the research at

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sta cijenjeni novac akvilejskih patrijarha, posebice 
Antonija II., te novac vojvode Hrvoja, i na taj način 
u monetarnom smislu pokazati svoj suverenitet nad 
novostečenim posjedima.

Dukat dužda Francesca Foscarija (1423. - 1457.) 
jedini je zlatni novac na nalazištu125 (br. 12). Takav 
novac prvi put je kovan 1284. godine, a u Foscarije-
vo doba vrijedio je 104 solda.126 Istovjetan primje-
rak poznat je iz skupnog nalaza otkrivenog u selu 
Sitno kod Perkovića.127 Za jedan pak probušeni Fos-
carijev dukat pretpostavlja se da potječe iz Zadra ili 
bliže okolice.128

U razdoblju od 12. do 14. stoljeća dolazi do 
velikog zamaha u razvoju obrtničke proizvodnje, 
što pogoduje razvoju gradova, od kojih mnogi, 
ekonomski ojačani i s razvijenom lokalnom au-
tonomijom, kuju vlastiti novac. U tome se osobi-
to ističu komune sjeverne Italije, čiji je srebreni 
novac zastupljen sa šest primjeraka. Najstariji 
među njima su zdjeličasti oboli (obolo scodella-
to), emitirani iz kovnice grada Mantove kojom su 
u razdoblju od 1150. do 1256. upravljali tamošnji 
biskupi ostvarujući time dio svog prihoda129 (br. 
25, 26).  Novac tog tipa pronađen je u Galovcu,130 
na Bribirskoj glavici (4),131 na Putalju,132 u Kuli 
Atlagića,133 u crkvi sv. Martina kod Sukošana,134 a 
jedan potječe s benkovačkog područja.135 

Kronološki slijede novci gradova Verone i Tri-
denta (Trento). Verona je zastupljena malim zdje-
ličastim denarima Fridrika II. (1218. – 1250.) (br. 
27) i primjerkom koji vjerojatno spada u kovanje 
prvih Scaligerija (1259. – 1329.) (br. 28). Te je nov-
ce ponekad teško razlikovati, no oni se svakako 
često pronalaze u južnoj Hrvatskoj i Lici. Tako su 
novci Verone zabilježeni na nalazištima Bribirska 
glavica (5),136 Dugopolje – Crkvine,137 Koprivno,138

Crkvina in Galovac,123 while one is from Skradin.124 
By introducing this coinage into circulation, Venice 
sought to replace the much-valued coins of the Aq-
uileian patriarchs, especially Antonio II Panciera, as 
well as Duke Hrvoje’s coins, and thus, in monetary 
terms, show its sovereignty over the newly acquired 
possessions.

The ducato of Doge Francesco Foscario (1423-
1457) is the only gold coin discovered at this site 
(no. 12).125 Coins of this type were first minted 
in 1284, and in Foscario’s time it was worth 104 
soldi.126 An identical specimen is known from an 
assemblage discovered in the village Sitno near 
Perković.127 One pierced ducato of Foscario, on the 
other hand, is assumed to originate from Zadar or 
the surrounding area.128

The development of craft production gained 
great momentum in the period from the 12th to 
the 14th century. It facilitated the growth of towns, 
many of which, economically strengthened and 
with full-fledged local autonomy, minted their own 
coins. Communes in northern Italy were particular-
ly notable, whose silver coins are represented by six 
specimens. The oldest among them were concave 
oboli (obolo scodellato) issued by the mint of the 
city of Mantua, which was governed by the local 
bishops from 1150 to 1256, thereby generating part 
of their income (No. 25, 26).129 

Coins of this type were found in Galovac,130 on 
Bribirska glavica (4),131 Putalj,132 in Kula Atlagića,133 
in the church of St. Martin near Sukošan,134 and one 
from the area of Benkovac.135 

Chronologically, they are followed by coins of 
the cities of Verona and Trento. Verona is represent-
ed by small concave denarii of Frederick II (1218 
– 1250) (No. 27) and a coin that probably belongs 
to the mints of the first Scaligeri (1259 – 1329) (no.

