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UVODNA RIJEC
Dragi citatelji,

sredisnja je tema ovoga broja Casopisa Strani jezici ovladavanje tre¢im je-
zikom (J3) i visejezicnost. Prilozi koje objavljujemo u ovom broju odabrani
su medu brojnim radovima izlozenima na 12. Medunarodnoj konferenciji
o ovladavanju trecim jezikom i visejezicnosti koja je u suorganizaciji Filo-
zofskoga fakulteta Sveucilista u Zagrebu odrzana u Zagrebu od 14. do 17.
rujna 2022. godine.

Istrazivacko podrucje ovladavanja tre¢im jezikom jos je uvijek relativno
mlado podrucje primijenjene lingvistike, no stalan je i snazan porast za-
nimanja za njega. To je zanimanje potaknuto empirijskim dokazima da se
ovladavanje tre¢im jezikom razlikuje od ovladavanja inim jezikom (drugim
i stranim) pa zavrjeduje biti istrazivano kao samostalno podrucje. No, u
tom je podrucju potrebno i nadalje provoditi empirijska istrazivanja koja
¢e doprinijeti naS§em boljem razumijevanju slozenoga puta ovladavanja tre-
¢im jezikom, a njegove procese valja promatrati iz razli¢itih perspektiva.
Tri rada u ovome broju upravo se bave temama visejezi¢noga ovladavanja.

U radu autora Christopha Gabriela, Jonasa Griinkea i Claudie Schlaak
istrazuju se medujezi¢ni utjecaji na fonetskoj razini, odnosno rad se bavi
ovladavanjem r-glasovima u $panjolskome kao J3 u dvojezi¢nih njema-
cko-turskih govornika, nasljednih govornika turskoga jezika u Njemackoj.
U radu se prikazuje ucinak intervencijske studije, kojom se podize svijest
govornika o slicnostima i razlikama fonoloskih sustava triju jezika, na cilja-
ni izgovor r-glasova u $panjolskom jeziku.

U radu koji je netipi¢no strukturiran poput price David Singleton i Doro-
ta Zaborska istrazuju prednosti koje za migrante i viSejezi¢ne ucenike trece
dobi ima pripovijedanje o njihovu zivotu na ciljnome jeziku, kao i preprica-
vanje te uzivanje u detaljima njihova iskustava u ucenju jezika.

Rad Diega Cortésa Velasqueza, Clorinde Donato i Francesce Ricciardelli
bavi se relevantnom temom online komunikacije izmedu menora i studen-
ta tijekom telekolaboracije u visejezicnom kontekstu. U radu je naglasak
na obrascima jezi¢ne uporabe te se usporeduju nasljedni i nenasljedni go-
vornici Spanjolskoga kako bi se istrazila uloga $panjolskoga kao oslonca u
ucenju talijanskoga jezika.

Nadamo se da ¢e navedeni ¢lanci ohrabriti i druge struc¢njake da krenu
putem istrazivanja trecega jezika, odnosno visejezi¢nosti. Kako bismo do-
prinijeli srediSnjoj temi viSejezi¢nosti, u ovome smo broju pripremili po-
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sebnu poslasticu za cCitatelje. U nasoj rubrici Forum objavljujemo intervju s
uvazenim profesorom Davidom Singletonom koji je s nama rado podijelio
svoja razmisljanja o temama vezanima uz visejezicnost.

Druga dva c¢lanka ovoga broja nisu usmjerena iskljuc¢ivo na ucenje do-
datnoga jezika, ali se doticu supostojanja dvaju jezika u umu govornika te u
jezi¢nim kurikulima.

Clanak autora Petre Ihasz, Andrasa Benyhe, Gyule Saryja, Zoltdna Juhas-
za i Judit Navracsics bavi se procesiranjem pisanih informacija kod dvoje-
zi¢nih osoba. To¢nije, istrazuje se uloga fonoloske svjesnosti u vizualnom
prepoznavanju rijeci, nerijeci i pseudorijeci u zadatcima mjesovite leksicke
odluke kod dvojezi¢nih govornika madarskoga i engleskoga jezika.

Adrianu Petru Blazevi¢ i Maru Ruzu Blazevi¢ zanimaju tecajevi engle-
skoga za posebne namjene na visokoskolskoj razini u Hrvatskoj. Autori-
ce istrazuju poravnanje Cetiriju silaba i udzbenika engleskoga za posebne
namjene s potrebama ucenika i nastavnika, a u radu se doticu i izazova s
kojima se u provedbi tecaja susre¢u nastavnici.

