Call for papers for a Special Issue of Libri ¢~ Liberi

Literature that simultaneously fits into the fields of children’s and adult literature is readily
found in almost all cultures and historical periods. Some of the greatest authors of classics
published books for adults and for children. Many poets can be found among them. They lead
“double” literary lives. This practice is not foreign to Croatian authors and poets, either. Among
them, Vesna Parun (1922-2010), the greatest Croatian poetess of the 20th century, holds a
very special place. Her work has prompted us to prepare a special thematic issue on verse for
children and verse for adults, dedicated in particular to authors who, since the mid-twentieth
century, wrote poems, narrative verse forms, or plays in verse for both children and adults.

L&L welcomes papers on the similarities and differences between literature in verse for
children and for adults (both in general and regarding specific authors), as well as on crossover
literature, which transcends age and genre boundaries.

The deadline for contributions is 15 May 2024.
