UPUTE ZA AUTORE

Hrvatska revija za rehabilitacijska istraZivanja medunarodni je Casopis koji objavljuje neobjavljene
izvorne znanstvene radove, prethodna priopcenja, pregledne i stru¢ne radove te druge priloge iz podrucja
edukacijsko-rehabilitacijskih znanosti, logopedije, pedagogije, psihologije, lingvistike i fonetike, klinicke
medicinske znanosti, javnog zdravstva i zdravstvene zastite te interdisciplinarnih drustvenih i humani-
stickih znanosti, kao i razlicitih podru¢ja umjetnosti povezanih s pitanjima prevencije, probira, procjene
i dijagnostike te tretmana, obrazovanja i ostalih modaliteta sveobuhvatne podrske u zajednici za osobe s
razli¢itim razvojnim i ste¢enim psihofizi¢kim poremecajima i/ili problemima u ponasanju. Casopis je pri-
marno usmjeren na objavljivanje suvremenih znanstvenih i stru¢nih spoznaja o: inkluzivnoj edukaciji i re-
habilitaciji osoba s teSkocama u ucenju, intelektualnim tesko¢ama i pervazivnim poremecajima; edukaciji
i rehabilitaciji osoba s oStec¢enjima vida i sluha, motorickim poremecajima i kroni¢nim bolestima; kom-
plementarnim i suportivnim art terapijama; logopedskim temama vezanim uz poremecaje komunikacije,
jezika, govora i glasa; temama iz socijalne pedagogije i kriminologije vezanim uz probleme u ponasanju.
Prednost imaju radovi koji se temelje na rezultatima empirijskih istrazivanja, ali i teorijski, pregledni i
struéni radovi, kao i komentari znanstvenika i stru¢njaka te prikazi knjiga bit ¢e uzeti u razmatranje.

Troskovi zaprimanja i objavljivanja priloga

Casopis autorima ne naplacuje troskove zaprimanja, recenziranja ili objavljivanja ¢lanaka i drugih
priloga.

Uvjeti i upute za predaju radova

Temeljni je uvjet za predaju rada je da rad nije prethodno objavljivan niti se nalazi u recenzentskom
postupku pri nekom drugom ¢asopisu. Radovi se dostavljaju iskljuc¢ivo online na mreznoj stranici ¢asopi-
sa dostupnoj na poveznici http://hrri.erf.hr/. Radovi poslani na e-mail adresu ¢asopisa nece se razmatrati.
Cjeloviti rad predaje se na hrvatskom i na engleskom jeziku, odnosno samo na engleskom jeziku. Autori
su duzni osigurati prijevod na engleski (britanski engleski) prilikom predaje rada u recenzentski postupak
te osigurati da obje inacice (hrvatska i engleska) budu pisane standardnim jezikom.

Rad ne smije sadrzavati identifikacijske informacije koje se mogu povezati s autorima, kao §to su ime
1 prezime autora, ustanova u kojoj su zaposleni, naziv i broj projekta unutar kojeg su dobiveni rezultati
istrazivanja predstavljeni u istrazivanju, zahvala u kojoj se otkrivaju identifikacijske informacije. Obave-
zno je otkloniti i podatke o autoru iz Word dokumenta (u Word dokumentu treba pod FILE odabrati opciju
INFO i onda pod CHECK FOR ISSUES iz padajuc¢eg izbornika odabrati INSPECT DOCUMENT. Otvorit
¢e se prozor u kojem treba oznaciti DOCUMENT PROPERTIES AND PERSONAL INFORMATION, te
onda kliknuti na INSPECT. Kad se zavrsi proces provjere, treba kliknuti na REMOVE ALL pod DOCU-
MENT PROPERTIES AND PERSONAL INFORMATION, te na kraju spremiti promjene prije zatvaranja
dokumenta. Pri sljede¢em pregledu, pod FILE > INFO ne bi trebalo biti imena uz Author i Last Modified
By).

Na prvoj stranici rada trebaju stajati naslov rada i sazetak s klju¢nim rije¢ima. U sazetku treba navesti
problem i cilj istrazivanja, podatke o uzorku sudionika istrazivanja, mjerne instrumente i statisticke me-
tode koriStene u istrazivanju, glavne rezultate istrazivanja te eventualno i moguénosti primjene dobivenih
rezultata. Opseg sazetka treba biti izmedu 200 1 300 rijeci.

Radovi koji izvjes¢uju o rezultatima empirijskog istrazivanja u pravilu bi trebali sadrzavati sljedeca
poglavlja: Uvod, Cilj, problemi i hipoteze istrazivanja, Metode rada, Rezultati i rasprava, Zakljucak, Za-
hvala, Literatura. Ako Zahvala sadrzava identifikacijske informacije, sadrzaj teksta Zahvale treba ukloniti
iz dokumenta rukopisa i predati na to odredeno mjesto unutar online sustava za predaju radova.



