The seventh paper
intriguingly correlates seemingly unrelated variables: science and belief in the paranormal, seeking
to investigate the role of trust in science and scientific literacy in explaining beliefs in paranormal
phenomena.

In addition to scientific papers, this issue concludes with a review of the book On the Subject of
Values... and the Value of Subjects: New Thinking to Guide Schools Through the Curriculum. We hope
this review will inspire you to explore the entire work further.

We take this opportunity to express our heartfelt gratitude to all authors who recognized our journal
as a platform for sharing the results of their research, as well as to all readers who value it as a rich
source of scientific insights and professional analyses.
