zatim bronéani novac Ise te novac Aleksandra Makedonskog.

Key woRDS: The text presents two examples of coins from the Hellenistic period discovered during
Salona, Zaobilaznica, rescue archaeological research on the Zaobilaznica in 1986 and 1987. Coins from the
coins, Arpi, Dyrrachion Hellenistic period are not a common find in the Solin area. So far, finds of coins of

Heraclea, Dyrrachion, Apollonia, Sifnos, bronze coins of Issa and coins of Alexander of
Macedon have been documented in the area of Solin.
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Pitanje postojanja predrimske naseobine na
prostoru Salone vrlo je slozeno, u prvom redu
zbog nedostatka arheoloskih podataka, ali i
jasnog spomena u antickim pisanim ili epi-
grafskim izvorima. Pretpostavlja se da su na
tom prostoru obitavali Delmati sve dok nije
potpala pod vlast Rima, medutim, za takvu
tvrdnju nema nikakvih arheoloskih dokaza,
niti su otkriveni ostatci naselja iz broncanog
ili zeljeznog doba. N. Cambi smjestaj ilirskog
delmatskog naselja pretpostavlja na padinama
Kozjaka,' dok je D. Rendi¢-Miocevié¢ pretpo-
stavio na salonitanskom podrucju postojanje
nekoliko naselja, od kojih je jedno bilo del-
matsko, s lukom koju spominje Strabon.? Gr¢-
ka nazo¢nost na podrucju Salone zasigurno je
postojala, a nalazi keramike i nakita, te sve veéi
broj nalaza novca govore u prilog postojanju
trgovackih veza izmedu grekog svijeta i doma-
Ceg ilirskog stanovni$tva. Najraniji grcki nalazi
iz Salone su iz arhajskog perioda, a uklju¢uju
korintsku piksidu iz 6. st. pr. K., dio bronéa-
ne posude s grifonom, te zlatnu narukvicu s
lavljim glavama, dok iz klasi¢nog grékog raz-
doblja potje¢e ulomak mramornog Zrtvenika
s prikazom procesije grckih bogova.’ Nalazi
iz helenisti¢kog razdoblja su nesto brojniji, a
osim nadgrobnog spomenika s imenima ce-
tvorice pokojnika ukljucuju helenisticke posu-
de uvezene iz juzne Italije kao i isejsku kerami-
ku te novac. Nazalost, okolnosti svih tih nalaza
nisu zabiljezene.*

Tijekom za$titnih arheoloskih istraziva-
nja tzv. Zaobilaznice, 1986. — 1987. godine,
istrazivan je, izmedu ostalog, dio jugoisto¢nog
kraja Salone, u blizini pretpostavljenog juznog
gradskog perimetra. Taj dio nazvan je ,Sek-
tor I (Plan 1), a prolazio je kroz Urbs Vetus
i ve¢im se dijelom nastavljao kroz Urbs Occi-
dentalis. Unutar Sektora I postavljeno je 18
sondi — 11 sa sjeverne i sedam s juzne strane
Kastelanske ceste. Na prostoru Sektora I pro-

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The issue of the presence of a pre-Roman
settlement in the area of Salona is very com-
plex, primarily due to the lack of archaeo-
logical evidence, but also of a clear mention
in ancient written or epigraphic sources. It
is assumed that the Delmatae lived in that
area until it came under the rule of Rome,
however, there is no archaeological evidence
for such a claim, nor have the remains of set-
tlements from the Bronze or Iron Age been
discovered. N. Cambi searched the location
of the Illyrian Delmatian settlement on the
slopes of Kozjak,! while D. Rendi¢-Miocevi¢
assumed the presence of several settlements
in the Salonitan area, one of which was Del-
matian, with a harbor mentioned by Strabo.?
Greek presence in the area of Salona is cer-
tain, and the finds of pottery and jewelry, as
well as an increasing number of coin finds,
speak in favour of the existence of trade links
between the Greek world and the native II-
lyrian population. The earliest Greek finds
from Salona date from the archaic period,
and include a Corinthian pyxis from the 6th
century BC, part of a bronze vessel with a
griffin, and a gold bracelet with lion heads,
while the classical Greek period is represent-
ed by a fragment of a marble altar depicting a
procession of Greek gods.? The findings from
the Hellenistic period are somewhat more
numerous, and in addition to the tombstone
with the names of the four deceased, they
include Hellenistic vessels imported from
southern Italy as well as Issacan pottery and
coins. Unfortunately, the circumstances of all
these findings were not recorded.*

