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U radu se analiziraju nalazi keramike pronađeni prilikom arheoloških istraživanja 
povijesne jezgre Zadra 2021. godine. Lokalitet se nalazi u neposrednoj blizini gradskih 
bedema – Muraja. Uz ostale nalaze otkrivena je znatna količina keramike, a ovdje se 
obrađuju nalazi grube keramike i keramike od pročišćene gline. Navedena keramika 
kao i ostali nalazi pripadaju razdobljima kasnog srednjeg i novog vijeka.

This paper analyses pottery finds discovered during archaeological excavations in 
the historic core of Zadar in 2021, at a site located in the immediate vicinity of 
the city walls – Muraj. Alongside other finds, a significant quantity of pottery was 
uncovered, with this study focusing on coarse pottery and purified clay ware. The 
ceramics, as well as other artefacts, have been dated to the Late Middle Ages and 
Early Modern period.

INTRODUCTION

In 2021, protective archaeological excava-
tions were conducted by the Arheolog compa-
ny from Ugljan, prior to construction works at 
a site designated for a future hotel next to Mu-
raj, a promenade on the city walls in Zadar.1 It 
is on the Zadar peninsula, at Ulica Jurja Bar-
akovića 6, adjacent to the city walls (Bedemi 
zadarskih pobuna or Muraj) (Fig. 1). A build-
ing constructed during the Italian administra-
tion in Zadar had occupied the site; follow-
ing its demolition, archaeological excavations 
took place.2 The excavations uncovered vari-
ous structures, including remains of a building 
from the late medieval or early modern period, 
as well as layers containing a significant quan-
tity of small archaeological finds, including 
pottery, metal, glass and coins. The excavation 
area is adjacent to the city walls erected in the 
13th century. Subsequent large-scale construc-
tion activities within the fortification system 
occurred during the 16th century, when a new 
system with walls and bastions – largely fol-
lowing the earlier structures – was built.3 In 
the medieval period, near the site stood the 
Cedulin Palace, which was converted into a 
military hospital during the late 16th century. 
Over the 17th and 18th centuries, the hospital 
was expanded on several occasions, with the 
last major reconstruction being carried out 
in 1751. In 1804, the military hospital was 
relocated, and the space repurposed as a civ-
il hospital, which operated until the turn of 
the 20th century.4 Part of the 19th-century 
civil hospital stood over the excavation zone, 
next to which, during the interwar period, 
the building that now stands adjacent to Ul-

UVOD

U sklopu građevinskih radova 2021. godine 
provedena su zaštitna arheološka istraživanja 
na prostoru budućeg hotela na Muraju u Za-
dru koje je provela tvrtka Arheolog iz Uglja-
na.1 Navedeni položaj nalazi se na zadarskom 
poluotoku u Ulici Jurja Barakovića 6, uz 
gradske bedeme (Bedemi zadarskih pobuna 
ili Muraj) (sl. 1). Na navedenom mjestu nala-
zila se zgrada izgrađena za vrijeme talijanske 
uprave u Zadru, koja je tijekom građevinskih 
radova uklonjena nakon čega je uslijedilo ar-
heološko istraživanje.2 Istraživanjima je pro-
nađeno više različitih struktura poput osta-
taka građevine iz kasnoga srednjeg ili ranoga 
novog vijeka te slojeva u kojima je otkrivena 
znatna količina pokretnih arheoloških nala-
za od keramike, metala i stakla, kao i novac. 
Prostor istraživanja nalazi se uz gradske bede-
me koji su formirani u 13. stoljeću, a nakon 
toga veća građevinska djelatnost u fortifika-
cijskom sustavu uslijedila je tijekom 16. sto-
ljeća, kada se gradi novi sustav sa zidinama 
i bastionima koji najvećim djelom prati one 
starije.3 U blizini lokaliteta u srednjem vije-
ku nalazila se palača Cedulin koja je krajem 
16. stoljeća prenamijenjena u vojnu bolnicu 
koja se više puta proširivala tijekom 17. i 18. 
stoljeća, a posljednja veća građevinska inter-
vencija jest pregradnja iz 1751. godine. Vojna 
bolnica premješta se 1804. godine, pa pro-
stor služi kao civilna bolnica koja djeluje do 
konca 19. i početka 20. stoljeća.4 Dio civil-
ne bolnice u 19. stoljeću prekrivao je prostor 
istraživanja, uz koji je između dvaju svjetskih 
ratova do ulice J. Barakovića podignuta danas 
vidljiva zgrada.5 Najveći dio otkrivenih nala-

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ica Jurja Barakovića was constructed.5 Most 
of the unearthed finds were recovered from 
the earthworks for the late medieval or early 
modern structure that are assumed to have 
been put in place during the 18th century, pri-
or to the construction of the Venetian Arsenal 
(completed in 1787), located northeast of the 
site. Given the location and size of the protec-
tive excavation trench, without further archae-
ological excavations the relationship between 
the excavated area and the adjacent walls will 
remain unclear.6 Nevertheless, on the basis of 
the finds that were made, the excavated layers 
can be dated approximately to the 15th–18th 
century period.7 During this time, Zadar was 
under the rule of the Republic of Venice, 
which took control in 1409, making the city 
the main administrative centre of Dalmatia 
and the seat of the General Provveditore until 
the fall of Venice in 1797.8 Zadar’s favourable 
location on the Adriatic coast along navigable 
routes to the East made it a key hub and a safe 
harbour for the exchange of people and goods 
between the West and East. Consequently, the 
Venetian Senate considered Zadar the most 
important city in Dalmatia, calling it the ‘key 
to Dalmatia’ as early as in 1450.9 This strategic 
importance led to a thriving trade network, in-
volving the import and export of goods along 
the Adriatic. This is reflected at the site, where 
a large quantity of glazed late medieval and 
early modern pottery was recovered. Most of 
the pottery originates from Italian workshops 
across various regions, while finds of glazed 
ceramics from other workshop centres are rep-
resented with occasional fragments. This arti-
cle will focus on finds of coarse ware and ware 
made of purified clay. In Croatian archaeolog-
ical literature, publications on such pottery 
from the medieval and early modern periods 
unfortunately remain scarce. The actual forms

za potječe iz nasipa kasnosrednjovjekovne ili 
novovjekovne građevine, a pretpostavlja se da 
je nastao u 18. stoljeću, i to prije izgradnje 
zgrade mletačkog Arsenala dovršenog 1787. 
godine koji se nalazi uz lokalitet sa sjeveroi-
stočne strane. S obzirom na položaj i dimen-
zije zaštitne istraživačke sonde, bez daljnjih 
arheoloških iskopavanja nije jasan odnos 
istraženog prostora i bedema uz njega.6 Uspr-
kos navedenom na osnovi otkrivenih nalaza 
slojeve iskopa moguće je okvirno datirati u 
razdoblje od 15. do 18. stoljeća.7 Zadar je 
u navedenom razdoblju pod vlašću Mletač-
ke Republike, pod čiju upravu dolazi 1409. 
godine, nakon čega postaje glavno admini-
strativno središte čitave Dalmacije i sjedište 
generalnog providura, sve do njezine propasti 
1797. godine.8 Povoljan geografski položaj 
na jadranskoj obali duž plovne rute prema 
istoku činio je Zadar važnim mjestom i si-
gurnom lukom preko koje se odvijala nesme-
tana razmjena ljudi i dobara između zapada i 
istoka, pa tako mletački Senat već 1450. na-
vodi Zadar kao najvažniji grad u Dalmaciji i 
naziva ga ključem Dalmacije.9 To je za poslje-
dicu imalo i razvijenu trgovačku djelatnost, 
odnosno uvoz i izvoz robe duž cijelog Jadra-
na. Navedeno se očituje i na lokalitetu gdje 
je prikupljena i velika količina glazirane ka-
snosrednjovjekovne i novovjekovne keramike 
koja najvećim dijelom potječe iz talijanskih 
radionica različitih regija, dok su glazirani 
nalazi ostalih radioničkih produkcija prisutni 
tek ponekim ulomkom. 

No, u ovom ćemo se radu fokusirati na 
nalaze grube keramike i keramike od proči-
šćene gline. Objave takve keramike srednjeg 
i novog vijeka i dalje su, nažalost, rijetkost 
u hrvatskoj arheološkoj literaturi. Također, s 
obzirom na same oblike koji su jednostavni i 
o kojima još uvijek ne znamo dovoljno, a čini 
se da su duže vremena u upotrebi, te nedo-

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are simple and so far, not enough is known 
about them, although it seems that they were 
in use over a lengthy period. Moreover, due to 
a lack of precisely determined archaeological 
contexts, the material is particularly challeng-
ing to date. 

On the basis of the pottery fabric, the finds 
from Zadar can be classified as glazed ware, coarse 
ware, and ware made of refined clay. The latter 
two categories comprise kitchen ware, household 
items, and ceramic building material. These cat-
egories feature diverse forms, item sizes, compo-
sitions, and types of decoration. For the purposes 
of this paper, a selection of finds was made; only a 
small number of fragments could be reassembled. 
In addition to fragments from the specified peri-
ods, a smaller quantity of sporadic finds of Classi-
cal Antiquity pottery was also discovered. 

ANALYSIS OF POTTERY FINDS
Pots

We begin the analysis with kitchen ware, 
among which the most common items are pots 
with thick walls (though thin-walled specimens

Otkrivene keramičke nalaze iz Zadra prema 
fakturi, kako je već navedeno, možemo podi-
jeliti na glaziranu keramiku, grubu keramiku 
i keramiku od pročišćene gline. Kod zadnjih 
dviju skupina riječ je o nalazima kuhinjske 
keramike, predmetima svakodnevne uporabe 
u kućanstvu i građevinskoj keramici. Unutar 
njih zastupljene su različite forme, veličine 
predmeta, kao i njihov sastav te vrste ukrasa. 
Za potrebe ovog rada napravljen je izbor nala-
za, a tek se mali broj ulomaka mogao spojiti. 
Osim ulomaka iz navedenog vremena, prona-
đena je i manja količina sporadičnih nalaza 
antičke keramike. 

ANALIZA KERAMIČKIH NALAZA
Lonci

Analizu započinjemo s nalazima kuhinjske 
keramike unutar koje se najčešće javljaju pri-
mjerci s debljim, ali prisutni su i oni s tankim 
stijenkama. U prvu skupinu ubrajamo lonce

are also present). The first group includes pots 
that were used not only for cooking but also for 
storing food. They were often of coarse work-
manship, with numerous mineral inclusions; 
all analysed specimens were produced on a 
fast-turning potter’s wheel. According to their 
morphological features they are ovoid or (more 
frequently) bellied, with a flat base and a flared 
rim. Their firing was uneven; some specimens 
have burn marks, indicating everyday use in the 
kitchen. The external walls of some fragments 
have visible shallow grooves (Pl. I/1–3; Pl. III/2, 
5). The rims are rounded (Pl. I/1–5; Pl. II/1), 
sharply cut (Pl. I/6), or profiled (Pl. III/1–3). 
The most common decoration is wavy lines 
(Pl. I/1–3, 5; Pl. II/1–2), usually single, often 
irregular, and with varying amplitudes. The 
wavy lines in some specimens are bordered by 
two incised horizontal lines (Pl. I/5; Pl. II/1–2). 
Impressed oval motifs (Pl. I/4; Pl. III/1) and 
horizontal and slanted incised lines (Pl. I/4) also 
occur. Sometimes the rim edges are decorated 
with impressed motifs (Pl. I/5–6; Pl. II/1). In 
addition to rims, fragments of pot bellies, lower 
bodies and bases have been preserved. The ves-
sel sizes vary, but, given that no specimens are 
fully intact, the data are incomplete. In general, 
the aperture diameter ranges from 15 to 28 cm, 
and the bases, where preserved, measure 10 cm 
in diameter. Based on the aperture size, several 
variants can be identified, with diameters of 15 
cm (Pl. III/1, 3), 18 cm (Pl. III/2), 20 cm (Pl. 
I/2, 6), and 28 cm (Pl. I/5).

The first fragment is the upper part of a pot 
Pl. I/1 (2.5YR 5/4 reddish brown10), with a 
simple, rounded flared rim. Below its edge, on 
the outside, is a deeply incised wavy line; on the 
shoulder, horizontal lines are visible. The next 
two fragments (Pl. I/2–3) demonstrate a similar 
decoration concept: a slightly flared rim and a 
seemingly ovoid body (both 2.5YR 2.5/1 red-
dish black). The first fragment has a somewhat

koji su osim za kuhanje služili i za čuvanje hra-
ne. Često su izrađeni grubo s brojnim mineral-
nim primjesama, a svi analizirani primjerci ra-
đeni su na brzorotirajućemu lončarskom kolu. 
Na temelju njihovih morfoloških značajki mo-
žemo reći da je riječ o jajolikim ili češće trbu-
šastim posudama s ravnim dnom i s obodom 
izvijenim prema van. Pečeni su neujednačeno, 
a na nekim primjercima moguće je primijeti-
ti tragove gorenja, tj. svakodnevne upotrebe u 
kuhinji. Na dijelu ulomaka vidljivi su plitki 
žljebovi na vanjskoj stijenci posude (T. I/1–3; 
T. III/2, 5). Obodi su im zaobljeni (T. I/1–5; 
T. II/1), ravno odsječeni (T. I/6) ili profilirani 
(T. III/1–3). Kao najčešći ukras javlja se valov-
nica (T. I/1–3, 5; T. II/1–2), i to jednostru-
ka, često neuredna s različitim amplitudama. 
Ona je na nekim primjercima omeđena dvje-
ma urezanim vodoravnim linijama (T. I/5; T. 
II/1–2). Javljaju se i utisnuti ovalni motivi (T. 
I/4; T. III/1) te vodoravne i kose urezane lini-
je (T. I/4). Katkad je sam rub oboda ukrašen 
utisnutim motivima (T. I/5–6; T. II/1). Osim 
oboda sačuvani su i ulomci trbuha, donjih di-
jelova tijela i dna lonaca. Veličine posuda vari-
raju, no kako ni jedan primjerak nije cjelovito 
sačuvan, podatci nisu potpuni. Općenito, pro-
mjer otvora im je od 15 do 28 cm, nisu saču-
vani u punoj visini, a očuvani promjeri dna 
iznose 10 cm. Prema veličini otvora nalazimo 
nekoliko varijanti s promjerima koji iznose 15 
(T. III/1, 3), 18 (T. III/2), 20 (T. I/2, 6) te 28 
cm (T. I/5).

