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SAZETAK: Muzejska djelatnost vazna je za turizam
i mnoge druge gospodarske grane. Dobar primjer
uspjesne promocije muzeja svakako je manifestacija
No¢ muzeja. Ta manifestacija prepoznata je,
popularna i besplatna jednodnevna muzejska
aktivnost koju od 2005. godine organizira Hrvatsko
muzejsko drustvo. No¢ muzeja u Cakoveu odrzava
se u suradnji s op¢inama Medimurske Zupanije,
koja se sastoji od 22 opcine te gradova Prelog i
Mursko Sredisée, uz Cakovec. Cilj je manifestacije
gradanima prikazati vaZnost muzeja te stalnim
postavima, radionicama i edukacijama pribliziti
lokalnu povijest stanovnicima i posjetiteljima iz

drugih krajeva.

Svrha rada jest utvrditi kada se manifestacija
pocela odrzavati, koje su teme manifestacije,
kolika je posjecenost, odnosno broj posjetitelja, te
kolik je njihov udio u ukupnom broju posjetitelja
u Hrvatskoj u posljednjih deset godina. Istrazeni
su 1 analizirani programi od 2008. godine, od kada
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ABSTRACT: Museum activities play a crucial role
in tourism and various other economic areas. A
good example of successful museum promotion
is Museum Night, a well-known, popular, and
free one-day activity organized by the Croatian
Museum Association since 2005. The Museum
Night in Cakovec is held in collaboration with
the municipalities of Medimurje County, which
consists of 22 municipalities, as well as the cities
of Prelog and Mursko Sredisce, in addition
to Cakovec. The event aims to hlghhght the
significance of museums and, through permanent

exhibitions, workshops, and educational programs,

bring local history closer to both residents and
visitors from other regions.

"The goal of this paper is to determine when the
event first began, its themes, attendance figures,
and the share of its visitors in relation to the total
number of museum visitors in Croatia over the
past ten years. Event programs from 2008 onward
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se manifestacija odrzava u Muzeju Medlmur]a
Cakovec. Od 2015. godine programi Muze]a
Medimurja Cakovec uskladeni su s programima na
nacionalnoj razini, s obzirom na to da su muzeji
do tada imali VlaStltC programe i aktivnosti. Muzej
Medlmur]a Cakovec ukljudio se u manifestaciju
No¢ muzeja 2008. godine i od tada manifestacija
nije odrzana samo jedne godine, 2013., ali se
sljedeéih godina ponovno kontinuirano odrzavala.
Analizom svih prikupljenih podataka ustvrdili
smo da je posjeéenost manifestacije vrlo dobra, a
ponekad i izvrsna. Valja napomenuti da je tijekom
pandemije 2021. godine manifestacija odrzana
online, a broj virtualnih posjetitelja bio je iznimno
velik — 4900. Nove tehnologije i odgovorno
poslovanje uz odrzivost pridonose razvoju turizma
u Medimurskoj zupaniji, a to potvrduju inagrade
dodijeljene n medlmurskom turizmu i Muzeju
Medimurja Cakovec.

are examined and analyzed, since that was the year
Museum Night was first held at the Medimurje
County Museum in Cakovec. Since 2015, the
museum’s programs have been aligned WIth
national-level programs, whereas previously, each
museum had its own programs and activities.’
The Medimurje County Museum in Cakovcc
joined Museum Night in 2008, and since then,
the event has only not been held once, in 2013.
However, it resumed the following year and has
continued uninterrupted ever since. Analyzing
all collected data, we found that event attendance
has been very good and, at times, excellent. It is
worth noting that during the 2021 pandemic, the
event was held online, and the number of virtual
visitors was exceptionally high — 4,900 in total. New
technologies, along with responsible and sustainable
business practices contribute to the development of
tourism in Medimurje County, as evidenced by the
awards received by both Medimurje’s tourism and
the Medimurje County Museum in Cakovec.

Muzeji su vazan predstavnik kulture svake zajednice,
odnosno destinacije ako govorimo o turizmu. Prema
Zakonu o muzejima, koji je dio Zakona Republike
Hrvatske, to¢nije prema ¢lanku 3. stavka 1. Zakona,
muzeji se mogu definirati kao pravna osoba ili
ustrojstvo pravne osobe koje se bavi muzejskom
djelamo$éu. Muzeji se mogu klasificirati u viSe vrsta
i kategorija, a prema osnovnoj podjeli mozemo ih
razvrstati na:

Prvi muzeji u Hrvatskoj pocinju djelovati sredinom
XVIIL stoljeca, a to su Hrvatski povijesni muzej
u Zagrebu i Prirodoslovni muzej Rijeka u Rijeci.
Hrvatski povijesni muzej ima 16 razli¢itih zbirki,
odnosno 300 000 razli¢itih povijesnih predmeta
(Fruk, 1992), dok je Prirodoslovni muzej u Rijeci
baziran na biljnom i Zivotinjskom svijetu u moru
i sadrzi 21 zbirku. Hrvatski povijesni muzej ¢uva
mnoge dokumente i predmete koji potkrepljuju
razli¢ite dijelove hrvatske povijesti. Prirodoslovni
muzej u Rijeci interaktivne je prirode, a veéina
predmeta u muzeju replike su stvarnih zivotinja. U
danasnje vrijeme aktivno je mnogo ,,modernijih®
muzeja, a jedan je od njih Muzej prekinutih veza,
odnosno Museum of Broken Relationships u

Zagrebu.

Tijekom Noéi muzeja posjetitelji mogu Setati
muzejima, pogledati predmete i procitati price o
ljudima. Posjetitelji i svi ostali mogu ispricati svoju
pri¢u uzivo ili putem mrezne stranice muzeja,
na kojoj su prikazani svi izlozbeni primjerci.
Manifestacija No¢ muzeja u Hrvatskoj se odrzava

INTRODUCTION

Museums play a key role as cultural representatives
for communities or destinations in the context of
tourism. As per the Museum Law, which is part
of the legal framework of the Republic of Croatia,
specifically Article 3, Paragraph 1, museums can be
defined as legal entities or organizational structures
of legal entities that are involved in museum
activities. Museums can be classified into several
types and categories, with the primary division as
follows:

= public and private museums

©° museums of religious communities

©e community museums

©e eco-museums

% independent collections

e galleries.

The first museums in Croatia were established
in the mid-18th century, namely the Croatian
National Historical Museum in Zagreb and the
Natural History Museum in Rijeka. The Croatian
National Historical Museum has 16 distinct
collections, totaling 300,000 different historical
items (Fruk, 1992), whereas the Natural History
Museum in Rijeka focuses on the marine flora and
fauna and contains 21 collections. The Croatian
National Historical Museum safeguards a wide
range of documents and artifacts that represent
various chapters of Croatian history. The Natural
History Museum in Rijeka offers an interactive
experience, with most of the items being replicas
of real animals. Nowadays there are many more
“modern” museums, including the Museum of
Broken Relationships in Zagreb.

