to this role. Acta Turistica is a platform for the
exchange of knowledge, ideas and new insights.
Novel and innovative perspectives on research
problems have always been the central interests
of the journal’s interest, firmly focused on achiev-
ing scientific excellence. Hence, this appointment
represents a great professional challenge for me,
which I very much look forward to hoping that I
will meet the high standards associated with it.

Most regrettably, the first part of this year
brought us two sad news. In April, the founder
and first editor-in-chief of Acta Turistica, Profes-
sor Boris Vukonié, passed away. His vision of this
journal was based on publishing research papers,
the results of which, in symbiosis with the prac-
tise, would create the conditions for improving the
tourism system and achieving positive effects in
its development. Professor Vukonié¢’s special con-
tribution can be traced in the journal’s bilingual
approach, which contributes to the advancement
of terminological compatibility between the Cro-
atian and English languages as key requirements
of the current scientific research characterised by
the rapid generation of new terms that seek ap-
propriate Croatian translation. We will honour
the memory of Professor Vukoni¢ on the pages
of this journal always keeping in mind his goals
and vision as the foundations of his creation. This
issue of Acta Turistica concludes by Professor
Mato Bartoluci’s obituary to Professor Vukonic.

The final days of June were marred by the
news that Professor Chris Cooper, a member of
our Editorial Board, had passed away. Profes-
sor Cooper was an exceptional academic whose
work always attracted the interest of the interna-
tional community. The investigations he carried
out were related to current issues and problems,
and in his teams he enjoyed bringing together
researchers from all over the world. Above and
before all, Professor Cooper was an exceptional
person, always willing to help everyone, especial-
ly the young researchers. He would patiently en-
courage them to think critically and provide them
with abundant advice emphasising the impor-
tance of trying to publish the results of one’s own
research as one can always learn extensively from
the mistakes and feedback. I too had the honour
and priviledge of learning from Professor Cooper
and I will eternally be grateful to him for that. His
legacy will forever remain a part of the academ-
ic community, and may the memory of Professor
Cooper be an incentive for us to support young
researchers and guide them down their academic
paths in the future.

In this issue we publish three intriguing arti-
cles. In the first study, the authors from the Czech
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ukazuju na relativno stabilno rangiranje zemalja
prema odabranom parametru.

U drugom c¢lanku autor je proveo analizu
karakteristika i preferencija konzumenata spore
hrane, koncepta koji danas pokuSava vratiti rav-
notezu u brzi tempo Zivota kojem svi svjedo¢imo.
Na temelju sustavnog pregleda dostupne litera-
ture autor izdvaja tri glavna oblika konzumacije
spore hrane, u okviru kojih se izdvaja i turizam.
Prihvacajuéi principe spore hrane moguce je po-
taknuti razvoj odrZzivog gastronomskog turizma,
kako naglasava autor, te podrzati globalne ciljeve
odrzivog razvoja.

I treé¢i c¢lanak donosi nam vrlo zanimljivo
istrazivanje koje se bavi usporedbom utjecaja tu-
rizma na tri lokalne zajednice koje okruzuju isti
prirodni rezervat u Juznoj Africi. Autor je proveo
istrazivanje medu kuéanstvima u sve tri zajednice
i doSao do zakljucka da medu njima postoje zna-
Cajne razlike te se zalaZe za primjenu kontekstu-
alno specifi¢ne politike koja bi eliminirala razli-
Citosti medu zajednicama i potaknula inkluzivni
razvoj turizma.

Danas Acta Turistica biljezi velik broj zapri-
mljenih ¢lanaka od autora iz gotovo svih dijelo-
va svijeta, a cilj ¢asopisa i dalje ostaje fokus na
izvrsnost, poticanje kritickog razmiSljanja i pro-
nalazak studija koje se hrabro hvataju u kostac s
temama koje su intrigantne i od velikog znacaja
za akademsku, ali i stru¢nu javnost.

Republic rank the selected countries of the Eu-
ropean Union according to the level of efficiency
of the companies in the accommodation sector.
The analysis that used quantitative assessment
and was based on the companies’ accounting data
and the aggregated results at the country levels,
showed a relatively stable ranking of the coun-
tries in relation to the selected parameter.

In the second article, the author tackles the
characteristics and preferences of the consum-
ers of Slow Food, a concept that today seeks to
bring balance to the fast-paced life that we are
all experiencing. Based on a systematic review of
the available literature, the author identifies three
main forms of Slow Food consumption among
which tourism stands out. By adopting the prin-
ciples of Slow Food, according to the author, it is
possible to promote the development of sustain-
able gastronomic tourism and support the global
Sustainable Development Goals.

The third article contains a curious study
comparing the impact of tourism on three local
communities around the nature reserve in South
Africa. Having conducted household surveys in
all three communities, the author identified sig-
nificant differences among them and concluded
in favour of implementing context-specific poli-
cies that would eliminate the differences and en-
courage inclusive tourism development.

Today, Acta Turistica receives a considerable
number of articles from authors from almost all
parts of the world while the journal’s aim remains
to focus on excellence, encourage critical think-
ing, and pursue studies that boldly tackle intrigu-
ing topics of high significance to the academic
and professional public. Therefore, I would like
to encourage and invite you to continue sending
your valuable contributions to our journal.