Polača,143 Sukošan – Sv. Martin,144 Vrana (3)145 Sta-
rigrad (2),146 Cerovačka (Turkaljeva) špilja,147 Bi-
ljane donje – Begovača (2),148 Gardun,149 Kruševo 
– Sv. Jure.150 Također su evidentirani i u skupnim 
nalazima Nerežišća (3),151 Trilj (2),152 Stari Grad153 
i Turska Peć.154 Skupni nalazi u kojima je bio nepo-
znat broj veronskih denara su iz Crikvenice u hr-
vatskom primorju155 te iz okolice Perušića u Lici.156

Novac sjevernotalijanskoga grada Tridenta, či-
jem je razvoju u 13. stoljeću uvelike pridonijelo 
povećanje eksploatacije rudnika srebra znatno je 
rjeđi (br. 29). Bilježimo ga na nalazištima Grborezi 
(2),157 Galovac158 i Putalj (2).159

Mali zdjeličasti denar grada Padove pripada vre-
menu druge polovine 14. stoljeća, što je doba naj-
većeg prosperiteta komune (br. 30). Kovao ga je ve-
likaš Francesco I. da Carrara (1355. – 1388.). Naj-
više takvog novca, čak 5 primjeraka, pronađeno je 
na groblju Svetog Spasa u Cetini,160 a zabilježeni su 
još na nalazištima Crkvina u Biskupiji,161 Brnaze,162 
Dugopolje - Crkvine,163  Koljane,164 i  Ljubač (2).165

28). These coins are sometimes difficult to distin-
guish, but they are certainly often found in south-
ern Croatia and Lika. Coins of Verona were thus 
recorded at the sites of Bribirska glavica (5),136 Du-
gopolje – Crkvine,137 Koprivno,138 Galovac (2),139 
Grborezi,140 Jagodnja,141 Ljubač,142 Polača,143 Su-
košan – St. Martin,144 Vrana (3)145 Starigrad (2),146 
Cerovac (Turkaljeva) cave,147 Biljane donje – Be-
govača (2),148 Gardun,149 Kruševo – St. George.150 
They were also recorded in the assemblages from 
Nerežišća (3),151 Trilj (2),152 Stari Grad153 and Tur-
ska Peć.154 Assemblages with an unknown number 
of denari from Verona originate from Crikvenica in 
the Croatian Littoral,155 and from the vicinity of Pe-
rušić in Lika.156

Coins of the northern Italian city of Trento, 
whose development in the 13th century was great-
ly contributed by the increase in the exploitation of 
silver mines, are much rarer (No. 29). Specimens 
were recorded at the sites of Grborezi (2),157 Gal-
ovac158 and Putalj (2).159

The small concave denar of the city of Padua 
dates to the second half of the 14th century, the time 
of the commune’s greatest prosperity (No. 30), and 
was minted by the nobleman Francesco I da Carrara 
(1355 – 1388). Most coins of this type, as many as

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Dva primjerka novca pripisana su akvilejskom 
patrijarhatu. Stariji je pikolo patrijarha Raimonda 
(br. 31) iz druge polovine 13. stoljeća, kakav je još 
pronađen na Bribirskoj glavici166 i u Grborezima.167

Mlađi denar Antonija II. (1402. - 1411.) poznat 
je s brojnih nalazišta duž istočne jadranske obale i 
zaobalja (br. 32).  Osobito je brojan u skupnim na-
lazima iz Pridrage (251),168 Lipove glavice (18)169 
Široke Kule (19)170 i Drivenika (7).171 Mjesta poje-
dinačnih nalaza su: Biskupija – Crkvina,172 Biljane 
Donje – Begovača (2),173 Bribirska glavica (2),174 
Cetina - Sv. Spas (4),175 Dugopolje – Crkvine,176 
Galovac (2),177 Grborezi,178 Ljubač (2),179 Maljko-
vo - Greblje,180 Nadin,181 Novigrad,182 Pakoštane – 
Crkvina i Vadila,183 Podgrađe,184 Putalj (3),185 Stara 
Povljana,186 Starigrad – Sv. Petar,187 Karlobag – Dr-
višica – Sv.

Za  proučavanje hrvatske srednjovjekovne nu-
mizmatike značajan je nalaz groša Hrvoja Vukčića 
Hrvatinića192 (br.