Zeljele bismo zahvaliti svim autorima na njihovu doprinosu te izraziti
zahvalnost recenzentima $to su doprinijeli daljem unaprjedenju kvalitete
nasega Casopisa.

U ovome broju mozete procitati i recenzije dviju knjiga. U svojem za-
dnjem radu nasa draga profesorica Yvonne Vrhovac prikazala je knjigu Da-
rije Dami¢ Bohac koja se bavi poteskocama s kojima se pri ucenju francu-
skoga jezika susrecu govornici hrvatskoga.

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EDITORS’'INTRODUCTION

Dear readers,

This issue of the Strani jezici journal is focuses mainly on the topic of third
language (L3) acquisition and multilingualism. The contributions have
been selected from a number of papers given at the 12" International Con-
ference on Third Language Acquisition and Multilingualism, a biannual
conference of the International Association of Multilingualism which was
co-organized by the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, University
of Zagreb (Croatia). The conference was held in Zagreb from 14" to 17*
September 2022.

The field of L3 acquisition research is still a young discipline within Ap-
plied Linguistics, but the interest in this line of research is growing rapid-
ly. The interest was triggered by empirical evidence that L3 acquisition is
different from second language (L2) acquisition and that it deserves to be
studied in its own right. Yet, the field is in need of empirical studies that
lead to a better understanding of the intricate paths in L3 acquisition and
look at the process from various perspectives. Three of the papers in this
issue deal specifically with topics related to multiple language acquisition.

The paper by Christoph Gabriel, Jonas Griinke and Claudia Schlaak
focuses on crosslinguistic influence at the phonetic level and deals with
rhotics acquisition in Spanish as L3 by German-Turkish bilinguals, heritage
speakers of Turkish in Germany. It reports on the effects of an intervention
study raising awareness of similarities and differences between the phono-
logical system in three languages, on target-like pronunciation of rhotics in
Spanish.

In an unusually structured storytelling paper, David Singleton and Do-
rota Zaborska explore the benefits for migrant and third-age multilingual
learners in telling stories about their lives in their target languages and re-
counting and “savouring” details of their language learning experience.

The paper by Diego Cortés Veldsquez, Clorinda Donato & Francesca
Ricciardelli deals with a highly relevant topic of online communication
among mentor and mentee participants (telecollaboration) in multilingual
contexts. It focuses on language use patterns and compares heritage to
non-heritage speakers of Spanish in order to examine the role of Spanish as
a pivot language in learning Italian.

We hope the papers will encourage others to pursue research in the L3/
multiple language acquisition field. To add the multilingual focus to this
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issue we have also prepared a special treat for the readers in our Forum
section: an interview with distinguished scholar prof. David Singleton who
gladly shared with us his views on topics related to multilingualism.

There are two more papers in the issue that do not focus specifically on
additional language learning, but tap into the presence of two languages in
the minds and language curriculum. Paper by Petra Ihasz, Andras Benyhe,
Gyula Sary, Zoltan Juhész and Judit Navracsics deals with the processing
of written information by bilinguals. More specifically, it looks at the role
of phonological awareness in the visual recognition of words, non-words,
and pseudo-words in mixed language lexical decision tasks performed by
proficient Hungarian-English bilinguals. Adriana Petra Blazevi¢ and Mara
Ruza Blazevi¢ focus on English for specific purposes (ESP) courses taught
at the tertiary level in Croatia. They test the alignment of four ESP syllabi
and coursebooks with the needs of learners and teachers and tap into chal-
lenges teachers face in course management.

We would like to thank all authors for their contributions and we are
grateful to the reviewers, who have further increased the quality of this
issue and journal overall.

In this issue you can read two book reviews. The first one evaluates a
book by Darja Dami¢ Bohac¢ that focuses on difficulties faced by Croatian
learners of French, and the other one is an evaluation of a teachers’ guide for
online teaching of young learners written by Fanny Piat and Sanja Vicevi¢
Ivanovi¢. There is also a brief report on the conference Third Language Ac-
quisition and Multilingualism.

The issue concludes with In Memoriam written by Damir Horga in hon-
our of professor emeritus Damir Kalogjera, one of the first editors in chief
of the Strani jezici journal. As journal editors, we wish to thank Professor
Kalogjera for his valuable contribution and the memorable mark he has left
on the journal.

We hope you enjoy reading the issue!