Datoteka koja sadrzi rad treba biti u MS Word formatu, a tekst pisan Calibri fontom veli¢ine 11, s 1.5
proredom, a sve margine 2.5. Sve stranice moraju biti numerirane. Ne upotrebljavati zaglavlja, fusnote
upotrebljavati iznimno.

Grafikoni, tablice i prikazi prilazu se unutar teksta clanka na mjestima gdje trebaju biti prikazani. Op-
seg rada, bez obzira na vrstu rada, moze iznositi najvise 9000 rije¢i ne ukljucujuéi popis literature.

Uz rad autori su u sustav COMET duzni podignuti i Pismo UredniStvu (Cover Letter), u kojem tre-
baju navesti naziv rada koji prijavljuju, cjelovit popis autora (dogovorenim redoslijedom s kojim su svi
suglasni), te navesti kako je rad uskladen s etickim standardima te da nije u postupku recenzije ili objave
u nekom drugom casopisu.

Navodenje literature

Casopis HRRI koristi se APA sustavom referiranja i biljeZenja bibliografskih izvora (Publication
Manual of the American Psychological Association, 7th edition), a detaljne upute za oblikovanje referenci
(izvora) u tekstu i popisu literature moguce je pronaci na poveznici http://www.apastyle.org/. Svaka refe-
renca koja je navedena u tekstu mora se navesti u popisu literature, kao $to svaka referenca u popisu litera-
ture treba biti parafrazirana/citirana u tekstu. Potrebno je pripaziti da je referenca na oba mjesta istovjetno
napisana. Reference treba navoditi u tekstu, a ne u biljeskama (fusnotama).

Referenca se u tekstu moze navoditi na dva nacina:

1. Autor (godina) Primjer: Jandri¢ NiSevi¢ (2010) navodi kako zivotni stil kriminaliteta karakterizi-
raju Cetiri bihevioralna stila...

2. (Autor, godina) Primjer: ...zivotni stil kriminaliteta karakteriziraju Cetiri bihevioralna stila (Jan-
dri¢ Nisevi¢, 2010).

Ako rad koji se navodi ima jednog ili dva autora, navodenje referenci kroz cijeli tekst obuhvaca pre-
zime citiranog autora i godinu izdavanja publikacije, kao npr. Bonetti i Viskovi¢ (2018) ili (Bonetti i
Viskovi¢, 2018). Ako rad koji se navodi ima viSe od #ri autora, u tekstu je potrebno navesti samo prezime
prvoga autora, oblik “i sur.”, te godinu. Primjerice, rad Zadro, Simlesa, Oluji¢ i Kuvaé Kraljevi¢ (2016) ¢e
u tekstu biti naveden kao Zadro i sur. (2016).

Izrada popisa koristene literature prema APA stilu

Popis svih koristenih referenci u tekstu navodi se na kraju rada pod naslovom Literatura. Popis sadrzi
cjelovite bibliografske podatke o referencama koje je autor upotrebljavao pri izradi rada te ih je u skrace-
noj formi naveo u tekstu. Reference se u popisu na kraju rada navode abecednim redom, prema prezimenu
prvog autora. Radovi istog autora navode se prema kronoloskom redu njihova objavljivanja, a radovi
istog autora i iste godine izdanja navode se redoslijedom pojavljivanja u tekstu s pripadajuc¢im slovom iza
godine izdanja koji odrazava redoslijed citiranja reference u tekstu (npr. Basi¢ 2009a, Basi¢, 2009b). Uz
reference se obavezno treba navesti i DOI broj, naravno ako im je DOI broj dodijeljen.

Postupak recenziranja

Po zaprimanju rada, Urednistvo provodi prvi pregled rada koji se odnosi na njegovu prikladnost za
objavljivanje u ¢asopisu (tematsko podrucje, opseg rada, zadovoljavanje temeljne strukture rada). Nakon
toga, Urednistvo Salje rad na dvostruko anonimnu recenziju u kojoj recenzent i autor jedan drugom ostaju
nepoznati. Najmanje dva neovisna recenzenta recenziraju pristigli rad. Recenzenti su priznati domaci i
strani znanstvenici u svojemu polju djelovanja. Za recenzentski postupak ne dobiva se naknada, a ¢asopis
vodi evidenciju odradenih recenzentskih postupaka.

Buduc¢i da je postupak recenziranja dvostruko anoniman, nuzno je da autori iz teksta i popisa literature
uklone sve informacije koje mogu otkriti njihov identitet (ime i prezime, informacije o projektu i sl.), te
da informacije o identitetu uklone i iz karakteristika (properties) elektronickog dokumenta.