A part of the southeastern end of Salona,
near the assumed southern city perimeter
was investigated during rescue archaeologi-
cal research of the so-called Zaobilaznica in
1986 - 1987. That part was called “Sector
I” (Plan 1), and it passed through Urbs Ve-

ed and the continuation of the Roman-era
street was discovered (Plan 3). The two de-
tected segments match in characteristics and

city communication lines in the north-east

of the explored area.” Three graves (G1, G5
and G6) were discovered in the western pro-
file of trial trench 10 - south, two of which
(G1 and G5) were graves in amphorae. Grave
6 was discovered in the lowest layer, i.e. im-
mediately on the marl. From the field docu-
mentation, we learn that the type of grave is
not completely clear. Namely, one part of it
goes deep into the profile and that is why it

has not been fully explored. The grave was
lined with stones and slabs and largely devas-
tated, and one part of it was below the water
level. The finds associated with this grave un-

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nadeno je ukupno 185 komada novca koji se
uglavnom mogu datirati od 1. do 5. stoljeca.
Medu njima se izdvajaju dva iz helenistickog
vremena, jedan pronaden u Sondi 10 — jug, a
drugi u Sondi 16.

Sonda 10 (plan 2) protezala se na povrsi-
ni od oko 195 m? a unutar nje otkriven je
gradski kardo i dio njegova raskrs¢a, te ostat-
ci objekata podignutih uz isto¢nu i zapadnu
stranu ulice. Bududi da se kardo nastavljao u
juzni profil, sondiran je i teren s juzne strane
Kastelanske ceste gdje je istrazeno oko 420

m2

i otkriven nastavak anti¢ke ulice (plan
3). Dva otkrivena segmenta podudaraju se u
karakteristikama i smjeru prostiranja. Rije¢
je o jednoj od glavnih gradskih komunika-
cija u smjeru sjeveroistok-jugozapad (kardo),
koju na samom sjevernom kraju istrazivanog
prostora pod pravim kutom sijece dijelom
otkriveni dekuman.’ U zapadnom profilu
sonde 10 — jug otkrivena su tri groba (G1,
G5 i G6), od kojih su dva (G1 i G5) bili gro-
bovi u amforama. U najdonjem sloju, tj. od-
mah na tupini otkriven je grob 6. Iz terenske
dokumentacije doznajemo da tip groba nije
potpuno jasan. Naime, jedan njegov dio ulazi
duboko u profil i zbog toga nije istrazen do
kraja. Grob je bio omeden kamenjem i plo-
¢ama i uvelike devastiran, a jedan njegov dio
nalazio se ispod razine vode. Nalazi koji se
povezuju s ovim grobom bez sumnje pripa-
daju rimskom periodu — alabastrena posuda,
vise ulomaka keramike i stakla, perforirani
kameni privjesak, Zeljezni predmet (najvje-
rojatnije noz), broncani predmet u obliku
valjka s trima raSirenim plod¢icama na kraju
i zeljezni ¢avli. Grob nije mogao pripadati I
fazi nekropole i moguce ga je datirati najra-
nije u 2. st. po Kr. Detaljnija datacija, medu-
tim, nije bila mogu¢a jer mi materijal nije bio
dostupan za obradu.

Uokolo groba pronadeno je 13 komada nov-
ca za koje nije mogude sa sigurnoséu redi jesu li
pripadali grobu ili su tu dospjeli pri zemljanim

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at the end, and iron nails. The grave could
not belong to phase I of the necropolis and
it can be dated to the 2nd century AD at the
earliest. More detailed dating, however, was
not possible since the material was not avail-
able for analysis.