Prvi je ulomak gornji dio lonca T. I/1 
(2.5YR 5/4 reddish brown10) s jednostavnim, 
zaobljenim obodom izvijenim prema van, 
ispod čijeg se ruba s vanjske strane nalazi 
duboko urezana valovnica, a na ramenu su 
vidljive vodoravne linije. Slična koncepcija 
ukrasa javlja se i kod idućih dvaju ulomaka 
T. I/2–3 koji imaju lagano izvijen obod te, 
čini se, jajolik oblik tijela (oba 2.5YR 2.5/1

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shallower wavy line, while in the second, the 
wavy line is repeated on the slightly pronounced 
shoulder. A similar wavy line below the rim oc-
curs on fragments of pots and cauldrons from the 
town of Hvar, Diocletian’s Palace in Split, and 
the Monastery of St. Nicholas in Zadar, dated to 
the period from the 15th to the 18th centuries.11 

The next fragment Pl. I/4 (2.5YR 5/3 red-
dish brown) also has a rounded, slightly flared 
rim and an interesting combination of orna-
ments. Below the rim are oval, irregularly exe-
cuted and deeply impressed decorations, while 
the neck and shoulder have incised lines with 
slanted strokes. 

Three pots stand out due to their combina-
tion of decorations. In the first, only the rim 
and part of the shoulder have been preserved 
Pl. I/5 (2.5YR 5/4 reddish brown). The rim 
features a series of slanted impressed lines, while 
the shoulder has a wavy line bordered above 
and below by a single horizontal incised line. 
The same decoration is repeated in a second, 
better-preserved specimen with a short neck 
and pronounced belly, although in this speci-
men, the wavy line is wider and thicker, extend-
ing beyond the thinner horizontal lines Pl. II/1 
(2.5YR 6/4 light reddish brown). On the pot, 
three secondarily perforated round holes are vis-
ible: one on the neck and two on the belly. The 
same wavy line appears on a third, shallow pot 
with a missing rim Pl. II/2 (2.5YR 4/8 red), but 
it is evident that the rim was flared. This pot ex-
hibits a short neck, a pronounced bellied body, 
and a preserved flat base. The wavy line is inter-
rupted in places, sometimes protruding beyond 
the border. Its amplitude occasionally resembles 
check marks, a motif frequently found at this 
site. A similarly formed wavy line appears on a 
pot from Novigrad, combined with other mo-
tifs12, and on a pot fragment from Zadar, ten-
tatively dated to the 16th and 17th centuries.13 

A fragment of the upper part of a pot features

reddish black). Prvi ulomak ima nešto pliće 
izvedenu valovnicu, a kod drugog se valovni-
ca ponavlja i na lagano naglašenom ramenu. 
Sličan ukras valovnice ispod oboda javlja se 
na ulomcima lonaca i kotlića iz grada Hvara, 
Dioklecijanove palače u Splitu i Samostana 
sv. Nikole u Zadru koji se datiraju od 15. do 
18. stoljeća.11 

Idući ulomak T. I/4 (2.5YR 5/3 reddish 
brown) koji također ima zaobljen, prema van 
lagano izvijen obod, ima zanimljivu kombina-
ciju ukrasa. Ispod oboda se nalaze ovalni, ne-
uredno izvedeni i duboko utisnuti ukrasi, a na 
vratu i ramenu su urezane linije između kojih 
su kosi urezi. 

Kombinacijom ukrasa izdvajaju se tri lonca. 
Kod prvog očuvan je samo obod i dio ramena 
T. I/5 (2.5YR 5/4 reddish brown). Na samom 
je obodu niz kosih utisnutih linija, a na rame-
nu je ukras valovnice obrubljen s gornje i do-
nje strane po jednom vodoravnom urezanom 
linijom. Isti ukras ponavlja se i kod bolje oču-
vanog primjerka s kratkim vratom i naglaše-
nim trbuhom, no kod njega je valovnica šira i 
deblja te izlazi izvan okvira tanjih vodoravnih 
linija T. II/1 (2.5YR 6/4 light reddish brown). 
Na loncu se vide tri sekundarno probušene 
kružne rupice, i to jedna na vratu i dvije na 
trbuhu. Ista valovnica ponavlja se na plitkom 
loncu kojem nije očuvan obod T. II/2 (2.5YR 
4/8 red), no vidljivo je da je bio izvijen. Lo-
nac ima kratki vrat, naglašeno trbušasto tijelo 
i očuvano ravno dno. Valovnica je na mjesti-
ma isprekidana, katkad i izviruje iz okvira, 
amplitude joj povremeno sliče i na kvačice, 
a riječ je o motivu koji se često ponavlja na 
ovom nalazištu. Slično formirana valovnica 
javlja se na loncu iz Novigrada gdje je kom-
binirana s drugim motivima12 te na ulomku 
lonca iz Zadra koji je okvirno smješten u 16. 
i 17. stoljeće.13 

Ulomak gornjeg dijela lonca ima na obodu

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slanted impressed strokes on the rim Pl. I/6 
(2.5YR 5/4 reddish brown). An incised horizon-
tal line is present on the neck, and below it is a 
faintly visible stamped decoration consisting of 
a circle with radially arranged spokes. Probably 
this is a stylised depiction of a flower or possibly 
the Sun. A similarly shaped pot rim, unearthed 
in the zone of the Monastery of St. Nicholas in 
Zadar, was dated to the 16th–17th centuries.14 

The next fragment Pl. III/1 (2.5YR 2.5/3 
dark reddish) has a rim slanted inwards, with a 
triangular cross-section, rounded near the top. 
On the external wall below the aperture is a 
series of irregular impressed oval motifs, with 
a mildly pronounced rib beneath them. No di-
rect analogies have been found for this piece, 
although similar impressed decorations are 
present among 15th–16th-century finds from 
fortresses/castles at Possert (Istria),15 Vrbovec,16 
Ružica17 and Kličevica (near Benkovac).18

The next fragment, T. III/2, has a flared and 
prominently profiled rim with shallow vertical 
cannelures on the shoulder. The wall is thin 
and, in cross-section, it is of a reddish colour 
(2.5YR 6/1 reddish grey). Comparable speci-
mens found in Vrbovec Castle date to the 15th 
and 16th centuries.19

The next two fragments are characterised by 
thin walls and an even dark-grey, almost black, 
outside surface. The first fragment Pl. III/3 
(edges 2.5YR 4/1 dark reddish grey, centre 
2.5YR 5/1 reddish grey) represents the upper 
part of a pot with a vertically segmented rim, 
beak-shaped in cross-section, strongly flared, 
with a short neck and a pronounced shoulder 
profile. The second fragment is part of the wall 
of a pot Pl. III/4 (2.5YR 5/4 reddish brown) 
with a pronounced horizontal rib, triangular 
in cross-section. Similar specimens of pots 
with thin walls and developed rims, found in

kose utisnute poteze T. I/6 (2.5YR 5/4 reddish 
brown). Na vratu se nalazi vodoravna ureza-
na linija, a podno njega je loše vidljiv žigosan 
ukras koji se sastoji od kruga oko kojeg je ra-
dijalno postavljeno više krakova. Vjerojatno je 
riječ o stiliziranom prikazu cvijeta ili možda 
Sunca. Slično oblikovan obod lonca nađen na 
području Samostana sv. Nikole u Zadru dati-
ran je u 16. –17. stoljeće.14 

Sljedeći ulomak T. III/1 (2.5YR 2.5/3 dark 
reddish) ima prema unutra koso odsječeni obod 
trokutastog presjeka koji je pri vrhu zaobljen. 
S vanjske strane ispod otvora je niz utisnutih 
nepravilnih ovalnih motiva ispod kojih je bla-
go naglašeno rebro. Direktne mu usporedbe 
ne nalazimo, iako su slični utisnuti ukrasi pri-
sutni među nalazima 15. i 16. stoljeća, pa ih 
tako nalazimo u utvrdi Possert u Istri,15 burgu 
Vrbovcu,16 gradu Ružici17 te utvrdi Kličevici 
kod Benkovca.18

Idući ulomak T. III/2 ima izvijeni i nagla-
šeno profilirani obod te plitko izvedene verti-
kalne kanelure na ramenu. Stijenka je tanka, 
a u presjeku je crvenkaste boje (2.5YR 6/1 
reddish gray). Komparativni primjerci prona-
đeni u burgu Vrbovcu datiraju se u 15. i 16. 
stoljeće.19

Sljedeća dva ulomka odlikuju tanke stijen-
ke i ujednačena tamnosiva, gotovo crna boja 
vanjštine. Prvi je ulomak T. III/3 (rubovi 
2.5YR 4/1 dark reddish gray, sredina 2.5YR 
5/1 reddish gray) gornji dio lonca s vertikalno 
raščlanjenim, u presjeku kljunastim obodom, 
jako izvijenim prema van, kratkim vratom i 
naglašenom profilacijom ramena. Drugi je 
dio stijenke lonca T. III/4 (2.5YR 5/4 reddish 
brown) s naglašenim vodoravnim rebrom 
trokutastog presjeka. Slični primjerci lonaca 
tankih stijenki s razvijenim obodima prona-
đeni na istarskom i riječkom području dati-

Istria and the Rijeka area, were dated to the 
16th century and identified as products of 
Central European workshops.20

Next are the lower parts of pots with flat 
bases. The first Pl. III/5 (2.5YR 4/4 reddish 
brown) has a series of horizontal grooved lines 
on its outside. The other two have no visible 
traces of decoration. One – Pl. III/6 (near 
the outside rim 2.5YR 5/1 reddish grey, inner 
2.5YR 5/6 red) – has a secondary perforation 
on the base, while the other – Pl. IV/1 (2.5YR 
4/8 red) – although with a relatively smoothed 
outer surface, contains many crushed inclu-
sions. The last fragment is the lower part of a 
pot with a flat base made of purified red clay, 
Pl. IV/2 (2.5YR 5/6 red). Its walls are thin, 
and this type was not typically used for pro-
longed cooking but rather for reheating food. 
It appears in various dimensions, both with 
and without glaze, and was used over an ex-
tended period from the 14th to the 19th centu-
ry.21 However, considering the chronology of 
the Muraj site, it has been dated to the period 
from the 15th to the 18th century.

Cauldrons

The next group are cauldrons, which were 
found in large numbers at the Muraj site (Pl. 
IV/3; Pl. V/1–5; Pl. VI/1–5; Pl. VII/1–6). Caul-
drons were vessels frequently used for cooking 
over an open fire or for carrying water and food 
(Figs. 2–3).22 Their bodies had a rim featuring 
lugs, which had holes for attaching a handle 
used to suspend the vessel over a fire.23 They 
could have either a rounded or a flat base.24 

This type of vessel was in use on the eastern 
Adriatic coast over an extended period. Finds 
have been made at the following sites (among 
others) in Dalmatia: the complex of the Mon-

raju se u 16. stoljeće, a determinirani su kao 
proizvod srednjoeuropskih radionica.20

Slijede donji dijelovi lonaca na ravnom dnu 
od kojih prvi T. III/5 (2.5YR 4/4 reddish 
brown) ima izvana niz vodoravnih užlijeblje-
nih linija. Ostala dva nemaju vidljive tragove 
ukrasa. Jedan ima na dnu sekundarno probu-
šenu rupu T. III/6 (uz vanjski rub 2.5YR 5/1 
reddish gray, unutarnji 2.5YR 5/6 red), dok je 
kod drugog T. IV/1 (2.5YR 4/8 red) zamjet-
no da iako mu je vanjština relativno zaglađe-
na ima dosta usitnjenih primjesa. Posljednji 
ulomak donji je dio lonca s ravnim dnom 
izrađen od pročišćene gline crvene boje T. 
IV/2 (2.5YR 5/6 red). Stijenke su mu tanke, 
a navedeni tip najčešće ne služi dugotrajnom 
kuhanju, već podgrijavanju hrane. Javlja se u 
raznim dimenzijama, i to u varijantama bez 
glazure i s glazurom te se upotrebljava u duže-
mu vremenskom rasponu od 14. pa sve do 19. 
stoljeća,21 no s obzirom na dataciju nalazišta 
na Muraju, smještamo ga u period od 15. do 
18. stoljeća.