During Museum Night, visitors can wander through
museums, view items, and read stories about various
people. Both visitors and others can share their
stories live or online via the museum’s website,
which features all the exhibited items. Museum
Night has been held in Croatia since 2005, following
the initiative of the Cultural Tourism Section of
the Croatian Museum Association, in collaboration

Te je godine zabiljezeno 111 000 posjetitelja, a
manifestacija je proglasena najboljim kreativnim

1 inovativnim programom u 2008. godini. Iste se
godine u manifestaciju ukljucio i Muzej Medimurja
Cakovec, koji je veé te prve godine zabiljezio
1500 posjetitelja. Tijekom godina, u manifestaciji
No¢ muzeja sudjelovalo je vise od stotinu muzeja,
a medu najposjecenijima su Muzej prekinutih
veza, Muzej grada Zagreba, Muzej suvremene
umjetnosti, Muzej za umjetnost i obrt te mnogi
drugi. U posljednjih 30 godina u svijetu, pa tako i u
Hrvatskoj, poraslo je zanimanje za virtualna iskustva
u muzejima, posebice u obliku instalacija prosirene
i virtualne stvarnosti. Upravo su te tehnologije
omogudile online odrzavanje manifestacije No¢
muzeja, $to je posjetiteljima omoguéilo da posjete
muzeje tijekom pandemije i doZive novo, druk¢ije
muzejsko iskustvo. S obzirom na ogranicavanje
broja posjetitelja, manifestacija No¢ muzeja tijekom
pandemije organizirana je virtualno, $to se pokazalo
izrazito dobrom odlukom, jer su se mnogi upravo
zahvaljujuéi novim tehnologijama ukljudili u
manifestaciju. Razvoj aplikacija prosirene stvarnosti
u Medimurju, s ciljem prosirenja turisticke ponude
grada Cakovca, omogudio je pruzanje kvalitetnije
usluge korisnicima, a Cakovcu kao turisti¢koj
destinaciji omogucio je privlacenje mlade populacije,
potaknute novim distribucijskim kanalima. U
posljednjih deset godina dogodio se izniman
napredak tehnologije, a time i komunikacijskih
kanala, pri ¢emu uz dosadasnje klasi¢ne kanale
komunikacije (poput televizije i tiskanih medija)
najvedi utjecaj na danasnjeg potro$aca i njegove
odluke imaju digitalni mediji i druStvene mreze
(Petar et al., 2018). Osim navedenoga, osiguravaju
se nove atraktivnosti i pruza se nova kvaliteta
turistickih sadrzaja (Breslauer et al., 2019). Upravo
su nove tehnologije te virtualna i proSirena stvarnost
odredili temu manifestacije 2022. godine, ,,Muzeji

with the Community of Cultural Tourism of the
Croatian Chamber of Economy and six museums
in Zagreb (Kocevar, 2019). The value of this idea
has been recognized, particularly in the context of
popularizing museums and the museum profession,
which is why the Section recommends hosting the
Museum Night event to all museums. Since 2008,
the event has included a significantly larger number
of Croatian museums. That year, it recorded
111,000 visitors, and the event was declared the best
creative and innovative program of 2008. That same
year, the Medimurje County Museum became part
of the event, with 1,500 visitors in its first year. Over
the years, more than one hundred museums have
participated in Museum Night, with the Museum
of Broken Relationships, the Zagreb City Museum,
the Museum of Contemporary Art, the Museum of
Arts and Crafts, and several others being some of
the most visited. Over the past 30 years, there has
been a growing global interest in virtual museum
experiences, including in Croatia, especially through
augmented and virtual reality installations. These
technologies enabled Museum Night to be held
online, allowing visitors to explore museums during
the pandemic and experience a new, unique way of
engaging with museum content. Due to restrictions
on visitor numbers, the event was organized virtually
during the pandemic - a decision that proved
highly successful, as many participants were able
to take part thanks to these new technologies. In
Medimurje, the development of augmented reality
applications aimed at expanding Cakovec’s tourism
offerings has enhanced service quality for visitors
and helped attract a younger demographic, drawn
in by innovative distribution channels. Over the
past decade, there has been remarkable progress
in technology and, consequently, communication
channels. In addition to the traditional media
such as television and print, digital media and
social networks have become the most influential
factors in shaping consumer decisions (Petar et
al., 2018). Additionally, new attractions have been
introduced, improving the quality of tourism
experience (Breslauer et al., 2019). It was precisely
new technologies, along with virtual and augmented

Broj posjetitelja 2022. godine, kada je odrzana
manifestacija s temom ,,Muzeji — izmedu stvarnog
1 digitalnog®, iznosio je 91 101, $to je zadivljujuéi
broj s obzirom na tadasnje, poslijepandemijske
okolnosti. U trenutku pisanja ovoga rada, na mreznoj
stranici manifestacije nalazi se podatak da ukupan
broj posjetitelja No¢i muzeja od 2005. godine
do danas iznosi 4 027 084. Prema Muzejskom
dokumentacijskom centru, Muzej Medimurja
Cakovec 2023. godine smjestio se na 33. mjesto od
156 muzeja koji su poslali podatke o posjeéenosti te
godine, s 24 956 posjetitelja. Na nacionalnoj razini
biljezi se velik skok u kategoriji posjeta stalnim
postavima, koji su porasli za 31,5 % u odnosu na
prethodnu godinu, dosegnuvsi broj od 2 milijuna
1752 tisuce posjetitelja, kao i u posjetima ucenika
osnovnih i srednjih $kola, kojih je 21,8 % viSe
posjetilo muzeje u odnosu na 2022. godinu, ostvarivsi
610 000 posjeta. U radu s mladima ponovno su
najaktivniji bili Muzeji Hrvatskog zagorja, koje je
posjetilo 79 000 djece (Guberina, 2024).

Manifestacija Noé¢ muzeja jedan je od ¢imbenika
uspjeha hrvatskih muzeja. Posjeéivanje tog
dogadaja podupire rad muzeja i pomaze im u
daljnjem promicanju kulturne i povijesne bastine
odredene destinacije. Organizatori ovakvih
dogadanja ulazu velike napore u organizaciju
i provedbu planiranih aktivnosti (radionice,
edukacije i sl.), ¢ime nastoje privuéi sve dobne
skupine. Stoga Noé muzeja iz perspektive turizma
mozemo svrstati u specijalizirana dogadanja
povezana s odredistem domaéinom (Valéié,
Breslauer, 2024, str. 62), jer privlace veci broj
posjetitelja iz Sireg okruzenja.