5 pieces, were found at the graveyard of the Holy 
Salvation in Cetina,160 but also at the sites Crkvina 
in Biskupija,161 Brnaze,162 Dugopolje - Crkvine,163  
Koljane,164 and  Ljubač (2)165 

Two specimens of coins were attributed to the 
Patriarchate of Aquileia. The older one is the picco-
lo of Patriarch Raimondo della Torre (No. 31) from 
the second half of the 13th century, which was found 
on Bribirska glavica166 and in  Grborezi.167

The younger denar of Antonio II Panciera (1402-
1411) was found in numerous sites along the eastern 
Adriatic coast and its hinterland (No. 32) The have 
been especially numerous in the assemblages from 
Pridraga (251),168 Lipova glavica (18)169 Široka 
Kula (19)170 and Drivenik (7).171 Single finds were 
recorded at Biskupija – Crkvina,172 Biljane Donje 
– Begovača (2),173 Bribirska glavica (2),174 Cetina 
– Holy Salvation (4),175 Dugopolje – Crkvine,176 
Galovac (2),177 Grborezi,178 Ljubač (2),179 Maljko-
vo - Greblje,180 Nadin,181 Novigrad,182 Pakoštane

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koji je kovan i bio u optjecaju na istočnom Jadranu 
početkom 15. stoljeća. Hrvoje je bio moćan velikaš 
kojeg je hrvatsko-ugarski kralj Ladislav Napuljski 
postavio za namjesnika. Nosio je titule potkralja 
Dalmacije i Hrvatske, hercega Splita, velikog voj-
vode bosanskog i kneza Donjih kraja. Godine 1413. 
kralj Žigmund opoziva Hrvoja te tada prestaje i ko-
vanje njegova novca. Najviše primjeraka Hrvojeva 
novca potječe iz skupnog nalaza u Pridrazi.193 Od 
ostalih pojedinačnih nalaza poznat je primjerak iz 
mjesta Zvonigrad sjeverno od Knina194 te jedan s 
Putalja u Kaštel Sućurcu.195 U Starinarskim dnevni-
cima Fra Luje Maruna spominju se nalazi i nabava 
Hrvojeva novca iz Polače,196 Skradina - Rokova-
ča197 i Plavna - Gradina.198 Oni se danas vjerojatno 
kriju među primjercima koji se u inventaru Muzeja 
hrvatskih arheoloških spomenika vode bez podata-
ka o mjestu nalaza. Jedan Hrvojev novac neutvr-
đene nominalne vrijednosti potječe s nepoznatog 
nalazišta u Lici.199

Novovjekovni novac pratimo od početka 16. do 
19. stoljeća. Najstariji je primjerak srebrnog soldi-
na dužda Leonarda Loredana (br. 34). To je doba 
osmanskih prodora u naše krajeve, o čemu svjedo-
či i nalaz ostave iz obližnjeg mjesta Dobra Voda, 
u kojoj su najmlađi upravo Loredanovi novci.200 
Vrijeme osmanske vladavine ovim krajevima ta-
kođer je dokumentirano nalazima venecijanskog 
novca. Dva su primjerka novca sesino, pretežno od 
bakra, u vrijednosti 8 bagatina ili malih denara.201 
Karakterizira ih avers s prikazom pizanskog križa 
i legendom koja sadrži ime dužda, te revers s uobi-
čajenim prikazom Lava sv. Marka. Ovaj tip novca 
kuje se do početka 17. stoljeća, a javlja se i na ka-
snijim anonimnim venecijanskim kovovima s otoka 
Kandije (Kreta). Jedan pripada duždu Pasqualeu 
Cicogni (br. 35),  čijih je 6 istovjetnih primjeraka 
pronađeno na Bribirskoj glavici,202 a spomenimo i

– Crkvina and Vadila,183 Podgrađe,184 Putalj (3),185 
Stara Povljana,186 Starigrad – St. Peter,187 Karlobag 
– Drvišica – St. Vitus188 Vrana,189 Udbina – Cathe-
dral of St. James (3)190 Rudopolje.191