Po obavljenim recenzijama, Uredni$tvo Salje autoru/ima objedinjene primjedbe i/ili preporuke. Autor/i
dostavljaju Uredni$tvu novu verziju rada uskladenu s recenzijama i ocitovanje u Word dokumentu u ko-
jem navode koje primjedbe su uvazene i na koji nacin te koje nisu, sve s objasnjenjem i argumentacijom.
Izmjene u radu koje su uc¢injene nakon recenzija oznacavaju se crvenom bojom. Odluku o objavljivanju
i kategorizaciji recenziranih radova donosi Urednistvo ¢asopisa uzimajuci u obzir misljenje recenzenata.

Uredni$tvo nije duzno obrazlagati svoju odluku bez obzira na to radi li se o prihvacanju ili odbijanju
rada za objavu. Takoder, UredniStvo zadrzava pravo skracivanja i prilagodavanja rada op¢im standardima
uredivanja ¢asopisa. Zalbu na recenzijski postupak autor/i $alju glavnoj i odgovornoj urednici. O Zalbi
raspravlja Urednicki odbor.

Autorska prava

Autori zadrZavaju autorska prava za ¢lanke objavljene u Casopisu, no svojim pristankom na objav-
ljivanje daju Casopisu pravo prvog objavljivanja u tiskanom i elektronickom formatu. Upotreba mjernih
instrumenata i raCunalnih programa u istrazivanju treba biti u skladu s vaze¢im propisima. Autor/i trebaju
priloziti izjavu o legalnom koriStenju mjernih instrumenata i racunalnih programa.

Sukob interesa

Uz rad, autor/i prilazu izjavu da rad nije objavljen ili predan za objavljivanje u nekom drugom casopi-
su, knjizi ili drugoj publikaciji. Ako postoji, autor/i su u izjavi duzni navesti i potencijalni sukob interesa u
vezi rada koji predaju u postupak objavljivanja. Vise informacija o etickim nacelima objavljivanja moZete
pronaci na stranici Casopisa http://hrri.erf.hr/.



AUTHOR GUIDELINES

The Croatian Review of Rehabilitation Research (Hrvatska revija za rehabilitacijska istraZivanja,
HRRI) is an international journal that publishes original research articles, preliminary reports, reviews,
professional papers and other contributions in the fields of education-rehabilitation sciences, speech pa-
thology (logopedics), pedagogy, psychology, linguistics and phonetics, clinical sciences, public health,
preventive healthcare, interdisciplinary social sciences and humanities; as well as diverse fields of art
related to prevention, screening, evaluation, diagnosis and treatment; and education and other modalities
of comprehensive support to individuals with diverse developmental and psychophysical disorders and/
or behavioural problems.

HRRI is dedicated primarily to the publication of contemporary scientific and technical insights relat-
ed to inclusive education and rehabilitation of individuals with learning difficulties, intellectual difficulties
and pervasive disorders; education and rehabilitation of individuals with visual or auditory damage, motor
disorders or chronic disease; complementary and supportive art therapy; speech pathology topics related
to disorders of communication, language, speech, voice and swallowing; and topics from social pedagogy
and criminology related to behavioural problems.

Manuscripts should be written entirely in British English but can also be written in Croatian, in which
case they should be submitted together.

HRRI prefers to publish articles based on empirical studies, but is also pleased to consider theoretical
studies, reviews, technical reports, scientific and expert commentaries as well as book reviews.

Submission and publication fees

HRRI does not charge authors fees for submission, peer review or publication of research articles or
other contributions.

Requirements and instructions for manuscript submission

A fundamental requirement for submitting a manuscript to HRRI is that it has not previously been
published nor is it currently under consideration for publication at another journal. Manuscripts should
be written entirely in British English but can also be written in Croatian, in which case they should be
submitted together.

Manuscripts should be submitted to the journal exclusively on-line via the journal’s website (http://
hrri.erf.hr). Manuscripts sent to the journal’s email address will not be considered.

The manuscript should not contain any identifying information related to the author(s), such as author’s
first and last name, institution of employment, information regarding a project or grant connected to data
presented in the manuscript, acknowledgments section revealing author’s identifying information, etc.

Also, it is necessary to remove author information from the manuscript in Word (in Word, go to FILE,
then INFO. Click on CHECK FOR ISSUES, and select INSPECT DOCUMENT from drop down menu.
In a window that will appear, check DOCUMENT PROPERTIES AND PERSONAL INFORMATION
and then click on INSPECT. When the inspection process is complete, click on REMOVE ALL in DOC-
UMENT PROPERTIES AND PERSONAL INFORMATION section. Make sure to save changes before
closing the manuscript. When you open the manuscript next time, go to FILE > INFO. There should not
be any information next to Author i Last Modified By.

The first page should contain:

» the title of the manuscript,



* asummary,
*  keywords

The summary should describe the research problem and objective, study participants, survey instru-
ments and statistical methods used, principal results and, if applicable, possible applications of the results
obtained. The summary should be 200-300 words long.