Around the grave, 13 coins were found, for
which it is not possible to say with certainty
whether they belonged to the grave or they got
there during earthworks. The Roman Empire
period is represented by the following coins:
Claudius’ sestertius minted in honor of Ger-
manicus, Vespasian’s as, M. Aurelius’ sestertius
with the name of Lucilla, Caracalla’s denarius,
follis of Constantine II, as of an unspecified
emperor from the 1st - 2nd centuries, 5 uni-
dentified minims from the 4th - 5th centuries
and one AE4 from the 4th century. Among
them, a Greek coin from southern Italy, mint-
ed in the Apulian city of Arpi, dated approx-
imately to the 3rd century BC, stands out. It
belongs to the Zeus head/running boar type
(fig. laand 1b).

Arpi was one of the oldest and most impor-
tant towns of Apulia, situated in the middle
of the great northern plain on a branch of the
Candelaro river which flows into the Adriat-
ic near Sipont, about 20 miles (30 km) from
Arpi. The nearest important city was Luceria
(Aovkepia, Pol., Strab.), about 13 miles (20
km) to the west. Scarce remains of the city of
Arpi can be seen about 5 miles (8 km) north
of the modern city of Foggia. Ptolemy called
it ‘Apmnoy, Pliny Arpanus, and Livy Arpinus.®
Coins of Arpi, with the exception of didrach-
mas of the Campanian type belonging to the
second half of the 4th century BC, date back
to the 3rd century BC.”

Coins of Arpi were found at several sites
on the eastern coast of the Adriatic; 11 piec-
es come from the area of southern Libur-
nia,® from Gradina near Prndelji, and Cviji-

radovima. Periodu Rimskog Carstva pripada-
ju Klaudijev sestercij kovan u ime Germanika,
Vespazijanov as, sestercij M. Aurelija s ime-
nom Lucile, Karakalin denar, folis Konstanti-
na II, as neodredenog cara iz 1. — 2. stoljeca,
pet neidentificiranih minima iz 4. — 5. stolje-
¢a i jedan AE4 iz 4. stolje¢a. Medu njima se
izdvaja gréki novac iz juzne Italije, iskovan u
apulskom gradu Arpi, a datira se priblizno u 3.
st. pr. Kr. i pripada tipu Zeusova glava/vepar u
trku (sl. 1ai 1b).

Arpi je bio jedan od najstarijih i najvaznijih
apulskih gradova, a bio je smjesten usred veli-
ke sjeverne ravnice na ogranku rijeke Cande-
laro koja se ulijeva u Jadran u blizini Siponta,
koji je oko 20 milja (30 km) udaljen od Arpija.
Najblizi vazan grad bila je Luceria (Aovkepia,
Pol., Strab.), oko 13 milja (20 km) zapadno.
Malobrojni ostatci grada Arpija koji jos posto-
je mogu se vidjeti oko 5 milja (8 km) sjeverno

na gradina in KrusSevo. There are more such
finds from northern Dalmatia, and these are
unpublished specimens from Smokovac® and
Budim'® hillforts in southern Liburnia. One
specimen minted in Arpi was also discovered
at the Siculi site near Kastel Stafili¢,!! and one,
which is kept in the Archaeological Museum
in Split, comes from the Dojmi collection in
Vis!2.

Another coin from the Hellenistic period
discovered during research on the route of the
so-called Bypass was discovered in Trench 16,
which was located on the southern side of the
Kastela road, and was placed opposite Trench
1 in order to examine whether the discovered

od modernog grada Foggije. Ptolomej ga je
zvao Apmot, Plinije Arpanus, a Livije Arpinus.®
Novac Arpija, s iznimkom didrahmi kampa-
nijskog tipa koji pripada drugoj polovini 4. st.
pr. Kr., datira se u 3. st. pr. Kr.”