Kotlići

Iduću skupinu čine kotlići koji su na Mu-
raju pronađeni u velikom broju (T. IV/3; T. 
V/1–5; T. VI/1–5; T. VII/1–6). Kotlići su po-
sude koje su se često upotrebljavale za kuhanje 
na otvorenoj vatri ili za prijenos vode i hrane 
(sl. 2, 3).22 Sastoje se od recipijenta s obodom 
koji na sebi ima ušice koje su imale rupice za 
umetanje ručke koja je služila za vješanje po-
sude iznad vatre.23 Mogli su imati zaobljeno ili 
ravno dno.24 

Ovaj oblik posuđa pojavljuje se tijekom du-
žega vremenskog perioda na istočnoj jadran-
skoj obali, pa je tako pronađen u komplek-
su Samostana sv. Nikole u Zadru,25 zatim u

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astery of St. Nicholas in Zadar,25 the Zemunik26 
and Kličevica fortresses,27 Crkvina in Galovac,28 
the Čelinjak cave on Dugi Otok,29 Diocletian’s 
Palace,30 and on Hvar.31 Outside Dalmatia, 
they have also been found on the Istrian Penin-
sula: in Piran, Sveti Ivan near Umag,32 Veštar,33 
Rovinj,34 Possert Fortress35 and Pula.36 Finds 
have also been recorded in Montenegro dur-
ing excavations at Stari Bar.37 They are hard to 
chronologically determine because of their use 
over a lengthy time period. Hence, they are 
generally dated on the basis of associated finds,

utvrdama u Zemuniku26 i Kličevici,27 na Cr-
kvini u Galovcu,28 u pećini Čelinjaku na Du-
gom otoku,29 u Dioklecijanovoj palači30 i na 
Hvaru.31 Osim u Dalmaciji, nalazimo ih i na 
istarskom poluotoku u Piranu i Sv. Ivanu kod 
Umaga,32 Veštru,33 Rovinju,34 utvrdi Possert35 
i Puli.36 Također su pronađeni u Crnoj Gori 
u istraživanjima Starog Bara.37 Kronološki su 
problematični jer se javljaju u dužem vremen-
skom periodu, pa se uglavnom datiraju na os-
novi ostalih nalaza, i to najčešće od 15. do 18. 
stoljeća. Na području Veneta u Italiji standar-

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most commonly to the 15th–18th centuries. In 
the Veneto region of Italy, they became stand-
ard inventory items in the late 13th century and 
remained in use until the 18th century.38 

Like pots, cauldrons also come in various di-
mensions; their aperture sizes range from 16 
cm (Pl. V/4), 22.5 cm (Pl. VI/5), 23 cm (Pl. 
VII/5), 24 cm (Pl. VII/2), to 30 cm (Pl. V/5). 
The simplest specimens are represented by up-
per parts of cauldrons Pl. IV/3; Pl. V/1–5; Pl. 
VI/1, which have a rounded rim, from which 
triangular lugs with holes for attaching handles 
slightly rise. Below the rim is an incised wavy 
line. In the first fragment Pl. IV/3 (2.5YR 
5/6 red), a part of the lug is missing, and the 
wavy line pattern is repeated on the shoulder. 
The second fragment Pl. V/1 (edges 2.5YR 6/4 
light reddish brown, centre 2.5YR 5/1 reddish 
grey) is better preserved. Both specimens seem 
to have had globular bodies. Unlike the previ-
ous two, the third specimen Pl. V/2 (2.5YR 4/6 
red) was oxidation-fired. Subsequent specimens 
slightly differ from the first three: in addition 
to the wavy line below the aperture, they have 
three incised lines Pl. V/3 (2.5YR 3/3 dark red-
dish brown) or shallow horizontal grooves on 
the shoulder and body, as seen in fragments Pl. 
V/4 (2.5YR 4/4 reddish brown) and Pl. V/5 
(2.5YR 6/6 light red). The decoration on frag-
ments Pl. IV/3 and Pl. V/1–5 is identical to 
that on pots Pl. I/1–3, dating them to the same 
chronological range: from the 15th to the 18th 
centuries.39 Markedly similar is Pl. VI/1 (2.5YR 
4/4 reddish brown), a finely worked cauldron 
fragment that is, in terms of style, the most 
prominent specimen from the site. It is a rather 
large fragment with a preserved lug with a hole, 
featuring a wavy line below the aperture, under 
which is an incised line. At the base of the neck 
is a stamped decoration consisting of circles 
with a cross inside.40 Below them is a V-shaped

dnim inventarom postaju krajem 13. stoljeća i 
zadržavaju se u upotrebi do 18. stoljeća.38 

Kao i lonci, kotlići su također raznih di-
menzija, pa im veličina otvora varira od 
16 (T. V/4), 22,5 (T. VI/5), 23 (T. VII/5), 
24 (T. VII/2) do 30 (T. V/5) cm. Najjed-
nostavnije primjere predstavljaju gornji di-
jelovi kotlića T. IV/3; T. V/1–5; T. VI/1 sa 
zaobljenim obodom iz kojeg se lagano dižu 
trokutaste ušice s rupom za nasad drške, a 
ispod oboda javlja im se urezana valovnica. 
Prvom ulomku nedostaje dio ušice T. IV/3 
(2.5YR 5/6 red), a valovnica mu se, osim is-
pod oboda, ponavlja i na ramenu. Drugi je 
ulomak bolje očuvan T. V/1 (rubovi 2.5YR 
6/4 light reddish brown, sredina 2.5YR 5/1 
reddish gray), Oba primjerka, čini se, ima-
la su loptasto tijelo. Treći primjerak T. V/2 
(2.5YR 4/6 red) za razliku od prethodnih 
dvaju oksidacijski je pečen. Sljedeći primjer-
ci malo se razlikuju od prethodnih jer osim 
valovnice ispod otvora imaju tri urezane li-
nije T. V/3 (2.5YR 3/3 dark reddish brown), 
odnosno pliće vodoravne kanelure na ra-
menu i trbuhu kod ulomaka T. V/4 (2.5YR 
4/4 reddish brown) i T. V/5 (2.5YR 6/6 li-
ght red). Dekoracija primjeraka na T. IV/3 
i T. V/1–5 identična je onima na loncima 
T. I/1–3 pa ih smještamo u isti vremenski 
okvir od 15. do 18. stoljeća.39 Vrlo im je sli-
čan dio kvalitetno izrađenog kotlića T. VI/1 
(2.5YR 4/4 reddish brown) koji predstavlja 
stilski najupečatljiviji primjerak na ovom 
lokalitetu. Riječ je o većem ulomku s oču-
vanom ušicom s rupom i valovnicom ispod 
otvora podno koje je urezana linija. Na dnu 
vrata nalazi se ukras izveden žigosanjem, a 
motiv su kružnice s križem unutar njih.40 Is-
pod njih nalazi se ukras u obliku slova V koji 
je izveden urezivanjem, a trbuh mu je ukra-
šen vodoravnim plitkim kanelurama.

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incised decoration, while the body is adorned 
with shallow horizontal grooves.

Interesting are two fragments with a similar 
decoration Pl. VI/4 (2.5YR 6/1 reddish grey) 
and Pl. VI/5 (2.5YR 6/6 light red), which have 
slanted notches on the rim exterior. The first also 
has an additional incised line on the shoulder. 

Fragment Pl. VI/2 (2.5YR 7/2 pale red) has 
been better preserved; it shows a raised lug 
with a hole in the centre and part of the glob-
ular body decorated with two preserved rows 
of single wavy lines.

Furthermore, fragment Pl. VI/3 (2.5YR 8/4 
pink) represents a part of a cauldron rim fea-
turing a triangular protrusion resembling a 
small horn (Fig. 4). Its shoulder is decorated 
with horizontal incised lines, above and below 
which are rows of impressed circular motifs 
over slanted oval ones. No parallels for this 
type of rim decoration have been found in the 
available literature.

In fragment Pl. VII/1 (2.5YR 6/1 reddish 
grey), the lug itself is not preserved, though 

Zanimljiva su dva ulomka sa sličnim ukra-
som T. VI/4 (2.5YR 6/1 reddish gray) i T. VI/5 
(2.5YR 6/6 light red) koji s vanjske strane obo-
da imaju kose zareze, a prvi na ramenu ima još 
jednu urezanu liniju. 

Ulomak T. VI/2 (2.5YR 7/2 pale red) bolje je 
sačuvan pa tako kod njega vidimo uzdignutu 
ušicu s rupicom u sredini i dio trbušastog tijela 
ukrašenog dvama očuvanim nizovima jedno-
strukih valovnica.

Nadalje, ulomak T. VI/3 (2.5YR 8/4 pink) 
predstavlja dio oboda kotlića koji ima troku-
tasto ispupčenje u vidu „roščića“ (sl. 4). Rame 
mu je ukrašeno vodoravnim urezanim linija-
ma ispod i preko kojih se nalazi niz utisnutih 
kružnih, a ispod njih koso položenih ovalnih 
motiva. Pandane za ovakvo oblikovanje oboda 
posude za sada ne nalazimo u dostupnoj lite-
raturi.

Kod ulomka T. VII/1 (2.5YR 6/1 reddish 
gray) sama ušica nije sačuvana, iako je vidlji-
vo uzdizanje oboda te ostatci rupe. Kod tog 
je primjera riječ o dosta tankoj stijenci čije je

the rise of the rim and traces of a hole are vis-
ible. In this specimen, the wall is quite thin, 
and the shoulder is decorated with a wavy line 
above which two incised lines are visible.

Fragment Pl. VII/3 (2.5YR 3.2 dusky red) 
from the Muraj site preserves a slightly flared 
and raised lug with an internal rib to support a 
lid. A part of its vessel body has also been pre-
served. The cauldron had noticeably thin walls 
and no traces of decoration. Similarly shaped but 
better-preserved specimens with globular bodies 
and three conical legs at the base were found in 
Pula, dated to the 17th century and attributed 
to workshops from the Italian region of Veneto.41

A lug fragment has also been preserved on 
specimen Pl. VII/4 (2.5YR 6/6 light red). It is 
interesting because of the faintly visible deco-
ration below the hole featuring shallow hori-
zontal lines with a wavy line between them. 
Vertically placed finger-made strokes below 
the hole break the pattern of the decoration.

Fragment Pl. VII/2 (2.5YR 5/2 weak red) 
has a flared, rounded rim with an inside rib for 
fitting a lid, and thin walls. Horizontal lines 
created by smoothing the vessel are visible on 
the exterior.

Fragment Pl. VII/5 (2.5YR 4/1 dark reddish 
grey) has a similar cross-section with a flared, 
rounded rim and a groove for the lid. The neck 
is decorated with a horizontal series of irregular 
impressed oval motifs, and the wall is signifi-
cantly thinner compared to the rim. Similar 
shaping and decoration are found on frag-
ment Pl. VII/6 (2.5YR 4/4 reddish brown), 
characterised by a thicker, partially preserved 
lug and considerably thinner walls. Impressed 
oval motifs appear in a horizontal band below 
the lug, and the same motif is also present on 
the lug. The decoration is very similar to that 
on pot Pl. III/1. On the basis of this and com-
parable specimens from other sites in Croatia, 
these cauldrons have been dated to the 15th 
and 16th centuries.42

rame ukrašeno valovnicom iznad koje su vid-
ljive dvije urezane linije.

Kod ulomka T. VII/3 (2.5YR 3.2 dusky red) 
s našeg lokaliteta riječ je o sačuvanoj blago 
izvijenoj i uzdignutoj ušici te rebru iznutra 
koje služi za nasad poklopca, a također mu je 
očuvan dio recipijenta. Kotlić ima naglašeno 
tanke stijenke, a tragova dekoracije nema. Slič-
no oblikovane, ali bolje očuvane primjerke s 
loptastim tijelom i trima koničnim nožicama 
na dnu nalazimo u Puli gdje su datirani u 17. 
stoljeće i pripisani radionicama talijanske po-
krajine Veneto.41

Ulomak ušice sačuvan je i kod primjera T. 
VII/4 (2.5YR 6/6 light red), a zanimljiv je jer 
se podno rupe nalazi slabo vidljiv ukras plitkih 
vodoravnih linija između kojih je valovnica. 
Ispod same rupe su okomito postavljeni potezi 
rađeni prstima koji na tom dijelu poništavaju 
spomenuti ukras.

Ulomak T. VII/2 (2.5YR 5/2 weak red) zao-
bljenog oboda izvijenog prema van ima s unu-
tarnje strane rebro za nasad poklopca i tanku 
stijenku. S vanjske su mu strane vidljive vodo-
ravne linije nastale zaglađivanjem posude.