MUZEJI SU VAZAN DIO TURIZMA

oblicima ve¢ viSe od dvije tisuce godina. Poceci

reality, that defined the theme of the 2022 event,
“Museums — Between Reality and Digital.” The
event also introduced mobile and computer access,
ensuring that all interested participants could follow
the program.

In 2022, when the “Museums — Between Reality
and Digital” was held, the number of visitors
reached 91,101, an impressive figure given the
post-pandemic circumstances at the time. As
of the writing of this paper, the official event
website reports that the total number of visitors to
Museum Night since 2005 has reached 4,027,084.
According to the Museum Documentation Center,
the Medimurje County Museum ranked 33rd out
of 156 museums that reported visitor numbers
in 2023, with 24,956 visitors. Nationally, there
was a significant increase in visits to permanent
exhibitions, which rose by 31.5% compared to
the previous year, reaching 2.75 million visitors.
Additionally, the number of elementary and high
school students visiting museums increased by
21.8% compared to 2022, totaling 610,000 visits.
When it comes to youth engagement, the Museums
of Hrvatsko Zagorje were once again the most
active, welcoming 79,000 children (Guberina, 2024).

Museum Night is one of the key contributors to the
success of Croatian museums. By attending, visitors
support museum operations and help museums
further promote the cultural and historical heritage
of a given destination. Organizers put significant
effort into planning and executing various planned
activities (workshops, educations and similar) aimed
at attracting visitors of all age groups. From a
tourism perspective, Museum Night can be classified
as a specialized event tied to its host destination
(Val&ié, Breslauer, 2024, p. 62), as it attracts a large
number of visitors from surrounding areas.

MUSEUMS ARE AN IMPORTANT
PART OF TOURISM

Museum activities have existed in various forms
for over two thousand years. The origins of

muzeja zabiljezeni su u III. stoljeéu prije Krista,
u tadasnjoj helenistickoj Aleksandriji u drevnom
Egiptu. Najstariji muzeji nalaze se u Rimu, pod
nazivom Musei Capitolini, a njihova povijest seze
do 1471. godine. Rijec je o skupu muzeja, ¢iji
su prvi izloSci bili anticki bronéani kipovi koje
je tada$nji papa donirao muzejima. Ovi podaci
ukazuju na povezanost muzeja s turizmom, a tada
se pocinju osnivati i institucije ¢ija je osnovna
svrha bila edukacija i zabava kao dio turisticke
ponude. Izravna povezanost kulture i turizma
oCituje se u sve ¢es¢im putovanjima, upoznavanju
drugih kultura te posjetima muzejima. Sektori
dogadanja jasan su rezultat rasta industrije
kulture, u kojoj su se slobodno vrijeme, turizam
i ozbiljna dokolica spojili s radom i uzitkom

u razvoju, $to se ¢esto naziva fenomenom
dogadanja, u koji se ubrajaju i dogadanja vezana
za No¢ muzeja (Val&ié, Breslauer, 2024, str 62).
Svrha je muzeja da prikupljanjem povijesnih
sadrzaja te djelica povijesti mjesta u kojima se
nalaze informiraju i educiraju svoje posjetitelje.
Turizam dogadanja, u ovome slu¢aju No¢
muzeja, ne prepoznaje kao zasebno profesionalno
podrugje, ve¢ kao specijalnost unutar turistickih
ureda/organizacija, u ovom slu¢aju muzeja
(Valgi¢, Breslauer, 2024, str 63). Upravo su zbog
toga muzeji vazni za turizam, jer predstavljaju
nacin upoznavanja turista s kulturom destinacije.
Manifestacija No¢ muzeja u Hrvatskoj, pa tako i
u Medimurju, ima vaznu ulogu u turizmu, jer se u
jednoj noéi ostvaruje iznimno velika posjeéenost,
a uz razgledavanje odrzavaju se i edukativne
radionice za sve uzraste. Medimurje je dobilo
priznanje kao najuspjesnija destinacija odrzivog
turizma u 2022. godini, a Muzej nematerijalne
bastine — Riznica Medimurja proglasena je
najboljim stalnim muzejskim postavom u
Hrvatskoj, koji prikazuje povijesno nasljede i
etnografsko blago prepleteno ¢arolijom legendi
(medjimurska-zupanija.hr).

museums date back to the 3rd century BCE in
Hellenistic Alexandria in ancient Egypt. The
oldest museums, known as the Musei Capitolini,
are located in Rome, with their history tracing
back to 1471. This collection of museums was
established when the pope at the time donated
ancient bronze statues as its first exhibits. Facts
such as these highlight the connection between
museums and tourism, and it was during this
period that institutions with the primary purpose
of education and entertainment as part of the
tourism offering began to emerge. The direct
link between culture and tourism is evident in the
growing frequency of travel, cultural exploration,
and museum visits. The event industry is a clear
result of the cultural sector’s development,
where spare time, tourism, and serious leisure
have merged with work and enjoyment to foster
development, a trend often referred to as the
phenomenon of events, which also includes the
activities connected with Museum Night (Val¢ic,
Breslauer, 2024, p. 62). The purpose of museums
is to inform and educate visitors by collecting
historical artifacts and pieces of the local history
from the places where they are located. Tourism
does not recognize events, such as Museum
Night, as a separate professional field, but
rather as a specialty within tourism offices and
organizations, or in this case, museums (Valcic¢,
Breslauer, 2024, p. 63). For this reason, museums
are vital to tourism, as they provide tourists with
an opportunity to connect with a destination’s
culture. In Croatia, as well as Medimurje, Museum
Night plays a significant role in tourism by
attracting an exceptionally large number of visitors
in just one night. In addition to the exhibitions,
educational workshops are offered for all age
groups. In 2022, Medimurje was recognized as
the most successful destination for sustainable
tourism, and the Museum of Intangible Heritage —
The Treasury Museum of Medimurje was named
the best permanent museum exhibition in Croatia,
showcasing historical heritage and ethnographic
treasures intertwined with the magic of local
legends (medjimurska-zupanija.hr).

Manifestacija No¢ muzeja nastoji ostvariti jedan od
osnovnih strateskih ciljeva Hrvatskog muzejskog
drustva, a to je provodenje razli¢itih aktivnosti
radi prikazivanja identiteta destinacije u kojoj je
muzej ili sli¢na institucija nezaobilazan ¢imbenik
u odrzivom razvoju turizma. Aktivnosti tijekom
manifestacije No¢ muzeja poticu prepoznavanje
muzeja kao dinamiéne institucije koja povezuje ljude
s izvorima informacija te idejama i stvaralastvom.