A significant source for the study of Croatian 
mediaeval numismatics is the discovery of the silver 
groschen of Hrvoje Vukčić Hrvatinić192 (No. 33), 
which was minted and in circulation in the eastern 
Adriatic at the beginning of the 15th century. Hrvo-
je was a powerful nobleman, who was appointed 
governor by the Croato-Hungarian King Ladislaus 
of Naples and held the titles of viceroy of Dalmatia 
and Croatia, Duke of Split, Grand Duke of Bosnia, 
and Duke of the Nether Regions. In 1413, King Si-
gismund recalled Hrvoje, and thus the minting of 
his coins ceased. The bulk of Hrvoje’s coins origi-
nates from the Pridraga hoard.193 Among the other 
single finds, one is known to originate from Zvoni-
grad, north of Knin,194 and one from Putalj in Kaštel 
Sućurac.195 The discovery and purchase of Hrvoje’s 
coins from Polača,196 Skradin - Rokovača197 and 
Plavno - Gradina198 is mentioned in the diary Stari-
narski dnevnici of Friar Lujo Marun. Today, these 
coins are probably concealed among the specimens 
kept in the inventory of the Museum of Croatian 
Archaeological Monuments without information 
about their find-spot. One coin of Hrvoje, whose 
nominal value cannot be determined, originates 
from an unknown site in Lika.199

Coins from the modern age can be tracked from 
the beginning of the 16th to the 19th century. The old-
est one is a silver soldino of Doge Leonardo Lore-

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nalaze iz Zadra, Ljupča i Nina.203 Drugi je dužda 
Marina Grimanija (br. 36), poznat još s Kapitula 
kod Knina,204 Bribirske glavice,205 Ostrovice206 i Za-
dra.207 Na nedavnim arheološkim istraživanjima Tu-
rističke palače u Splitu također je pronađen sesino 
tog dužda.208 Iz prve polovine 17. stoljeća je srebrni 
soldin dužda Marcantonija Memma (br. 37), kakav 
je također pronađen na utvrdi u Vrani209, na Fortici 
u Novigradu210 te u bribirskom zaseoku Bijelići.211

Iz razdoblja stabilizacije prilika nakon mletač-
ko-osmanskih ratova potječe primjerak u vrijedno-
sti 10 solda dužda Alvisea III. Moceniga (br. 38). 
Njegov novac pronađen je primjerice na groblju sv. 
Mihovila u Prološcu Donjem, ali u vrijednosti od 1 
solda.212 

Skupina novca spada u anonimne kovove emiti-
rane za potrebe trgovine i vojske u krajevima koje 
je Venecija držala na istočnoj jadranskoj obali i 
grčko-egejskom prostoru. Tri primjerka su gazete, 
(gazzetta) novci u vrijednosti od dva solda, kovani 
za Dalmaciju i Albaniju, kakvi su vrlo česti u na-
šim krajevima.213 (br. 39-41). Novac ovog tipa kuju 
se još od 1626. godine, ali u manjoj vrijednosti (br. 
42), dok se gazete kuju odlukama iz 1684., odno-
sno 1710. godine.214 Primjerci iz Lepura zbog teži-
ne jamačno spadaju u mlađe kovove te bi se mogli 
datirati u 18. stoljeće. U Muzeju hrvatskih arheo-
loških spomenika čuva se 117 primjeraka novca za 
Dalmaciju i Albaniju. Za 37 komada barem je pri-
bližno poznato nalazište. Jedan potječe iz Roškog 
polja kod Tomislavgrada,215 dok su drugi iz prostora 
sjeverne i srednje Dalmacije.216 Prema podacima iz 
Marunovog Starinarskog dnevnika 63 komada ta-

dan (No. 34). This was the era of Ottoman inva-
sions into our region, as evidenced by the discovery 
of a hoard from the nearby town of Dobra Voda, 
in which Loredan’s coins represent the youngest 
ones.200 The time of Ottoman rule in these regions is 
also documented by finds of Venetian coins. There 
are two specimens of sesino coins, mostly made of 
copper, worth 8 bagatins or small denars. 201 These 
coins feature the Pisan Cross and a legend contain-
ing the name of the doge on the obverse, while the 
reverse displays the usual depiction of the lion of 
St. Mark. This type of coin was minted until the be-
ginning of the 17th century, but also appears on later 
anonymous Venetian mints from the island of Can-
dia (Crete). One belongs to Doge Pasquale Cicog-
ni (No. 35), of which 6 identical specimens were 
found on Bribirska glavica, 202 but also in Zadar, 
Ljubač and Nin.203 The second is attributed to Doge 
Marino Grimani (No. 36) that is known to originate 
from Kapitul near Knin, 204 Bribirska glavica, 205  Os-
trovica206  and Zadar. 207 Recent archaeological ex-
cavations at site Turističke palača in Split yielded 
also a specimen of the sesino coin belonging to said 
doge. 208 The silver soldino of Doge Marcantonio 
Memmo (No. 37) dates from the first half of the 17th 
century and was found at the fortress in Vrana, 209  
the fortress in Novigrad, 210 and in the hamlet Bijelić 
that belongs to Bribir.211