Manuscripts that report the results of empirical studies should generally contain the following sections:
Introduction, Objective, Research Problems and Hypotheses, Methods, Results and Discussion, Conclu-
sions, Acknowledgments and References. If the Acknowledgments section contains identifying informa-
tion, the content of this section should not be included in the main document, but should be submitted
separately through the COMET system.

The manuscript should be submitted as a Microsoft Word document, and the text should be written in
11-point Calibri font with 1.5-line spacing. All margins should be 2.5 cm, and all pages should be num-
bered. Sections should not have subheadings, and footnotes should be used only exceptionally. Graphs,
tables and other figures should be positioned in the manuscript where they are meant to be displayed upon
publication. The length of the manuscript, regardless of the type of paper, can be a maximum of 9000
words, excluding words in the reference list.

In addition to the manuscript, the authors are obliged to submit a Letter to the Editorial Board (Cover
Letter) in the COMET system, in which they state the title of the submitted paper, a complete list of au-
thors (in the agreed order), and confirm that the paper is written in accordance with the ethical standards
and has not been published nor is undergoing a review process elsewhere.

Citing the literature

HRRI uses the American Psychological Association reference format (Publication Manual of the
American Psychological Association, 7th Edition). Detailed information on citing sources in the text and
in the References can be found at www.apastyle.org. All references cited within the text must be included
in the References, and vice versa. Care should be taken to ensure that a source is cited with the same in-
formation in both places.

Citations should be cited within the text and not in footnotes. In-text citations can take two forms:
* Author (year)

Example: Jandri¢ NiSevi¢ (2010) indicates that four behavioural styles characterise a criminal life-
style...

*  (Author, year)
Example: ... four behavioural styles characterise a criminal lifestyle (Jandri¢ Nisevi¢, 2010).

If the cited work has one or two authors, the family names of both authors are used for in-text citations,
e.g. Bonetti and Viskovi¢ (2018) or (Bonetti & Viskovi¢, 2018)

If the cited work has more than 3, the family names of only the first author is used, followed by the
phrase “et al.”. For example, for the paper by Zadro, Simlesa, Oluji¢ and Kuva¢ Kraljevi¢ (2016), an in-
text citation would be Zadro et al. (2016).

Reference format

The References section contains a list of all references cited in the text, organised in alphabetical
order according to the family name of the first author. References with the same first author are listed in
chronological order, and references with both the same first author and same year of publication are listed



according to how they appear in the text, and a letter is placed after the year to express this sequence (e.g.
Basi¢ 2009a, Basi¢ 2009b). References should also include the DOI if available.

Different types of references should be formatted as follows:

Peer review process

Upon receiving a submitted manuscript, the Editorial Bord conducts an initial assessment of the work’s
appropriateness for the journal based on the topics addressed as well as the structure and length of the
manuscript. If this initial review is positive, the Editorial Bord sends the manuscript for double-blind re-
view, in which authors and reviewer remain unknown to one another. Each manuscript is reviewed by at
least two reputable researchers in Croatia and abroad. Reviewers do not receive financial compensation,
and HRRI tracks their reviewing activity. Since the review process is double-blind, authors should remove
any information that may reveal their identity (including names and project information) from the main
text, the References, and the metadata (“properties”) associated with their manuscript file.

Following peer review, the Editorial Bord sends the authors a synthesis of reviewer comments. Authors
then send the Editorial Bord a new version of the manuscript revised according to the reviews, together
with a well-argued explanation of what reviewer comments were accepted and what comments were not.
Revisions to the manuscript should be marked in red colour.

On the basis of the peer reviewer comments and the authors’ revisions, the Editorial Bord decides
whether a manuscript will be published and under what category (e.g. original research article, review,
preliminary report, professional paper). The Bord is not required to explain its decision to publish or reject



a given manuscript. In addition, the Bord reserves the right to shorten or adapt manuscripts according to
general editorial standards.

Authors can send appeals about peer review to the Editor-in-Chief. Appeals are considered by the
Editorial Board.

Authors’ rights

Authors retain the copyright on the work that they publish in HRRI, but when they consent to publica-
tion in the journal, they grant the journal the right to be the first to publish the work in print and electronic
form.

Authors should use survey instruments and computer software in accordance with relevant regulations.
Upon submission, authors should upload a statement confirming that they have legally used survey instru-
ments and computer software.

Conflicts of interest

When they upload a manuscript, authors must also upload a statement that the manuscript has not pre-
viously been published or is not currently under consideration for publication in another journal, book or
other type of publication. Authors are also required to declare any potential conflicts of interest that may
affect the submitted manuscript. More information about ethical principles in publishing can be found on
the HRRI website (http://hrri.erf.hr).