Novac Arpija pronaden je na vise lokaliteta
na isto¢noj obali Jadrana; 11 komada potjece s
prostora juzne Liburnije,® s Gradine kod Prn-
delja, te s Cvijine gradine u Krusevu. Ima ih
jo$ s prostora sjeverne Dalmacije, a rije¢ je o
neobjavljenim primjercima s juznoliburnskih
gradina Smokovac® i Budim'. Jedan primje-

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architectural remains from Trench 1 extend
further south (Plan 4). In Trench 16, the
northern perimeter wall and part of the west-
ern perimeter wall of a large ancient building
were discovered. The walls were massive, re-
inforced on the outside with buttresses. The
building was interpreted as a horreum, but
since it was not fully explored, as it was partly
located below the groundwater level, its exact
purpose is unknown. A total of 13 coins were
found in Trench 16, of which the oldest was
a silver drachma of Dyrrachion, today’s Dur-
rés in Albania, found in the western part of
the trench. It belongs to the type depicting
a cow with suckling calf/floral motif (fig. 2a
and 2b). Other coins found in Trench 16 are:
a poorly preserved antoninianus that can be

Drugi novac iz helenisti¢kog razdoblja otkri-
ven tijekom istrazivanja na trasi tzv. Zaobila-
znice otkriven je u Sondi 16 koja se nalazila
s juzne strane Kastelanske ceste, a postavljena
je nasuprot Sondi 1 kako bi se ispitalo proteze
li se otkrivena arhitektura iz Sonde 1 dalje na
jug (plan 4). U Sondi 16 otkriven je sjeverni i
dio zapadnog perimetralnog zida velike anti¢-
ke gradevine. Zidovi su bili izvedeni masivno i
ojacani s vanjske strane kontraforima. Grade-
vina je nazvana horeumom, ali, s obzirom na
to da nije istrazena u cijelosti, jer se dijelom
nalazila ispod razine podzemnih voda, njezina
to¢na namjena nije poznata. U Sondi 16 pro-
nadeno je ukupno 13 komada novca od kojih
je najstarija srebrna drahma Dirahija, danas-
njeg Draca u Albaniji, pronadena u zapadnom
dijelu sonde. Pripada tipu krava doji tele/flo-
ralni motiv (sl. 2a i 2b). Ostali novac pronaden
u Sondi 16 je: lose o¢uvan antoninijan koji je
mogucée datirati u 3. stoljeée, jedan primjerak
novca AE2, jedan primjerak novca AE3 i jedan
primjerak novca AE4, Sest kasnoantickih mi-
nima, jedan bronéani bizantski novac i jedan
potpuno istrosen, vjerojatno suvremeni novac.
Svi su dosta lose ocuvani te ih nije bilo moguée
preciznije identificirati.

Helenisti¢ki novac iz grekih kolonija s pod-
rudja danasnje Albanije u 3. i 2. st. pr. Kr. na
prostoru jadranske obale nije rijedak. Upotre-
bljavao se kao sredstvo placanja u trgovini, a
vjerojatno i za placanje vojske."? Isti¢e se novac
Apolonije i Dirahija koji predstavlja uobicajen
nalaz na isto¢nojadranskim lokalitetima juzno
od prostora Liburna. Kovnice u Apoloniji i Di-
rahiju, kolonijama gr¢kih doseljenika s otoka
Krfa (Korkira), imale su dugu tradiciju kova-
nja novca, a kratka dominacija Ilira s njihovim

dated to the 3rd century, one AE2 coin, one
AE3 coin and one AE4 coin, six late antique
minims, one bronze Byzantine coin and one
completely worn, probably contemporary
coin. All of them are quite poorly preserved
and it was not possible to identify them more
precisely.