Presjekom sličan ulomak je i T. VII/5 (2.5YR 
4/1 dark reddish gray) s izvijenim, zaobljenim 
obodom i utorom za poklopac. Vrat je ukra-
šen vodoravnim nizom nepravilnih ovalnih 
utisnutih motiva, a sama se stijenka dosta sta-
njuje u odnosu na obod. Sličan oblik i dekora-
cija javlja se i na ulomku T. VII/6 (2.5YR 4/4 
reddish brown) koji karakterizira deblja, nepot-
puno sačuvana ušica i dosta tanja stijenka. Uti-
snuti ovalni ukrasi javljaju se u vodoravnom 
pojasu ispod ušice, a isti se motiv javlja i na 
samoj ušici. Dekoracija je vrlo slična onoj na 
loncu s T. III/1, pa na osnovi spomenutog kao 
i komparativnih primjeraka s drugih lokaliteta 
u Hrvatskoj ove kotliće smještamo u 15. i 16. 
stoljeće.42

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Lids

The next group consists of lids (Pl. VIII/1–
5). Three conical lids belong to coarse-textured 
pottery (Pl. VIII/1–3). The first fragment Pl. 
VIII/1 (edges 2.5YR 5/1 reddish grey, centre 
2.5YR 6/6 light red) has a preserved lower part 
of the body with an aperture diameter of 18 
cm, the edge of which is rounded. The second 
has a preserved upper part of the body with a 
stopper-like handle Pl. VIII/2 (2.5YR 6/6 light 
red). This type was in use for a long time and 
occurs in both coarse and refined variants, as 
well as glazed ones. It is common among finds 
from the late medieval and early modern peri-
ods, with well-preserved specimens in Croatia 
found in Istria,43 Veliki Tabor,44 Čanjevo,45 Ba-
rilović,46 Ružica,47 as well as over a wider area 
covering Slovenia,48 Italy,49 Hungary50 and Ser-
bia.51 The third fragment Pl. VIII/3 (2.5YR 
4/6 red) also has a coarse texture. Its shape is 
semi-globular, and it has a preserved aperture 
with a 25-cm diameter, and a part of the wall. 
The aperture edge features a series of impressed 
motifs, and the exterior is decorated with a 
wide incised wavy line and a straight line above 
which there are shallow and dense horizontal 
grooves. No similar specimens have been found. 
However, considering its fragmentary nature, it 
might have been part of either a lid or a bowl. 
The specimen Pl. VIII/4 (2.5YR 3/3 dark red-
dish brown) is part of a lid wall and is decorated 
with slanted incisions along the middle of the 
fragment. The last fragment, Pl. VIII/5 (2.5YR 
5/8 red), is made of purified clay and is grey 
on both sides. Its shape is somewhat different

Poklopci

Iduću skupinu čine poklopci (T. VIII/1–5). 
Tri poklopca stožastog oblika pripadaju ke-
ramici grube fakture (T. VIII/1–3). Prvom 
ulomku T. VIII/1 (rubovi 2.5YR 5/1 reddish 
gray, sredina 2.5YR 6/6 light red) sačuvan je 
donji dio tijela s otvorom promjera 18 cm čiji 
je rub zaobljen, dok je od drugoga očuvan 
gornji dio tijela s čepastom drškom T. VIII/2 
(2.5YR 6/6 light red). Navedeni je tip dugo 
u upotrebi te se javlja u gruboj i pročišćenoj 
varijanti, kao i glaziranoj. Čest je i među na-
lazima kasnog srednjeg i ranog novog vijeka, 
pa dobro očuvane primjerke u Hrvatskoj na-
lazimo u Istri,43 Velikom Taboru,44 Čanjevu,45 
Bariloviću,46 Ružici47, ali i na širem prostoru 
u Sloveniji,48 Italiji,49 Mađarskoj50 i Srbiji.51 
Grube fakture je i ulomak T. VIII/3 (2.5YR 
4/6 red) koji ima poluloptast oblik i očuvan 
otvor promjera 25 cm i dio stijenke. Na rubu 
otvora je niz utisnutih motiva, a ukrašen je i 
izvana širom urezanom valovnicom i ravnom 
linijom, iznad kojih se nalaze plitki i gusti vo-
doravni žljebovi. Slične primjere ne nalazimo, 
a s obzirom na njegovu fragmentarnost treba 
upozoriti na mogućnost da bi ulomak mogao 
pripadati poklopcu, ali i zdjeli. Primjerak T. 
VIII/4 (2.5YR 3/3 dark reddish brown) dio 
je stijenke poklopca te je ukrašen kosim ure-
zima po sredini ulomka. Posljednji ulomak 
T. VIII/5 (2.5YR 5/8 red) rađen je od dobro 
pročišćene gline te je sive boje s obje strane. 
Oblikom je nešto drugačiji od prethodnih, a 
očuvao mu se obrubni dio promjera 10 cm 
sa zaobljenim obodom izvijenim prema gore.

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from the previous ones, with a preserved part 
of a rounded, flared rim of 10 cm in diameter. 
Presumably it belonged to a lid type shaped like 
a small plate with straight or conical walls and 
raised outer edges, with a knob-shaped handle 
in the centre, as shown by specimens dated to 
the 14th–16th centuries discovered at several 
sites in Lazio52 and Emilia-Romagna in neigh-
bouring Italy.53 Given its fragmentary nature, it 
is worth mentioning that it might represent a 
different form, possibly the lower part of a lamp 
consisting of a plate-shaped base from which a 
semi-globular or biconical oil container rose 
in the centre, with both parts connected by a 
handle. Such specimens are known from Italy, 
where they appear in lead-glazed variants from 
the 14th century, produced by Venetian (Padu-
an) workshops.54 Similar lamp specimens have 
been found in Belgrade, though these are can-
dlesticks with a similarly shaped small plate at 
the base and a conical upper part for inserting 
a candle. These also feature a layer of glaze and 
are dated to the 16th and 17th centuries.55

Baking Bells

The next finds are baking bells, or baking 
bell lids (Pl. IX/1–3), which are still rarely 
mentioned in domestic literature. These are 
bell-shaped vessels of larger dimensions. Their 
robustness, shape and operation allowed for 
prolonged use.56 They were mostly used on 
open hearths,57 and their bodies usually feature 
one or more holes for steam release. Interesting-
ly, this type of vessel has been used in the region 
from prehistory to the present day.58 During 
the Late-Republican and Imperial periods in

Prepostavljamo da se radi o tipu poklopca u 
obliku tanjurića s ravnim ili koničnim stijen-
kama kojem su vanjski rubovi uzdignuti, a 
po sredini se nalazila dugmetasta drška kako 
to pokazuju primjerci datirani od 14. do 16. 
stoljeća otkriveni na tlu susjedne Italije na više 
nalazišta u Laciju52 i Emiliji Romanji.53 S obzi-
rom na njegovu fragmentarnost, treba spome-
nuti i mogućnost da je riječ o drukčijoj formi, 
npr. o donjem dijelu svjetiljke koja se sastoji 
od tanjurića na donjem dijelu iz kojeg se po 
sredini diže poluloptasti ili bikonični recipi-
jent za ulje, a oba su dijela povezana ručkom. 
Navedeni primjeri poznati su s prostora Italije 
gdje se javljaju u olovno glaziranoj varijanti od 
14. stoljeća i proizvod su venetskih (padovan-
skih) radionica.54 U Beogradu su nađeni slični 
primjeri svjetiljki, no tu je riječ o svijećnjacima 
koji na donjem dijelu imaju slično formiran 
tanjurić, a na gornjem je dijelu konični dio za 
umetanje svijeće. I oni na sebi imaju sloj gla-
zure, a datiraju se u 16. i 17. stoljeće.55

Peke

Slijede nalazi peka, odnosno poklopaca 
peka (T. IX/1–3) koje se u domaćoj litera-
turi još uvijek ne spominju često, a riječ je 
o zvonolikim posudama većih dimenzija. 
Upravo ta njihova robusnost, oblik i način 
korištenja omogućavali su dugotrajniju upo-
trebu.56 Većinom su se rabile na otvorenom 
ognjištu,57 a na tijelu im se obično nalazi 
rupa ili rupe za odvod pare. Zanimljivo je 
da se navedeni oblik posuđa na ovim prosto-
rima upotrebljava od prapovijesti do danas.58 
Na području Italije u kasnorepublikansko i

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Italy, baking bells featured a pronounced and 
protruding reinforced opening and a prom-
inent horizontal rib around the entire body, 
but these ceased to appear during Late Antiq-
uity.59 At that time, a handle was added at the 
top, while holes remained on the body. In Late 
Antiquity, they appeared in larger quantities in 
northern Italy and Albania,60 and it is assumed 
that during the transition to Late Antiquity and 
the Early Middle Ages, mass bread production 
ceased, and individual domestic baking became 
common in Italy and the Balkans.61 Historical 
sources from 10th-century Constantinople, 
however, mention only private bakeries,62 sug-
gesting the situation was not uniform every-
where. Their primary function in the Middle 
Ages was baking bread, as confirmed by experi-
ments conducted in Slovenia, which established 
that either an oven or just a baking bell sufficed 
for bread baking.63 They were made of ceram-
ics or metal, and medieval recipes also include 
detailed instructions for their use. For instance, 
it was noted that the metal ones required only 
a small amount of embers around them, while 
the ceramic ones required more.64 In later pe-
riods, in addition to bread baking, they were 
also used for preparing more complex dishes, 
such as various meat and fish dishes, vegetables, 
and certain types of cakes – a tradition that has 
been preserved into the present day. In the Za-
dar area, relatively few finds have been discov-
ered, such as individual specimens in Zadar,65 
the fortresses at Zemunik Donji66 and Kličevi-
ca,67 and on the island of Ist.68 At other sites 
in Dalmatia, baking bells have been found at 
the Jakša Palace in Hvar,69 the Nutjak Fortress

carsko vrijeme peke imaju istaknut i izbačen, 
pojačan otvor i istaknuto vodoravno rebro 
preko cijelog recipijenta koje se u doba kasne 
antike gubi.59 Tada se pojavljuje i ručka na 
vrhu, a zadržavaju se rupe na recipijentu. U 
kasnoj se antici pojavljuju u većim količina-
ma na području sjeverne Italije i Albanije,60 
te se pretpostavlja da se na prijelazu u kasnu 
antiku i rani srednji vijek napušta masovna 
proizvodnja kruha i dolazi do pojedinač-
nog domaćeg pečenja na području Italije i 
Balkana.61 No, povijesni izvori na području 
Carigrada u 10. stoljeću navode isključivo 
privatne pekare,62 što vjerojatno znači da 
situacija nije svugdje bila podjednaka. Os-
novna im je funkcija u srednjem vijeku bila 
pečenje kruha, što potvrđuju i eksperimenti 
provedeni u Sloveniji kojima je ustanovlje-
no da je za pečenje kruha bila dovoljna ili 
peć ili samo peka.63 Mogle su biti izrađene 
od keramike ili metala, a srednjovjekovni 
recepti navode i detaljne upute za njihovo 
korištenje, pa se tako za metalne navodi da 
ih je dovoljno okružiti manjom količinom 
žara, dok je za keramičke potrebna veća ko-
ličina.64 U kasnijim periodima osim pečenja 
kruha služe i za izradu kompliciranijih jela, 
pa se, primjerice, i danas u njima peku razna 
mesna i riblja jela, povrće te određene vrste 
kolača. Na zadarskom području nađene su 
u relativno maloj količini, kao pojedinačni 
primjerci u Zadru,65 utvrdama u Zemuniku 
Donjem66 i Kličevici67 te na otoku Istu.68 Od 
ostalih lokaliteta u Dalmaciji nađene su u 
palači Jakša u Hvaru,69 u utvrdi Nutjak kod 
Trilja,70 dok je veća količina peka otkrivena

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near Trilj70, and in larger quantities in Diocle-
tian’s Palace, where they have been dated to the 
14th–16th centuries.71 Baking bells are general-
ly found at most late medieval sites, but they are 
rarely published.72 In continental Croatia, they 
have been found in Stari Perkovci73 and Stenje-
vec74, where they were dated to the 14th centu-
ry; in Čanjevo75 and Donji Miholjac,76 where 
they were dated to the 15th–17th centuries; 
and in Vrbovec77 and Ružica, where they were 
dated to the 16th–17th centuries.78 They have 
also been found at several sites along the eastern 
Adriatic coast, on the Istrian peninsula in Piran, 
Slovenia and in Sveti Ivan near Umag, where, 
based on analogies from nearby Italy, they were 
dated to the 15th–17th centuries,79 as well as 
in Stari Bar, Montenegro.80 Of the sites men-
tioned, at those in Croatia, the finds predom-
inantly comprised baking bell lids, while the 
trays or plates that went underneath them were 
absent. The only exception is Ružica, where the 
trays were found, but not the lids.81 A complete-
ly different situation has been recorded in Ser-
bia and Montenegro, with finds of baking bells 
consisting of a lid (vršnik) and a tray (crepulja).82 
In Italy, baking bells with both parts frequent-
ly appear in late medieval and early modern 
archaeological layers in Lazio, Umbria, Emil-
ia-Romagna, Campania and Calabria, though 
they were evidently less popular in Tuscany.83 

At Muraj, parts of the lids of three baking 
bells were found. The first is the best-pre-

u Dioklecijanovoj palači te je datirana od 
14. do 16. stoljeća.71 Peke se inače pronalaze 
na većini kasnosrednjovjekovnih lokaliteta, 
međutim slabo se objavljuju.72 Na području 
kontinentalne Hrvatske nađene su u Starim 
Perkovcima73 i Stenjevcu74 gdje se datiraju 
u 14. stoljeće, zatim u Čanjevu75 i Donjem 
Miholjcu76 gdje se smještaju od 15. do 17. 
stoljeća, Vrbovcu77 te u Ružici gdje su datira-
ne u 16. i 17. stoljeće.78 Pronađene su na još 
nekoliko lokaliteta na istočnoj obali Jadrana, 
na istarskom poluotoku u Piranu i Sv. Ivanu 
kod Umaga gdje se na temelju analogija iz 
obližnje Italije datiraju u razdoblje od 15. do 
17. stoljeća,79 kao i u Starom Baru u Crnoj 
Gori.80 Na navedenim lokalitetima u Hrvat-
skoj uglavnom je riječ o nalazima poklopaca 
peka, dok pekači ili pladnjevi koji idu ispod 
njih nedostaju, a jedinu iznimku predstavlja 
Ružica gdje su pronađeni samo pekači, ali 
ne i poklopci peka.81 Posve je drukčija situa-
cija zabilježena u Srbiji i Crnoj Gori gdje su 
pronađene peke koje se sastoje od poklopca 
(vršnik), kao i pladnja (crepulja).82 U Italiji 
u kasnosrednjovjekovnim i novovjekovnim 
arheološkim slojevima peke, i to njezina oba 
dijela, javljaju se vrlo često, i to na području 
Lacija, Umbrije, Emilije Romanje, Kampa-
nije i Kalabrije, dok na području Toskane 
nisu bile toliko popularne.83 

Na Muraju su pronađeni dijelovi poklopaca 
triju peka. Prvi je najbolje očuvan, a vidljiv

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served, with a visible opening diameter of 40 
cm and a part of the wall Pl. IX/1 (2.5YR 5/6 
red). The edge has a slight indentation, and 
on the outside above it is a raised wavy band, 
above which are a wavy line and a horizontal 
line, incised with a wider tool.