THE PURPOSE AND GOAL
OF MUSEUM NIGHT

Museum Night aims to fulfill one of the core
strategic objectives of the Croatian Museum
Association: to carry out various activities that
highlight the identity of the destination where the
museum or similar institution plays an essential
role in the sustainable development of tourism.
Activities during Museum Night promote the
recognition of museums as dynamic institutions that
connect people to sources of information, ideas, and
creativity. This recognition makes the richness of
human expression and cultural diversity accessible
to all users across various media. By encouraging
diverse activities, museums foster curiosity as a
motivation to visit - not only as institutions of
knowledge but also as places for entertainment
and meaningful leisure. Museum Night can be
classified based on its connection to a specific
location, namely the extent to which it is integrated
or institutionalized within a particular community
or destination. As such, Museum Night, as one of
the most significant cultural events in Medimurje,
cannot exist independently of its host community.

Museum Night aims to encourage the public, and
particularly the local communities, to develop a
habit of visiting museums. To achieve this, the
event features visits to permanent collections and
exhibitions, along with a variety of activities such
as workshops for all age groups, lectures, film
screenings, dance performances, and concerts.
Museum activities are divided into 11 categories:
permanent exhibition, temporary exhibition,
guided tour, lecture, presentation, music program,
playroom, screening, workshop, special program,
and other (www.nocmuzeja.hr).

Since 2015, Museum Night has introduced
annual themes:

ANALIZA AKTIVNOSTI 1 BROJA i
POSJETITELJA MANIFESTACIJE NOC
MUZEJA U MUZEJU MEDIMURJA CAKOVEC

Muzej Medimurja Cakovec osnovan je 1954.
godine, a smjesten je u samo nekoliko prostorija
Staroga grada. Sljedece godine kompleks Staroga
grada zasticen je kao spomenik kulture, a tada
kreéu i arheoloska istrazivanja te obnavljanje
kompleksa Staroga grada u fazama. Sam kompleks
Staroga grada u Cakoveu najvedi je i najvrjedniji
profani spomenik Medimurske Zupanije, koji
ujedno ima status zastiéenog nepokretnog
kulturnog dobra od nacionalnog znacenja za
Hrvatsku. Svoj drugi naziv, Stari grad Zrinskih,
dobiva prema poznatoj obitelji hrvatskih banova
koji su vladali na podru¢ju Medimurja (1546.-
1691.). Godine 2024. muzej je proslavio 70.
obljetnicu postojanja i rada (Puhmajer, 2024). U
ovom radu obraduje se aktivnost manifestacije
No¢ muzeja u Medimurju.

No¢ muzeja u Muzeju Medimurja Cakovec
odrzava se od 2008. godine.

% 2008.: Manifestaciju je posjetilo 1500 posjetitelja.
Uz stalan postav muzeja, kao popratni sadrzaj
postavljena je izlozba ,,Replik Art“, postav replika
staroga hladnog oruzja od antike do danas.

% 2009.: Manifestaciju je obislo 2500 posjetitelja.
Osim stalnog postava, posjetitelji su mogli
razgledati izlozbu kuharskih knjiga iz zbirke
zagrebackog ugostitelja, Zlatka Puntijara,
autora Kubarske knjige Cakoveckog dvora obitelji
Zrinski.

ANALYSIS OF ACTIVITIES AND THE
NUMBER OF VISITORS AT MUSEUM NIGHT
IN THE MEDIMURJE COUNTY MUSEUM

The Medimurje County Museum was founded in
1954 and was originally housed in just a few rooms
within the Old Town. The following year, the Old
Town complex was declared a cultural monument,
leading to the start of archaeological excavations
and a phased restoration of the site. The Old
Town complex in Cakovec is the largest and most
significant secular monument in Medimurje County
and holds the status of a protected immovable
cultural heritage of national importance to Croatia.
It is also known as the Zrinski Old Town, named
after the renowned Croatian noble family who
ruled the Medimurje region from 1546 to 1691. In
2024, the museum celebrated its 70th anniversary
(Puhmajer, 2024). This paper examines Museum
Night event and its activities in Medimurje.

Museum Night has been held annually at the
Medimurje County Museum since 2008.

©e 2008: The event welcomed 1,500 visitors. In
addition to the museum’s permanent exhibition,
a special display titled “Replik Art” was featured,
showcasing replicas of historical cold weapons
from antiquity to the present.

©e 2009: Attendance increased to 2,500 visitors.
Alongside the permanent exhibition, guests
had the opportunity to explore a collection
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bile su opéine Donji Vidovec, Donja Dubrava,
Kotoriba i Sveta Marija.

% 2010.: Manifestaciju je posjetilo 2138 osoba.
Te je godine Muzej imao pomoé Opéine Sveti
Martin na Muri, koja je zajedno sa svojom
turisti¢kom zajednicom osmislila predstavljanje
priredbom pod nazivom ,,Sveti Martin na Muri
—od Rimljana do Toplica®. To je ujedno bila i
sredi$nja manifestacija No¢i muzeja.

e 2011.: No¢ muzeja posjetilo je 4000
posjetitelja. Manifestacija je iskoristena za
predstavljanje stalnog postava kulturno-
povijesne bastine Medimurja s njezinim
folklornim, gastronomskim, enoloskim,
kulturnim, povijesnim, etnoloskim i drugim
znacajkama i tradicijama.

% 2012.: Manifestacija Noé muzeja odrzana je u
Svecanoj dvorani i Izlozbenom salonu dvorca,

a obislo ju je 2600 posjetitelja.

% 2013.: Manifestacija No¢ muzeja nije odrzana.

@ 2014.: U Noéi muzeja pjesmom i plesom
te videoprikazom gospodarskih i $portskih
aktivnosti predstavljeno je kulturno i povijesno
nasljede opéine Belica. Muzejski postavi za
prigodu Noéi muzeja posebno su uredeni i
pripremljeni, a pogledalo ih je 2500 posjetitelja.

% 2015.: U jubilarnoj 10. No¢i muzeja u
Hrvatskoj i 8. No¢i u Muzeju Medimurja
Cakovec, program u Muzeju Medimurja
nadahnut je i pripremljen u stilu kraja stolje¢a
(fin de siecle), tj. posljednjih godina XIX. i
pocetka XX. stoljeéa — zlatnog gradanskog
doba na razmedu dvaju stolje¢a. Manifestaciju
je obislo 3000 posjetitelja.

©e 2016.: Manifestaciju je pogledalo 2400
posjetitelja, a Muzej Medimurja Cakovec
uz stalan postav predstavio je dio kulturno-
povijesnoga nasljeda medimurske opéine
Gorican.

% 2017.: Manifestacija No¢ muzeja posvecena je

najpoznatijem medimurskom etnomuzikologu,

of cookbooks from the private library of
Zlatko Puntijar, a Zagreb-based restaurateur
and author of The Cookbook of the Zrinski
Court in Cakovec. The event was supported
by the municipalities of Donji Vidovec, Donja
Dubrava, Kotoriba, and Sveta Marija.

v 2010: The event attracted 2,138 visitors.