The period when the circumstances stabilized 
after the Venetian-Ottoman wars is represented by 
one coin worth 10 soldi of Doge Alvise Mocenigo 
III (No. 38). His money was found, for example, in 
the cemetery of St. Michael’s in Proložac Donji, but 
its value was 1 soldo.212 

A group of coins belongs to the anonymous 
coins issued for the needs of trade and the military

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kvog novca pronađena su na skupu u Gradini izme-
đu Radučića i Mokrog Polja u blizini tzv. Gjurine 
gromile.217 Jedan skupni nalaz gazeta za Dalmaciju 
i Albaniju koji se čuva u privatnom vlasništvu po-
tječe s otoka Zlarina.218 Kronološki i tipološki ovom 
novcu blizak je primjerak gazete kovane za potrebe 
otokâ Krfa, Kefalonije i Zakinta (br. 43). U novije 
vrijeme više je primjeraka ovakvog novca registri-
rano na području grada Zadra i okolice.219 U zbirci 
Muzeja hrvatskih arheoloških spomenika čuva se 
jedan s Bribirske glavice.220

Na ovome mjestu kronološki slijedi novovje-
kovni brončani žeton iz njemačkoga grada Nür-
nberga koji spominjemo kao poseban nalaz na lo-
kalitetu premda nije riječ o novcu (br. 44). Takvi 
mu se predmetima diljem Europe služili trgovci kod 
računanja i brojanja kao zamjenom za novac. Otuda 
im i njemački naziv Rechenpfennig. Žeton pripada 
majstoru Lazaru Gottliebu Lauferu koji je djelovao 
u drugoj polovini 17. i početkom 18. st.  Analogan 
mu je jedan primjerak s Bribirske glavice.221 Tu su 
pronađena još dva žetona, ali se oni pripisuju maj-
storu Corneliusu Lauferu.222 Veliki broj ih je prona-
đen za istraživanja ostataka brodoloma u pličini Mi-
joka kod Murtera.223 Tu je uz brojne druge predmete 
potpisane od nürnberških majstora otkriveno više 
od sto žetona koje je izradio majstor Hans Schultes 
II.224 Pojedinačni nalazi nürnberških žetona raznih 
majstora u južnoj Hrvatskoj zabilježeni su još u selu 
Gardun kod Trilja,225  zatim na Begovači u Biljani-
ma Donjim226 te na novigradskoj Fortici.227 

Najstariji novac vladara dinastije Habsburg 
predstavljaju četiri srebrna primjerka višestruke 
vrijednosti od 6 i 3 krajcara (Kreuzer) cara Svetog 
Rimskog Carstva Leopolda I. (br. 45 - 48). Krajcari 
su novci prvobitno kovani od srebra, osobito česti 
na prostoru južne Njemačke i Austrije.228 Od dru-

in the areas that Venice held on the eastern Adriatic 
coast and the Greco-Aegean area. Three specimens 
are gazzettas, coins of the value of two soldi, mint-
ed for Dalmatia and Albania, and very common in 
our region (No. 39-41).213 Coins of this type, but 
in a smaller value (No. 42), had been minted since 
1626, whereas gazzettas were minted based upon 
decisions from 1684 or 1710.214 The specimens 
from Lepuri, due to their weight, definitely belong 
to younger coinage and could be dated to the 18th 
century. The Museum of Croatian Archaeological 
Monuments keeps 117 pieces of these coins for 
Dalmatia and Albania. The site of discovery is at 
least approximately known for 37 coins. One comes 
from Roško Polje near Tomislavgrad,215  while the 
others are from northern and central Dalmatia.216 
Marun’s diary Starinarski dnevnici, provides in-
formation on 63 pieces of such coins, namely they 
were found at as an assemblage in Gradina between 
Radučić and Mokro Polje near the so-called Gju-
rina gromila.217 One assemblage of gazzettas for 
Dalmatia and Albania that is privately owned orig-
inates from the island of Zlarin.218 Chronologically 
and typologically close to this coin is the specimen 
of the gazzette minted for the needs of the islands 
of Corfu, Kefalonia and Zakynthos (No. 43). In 
recent times, several coins of this type have been 
registered in the area of the city of Zadar and its 
surroundings.219 The collection of the Museum of 
Croatian Archaeological Monuments also contains 
one from Bribirska glavica.220