Hellenistic coins from Greek colonies from
the area of today’s Albania in the 3rd and 2nd
centuries BC are not uncommon on the Adri-
atic coast. They were used as a means of pay-
ment in trade, and probably also to pay the
army."”” The coins of Apollonia and Dyrra-
chion are particularly interesting, as common
finds at the eastern Adriatic sites south of the
area of the Liburni. The mints in Apollonia
and Dyrrachion, colonies of Greek settlers
from the island of Corfu (Korkyra), had a
long tradition of minting coins, and the short
dominance of the Illyrians with their king
Monunius over Dyrrachion, and according
to the interpretation of ancient sources also
over Apollonia,' created favorable conditions
for the expansion of trade, and thus money
from the aforementioned mints. Judging by
the coin issues with the names of the Illyrian
rulers Monunius and his successor Mytilus,
Dyrrachion was probably under the rule of
the Illyrian kings for some time, which sup-
ports the assumptions about Greek-Illyrian
contacts and mutual connections. The begin-
ning of the activity of the mint in Dyrrachion
dates back to the time between 420 and 350
BC when silver staters with depictions taken
from the Korkyra coins (the image of a cow
with a calf on the obverse and a floral mo-
tif on the reverse) were abundantly minted.
Around 250-240 BC in Dyrrachion, similar
to neighboring Apollonia, drachmas with the
motif of a cow with a calf and the name of a
magistrate on the obverse, and a floral motif
with the legend AYP and the name of another
magistrate on the reverse, began to be mint-

kraljem Monunijem nad Dirahijem, a prema
tumacenju antickih izvora i nad Apolonijom,'*
stvorila je povoljne uvjete za Sirenje trgovine,
a time i novca iz spomenutih kovnica. Sudeéi
po emisijama novca s imenima ilirskih vladara
Monunija i njegova nasljednika Mitila, Dira-
hij je vjerojatno neko vrijeme bio pod vlas¢u
ilirskih kraljeva, $to govori u prilog pretpostav-
kama o gréko-ilirskim kontaktima i medusob-
noj povezanosti. Poc¢etak djelovanja kovnice u
Dirahiju datira u vrijeme izmedu 420. i 350.

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ed under the influence of Roman republican
denarii. These drachmas were minted in large
quantities until the middle of the Ist century
BC, and were in circulation throughout the
Balkans.?

In the Solin area, coins from the 4th - 2nd
centuries BC are not a common finding. Until
now, finds from the area of Solin have been
documented with coins of Heraclea, Dyrra-
chion, Apollonia, Sifnos, then bronze coins
of Issa and coins of Alexander of Macedon,
as well as finds of Roman republican coins,
including two hoards found in the Salonitan

Due to insufficient research, it is not possible
to speak with certainty about the area of Sa-

lona in the context of pre-Roman settlement.

Zbog nedovoljne istrazenosti za sada nije mo-
gude sa sigurnoséu govoriti o prostoru Salone
u kontekstu predrimskog naselja. Mali broj na-
laza, éesto bez arheoloskog konteksta, i razno-
vrsnost materijala u kronoloskom smislu nisu
dovoljni za donosenje zakljucaka, ali daljnjim
istrazivanjima i obradom materijala s ve¢ pro-
vedenih istrazivanja dobit ¢e se bolji uvid u tr-
govacke i kulturne veze izmedu ovog dijela Dal-
macije i Greke, kao i grékih kolonija na juznom
dijelu isto¢nog Jadrana i u Italiji. Pojedinacni
nalazi helenistickog novca dokaz su tih veza jer
je taj novac bio Siroko prihvaéen kao platezno
stedstvo u predrimskom periodu, pa je u tom
smislu vazan i pronalazak novca Arpija i Dirahi-
ja s istrazivanja na solinskoj Zaobilaznici.

Small number of finds, often without archae-
ological context, and chronologically diverse
material are not sufficient to draw conclu-
sions, but further research and the processing
of material from already conducted research
will provide a better insight into trade and
cultural links between this part of Dalmatia
and Greece, as well as the Greek colonies in
the southern part of the eastern Adriatic and
in Italy. Individual finds of Hellenistic coins
stand as evidence of these connections, since
these coins were widely accepted as a means
of payment in the pre-Roman period, and in
this sense, the finding of coins of Arpi and
Dyrrachion from research on the Solin Zao-
bilaznica is also significant.