The next fragment Pl. IX/2 (2.5YR 5/6 red) 
has a downward sloped tongue-shaped handle 
with a rectangular cross-section. This fragment 
is particularly interesting: only its inside is dec-
orated, with an incised wavy line and a line be-
neath it (Fig. 5). A similar fragment of a vessel 
with a decorated interior was found in nearby 
Novigrad and tentatively dated to the late me-
dieval and early modern period.84 A third frag-
ment Pl. IX/3 (2.5YR 4/6 red) is similar, but 
larger and belonging to a shallower vessel. The

mu je otvor promjera 40 cm i dio stijenke 
T. IX/1 (2.5YR 5/6 red). Obod na rubu ima 
lagano udubljenje, a izvana iznad njega na-
lazi se reljefna valovita traka iznad koje su 
valovnica i vodoravna linija urezane širom 
alatkom.

Idući ulomak T. IX/2 (2.5YR 5/6 red) ima 
jezičastu dršku pravokutnog presjeka koja se 
spušta prema dolje. Ulomak je dosta zani-
mljiv jer je ukrašen samo s unutarnje strane 
urezanom valovnicom i linijom ispod nje (sl. 
5), a slično ukrašen ulomak u unutrašnjosti 
posude je pronađen u obližnjem Novigradu 
i okvirno datiran u kasni srednji i rani novi 
vijek.84 I kod fragmenta T. IX/3 (2.5YR 4/6 
red) radi se o sličnom primjeru s tim da je 
ovaj ulomak veći, a riječ je o plićoj posudi.

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handle has not been completely preserved, but 
its remains are visible. The outside surface of the 
vessel is significantly damaged, with no traces 
of decoration visible. The inside decoration is 
more elaborate than in the previous specimen, 
consisting of a combination of incised lines, im-
pressed rows of dots, and slanted strokes (Fig. 
6). Interesting analogies to the concept of dec-
oration on both sides of the vessel, though not 
in identical patterns, are found in Ferrara, Italy, 
where baking bell lids were discovered and dat-
ed to the 15th and 16th centuries.85

Other Vessels

Open forms include fragments Pl. IX/4 
(2.5YR 5/6 red) and Pl. IX/5 (2.5YR 6/3 light 
reddish brown). The first is a shallow conical 
vessel, with a preserved slightly indented rim 
at the top, part of the wall, and what appears 
to be the commencement of the base. Its form, 
height, and aperture diameter of 15 cm sug-
gest a shallow bowl. On the outside of the base 
is a very small glaze spot, most likely resulting 
from contact with a glazed vessel during the 
firing process. Similar forms of medieval ves-
sels with identically designed rims have been 
discovered in Rome86 and dated to the 15th 
century.87 The second vessel has a preserved 
flat rim with a series of slanted notches at the 
top and a part of a rounded wall with the re-
mains of a circular hole made in the fresh clay. 
It is decorated with two incised lines on the 
upper part of the fragment and shallow hori-
zontal grooves on the lower part. Although the 
vessel shape suggests a bowl, the upper wall 
has a hole, and there may have been more of 
them. Due to the fragment’s small size, it is 
not possible to determine whether it was some 
sort of colander88, or possibly a flowerpot, such

Ručka nije u potpunosti sačuvana, ali su vid-
ljivi njeni ostaci. Vanjska površina posude 
dosta je oštećena i na njoj nisu vidljivi tra-
govi ukrašavanja. Ukras u unutrašnjosti je 
bogatiji od prethodnog primjerka, a radi se 
o kombinaciji urezanih linija te utisnutih ni-
zova točkica i kosih poteza (sl. 6). Zanimljive 
usporedbe u koncepciji ukrasa s obje strane 
posude, ali ne u identičnim dekoracijama 
nalazimo u talijanskoj Ferrari gdje otkriveni 
su primjeri poklopaca peka datirani u 15. i 
16. stoljeće.85

Ostalo posuđe

Otvorenim formama, pripadaju ulomci T. 
IX/4 (2.5YR 5/6 red) i T. IX/5 (2.5YR 6/3 li-
ght reddish brown). Kod prve se radi o plićoj 
posudi koničnog oblika od koje se očuvao bla-
go udubljen obod na vrhu, dio stijenke i čini 
se početak dna. S obzirom na formu, visinu 
posude i promjer otvora od 15 cm. 

Vjerojatno je riječ o plitkoj zdjelici. Na dnu s 
vanjske strane nalazi se vrlo mala mrlja glazure 
koja je vjerojatno rezultat prislanjanja na glazi-
ranu posudu prilikom procesa pečenja. Slični 
oblici srednjovjekovnih posuda otkriveni su u 
Rimu,86 a s identično oblikovanim obodom 
datirani su u 15. stoljeće.87 Od druge posude 
očuvao se ravan obod s nizom kosih ureza na 
vrhu i dio zaobljene stijenke s ostatcima kruž-
ne rupe rađene u svježoj glini. Ukrašena je 
dvjema urezanim linijama na gornjem dijelu 
ulomka i plitkim vodoravnim kanelurama na 
donjem dijelu. Prema obliku posude, moglo bi 
se pretpostaviti da je i ovdje riječ o zdjeli, no 
na gornjem dijelu stijenke nalazi se jedna rupa, 
a moguće je da ih je bilo još. S obzirom na 
male dimenzije ulomka, nije moguće utvrditi 
je li riječ o nekoj vrsti cjediljke88 ili posudi za

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as those found in the San Antonio in Poles-
ine Monastery in Ferrara. These were made 
of purified clay, featured a horizontal row of 
holes near the upper edge, and were dated to 
the 15th–18th centuries.89 It might also have 
belonged to a vessel with another function, the 
holes serving for its suspension. 

Fragments Pl. X/1 and Pl. X/2, possibly 
parts of jugs made of purified clay, can be 
classified as tableware. The former is the low-
er part of a jug body with a disc-shaped base 
(2.5YR 7/4 light reddish brown), while the 
latter (rim: 2.5YR 6/6 light red, centre: 6/1 
reddish grey) is a fragment of a handle with 
a ridged cross-section. It seems that this cat-
egory also includes fragment Pl. X/4 (2.5YR 
6/8 light red), a coarse-textured piece repre-
senting the lower part of a vessel with a disc-
shaped base. On the outside, above the base 
edge, is a decoration consisting of a series of 
finger-made impressions and a secondary hole 
pierced through the base centre. No direct 
analogies have been identified, although simi-
lar decorations on the lower part of the vessel

cvijeće, kakve su, primjerice, nađene u Samo-
stanu San Antonio in Polesine u Ferrari. One 
su rađene od pročišćene gline, a uz gornji rub 
imaju vodoravni niz rupa i datirane su od 15. 
do 18. stoljeća.89 Moguće je da je riječ i o po-
sudi neke druge namjene kojoj su takve rupe 
služile za vješanje. 

Kategoriji stolnog posuđa pripadaju idući 
ulomci koji vjerojatno predstavljaju dijelo-
ve vrčeva, a rađeni su od pročišćene gline T. 
X/1 i T. X/2. Kod prvog ulomka riječ je o do-
njem dijelu recipijenta vrča na diskastom dnu 
(2.5YR 7/4 light reddish brown), dok je potonji 
T. X/2 (rubovi 2.5YR 6/6 light red, sredina 6/1 
reddish gray) ulomak ručke trakastog presjeka. 
Čini se da ovoj kategoriji možemo pripisati 
i ulomak T. X/4 (2.5YR 6/8 light red) grube 
fakture kod kojeg je riječ o donjem dijelu re-
cipijenta s diskastim dnom. S vanjske strane 
iznad ruba dna ima ukras kojeg čini niz nastao 
blagim utiskivanjem prstiju, a po sredini dna 
mu je sekundarno probušena rupa. Direktne 
mu usporedbe ne nalazimo, no slični ukrasi na 
donjem dijelu plašta posuda javljaju na posu-

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walls appear on flowerpots from Ferrara, dat-
ed to the 15th–18th centuries, in particular a 
repurposed jug of a distinctive shape.90

The following fragments are characterised by 
a coarse texture; it is uncertain whether they 
belong to any of the previously analysed vessel 
types. The first fragment Pl. X/3 (interior edge: 
2.5YR 6/6 light red, exterior edge: 4.2 YR 5/8 
weak red), is part of the body of a vessel of unde-
fined form, decorated with wide shallow grooves. 
The following group is characterised by rich and 
interesting stamped decoration (Pl. XI/1–4). 
Fragments Pl. XI/1–2 are vessel body sherds. In 
the first fragment Pl. XI/1 (2.5YR 5/4 reddish 
brown), only a part of the decoration worked 
both by stamping and dotting has been pre-
served. The central motif is a multi-petalled ro-
sette surrounded by circles with crosses, further 
encircled by multiple small circles. In addition 
to this decoration, poorly preserved remains of 
a red coating are visible on the entire exterior 
surface of the vessel, which also represents an 
unusual feature. The next fragment, compris-
ing the neck, shoulder, and part of the belly of 
a vessel, Pl. XI/2 (2.5YR 5/4 reddish brown), 
is richly decorated. Along the upper edge of the 
fragment, the decoration consists of dots made 
with a blunt tool, probably forming triangles 
or a zigzag band. Below, there is an incised line, 
beneath which slanted incisions are visible, bor-
dered by another line. Particularly interesting is 
a decorative element composed of two incised 
palmettes arranged in a V shape, with a stamped 
rosette positioned between them. The base frag-
ment of a conical vessel Pl. XI/3 (2.5YR 5/6 red) 
has a similar (though slightly different) decora-
tion, executed with a combination of dotting 
and stamping. The foot itself is decorated with 
incised slanted lines, above which is a thicker 
horizontal line. Above these, stamped rosettes are 
bordered a by dotted triangular motif. On the 
upper edge of the preserved fragment, an irreg-
ular wavy line is visible. Specimens showing the

dama za cvijeće iz Ferrare koje se datiraju od 
15. do 18. stoljeća, među kojima se osobito 
oblikom ističe vrč koji je sekundarno iskori-
šten za tu namjenu.90

Za iduće ulomke nismo sigurni predstavlja-
ju li dosad analizirane tipove posuda, ali mo-
žemo reći da je riječ o grupi koju karakterizira 
gruba faktura. Prvi ulomak T. X/3 (unutarnji 
rub 2.5YR 6/6 light red, vanjski rub 4.2 YR 
5/8 weak red) dio je trbuha posude nejasne 
forme koji je ukrašen širokim plitkim žljebo-
vima. Iduću skupinu karakterizira bogat i za-
nimljiv ukras izveden žigosanjem (T. XI/1–4). 
Kod ulomaka T. XI/1–2 radi se o ulomcima 
tijela posuda. Kod prve T. XI/1 je (2.5YR 5/4 
reddish brown) sačuvan tek dio ukrasa koji je 
osim žigosanjem izveden i ubadanjem. Cen-
tralni je motiv višelatična rozeta uokolo koje 
se nalaze kružnice s križevima, a njih okružuje 
više malih kružnica. Osim navedenog ukra-
sa, na cijeloj vanjskoj površini posude vidljivi 
su loše očuvani ostatci premaza crvene boje, 
što također predstavlja još jednu neobičnost. 
I sljedeći ulomak vrata, ramena i dijela trbu-
ha posude T. XI/2 (2.5YR 5/4 reddish brown) 
bogato je ukrašen. Uz gornji rub ulomka 
ukras se sastoji od točkica izvedenih tupim 
predmetom koje su vjerojatno sačinjavale 
trokute ili izlomljenu traku. Ispod je vidljiva 
urezana linija podno koje se nalaze kosi ure-
zi omeđeni još jednom linijom. Posebno je 
zanimljiv ostatak, a riječ je o ukrasu koji je 
sačinjen od dviju urezanih palmeta postavlje-
nih u obliku slova V između kojih se nalazi 
žigosana rozeta. Ulomak dna konične posude 
T. XI/3 (2.5YR 5/6 red) ima sličan, iako po-
nešto drukčiji ukras. Rađen je kombinacijom 
ubadanja i žigosanja. Sama stopa ukrašena je 
urezivanjem kosih linija iznad kojih se nalazi 
deblja horizontalna linija. Povrh su žigosane 
rozete koje su omeđene ubadanjem točki-
ca koje tvore trokutasti motiv. Na samome 
gornjem rubu sačuvanog ulomka vidljiva je