That year, the Museum collaborated with the
Municipality of Sveti Martin na Muri, whose
tourist board organized a special historical
performance titled “Sveti Martin na Muri —
From the Romans to the Spa”, which became
the central attraction of Museum Night.

% 2011: Museum Night attracted 4000 visitors.

The event served as an opportunity to present
the permanent exhibition of Medimurje’s cultural
and historical heritage, highlighting its folkloric,
gastronomic, oenological, cultural, historical,
ethnological, and other features and traditions.

% 2012: Museum Night was held in the Grand

Hall and Exhibition Salon of the castle, drawing
in 2,600 visitors.

% 2013: Museum Night was not held.
% 2014: During Museum Night, the cultural and

historical heritage of the municipality of Belica
was presented through song, dance, and video
screenings showcasing its economic and sports
activities. The museum exhibitions were specially
prepared for the occasion, attracting 2,500 visitors.

©= 2015: For the 10th anniversary of Museum

Night in Croatia and the 8th edition of the
event at the Medimurje County Museum, the
program was inspired by and prepared in the
style of the fin de siecle period, reflecting the
late 19th and early 20th centuries - a golden
era of bourgeois culture. The event was
attended by 3,000 visitors.

% 2016: The event drew 2,400 visitors, featuring a

special exhibition on the cultural and historical
heritage of the municipality of Gorican,
alongside the museum’s permanent exhibition.
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dr. Vinku Zgancu, i opéini Vratisinec.
Manifestaciju je obislo 1500 posjetitelja.

% 2018.: Uz stalne muzejske postave i popratne

sadrzaje, prigodni program u Muzeju
Medimurja Cakovec razgledalo je oko 1500
ljudi. Otvorenje je uprili¢eno u Muzejskom
informativnom centru prigodnom izlozbom 1
predstavljanjem zbirke ,,Sport u Medimurju®
te razgovorom s istaknutim poznavateljima
medimurskog sporta.

COVID-19, muzejska dogadanja Noéi
muzeja presehla su se u digitalne kanale
komun1c1ran]a Muzej Medimurja Cakovec
snimio je video u trajanju od devet minuta

o aktualnoj izlozbi ,,Zrinski i ¢akovecki
Stari grad®, koja je postavljena u stalnom
postavu. Hologramska projekcija omogucéila

je realisti¢nu 3D projekciju u prostoru, kao i
interakciju s projekcijom. Aplikacije su izradene
u suradnji s Medimurskim veleucilistem

u Cakoveu, partnerom u projektu ,,Living
Castles®. Razvojem aplikacija proSirene
stvarnosti prosirena je i turisticka ponuda grada
Cakovca.

e 2018: In addition to the permanent museum

exhibitions and accompanying content, around
1,500 people attended the special program
at the Medimurje County Museum. The
opening was held at the Museum Information
Center, featuring a themed exhibition and
the presentation of the “Sport in Medimurje”
collection, along with a discussion with
prominent experts on sports in Medimurje.

©° 2019: At the Museum Night in Medimurje

County Museum, alongside the permanent
exhibition, children’s workshops were held
on the topic of transferring museum objects
into digital content. Visitors also had the
opportunity to view an exhibition marking the
100th anniversary of Medimurje’s secession
from the Hungarian state, titled “Natives!
People of Medimurje! Our servitude is over!”
The event was attended by 2,000 visitors.

% 2020: During Museum Night, the municipality

of Selnica was the central theme, highlighted
by a presentation of the Selnica’s carnival
attraction — “Pikac¢”. The event, also featuring
the museum’s permanent exhibition, was
attended by 1,900 visitors.

% 2021: In 2021, due to the COVID-19 pandemic,

Museum Night events moved to digital
communication channels. The Medimurje
County Museum produced a nine-minute video
about the exhibition “The Zrinski Family and the
Old Town of Cakovec,” which was added to the
permanent exhibition. A holographic projection
provided a realistic 3D visualization within
the space, allowing for interactive engagement
with the projection. The applications were
developed in collaboration with the Medimurje
Polytechnic in Cakovec, a parter in the “Living
Castles” project. The introduction of augmented
reality applications further enriched the city’s

radionice na temu ,,Upoznaj Stari grad kroz
VR i HoloLens naocale“. Promovirana je
Knjiga legendi i prezentiran je turisticki proizvod
projekta ,Living castles”, a postavljena je i
izlozba ,, Tibed u Medimurju i Podravini“. U
Multimedijalnoj dvorani Riznice Medimurja
postavljen je punkt mjeSovite i virtualne
stvarnosti s virtualnim (VR) naoc¢alama
i nao¢alama za hologramske projekcije
(HoloLens), na kojem su posjetitelji mogli
isprobati najnovije tehnologije. Manifestaciju
je obislo 1500 posjetitelja.

e 2023.: U No¢i muzeja s temom ,,Muzeji su
vazni“ u Muzeju Medimurja Cakovec, uz stalni
postav u paladi i Riznici, predstavljena je izlozba
Natjecajni radovi uredenja Trga Republike u
Cakoveu®. U Muzejskom informativnom centru
postavljena je izlozba ,U potrazi za idejama:
GSC@MMC¥, dok je u Izlozbenom salonu
prikazana izlozba ,Na raskrizju promjena —
Medimurje u bron¢anom dobu®. Manifestaciju
je posjetilo 3800 posijetitelja.

©% 2024.: Tema manifestacije No¢ muzeja bila
je »Muzeji i nova publika®. Muzej Medimurja
Cakovec, uz stalni postav u palaéi i Riznici
Medimurja, pripremio je u Multimedijalnoj
dvorani izlozbu ,,Obiteljski fotospomenar®,
a u Izlozbenom salonu izlozbu ,,Odgajani za
uspjeh — obitelj Legenstein“. Manifestaciju je
pogledalo, obislo ili je sudjelovalo na njoj 2800
posjetitelja.

Muzej Medimurja Cakovec smjesten je u dvorcu,
odnosno Starom gradu Zrinskih, renesansno-
baroknoj palaéi s vanjskim bedemom i utvrdom
(fortifikacijom). Kompleks Staroga grada u

tourism offerings. Additionally, a smartphone
app was created to provide extra content on
the genealogy and biographies of the Zrinski
family members. For the exhibition, replicas of
historical costumes belonging to Count Nikola
VII Zrinski and his wife, Countess Sofija Lébl,
were meticulously crafted. The video produced
by the Medimurje County Museum about the
“Zrinski Family and the Old Town of Cakovec”
exhibition was viewed by 4,900 people.