Chronologically speaking, the modern age 
bronze token from the German town of Nuremberg 
follows. It is mentioned here as a special find at 
this site and not considered a coin (No. 44). Such 
items were used by merchants for calculations and 
counting as a substitute for money throughout Eu-
rope, and hence their German name is Rechenpfen-
nig. The token belongs to Lazar Gottlieb Lauffer,

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ge polovine 18. stoljeća kuju se i od bakra.229 Na 
nalazištu su zastupljeni primjerci vladara dinastije 
Habsburg – Lothringen u vrijednosti ¼ krajcara Jo-
sipa II. iz 1792. godine (br. 49), krajcara Franje II. 
iz 1800. (br. 50) i Franje I. iz 1816. godine (br. 51), 
te novca u vrijednosti 10 i 1 krajcara Franje Josipa 
iz 1861., 1870. i 1878. godine (br. 52-54). 

Dio novovjekovnog novca i nürnberški žeton 
sekundarno su korišteni kao nakit i u svrhu ukraša-
vanja dijelova nošnje. Stoga su zanimljivi i s etno-
loškog stajališta. Tu se posebno izdvaja skupni na-
laz probušenog novca u nasipu uz grobnicu Dujmić 
(br. 55 - 63), koji se sastoji od pet srebrnih krajcara 
Franje Josipa iz 1849. godine, jedne provincijske 
venetske lire i krajcara Franje II. iz 1800. godine, 
te dva probušena neodrediva novovjekovna novca 
koji čine privjeske ogrlice korištene kao nakit sta-
novnika ovoga kraja u drugoj polovini 19. stoljeća.

who was a master in the second half of the 17th and 
the beginning of the 18th century. A specimen from 
Bribirska glavica is similar to it,221 while two other 
tokens found there are attributed to master Cornelius 
Lauffer.222 A large number of them were found dur-
ing the research of a shipwreck in the shallow waters 
of Mijoka near Murter.223  Over a hundred tokens 
made by master Hans Schultes II were discovered 
there, along with many other items that were crafts 
of masters from Nuremberg.224 In southern Croatia, 
single finds of tokens from Nuremberg by various 
masters were also recorded in the village of Gardun 
near Trilj,225  at site Begovača in Biljane Donje,226 
and the fortress in Novigrad called Fortica.227 

The oldest coins of the rulers of the Habsburg 
dynasty are represented by four silver coins of mul-
tiple values of 6 and 3 kreuzers of the Holy Roman 
Emperor Leopold I (No. 45-48). Kreuzers were 
originally made of silver and particularly common 
in south Germany and Austria.228 From the second 
half of the 18th century, the kreuzer was also made of 
copper.229 Research at the site in Lepuri also yielded 
specimens of the rulers of the Habsburg-Lothringen 
dynasty in the value of ¼ of the kreuzer of Joseph II 
from 1792 (No. 49), the kreuzers of Francis II from 
1800 (no. 50) and Francis I from 1816 (No. 51), and 
coins worth 10 and 1 kreuzer of Franz Joseph from 
1861, 1870 and 1878 (No. 52-54).

Some of the coins from the modern period and 
the Nuremberg token were used as jewellery and 
for the purpose of decorating parts of the costume. 
Therefore, they are also interesting from an ethno-
logical point of view. Particularly noteworthy here 
is the assemblage of pierced coins in the embank-
ment next to the Dujmić tomb (No. 55-63) that con-
sisted of five silver kreuzers of Franz Joseph from 
1849, one provincial Venetian lira and one kreuzer 
of Francis II from the year 1800, as well as two 
pierced modern era coins that could not be deter-
mined. The latter were pendants of necklaces and 
used by the local population as jewellery in the sec-
ond half of the 19th century.