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use of stamped rosette decorations in Dalmatia 
during the late medieval and early modern pe-
riods remain rare, especially on coarse-textured 
vessels. One of the sites where it has been found 
is the Fortica Fortress in Novigrad.91 This dec-
orative technique is also found over a broader 
area, for example in Ružica, where it is dated 
to the 14th–16th centuries.92 Both sites feature 
coarse pots akin to the mentioned finds of a pot 
Pl. I/6 and a cauldron Pl. VI/1, the latter being 
decorated with circles containing crosses identi-
cal to those in fragment Pl. XI/1. Additionally, 
several tableware specimens, specifically beakers 
decorated with a stamped rosette, were found in 
Vrbovec Castle in a layer dated to the late 15th 
and early 16th centuries. It is assumed that they 
were influenced by beakers from Celje and Hun-
gary,93 where similar stamped rosettes appeared 
around the same time, mostly on glazed beak-
ers.94 It is believed that the stamping technique 
spread to Hungary from Austria during the late 
medieval period.95 The earliest Hungarian spec-
imens are dated to the 14th century; the tech-
nique became widespread in the second half of 
the 15th century, continuing until the mid-16th 
century, appearing on both coarse and glazed 
ware.96 In coarse ware, stamped decorations with 
multi-petalled rosettes appear on baking bells 
from Ferrara in Emilia-Romagna and Vellano in 
Tuscany, where they were dated to the 15th and 
early 16th centuries.97 

Flowerpots

An interesting fragment is the lower part of 
a vessel Pl. XI/4 (2.5YR 5/8 red), which has a 
hole, pierced in the fresh clay, at the centre of

neuredna valovnica. Uporaba žigosanog ukra-
sa rozete na području Dalmacije u kasnome 
srednjem i novom vijeku još uvijek je rijedak 
nalaz, osobito na posuđu grube fakture, a je-
dan od lokaliteta na kojem je pronađena jest 
tvrđava Fortica u Novigradu.91 Takav način 
ukrašavanja pronalazimo i na širem području, 
npr. u Ružici gdje se datira od 14. do 16. sto-
ljeća.92 Na obama lokalitetima riječ je o gru-
bim loncima kojima također treba pridružiti 
već spomenute nalaze lonca T. I/6 i kotlića 
T. VI/1 koji je ukrašen identičnim kružnica-
ma unutar kojih je križ kao i ulomak T. XI/1. 
Također, nekoliko primjera stolnog posuđa, i 
to čaša ukrašenih žigosanom rozetom, prona-
đeno je u burgu Vrbovcu u sloju s kraja 15. 
i početka 16. stoljeća i pretpostavlja se da su 
na njih utjecale čaše iz Celja i one s područ-
ja Mađarske,93 gdje se otprilike u isto vrijeme 
javljaju slične žigosane rozete, s tim da su te 
čaše uglavnom glazirane.94 Pretpostavlja se da 
se tehnika žigosanja u kasnome srednjem vije-
ku na prostor Mađarske proširila iz Austrije.95 
Najraniji mađarski primjerci datiraju se u 14. 
stoljeće, a tehnika se osobito širi tijekom dru-
ge polovice 15. stoljeća i traje do sredine 16. 
stoljeća te se javlja na grubom i glaziranom 
posuđu.96 Žigosani ukrasi na grubom posuđu, 
i to višelatičnih rozeta javljaju se na pekama iz 
Ferrare u Emiliji Romanji i Vellana u Toskani 
gdje se datiraju u 15. i početak 16. stoljeća.97 

Posude za cvijeće

Jedan od zanimljivijih ulomaka jest donji 
dio posude T. XI/4 (2.5YR 5/8 red) koja po 
sredini dna ima rupu probijenu u svježoj

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its base. The vessel is decorated with a series of 
stamped floral motifs or rosettes in a banded 
arrangement, bordered by short slanted inci-
sions. The vessel shape is almost identical to 
Pl. XI/3, but better preserved. It is possible 
that both are flowerpots. In Italy, a large num-
ber of vessels referred to as vasi di fiore or fio-
riere (flowerpots) have been discovered. Most 
often they were made of purified clay. A signif-
icant quantity of these vessels has been found 
in Ferrara, with one of the most plentiful sites 
being the San Antonio in Polesine Monastery.98 
In Dalmatia, such vessels have not been wide-
ly described in the literature. However, it is 
worth noting that excavations in the nearby 
monastic complex of St. Nicholas in Zadar 
uncovered several fragments of a flowerpot 
(which was restored).99 The same happened in 
Diocletian’s Palace,100 while one glazed speci-
men was found in Pula, Istria.101 

Flowerpots are noted in written and visual 
sources in Italy as early as the 13th century, 
while during the 15th and 16th centuries they 
were commonly made of ceramics. They are 
a frequent find in monastic communities and 
also in private households. They served not 
only for planting flowers but also for various 
herbs, such as spices or citrus plants, and typi-
cally had one or more holes in the base or walls. 
They were placed in houses, on balconies, in 
courtyards and in gardens.102 Visual sources 
show that other types of vessels, such as kitch-
en pots, were sometimes used for this purpose 
as well.103 They come in various shapes and 
sizes, though the most common are conical 
and bell-shaped specimens. 

The first fragment Pl. XII/1 (7.5YR 8/3 pink) 
is part of a prominent, thickened, flared rim, 
beneath which there is a slightly pronounced 
rib and part of the wall. Similarly shaped spec-

glini. Posuda je ukrašena nizom žigosanih 
cvjetića ili rozeta u trakastom rasporedu, 
omeđenih kratkim kosim urezima. Posuda 
je gotovo istog oblika kao i prethodno spo-
menuta T. XI/3, no bolje je očuvana. Mogu-
će je da je u obama slučajevima riječ o loncu 
za cvijeće. Naime, na području Italije otkri-
ven je velik broj posuda koje se nazivaju vasi 
di fiore ili fioriere, dakle posude za cvijeće. 
Najčešće su rađene od pročišćene gline. Ve-
lika količina ovih posuda pronađena je u 
Ferrrari, a jedan od najbogatijih lokaliteta 
je Samostan San Antonio in Polesine.98 Na 
području Dalmacije nisu za sada često opi-
sivani u literaturi, a svakako je zanimljivo 
navesti da je u istraživanjima obližnjeg sa-
mostanskog kompleksa sv. Nikole u Zadru 
pronađeno više ulomaka lonca za cvijeće 
koji je restauriran99 kao i u Dioklecijanovoj 
palači,100 dok je jedan glaziran primjerak ot-
kriven u Istri, u Puli.101 

Posude za cvijeće na tlu Italije javljaju se u 
pisanim i likovnim izvorima već od 13. sto-
ljeća, a tijekom 15. i 16. stoljeća obično se 
izrađuju od keramike. Čest su nalaz u samo-
stanskim zajednicama, ali i privatnim kućama. 
Služile su kao lonci za sadnju ne samo cvijeća 
već i različitog bilja, poput začinskog ili agru-
ma, a na dnu posude ili na stijenkama obič-
no imaju jednu ili više rupa. Postavljale su se 
u kuće, balkone, dvorišta i vrtove.102 Upravo 
nam likovni izvori prikazuju kako su za tu 
namjenu katkad korišteni i neki drugi oblici 
posuđa poput kuhinjskog lonca.103 Različitih 
su veličina i oblika, no najčešći su konični i 
zvonoliki primjerci. 

Prvi ulomak T. XII/1 (7.5YR 8/3 pink) dio 
je naglašenog i zadebljanog oboda izvijenog 
prema van, ispod kojeg se nalazi blago na-
glašeno rebro i dio stijenke. Slično oblikova-

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imens were found at the Crypta Balbi site in 
Rome among vessels dated to the mid-16th to 
early 17th centuries.104 Fragments Pl. XII/3–4 
(both 7.5YR 8/3 pink) belong to the same larg-
er vessel with an aperture diameter of 36 cm. 
The rim is slightly flatter on the upper side 
compared to the first fragment, but it is thick-
ened, curving inward on the interior and bulg-
ing outward on the exterior. Traces of multiple 
combed wavy lines are visible on the exterior 
wall. An identical specimen was found at the 
Santa Caterina Monastery in Crypta Balbi in 
Rome and dated to the 17th and 18th centu-
ries.105 The vessel fragment Pl. XII/2 (2.5YR 
6/6 light red) with a drawn-out rim has both its 
inner and outer edges decorated with fingertip 
impressions, and a similar decoration is found 
also on the wall, where the impressions create a 
wavy mantle. Analogies were found at the San 
Antonio in Polesine Monastery among finds 
tentatively dated to the 15th–18th centuries.106 
A finely textured fragment is Pl. XII/5 (7.5YR 
8/3 pink), with an opening diameter of 14.3 
cm. The rim is flattened on the upper side, pro-
filed on the exterior, and decorated with pinch-
ing impressions. Only a small portion of the 
wall has been preserved, without visible dec-
oration. Analogies for this type of vessel have 
been found in Rome, where such vessels are 
dated to between 1630 and 1700, and in Pavia, 
among several specimens dated to the late 17th 
and 18th centuries. 107 The next two fragments 
represent the lower parts of flowerpots. The 
first, Pl. XIII/1 (2.5YR 6/8 light red), preserves 
part of the conical wall and a flat base with a 
diameter of 20.5 cm. The second, Pl. XIII/2 
(2.5YR 8/4 pink), is similar in form but slightly 
larger, with a diameter of 22 cm. Analogies for 
both vessels were found in Ferrara, among finds 
dated to the period from the 15th to the 18th

ne primjerke nalazimo na lokalitetu Crypta 
Balbi u Rimu među posudama koje se da-
tiraju od sredine 16. do početka 17. stolje-
ća.104 Primjerci T. XII/3–4 (oba 7.5YR 8/3 
pink) pripadaju istoj posudi većih dimenzija 
s promjerom otvora od 36 cm. Obod im je 
malo zaravnjeniji s gornje strane u odnosu 
na prethodni ulomak, ali je zadebljan i uvla-
či se s unutarnje strane, dok je s vanjske stra-
ne ispupčen. Na vanjskoj su stijenci vidljivi 
tragovi višestruke češljaste valovnice. Identi-
čan primjerak nađen je u sklopu Samostana 
Santa Caterina u Crypti Balbi u Rimu i dati-
ran je u 17. i 18. stoljeće.105 Ulomak posude 
T. XII/2 (2.5YR 6/6 light red) s izvučenim 
obodom ima unutarnji i vanjski rub otvora 
ukrašen utiskivanjem prsta, a sličan ukras 
nalazi se i na stijenci pri čemu otisci prstiju 
tvore valoviti plašt. Usporedbe mu nalazi-
mo u Samostanu San Antonio in Polesine 
među nalazima koji se okvirno smještaju 
od 15. do 18. stoljeća.106 Finu fakturu ima 
i ulomak T. XII/5 (7.5YR 8/3 pink). Pro-
mjer otvora posude iznosi 14,3 cm. Obod je 
s gornje strane zaravnjen, a s vanjske strane 
profiliran i ukrašen štipanjem prstima. Od 
stijenke se očuvao mali dio na kojem nisu 
vidljivi tragovi dekoracije. Analogije mu na-
lazimo u Rimu gdje se takva posuda datira 
od 1630. do 1700. godine te u Paviji među 
više primjeraka datiranim u kraj 17. i 18. 
stoljeće.107 Slijede dva donja dijela lonaca za 
cvijeće od kojih prvi T. XIII/1 (2.5 YR 6/8 
light red) ima dio očuvane konične stijenke 
i ravnog dna promjera 20,5 cm, a slične je 
forme i drugi T. XIII/2 (2.5 YR 8/4 pink), 
no promjer mu je nešto veći, pa iznosi 22 
cm. Za obje posude analogije nalazimo u 
Ferrari među nalazima koji se datiraju od

centuries.108

The texture of the following three finds is also 
of purified clay, though their function is not en-
tirely certain. The first, Pl. XIII/3 (7.5YR 7/3 
pink) is part of a wall fragment, which features 
several horizontal incised lines, with the lower 
ones interrupted by circular decorations created 
by fingertip impressions. The same combination 
of decorations appears on flowerpots from Fer-
rara, but in a glazed version, among finds dat-
ed to the 15th–18th centuries,109 suggesting the 
same vessel type. The next fragment, Pl. XIII/4 
(edges: 2.5YR 7/6 light red, centre: 7.5YR 7/3 
pink), is part of the rim and handle of a vessel, 
with the outer rim and handle decorated with 
fingertip impressions. The handle features ver-
tically placed impressions applied with two fin-
gers. This find is quite unusual, and it is very 
difficult to determine its exact form. In Zadar, 
fragments of rims with similar decorations but 
with undecorated handles were found, as well as 
another fragment with a decorated handle but 
an undecorated rim, dated to the 18th and 19th 
centuries.110 At Crypta Balbi in Rome, fingertip 
impressions are common among flowerpot finds, 
which might also have had handles, dating to the 
17th and 18th centuries. They also appear on a 
tall conical vessel dated to the 18th century, of 
unknown function and with handles decorated 
with single fingertip impressions.111 

The vessel wall fragment Pl. XIV/2 (2.5YR 
5/8 red) has a series of slanted incisions along the 
upper and lower edges, between which longer, 
slightly curved incised lines intersect to form an 
irregular mesh pattern. The vessel has a preserved 
hole in the clay; a piece of corroded iron passing 
through it is also visible on the surface. No direct 
analogies for this vessel are known, but given the 
fragment size, it may have belonged to a larger 
vessel, possibly used for storage.