% 2022: Museum Night was themed “Museums

— Between Reality and Digital”. The event
teatured two workshops on “Mini Holograms
and Digital in the Museum” and two workshops
on “Exploring the Old Town through VR
and HoloLens Glasses”. The Book of Legends
was promoted, and the “Living Castles”
tourism project was showcased. The “Tibeti
in Medimurje and Podravina” exhibition was
also presented. In the Multimedia Hall of the
Medimurje Treasury, a mixed and virtual reality
station was set up, featuring virtual reality (VR)
headsets and HoloLens glasses for holographic
projections, allowing visitors to experience the
latest technologies. The event was attended by
1,500 people.

% 2023: During this Museum Night themed

“Museums Matter”, the Medimurje County
Museum presented, alongside its permanent
collection in the palace and Treasury, the
exhibition “Competition Entries for the Redesign
of Republic Square in Cakovec”. In the Museum
Information Center, the exhibition “In Search
of Ideas: GSC@MMC” was displayed, while the
Exhibition Hall featured “At the Crossroads of
Change — Medimurje in the Bronze Age.” The
event was attended by 3,800 visitors.

% 2024: The theme of this Museum Night was

“Museums and New Audiences.” The Medimurje
County Museum, alongside its permanent
exhibition in the palace and the Treasury of
Medimurje, presented the exhibition “Family
Photo Album” in the Multimedia Hall and
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Cakoveu, kao najvedi i najvrjedniji profani
spomenik Medimurske Zupanije, uziva status
zaSti¢enoga nepokretnog kulturnog dobra od
nacionalnog znacenja za Republiku Hrvatsku.
Nalazi se na Listi zati¢enih kulturnih dobara pod
brojem Z-908 te na Listi kulturnih dobara od
nacionalnog znacenja pod brojem N-23. Zastiéeni
je spomenik kulture Hrvatske koji se nalazi u
srediStu Cakovca, usred zasti¢enog spomenika
parkovne arhitekture — perivoja Zrinskih. Graden
i pregradivan od XIII. do XIX. stoljeca, Stari grad
Zrinskih od 1546. do 1691. godine, tijekom pet
generacija, bio je u vlasni$tvu obitelji Zrinski.

Muzej Medimurja Cakovec kompleksan je muzej
zavicajnog tipa, osnovan 19. veljace 1954. godine
kao Gradski muzej Cakovec, a 1965. godine
mijenja naziv u Muzej Medimurja Cakovec.
Osnivac i vlasnik Muzeja jest Medimurska
zupanija, od 21. veljace 1994. godine. Od samih
pocetaka muzejska sakupljacka politika vezana je
isklju¢ivo za podrucje Medimurja, a danas broji
53 zbirke 1 31 000 predmeta. Muzej se sastoji
od Arheoloskog odjela, Etnografskog odjela,
Kulturno-povijesnog odjela, Povijesnog odjela,
Likovne galerije, Pedagoskog odjela te Odjela
zajednickih sluzbi i povremenih izlozbi.

Godine 2022. Medimurska zupanija progla§ena
je destinacijom godine u kateg0r1]1 najuspjesnije
destinacije odrzivog turizma, $to je kulmmacua
rada posljednjih desetak godina. Naime, kao $to je
izjavio direktor Turisticke zajednice Medimurske
zupanije Rudi Grula, ,turizam u Medimurju
koristimo kao alat, ne da bismo ostvarili nekakav
veliki profit, nego da bismo ostvarili $to vece
zadovoljstvo naSe lokalne zajednice, nasih ljudi
koji ovdje zive i rade te ulazu svoje vrijeme

i kapital“ (Medimurska zupanija, 2023),
naglasivsi da je glavni cilj medimurskog turizma
osigurati Medimurcima $to kvalitetniju Zivotnu
sredinu. Tome u prilog ide ¢injenica da se u
manifestaciju No¢ muzeja svake godine ukljucuje
jedna ili dvije opéine sa svojim specifié¢nim
programom, privlaceéi na taj nacin jos vise
posjetitelja, a odgovornim poslovanjem nastoji

“Raised for Success — The Legenstein Family”
in the Exhibition Salon. The event was visited,
toured, or attended by 2,800 visitors.

The Medimurje County Museum is located in
a castle, specifically the Zrinski Old Town, a
Renaissance-Baroque palace surrounded by outer
walls and fortifications. As the largest and most
significant secular monument in Medimurje
County, the Old Town complex in Cakovec
holds the status of a protected immovable cultural
asset of national significance to the Republic of
Croatia. It is listed as a protected cultural asset
under number Z-908 and as a cultural property
of national significance under number N-23.
Recognized as a protected cultural monument
of Croatia, the castle is located in the heart of
Cakovec, within the Zrinski Park, a protected
monument of landscape architecture. Built and
rebuilt between the 13th and 19th centuries, the
Zrinski Old Town was owned by the Zrinski
family for five generations, from 1546 to 1691.

The Medimurje County Museum is a
Comprehenelve regional museum, established
on February 19, 1934 as the Cakovec Town
Museum. In 1965, it was renamed the Medimurje
County Museum. Since February 21, 1994, its
founder and owner has been Medimurje County.
From its inception, the museum’s collection
policy has focused exclusively on the Medimurje
region, and today, it houses 53 collections with
31,000 artifacts. The museum consists of several
departments: Archaeology, Ethnography, Cultural
History, History, Fine Arts Gallery, Pedagogical
Department, and the Common Services
Department, as well as temporary exhibitions.

In 2022, Medimurje County was named
Dcstlnauon of the Year in the category of the most
successful sustainable tourism destination, marking
the culmination of a decade-long effort. As Rudi
Grula, director of the Medimurje County Tourist
Board, stated: “We use tourism in Medimurje as a
tool - not to generate large profits, but to maximize
the satisfaction of our local community, the people
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se oCuvati muzejski fundus kojim raspolazu opéine
1 muzeji u Medimurju.

Odgovornim poslovanjem u turizmu i
dogadanjima, kojim se $titi kulturna bastina,
pokazuje se drustvena odgovornost sudionika
ukljucenih u aktivnosti muzeja. Cilj drustvene
odgovornosti jest omoguditi stvaranje visokih
standarda poslovanja, vodeéi brigu o eti¢nom
i druStveno odgovornom odnosu prema svim
dionicima koji pridonose odrzivom turizmu
(Hopkins, 2012).

U Tablici 1 prikazane su teme svih manifestacija
Noéi muzeja u Cakovcu. Iz tablice je vidljivo da
se manifestacija odrzavala kontinuirano od 2008.
godine, s jednim prekidom, 2013. godine, te da su
teme od 2015. godine uskladene s temama ostalih
muzeja u Hrvatskoj. Takoder je prikazan ukupan
broj posjetitelja manifestacije na razini Hrvatske
te zasebno broj posjetitelja u Muzeju Medimurja
Cakovec.