15. do 18. stoljeća.108

Iduća tri nalaza također imaju fakturu od 
pročišćene gline, no namjena im nije po-
sve sigurna. Prvi je dio stijenke T. XIII/3 
(7.5YR 7/3 pink) na kojem je urezano više 
vodoravnih linja od kojih su donje prekinu-
te kružnim ukrasima nastalim utiskivanjem 
prstiju. Ista kombinacija ukrasa javlja se na 
loncima za cvijeće iz Ferrare, ali u glaziranoj 
varijanti među nalazima 15. – 18. stoljeća,109 
pa je moguće da je tu također riječ o istom 
tipu posude. Sljedeći ulomak dio je oboda i 
ručke posude T. XIII/4 (rubovi 2.5YR 7/6 
light red, sredina 7.5YR 7/3 pink) kojem su 
vanjski rub oboda i ručka ukrašeni utiskiva-
njem prstiju. Ručka ima okomito postavlje-
ne tragove ukrasa dva prsta. Nalaz je dosta 
neobičan i vrlo je teško utvrditi kojem toč-
no obliku pripada. U Zadru su pronađeni 
ulomci ovako ukrašenog oboda bez ukrasa 
ručke te još jedan kojem je ukrašena ručka, 
ali ne i obod te su smješteni u 18. i 19. sto-
ljeće.110 U Crypti Balbi u Rimu utiskivanje 
prstom dosta je često među nalazima posuda 
za cvijeće koje su također mogle imati ručke 
u 17./18. stoljeću, ali i na visokoj koničnoj 
posudi nepoznate namjene kod koje se ukras 
jednostrukih otisaka prsta javlja na ručkama, 
a datiran je u 18. stoljeće.111 

Ulomak stijenke posude T. XIV/2 (2.5YR 
5/8 red) uz gornji i donji rub ima niz kosih 
ureza između kojih su duže lagano savijene 
urezane linije koje se križaju i tvore neku vrstu 
nepravilne mreže. Na posudi je očuvana rupica 
u glini kroz koju prolazi komad korodiranog 
željeza vidljiv i na površini. Usporedbe ovoj 
posudi ne nalazimo, no s obzirom na dimen-
zije ulomka, riječ je o posudi većih dimenzija, 
možda skladišne namjene.

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Implements for Kitchenware Firing

Of particular interest are two ceramic items 
associated with utensils used during the firing 
of vessels. These are fragments of disc-shaped 
ceramic artefacts Pl. XIV/1 (2.5YR 4/6 red) 
and Pl. XIV/3 (2.5YR 4/6 red). On one 
side they are extremely rough, full of miner-
al inclusions, while the other side shows lines 
formed during work on a potter’s wheel. The 
first fragment has somewhat deeper incised 
lines. Their diameters are 21 cm (Pl. XIV/3) 
and 23 cm (Pl. XIV/1), with thicknesses of 
1.1 cm (Pl. XIV/3) and 1.2 cm (Pl. XIV/1). A 
similar specimen from Sveti Ivan near Umag, 
now housed in the Gajšek Collection in Piran, 
Slovenia, has a diameter of 16 cm and, like 
the mentioned specimens from Croatia, has a 
coarse texture and was fired multiple times.112 
Circular plates, with or without a central cir-
cular hole, were used during the medieval and 
early modern periods as auxiliary tools during 
the firing of glazed ceramic vessels. They were 
stacked with vessels to prevent them from 
sticking together and to create layers within 
kilns, maximising the use of space.113 Similar 
circular or segmented plates have been present 
since prehistory, often perforated, and were 
placed at the base of kilns.114 Finds of perfo-
rated and solid plates have mainly been made 
at sites with confirmed ceramic production, 
evidenced by the presence of in situ kilns or 
among workshop debris, tools, and other aids.

The mentioned specimen from near Umag 
was dated to the 16th century and linked to 
a workshop producing glazed ceramics, evi-
denced by workshop debris and various pro-
duction aids.115 At the Veštar site near Rovinj, 
a ceramic disc fragment with holes was also 
found and dated to the 16th–18th centuries. 
At this site, the existence of a ceramic work-

Predmeti za pečenje keramičkih posuda

Posebnu pozornost zaslužuju dva zanimljiva 
keramička predmeta koji pripadaju pomagali-
ma koja su se rabila pri pečenju posuda. Nai-
me, riječ je o ulomcima keramičkih predmeta 
u obliku diska T. XIV/1 (2.5YR 4/6 red) i T. 
XIV/3 (2.5YR 4/6 red). Na jednoj su strani izra-
zito grubi, puni mineralnih primjesa, a na dru-
goj su im strani vidljive linije nastale pri radu 
na kolu, s tim da prvi ulomak ima vidljive nešto 
dublje urezane linije. Promjer im iznosi 21 (T. 
XIV/3) i 23 cm (T. XIV/1), a debljina 1,1 (T. 
XIV/3) i 1,2 (T. XIV/1) cm. Sličan primjerak 
koji potječe iz Svetog Ivana kod Umaga i danas 
se čuva u Zbirci Gajšek u Piranu, ima promjer 
16 cm, a kao i naši primjerci, grube je fakture i 
više je puta pečen.112 Kružne ploče bez ili s jed-
nom središnjom kružnom rupom u srednjem i 
novom vijeku upotrebljavale su se kao pomoćni 
predmeti tijekom pečenja glaziranih keramičkih 
posuda jer su se na njih slagale posude koje su se 
na taj način odvajale jedna od druge da se ne bi 
međusobno zalijepile te su se tako formirale eta-
že unutar peći za keramiku da bi se prostor što 
više ispunio posudama.113 Slični primjerci ploča 
u obliku kruga ili segmenta prisutni su još od 
prapovijesti s time da im je površina bila prekri-
vena kružnim perforacijama, a postavljale su se 
na dno peći.114 Nalazi prošupljenih i punih plo-
ča uglavnom su otkriveni na lokalitetima gdje 
je potvrđena proizvodnja keramičkih posuda, i 
to nalazima peći in situ ili među nalazima radi-
oničkog otpada, alatki i raznih pomagala.

Navedeni primjerak iz okolice Umaga da-
tira se u 16. stoljeće i povezuje s djelatnošću 
radionice za proizvodnju glazirane kerami-
ke potvrđene nalazima radioničkog otpada 
i raznim pomagalima u izradi.115 Na lokali-
tetu Veštar kod Rovinja također je otkriven 
ulomak keramičkog diska s rupicama koji se 
smješta u razdoblje od 16. do 18. stoljeća, a

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shop is also assumed.116 In Italy, comparable 
specimens used for separating vessels during 
firing were found in Veneto (in Padua) and 
dated to the period from the second half of 
the 15th century to the mid-18th century,117 
as well as in Emilia-Romagna (Argenta), 
where they were dated to the 17th century,118 
and in Ferrara.119 Since no evidence of ceram-
ic workshops has yet been identified in Za-
dar, the question of the origin of these objects 
remains open.

Ceramic Building Material

The last fragment Pl. XIV/4 (edges: 2.5YR 
4/8 red, centre: 2.5YR 4/1 dark reddish grey) 
belongs to ceramic building material and is 
made of purified orange-red clay. It is coni-
cal in shape with one flattened side. This is 
part of a type of ceramic conical pipe that 
slightly widens toward the base and narrows 
at the top, usually featuring a relief rib be-
low the aperture.120 Such pipes were typically 
made of purified clay on a fast-turning pot-
ter’s wheel, as evidenced by the lines visible 
on the interior. The narrower upper part of 
the pipe was inserted into another pipe up to 
the rib121; this specimen represents the low-
er expanded part with a rim diameter of 13 
cm. Such pipes were used during the medi-
eval and early modern periods for wastewa-
ter drainage or water transport.122 Ceram-
ic pipes have been found in Italy at various 
sites, such as Padua,123 Pisa,124 Ferrara,125 and

na navedenom se lokalitetu također pretpo-
stavlja postojanje keramičke radionice.116 Na 
području Italije, komparativni primjerci koji 
su služili za distanciranje posuda pri njiho-
vu pečenju otkriveni su u Venetu u Padovi i 
datiraju se od druge polovice 15. stoljeća do 
sredine 18. stoljeća,117 a nađeni su i u Emiliji 
Romagni u Argenti gdje su datirani u 17. sto-
ljeće118 i Ferrari.119 Kako u Zadru za sada ne 
poznajemo dokaze o postojanju keramičkih 
radionica, pitanje pojave ovih predmeta za 
sada ostavljamo otvorenim.

Građevinska keramika

Zadnji ulomak T. XIV/4 (rubovi 2.5YR 
4/8 red, sredina 2.5YR 4/1 dark reddish gray) 
pripada građevinskoj keramici i rađen je od 
pročišćene narančastocrvene keramike, a ko-
ničnog je oblika s jednom zaravnjenom stra-
nom. To je dio keramičke konične cijevi koja 
se lagano širi prema dnu, a pri vrhu se suža-
va i ispod otvora obično ima reljefno rebro.120 
Obično su izrađene od pročišćene gline, i to 
na brzome lončarskom kolu što se vidi po 
linijama s unutarnje strane, a uži gornji dio 
cijevi umetao se u drugu cijev sve do rebra.121 
Kod našeg primjerka riječ je o fragmentu 
donjega proširenog dijela s rubom promjera 
13 cm. Takve cijevi u srednjem i novom vi-
jeku upotrebljavale su se za odvod otpadnih 
voda ili za prijenos vode.122 Keramičke cijevi 
pronađene su u Italiji na različitim nalazišti-
ma poput Padove,123 Pise124, Ferrare125 i Ba-

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Bagnara di Romagna,126 and they appear in 
glazed and unglazed variants. In Pisa, they 
are documented from the second half of the 
12th century and were used until the 20th 
century, while in Ferrara, they are dated to 
the 15th–18th centuries.127 In Pisa, two in 
situ specimens have been preserved, demon-
strating that such pipes could be installed 
vertically within walls, likely connecting to a 
sewage system, or horizontally with an open-
ing facing outward, possibly used as rainwa-
ter drains.128 The inside of such pipes often 
contains a calcified layer, the colour of which 
indicates whether they were used for clean 
water or wastewater.129 On this fragment, a 
light layer of calcification is visible on the in-
terior, indicating that the pipe was most like-
ly used for clean water (Fig. 7). Several pipes 
made of purified clay, as well as glazed ones, 
were found on the Istrian peninsula in Sveti

gnare di Romagna,126 a javljaju se u varijanti 
bez glazure i s njom. U Pisi se javljaju već u 
drugoj polovini 12. i rabe se do 20. stoljeća, 
dok su u Ferrari datirani od 15. do 18. stolje-
ća.127 U Pisi su in situ očuvana dva primjera 
na kojima je vidljivo da su takve cijevi mogle 
biti postavljene okomito u zidovima gdje su 
se vjerojatno spajale u sistem kanalizacije ili 
su mogle biti postavljene u zidove vodorav-
no s otvorom prema van, pa su se vjerojatno 
upotrebljavale za odvod kišnice kao oluci.128 
S unutarnje strane takvih cijevi nalazi se sloj 
kalcifikata čija boja indicira jesu li korištene 
za čiste ili tamne (otpadne) vode.129 Kod na-
šeg ulomka iznutra se nalazi svijetli sloj kal-
cifikata što vjerojatno znači da se cijev rabila 
za čistu vodu (sl. 7). Nekoliko je cijevi od 
pročišćene gline, kao i onih sa slojem glazure 
pronađeno na istarskom poluotoku u Sv. Iva-
nu kod Umaga i Piranu te u Puli, a datiraju se

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Ivan near Umag, as well as in Piran and Pula, 
and dated to between the 16th and 18th cen-
turies.130 Unglazed specimens from Istria are 
dated to the period from the mid-16th to the 
18th centuries. Mention should also be made 
of pipes made of refined clay from Bagnara 
di Romagna, which, based on their size, can 
be compared to our fragment and are dated 
to the 17th and 18th centuries.131 On the ba-
sis of these analogies, this fragment can be 
placed within the period from the 16th to the 
18th centuries.

CONCLUDING REMARKS

It can be seen that various types, forms, and 
textures of ceramics were discovered at the 
Zadar Muraj site. The majority of the finds 
pertain to numerous specimens of kitchen-
ware and, less frequently, tableware, including 
pots, cauldrons, baking bells, lids, as well as 
occasional bowls or jugs. These are followed 
by ceramic finds for everyday household use, 
with a significant number of flowerpots. Ad-
ditionally, finds unique to Dalmatia include 
aids used in the ceramic firing process, as well 
as ceramic building material, such as part of a 
ceramic pipe. A significant portion of the finds 
could not be attributed to specific forms due 
to their fragmentary state. 

However, it can be observed that the finds 
can be divided into two groups, on the basis 
of their texture, with the first group represent-
ed in two distinct variants. The coarse pottery 
group includes items with thick, rough walls 
and numerous mineral inclusions (Fig. 8, a 
and b). This group includes most kitchenware 
forms and the pottery firing discs (Pl. I/1–6; 
Pl. II/1–2; Pl. III/2, 5–6; Pl. IV/1, 3; Pl. V/1–
5; Pl. VI/1–5; Pl. VII/1, 4, 6; Pl. VIII/1–4; Pl.

od 16. do 18. stoljeća.130 Neglazirani primjer-
ci iz Istre smještaju se u razdoblje od sredine 
16. do 18. stoljeća. Također treba spomenuti 
nalaze cijevi od pročišćene gline iz Bagnare di 
Romagne koje prema veličini možemo uspo-
rediti s našim ulomkom, a datiraju se u 17. i 
18. stoljeće.131 Na osnovi navedenih analogi-
ja naš ulomak možemo smjestiti u period od 
16. do 18. stoljeća.