Analiza posjecenosti manifestacije u posljednjih
deset godina prikazana je u Tablici 2. Iz tablice je
vidljivo da je udio posjetitelja Muzeja u Cakoveu
u ukupnoj nacionalnoj posjeéenosti bio najveéi
2021. godine (3,34 %), kada je manifestacija
odrzana online. U godinama kada se manifestacija
odrzavala uzivo, najveéi udio posjetitelja zabiljezen
je 2024. godine (1,64 %), a najmanji 2018. (0,58
%). Prosje¢ni udio posjetitelja u posljednjih deset
godina iznosi 1,10 %. U 2022. godini sudjelovalo
je najvise gradova, ukupno 165, dok ih je 2016.
sudjelovalo najmanje, 100. U posljednjih deset
godina u prosjeku je sudjelovalo 117 gradova.

Turizmu su muzeji prijeko potrebni da bi podrzali
stalno zanimanje turista. Dok neki biraju zabavu,
drugi svoj fokus stavljaju upravo na edukaciju o
mjestu u kojem se nalaze. Istrazivanje TOMAS
Hrvatska 2019 o stavovima i potro$nji turista u
Hrvatskoj pokazuje da je motiv 13 % turista koji
dolaze u Hrvatsku kultura i umjetnost, to¢nije,
12,7 % turista u podrudju Jadranske Hrvatske,
a 15,7 % u Kontinentalnoj Hrvatskoj. Posjet
muzejima, galerijama i izlozbama na visokom

who live and work here, and who invest their
time and capital.” (Medimurje County, 2023). He
also emphasized that the primary goal of tourism
in Medimurje is to ensure the highest possible
quality of the living environment for its residents.
Supporting this vision, Museum Night includes
the participation from one or two municipalities
every year, each contributing a unique program,
thereby attracting even more visitors. Additionally,
responsible management practices aim to preserve
the museum collections held by local municipalities
and museums across Medimurje.

Through responsible management in tourism and
events, which protects cultural heritage, the social
responsibility of participants involved in museum
activities is demonstrated. The goal of social
responsibility is to create high business standards
while ensuring an ethical and socially responsible
approach toward all stakeholders who contribute
to sustainable tourism (Hopkins, 2012).

Table 1 presents the themes of all Museum Night
events held in Cakovec. It is clear that the event has
been organized continuously since 2008, with the
exception of 2013. From 2015 onwards, the themes
have been aligned with those of other museums in
Croatia. The table also shows the total number of
visitors nationwide, as well as the specific number
of visitors to the Medimurje County Museum.

Table 2 provides an overview of the Medimurje
County Museum’s share of visitors in the overall
Museum Night attendance in Croatia over the past
ten years. The data show fluctuations in attendance,
with Cakovec consistently contributing between
0.58% and 3.34% of the national total. The highest
recorded percentage occurred in 2021, when
Museum Night was held virtually. The highest
visitor share was recorded in 2024 (1.64%), while
the lowest was in 2018 (0.58%). The average visitor
share over the past ten years is 1.10%. In 2022, the

highest number of cities participated, totaling 165,

while the lowest participation occurred in 2016,
with only 100 cities. On average, 117 cities have
participated over the past ten years.

Iz podataka istrazivanja TOMAS za 2022.12023.
godinu vidljivo je da interes za kulturu i umjetnost
u Kontinentalnoj Hrvatskoj iznosi 13,4 %.
Ispitanicima je u istraZivanju najprije ponudeno
sedam primarnih motiva putovanja (posao, odmor,
posjet rodbini i prijateljima, zdravstveni razlozi,
vjerski razlozi, obrazovanje i nesto drugo). U
kontinentalnoj Hrvatskoj svaki drugi gost dolazi
zbog odmora, a slijedi posao (22 %) te posjet

Museums are essential to tourism in order to
maintain the tourists’ interest. While some tourists
seek entertainment, others focus on learning about
the place they are visiting. The TOMAS Croatia
2019 study on tourist attitudes and spending
habits in Croatia reveals that 13% of tourists
coming to Croatia are motivated by culture and
art. More specifically, 12.7% of tourists visiting
Adriatic Croatia and 15.7% of tourists visiting
Continental Croatia. Visiting museums, galleries,
and exhibitions ranks as the ninth most popular
activity among tourists during their stay in Croatia,
with 13.6% choosing this option. A greater interest
in cultural content is noted in Continental Croatia,
as the primary motivations for traveling to Adriatic
Croatia are the sea and nature (TOMAS, 2020).

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rodbini i prijateljima (14 %). Ispitanicima kojima
je primarni motiv dolaska u destinaciju bio odmor
dodato su ponudeni odmorisni motivi od kojih su
mogli birati.

U Tablici 3 prikazano je, prema zastupljenosti,
prvih 10 najvaznijih motiva, uklju¢ujuéi primarne i
dodatne odmorisne motive dolazaka u kontinentalnu
Hrvatsku. Kultura i umjetnost kao motiv nalazi se na
petom mjestu, s 13,4 %.

Analizom prikupljenih podataka i njihovom
usporedbom s podacima istrazivanja TOMAS
2022/2023, mozemo zakljuciti da turizam u
Medimurju, s obzirom na stavove i potro$nju
turista u Kontinentalnoj Hrvatskoj, nimalo ne
zaostaje. Stovise, posje¢enost manifestacije Noé
muzeja ukazuje na to da bismo trebali biti vise
nego zadovoljni.

The TOMAS data for 2022 and 2023 shows that
interest in culture and art in Continental Croatia
stands at 13.4%. Respondents were first offered
seven primary travel motivations (business, vacation,
visiting family and friends, health reasons, religious
reasons, education, and others). In Continental
Croatia, every second guest visits for vacation,
followed by business (22 %) and visiting family and
friends (14%). Those whose primary reason for
visiting was vacation, were asked to choose between
additional vacation-related motivations.

In Table 3, the top 10 most important motivations
for visiting Continental Croatia are presented,
including both primary and additional vacation
motivations. Culture and art as a motivation rank
fifth, with 13.4%.

By analyzing the collected data and comparing
it with the TOMAS 2022/2023 study, it can be

concluded that tourism in Medimurje, in terms

Manifestacija Noé¢ muzeja otvorila je vrata novom
nacinu otkrivanja i upoznavanja nase proslosti
uz zabavu, edukaciju te izgradnju i obnavljanje
nasih sjeéanja, kako onih od prije sto godina,
tako i onih nedavnih. Ve¢ je u prvim godinama
manifestacija No¢ muzeja pokazala bogatstvo
i raznolikost nase proslosti te moguénost da
se ona, bar na trenutak, ozivi, ¢ak i u vrijeme
pandemije COVID-19. Pozitivan utjecaj
manifestacije No¢ muzeja o€ituje se u pomicanju
granica muzejske prezentacije uvodenjem
inovativnih nadina predstavljanja muzejskoga
sadrzaja, u interaktivnom odnosu muzeja s
publikom. Time se ispunjavaju ciljevi drustvene
odgovornosti muzeja prema svim sudionicima,
a to su, uz oCuvanje bastine i odrzivi turizam,
ukljuéivanje svih sudionika i podizanje svijesti
javnosti o vaznosti kulture, povijesti 1 odrzivosti.