ZAKLJUČNA RAZMATRANJA

Kako je vidljivo iz navedenog, na zadarskom 
Muraju pronađena je keramika raznih namje-
na, oblika i faktura. Veći dio nalaza odnosi se 
na primjerke brojne kuhinjske i rjeđe stolne 
keramike među kojima se javljaju lonci, ko-
tlići, peke, poklopci te pokoja zdjela i vrč. Sli-
jede keramički nalazi svakodnevne upotrebe 
u kućanstvu gdje se u znatnom broju javljaju 
posude za cvijeće. Tu su i dosad u Dalmaciji 
jedini zabilježeni nalazi pomagala pri procesu 
pečenja keramike, kao i građevinska kerami-
ka, tj. dio keramičke cijevi. Dobar dio nalaza 
nije bilo moguće pripisati pojedinim oblicima 
zbog njihove fragmentarnosti. 

No, ono što se svakako da primijetiti jest to 
da nalaze prema fakturi možemo podijeliti na 
dvije skupine od kojih je prva zastupljena u 
dvije različite varijante. U skupini grube ke-
ramike kao prva varijanta javljaju se predmeti 
debelih, grubih stijenki s dosta mineralnih pri-
mjesa (sl. 8, a i b). Tu pripadaju nalazi većine 
oblika kuhinjskog posuđa i diskovi za pečenje 
keramike (T. I/1–6; T. II/1–2; T. III/2, 5–6; T. 
IV/1, 3; T. V/1–5; T. VI/1–5; T. VII/1, 4, 6; 
T. VIII/1–4; T. IX/1–5; T. X/3; T. XI/1–4; T. 
XIV/1, 3). 

Varijantu grube keramike čini i ona koja ima 
dosta primjesa, no stijenke su im vrlo tanke,

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IX/1–5; Pl. X/3; Pl. XI/1–4; Pl. XIV/1, 3). 
The second variant of coarse ceramics in-

cludes items with quite a large share of inclu-
sions but much thinner walls and a very sturdy 
structure (Fig. 8c). This group comprises frag-
ments of pots and cauldrons (Pl. III/1, 3, 4; Pl. 
VI/2; Pl. VII/2, 3, 5). 

The second group consists of purified clay 
ware; these also have inclusions but in much 
smaller quantities. The surfaces of these vessels 
are quite smooth on both sides (Fig. 8d). This 
group includes a pot, a lid, a jug, flowerpots, 
fragments of unclear form, and a ceramic pipe 
(Pl. IV/2; Pl. VIII/5; Pl. X/1–2; Pl. XII/1–5; 
Pl. XIII/1–4; Pl. XIV/2, 4). 

Decorative techniques include incising, 
grooving, impressing with fingertips or vari-
ous tools, and stamping. The most common 
decorative motif is a single wavy line or, rare-
ly, multiple combed wavy lines, followed by 
horizontal lines, slanted strokes made by im-
pressing or incising, circular dotting, stamped 
circles, and multi-petalled rosettes. On most 
vessels, a combination of different decorative 
motifs (and also techniques) is evident. Of 
course, some fragments show no visible deco-
ration, though this does not necessarily mean 
that they were originally undecorated, as all 
finds are fragmentary.

Since such finds from the periods mentioned 
have very rarely been published, it was not 
possible to precisely date all fragments from 
the Muraj site. However, the ceramic finds 
support its approximate dating to the period 
from the 15th to the 18th centuries. From the 
datable finds, it can be noted that late medie-
val finds are fewer compared to early modern 
ones. Hence, in the case of coarse ware (par-
ticularly pots), apart from a few exceptions, 
profiled rims typical of the late medieval peri-
od are largely absent. The forms are simplified, 
with primarily rounded and slanted-cut rims. 
Additionally, the coarse ware lacks the typical 
decoration of relief ribbons (generally adorned 
with slanted incisions, impressed decorations, 
or pinching), which most commonly appear 

a struktura im je vrlo čvrsta (sl. 8c). Riječ je 
o ulomcima lonaca i kotlića (T. III/1, 3, 4; T. 
VI/2; T. VII/2, 3, 5). 

Drugu skupinu čini keramika od pročišćene 
gline kod koje također nalazimo primjese, no 
u mnogo manjoj količini, a površine posuda 
dosta su glatke s obiju strana (sl. 8d). Među 
ovom grupom nalazimo lonac, poklopac, vrč, 
posude za cvijeće, ulomke nejasne forme te ke-
ramičku cijev (T. IV/2; T. VIII/5; T. X/1–2; T. 
XII/1–5; T. XIII/1–4; T. XIV/2, 4). 

Kada je riječ o tehnikama ukrašavanja, kako 
je već navedeno, javljaju se urezivanje, žlijeblje-
nje, utiskivanje prstima ili raznim alatkama te 
žigosanje. Od dekorativnih motiva najčešća je 
valovnica, i to jednostruka ili rijetko višestru-
ka češljasta, zatim vodoravne linije, kosi pote-
zi rađeni utiskivanjem ili urezivanjem, kružni 
ubodi, žigosani krugovi i višelatične rozete, a 
kod većine posuda zamjetno je i kombiniranje 
raznih dekorativnih motiva, ali i tehnika. Na-
ravno, na dijelu nalaza nisu vidljivi ukrasi, što 
ne mora nužno značiti da ih izvorno nije bilo, 
jer su svi nalazi očuvani fragmentarno.

S obzirom na to da su takvi nalazi iz nave-
denih perioda vrlo rijetko publicirani, točno 
vremensko opredjeljenje svih ulomaka s Mu-
raja također nije bilo moguće, no okvirnu da-
taciju nalazišta od 15. do 18. stoljeća potvr-
đuju i keramički nalazi. Na osnovi nalaza koje 
je bilo moguće uže preciznije datirati može se 
primijetiti da je kasnosrednjovjekovnih nalaza 
manje u odnosu na novovjekovne. Primjerice, 
kod grube keramike, i to osobito lonaca uz 
nekoliko iznimaka, nedostaju profilirani obo-
di tipični za kasni srednji vijek te se njihovi 
oblici pojednostavnjuju i uglavnom nalazimo 
zaobljene i koso odrezane. Također, na gruboj 
keramici nedostaje i tipična dekoracija reljef-
nih traka najčešće ukrašena kosim urezima, 
utisnutim ukrasima ili štipanjem koja se naj-
češće javlja na ramenu i trbuhu, što je prisutno 
kod većine nalazišta zadarskog područja, po-
put utvrda u Zemuniku Donjem, Novigradu i 
Kličevici, ali i šire u Splitu, Hvaru, Possertu i 
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on the shoulders and bellies of vessels. This 
decoration is evident at most sites in the Zadar 
area, such as the fortresses at Zemunik Don-
ji, Novigrad and Kličevica, as well as further 
afield in Split, Hvar, Possert and Vrbovec.132 A 
greater amount of early modern material is also 
evident among datable refined clay ceramics. 

It is worth noting that some vessels appear to 
have been reused for different purposes. This 
is most evident in the secondary perforations 
on the walls and bases of pots, cauldrons, and 
jugs (Pl. II/1; Pl. III/6; Pl. V/3–4; Pl. X/4). 
It is difficult to determine the new purposes 
of these vessels, except perhaps for jugs, which 
might have been repurposed as flowerpots.

Given the recurring decorative motifs on 
various forms of coarse ware – for instance, 
the single wavy line incised just below the rim, 
appearing on pots and cauldrons (Pl. I/1–3; 
Pl. IV/3; Pl. V/1–5; Pl. VI/1), or the stamped 
multi-petalled rosette on the pot, cauldron, 
fragments of unclear shape, or flowerpots (Pl. 
I/6; Pl. VI/1; Pl. XI/1–4) – it is possible to 
talk about products from the same pottery 
workshop(s). However, the location of these 
workshops remains uncertain. The lack of di-
rect analogies at other sites, except for a few 
specimens, might be explained by assuming 
local workshop production. However, their 
workshop origin cannot be precisely deter-
mined without a detailed archaeometric anal-
ysis. This is additionally supported by the fact 
that the sample is relatively small, given that 
publications of material from the same period 
– not only from the Zadar area but also from 
the whole of Dalmatia – are very rare. The sit-
uation is somewhat better in continental Cro-
atia, but analogies with the analysed finds are

Vrbovcu.132 Veća količina novovjekovne građe 
vidi se i među databilnim nalazima keramike 
od pročišćene gline. 

Treba napomenuti da je kod određenog 
broja posuda vidljivo da su reupotrijebljene, 
odnosno ponovno iskorištene za neku drugu 
namjenu. To je ponajprije evidentno na se-
kundarno probušenim rupama na stijenkama 
i dnu lonaca, kotlića i vrča (T. II/1; T. III/6; T. 
V/3–4; T. X/4). Koja je to nova namjena koju 
su posude dobile, teško je reći, osim možda 
primjera vrča koji je mogao poslužiti kao lonac 
za cvijeće kako je to već navedeno.

S obzirom na dekorativne motive koji se po-
navljaju na više različitih oblika grube kerami-
ke, primjerice jednostruka valovnica urezana 
odmah ispod oboda koja se javlja na lonci-
ma i kotlićima (T. I/1–3; T. IV/3; T. V/1–5; 
T. VI/1), ili, primjerice, žigosana višelatična 
rozeta na loncu, kotliću, ulomcima nejasnog 
oblika ili loncima za cvijeće (T. I/6; T. VI/1; T. 
XI/1–4), možemo govoriti o proizvodima iste 
ili istih lončarskih radionica, no pitanje je gdje 
ih treba locirati. Nedostatak direktnih kom-
paracija s drugim lokalitetima uz iznimku tek 
nekoliko primjeraka možda možemo objasniti 
pretpostavkom da je riječ o proizvodima lokal-
nih radionica, no, bez detaljne arheometrijske 
analize, njihovo radioničko podrijetlo za sada 
nije moguće točno utvrditi. U prilog navede-
nom govori i činjenica da je radi o relativno 
malom uzorku s obzirom na to da su objave 
građe iz istog vremena vrlo rijetke, ne samo 
onih nalaza koji potječu sa zadarskog područ-
ja već i iz čitave Dalmacije. Situacija je nešto 
bolja na prostoru kontinentalne Hrvatske, no 
usporedbe s našim nalazima samo su općeni-
te te se keramika dosta razlikuje. Usporedbe

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only general, as the ceramics differ significant-
ly. To some extent, analogies have been found 
in Istria, which might possibly be a result of 
similar historical and cultural developments. 
However, the study of coarse ceramics in Is-
tria is still, as in Dalmatia, in its early stag-
es. Although the products are probably local, 
some specimens and details of design and dec-
orations are comparable to examples in Italy, 
which is not surprising given the influence of 
the Italian cultural sphere on the region.   

Workshops producing coarse ceramics during 
the early modern period in northern Dalmatia 
have been confirmed on the nearby island of 
Iž, in Veli Iž, where historical sources mention 
the first potter in 1743, as well as in Ervenik 
(Bukovica).133 However, these products were 
made on a manually operated slow-turning 
wheel.134 Therefore, the finds from the Mu-
raj site cannot be linked to their production. 
Nonetheless, future analyses of late modern 
archaeological ceramic finds should take these 
products into account as well, as they have 
not yet been addressed in archaeological liter-
ature. Among the purified ware, it is evident 
that most analogies have been found among 
ceramics from neighbouring Italy, suggesting 
that these may be products of Italian work-
shops from various regions or possibly some 
workshops in the territory of Croatia produc-
ing items under their influence. Finally, the ce-
ramic disc finds should be highlighted, as they 
are currently the only such finds not only in 
Zadar but also in the whole of Dalmatia. Lit-
tle is known about ceramic production during 
the late medieval and especially the early mod-
ern period in this region, but hopefully this 
will change in the near future.

u određenoj mjeri nalazimo na području Istre 
što bi se možda moglo objasniti sličnim po-
vijesnim i kulturnim zbivanjima, no kao i u 
Dalmaciji, s obradom grube keramike u Istri 
tek se započelo. Iako je ovdje vjerojatno riječ 
o lokalnim proizvodima, usporedbe kod poje-
dinih primjeraka prema nekim detaljima obli-
kovanja i ukrasa možemo naći u Italiji, što ne 
iznenađuje s obzirom na to da je ovaj prostor 
pod utjecajem toga kulturnog kruga.   

Radionice grube keramike tijekom novog 
vijeka u sjevernoj Dalmaciji potvrđene su na 
obližnjem otoku Ižu, u mjestu Velom Ižu gdje 
se u povijesnim izvorima prvi lončar spomi-
nje 1743. godine te u Erveniku u Bukovici.133 
Međutim, riječ je o proizvodima izrađenim 
na ručnom spororotirajućem kolu,134 stoga se 
navedeni nalazi s Muraja ne mogu povezati s 
njihovom djelatnošću, no svakako u buduć-
nosti analize keramičkih arheoloških nalaza iz 
kasnoga novog vijeka trebaju voditi računa i 
o tim proizvodima s kojima se arheološka li-
teratura do sada nije pozabavila. Kod nalaza 
od pročišćene gline zamjetno je da se najviše 
usporedbi nalazi među keramikom iz susjedne 
Italije, što vjerojatno upućuje na to da je riječ 
o proizvodima talijanskih radionica različitih 
regija ili možda nekih na tlu Hrvatske koje su 
izrađivale predmete pod njihovim utjecajem. 
Također, na kraju treba istaknuti nalaze kera-
mičkih diskova koji su za sada jedini takav na-
laz ne samo u Zadru nego i čitavoj Dalmaciji, 
o čijoj keramičkoj proizvodnji tijekom kasno-
ga srednjeg, a osobito novog vijeka za sada vrlo 
malo znamo, što će se, nadamo se, promijeniti 
u što skorijoj budućnosti.