S obzirom na to da postoji mnogo kategorija i
vrsta muzeja, svaki je na svoj nacin jedinstven i
razlikuje se svojim stalnim postavom i razli¢itim
programima, unato¢ tome Sto su No¢i muzeja
tematske. Jako na poslovanje muzeja utjecu
brojni ¢imbenici, svaki od njih ima svoju publiku.
Manifestacija No¢ muzeja u posljednja dva
desetljeca biljezi velik broj posjetitelja koji obilaze
stalne, ali i prigodne postave. Od 2015. godine
No¢ muzeja svake godine ima svoju temu, a
svaki muzej predloZenu temu obiljezava na svoj
nacin. U Medimurju se No¢ muzeja obiljezava
od 2008. godine i u tom se razdoblju nije odrzala
samo jedanput, 2013. godine. U proteklih 10
godina, od 2015. do 2024., manifestaciju je
obislo 25 300 posjetitelja, $to iznosi 1,1 % od
ukupnoga broja posjetitelja manifestacije diljem
Republike Hrvatske. U manifestaciju No¢ muzeja
ukljucivalo se izmedu 110 i 120 gradova, a nakon
pandemije ukljucilo se 165 gradova, §to mozemo
pripisati potrebi ljudi za izlascima i druzenjem
u poslijepandemijskoj godini. Razlog dolaska
turista u Kontinentalnu Hrvatsku, koja obuhvaca
i Medimurje, ponajprije je posjet gradovima, a

of tourist attitudes and spending in Continental
Croatia, is by no means lagging behind. Moreover,
the attendance at Museum Night indicates that we
should be more than satisfied.

CONCLUSION

Museum Night has opened up a new way of
discovering and learning about our past, combining
fun, education, and the reconstruction and renewal
of our memories, both those from a hundred
years ago and more recent ones. In its early years,
Museum Night already showcased the richness and
diversity of our history, demonstrating that it can,
at least for a moment, come to life - even during
the COVID-19 pandemic. The positive impact
of Museum Night is reflected in pushing the
boundaries of museum presentation by introducing
innovative ways of showcasing museum content
and fostering an interactive relationship between
the museum and its audience. In doing so, the
museum fulfills its social responsibility toward all
participants, which includes not only preserving
heritage and sustainable tourism, but also engaging
all participants and raising public awareness of the
importance of culture, history, and sustainability.

Considering the many categories and types of
museums, each one is unique in its own way,
distinguished by its permanent exhibitions and
diverse programs, despite Museum Night being
a thematic event. While numerous factors affect
museum management, each museum has its own
audience. Over the last two decades, Museum
Night has attracted a large number of visitors who
explore both permanent and temporary exhibitions.
Since 2015, Museum Night has had a different
theme each year, with each museum interpreting
the proposed theme in its own unique way. In
Medimurje, the event has been celebrated since
2008, with the only exception being in 2013, when
it was not held. Over the past 10 years, from 2015
to 2024, the event has been attended by 25,300
visitors, accounting for 1.1% of the total number

Buduénost nosi mnoge moguénosti, jer razvoj
tehnologije virtualne i prosirene stvarnosti otvara
brojne prilike za priblizavanje prapovijesti i
povijesti posjetiteljima. Nove tehnologije mogu se
iskoristiti za proSirenje i razvoj medijskih sfera u
muzejima, na izlozbama i u javnom prostoru. Prije
gotovo dvadeset godina muzeologinja Andrea
Witcomb izjavila je da se multimedija koristi
kao umjetnicki objekt, a instalacije su ,jedno od
najmocnijih sredstava eksplicitnog izrazavanja
prirode, suvremena muzeoloska revolucija”
(Witcomb, 2007). Muzej Medimurja Cakovec
svojim inovativnim pristupom Nod¢i muzeja i
drugim manifestacijama upotpunjavat ée turisticku
ponudu Medimurja i potaknuti nove, mlade
posjetitelje na izravan dolazak ili na virtualno
razgledavanje i sudjelovanje u aktivnostima
muzeja. Napredak tehnologije u posljednjih deset
godina, zajedno s razvojem komunikacijskih
kanala, doveo je do toga da najveéi utjecaj

na danasnjeg potrosaca i njegove odluke, uz
dosadasnje klasi¢ne kanale komunikacije (poput
televizije i tiskanih medija), imaju digitalni mediji
i drustvene mreze (Petar et al., 2018). Stoga je u
buduéim istrazivanjima potrebno utvrdid profil
posjetitelja manifestacije No¢ muzeja, ucestalost
njihovih dolazaka te iskustvo koristenja novih
tehnologija u obilasku postava ili sudjelovanju u
edukacijama i na radionicama.

of visitors to the event nationwide. Between 110
and 120 cities participated in the event, and after
the pandemic, the number of participating cities
increased to 165. This can be attributed to the
public’s need for social interaction and outings
in the post-pandemic year. The primary reason
tourists visit Continental Croatia, including
Medimurje, is to explore its cities. Culture and art,
which includes Museum Night, rank fifth among
motivations for visiting, confirming that the event
contributes to Medimurje’s tourism offer.

The future holds many opportunities, as the
development of virtual and augmented reality
technologies opens up new possibilities for bringing
prehistory and history closer to visitors. These new
technologies can be used to expand and enhance
media spaces in museums, exhibitions, and public
spaces. Nearly twenty years ago, museologist
Andrea Witcomb stated that multimedia is used
as an artistic object, and installations are “one of
the most powerful means of explicit expression of
nature, a contemporary museological revolution”
(Witcomb, 2007). With its innovative approach to
Museum Night and other events, the Medimurje
County Museum will continue to complement
Medimurje’s tourism offer and encourage new,
young visitors to either visit in person or to virtually
explore and participate in museum activities.
Alongside traditional channels like television and
print media, the technological advancements of
the past decade, combined with the evolution of
communication channels, have made digital media
and social networks the most influential factors
in shaping today’s consumers and their decisions,
(Petar et al., 2018). Therefore, future research
should focus on identifying the profile of Museum
Night visitors, the frequency of their visits, and
their experience with using new technologies
while exploring exhibitions or participating in
educational programs and workshops. Therefore,
