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Prepoznatljivi ulomci finoga stolnog posuda izdvojeni su od
ostatka velike koli¢ine keramicke grade antickoga i kasnoantic-
koga razdoblja, koja je pronadena na lokalitetu Josipovac - Ve-
rused (AN 15) kraj Osijeka, ve¢ tijekom arheoloskih iskopavanja
i primarne obrade.

Ulomci posuda pronadeni su u nekoliko tipova stra-
tigrafskih jedinica (otpadnim i skladi$nim jamama, poluukopa-
nim objektima i bunarima). Te skupine stolnoga posuda na spo-
menutome su lokalitetu koristene od 2. st. pa sve do 4. st. Analizi-

The recognizable fragments of fine ware were separated from
the rest of a large amount of pottery from the antique and late-
antique periods that was found at the josipovac-Verused site
(AN 15) near Osijek during archaeological excavations and pri-
mary processing. In this paper, 75 fragments of fine tableware
of terra sigillata and other groups of relief and plain pottery
are classified typologically and chronologically. These are more
or less high-quality vessels with glossy, semi-glossy or matte
slip, and only one fragment belongs to a glazed vessel with re-
lief decoration. The sample is dominated by terra sigillata and
Pannonian red slipped ware, in other words the pottery of Pan-
nonian workshops made in the terra sigillata technique, but of
lower quality. Vessel fragments were found in several types of
stratigraphic units (waste and storage pits, semi-subterranean
structures and wells). These groups of tableware were used
on this site from the 2" century to the 4. Imported tableware
has been analysed, as well as the local and regional tableware
created under the influence of imports, to gain insight into the
demand and distribution of tableware and the economic possi-
bilities of the inhabitants of the antique and late-antique rural
settlement in Verused.

This pottery group is characterized by a more or less shiny slip
of various shades of red, which - in the case of high-quality ex-
amples - has a high degree of vitrification and looks like glaze
or glass3 The production of pottery with red slip was one of the
most significant aspects of Roman pottery manufacturing. It is
possible that such vessels primarily imitate much more expen-
sive metal vessels, hard to find and very luxurious. Although TS
represents pottery that was almost industrially produced and
distributed, itis questionable in what quantities it reached rural
settlements, such as that at the Josipovac-Verused site. Consid-
ering that more luxurious examples of ceramic, glass or metal
vessels were not found at this site, TS can be considered the best
example of the luxury property of the inhabitants there. The lux-
ury character of TS in the wider context should be re-examined.
Over the centuries, the main TS production centres extended
through Italic and Gallic workshops all the way to Upper Ger-
manic and Rhaetian ones.s The movement of craftsmen from one
workshop to another, as well as the exchange or sale of moulds
and punches for making relief TS, make it difficult to determine
its provenance accurately.® Despite this, TS still represents one
of the starting points for the dating of stratigraphic units at ar-
chaeological sites using the archaeological artefacts found in
them, and thus other less datable material in those stratigraphic
units.”

The basic classification of TS vessels includes the smooth-sur-
faced and the relief group. Due to the poor preservation of indi-
vidual vessels, this division is not always possible. For example,
the form Drag. 37 is very common in the Pannonian area, and as
such it comes in both the relief and, less often, the smooth-sur-
faced versions. Considering the condition of the fragments, i.e.
the place of their breakage and separation from the rest of the
vessel, itis sometimes not possible to attribute the rim of a Drag.
37 bowl to one of the groups. Since it is a hemispherical bowl
thatis decorated in the lower part, a fragment of the rim and the
undecorated belt between the rim and the relief composition
does not necessarily have to be attributed to the smooth-sur-
faced variant, because the part of the bowl with the decoration
may simply not have been preserved.® Smooth-surfaced TS was
made on a fast-rotating wheel, and the relief TS in a mould, or
by applying motifs made in a mould to a vessel made on a wheel.
Before firing, the clay mould is decorated with stamps (punch-
es).? By combining different punches, compositions containing
mythological and everyday scenes combined with other figural,
vegetal, architectural and geometric motifs were obtained. In
some forms, the relief part of the vessel is made in a mould, and

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uobicajen je za primjerke reljefnoga i glatkoga keramitkog po-
suda s kvalitetnim premazom crvene ili sive do crne boje koje
potjece iz panonskih radionica.*? U literaturi takoder postoji i
upotrijebljen je termin Pannonische Glanztonware ili skraceni
oblik PGW.»3 Za keramicko posude s kvalitetnim crvenim prema-
zom iz sjevernoafri¢kih radionica, preteZito na podrucju danas-
njegaTunisa, upotrebljava se termin afri¢ka keramika s crvenim
premazomilioriginalni terminJ.

Tijekom zastitnih arheoloskih istrazivanja lokalieta Josipovac -
Veru$ed (AN 15), zapadno od Osijeka (Slavonija, Hrvatska)®, gdje
su utvrdeni ostatci prapovijesnoga, antickoga i srednjovjekov-
noga naselja, pronadena je velika koli¢ina keramicke grade na-
vedenih razdoblja.** Ruralno anticko naselje nepoznatoga ime-
na definirano je prilikom gradnje dijela autoceste od Osijeka do
Dakova, na trasi Beli Manastir - Osijek - Svilaj (Karta 1). Rijec
je dijelu manjega ruralnog naselja u blizini anti¢ke kolonije Eli-
je Murse, koje je ocito uvelike ovisilo o prosperitetu toga veceg

the undecorated part, such as the upper part of the Drag. 37 form,
completed on the wheel.* Both basic groups, smooth-surfaced
and relief, were found at the Josipovac-Verused site and are rep-
resented by fragments of TS and Pannonian slipped ware*in var-
ious shades of red and black slip (Table 2). The term ‘Pannonian
slipped ware’ is common for the examples of relief and smooth-
surfaced red or grey/black slipped pottery of good quality that
was made in Pannonian workshops.*> Another term often used is
‘Pannonische Glanztonware’ or its abbreviated form, ‘PGW’. 3 The
original term ‘African red slip ware’, presented by J. W. Hayes, or
its abbreviated form, is used for the red slipped pottery of high
quality from north-African workshops located mostly in today’s
Tunisia.*

During the protective archaeological research on the Josipovac-
Verus$ed site (AN 15), west of Osijek (Slavonia, Croatia)®*, where
the remains of prehistoric, antique and medieval settlements
were found, a large number of pottery fragments from these
periods were found.* An unnamed rural antique settlement was

For the catalogue units, the measurements were taken,
and the fabric and slip colours were determined.®> The hardness
of the pottery was determined using the Mohs Hardness Scale.

sidering the relatively small sample. On this occasion, the origi-
nal archaeological drawings were computerized and assembled
into archaeological plates. Fragments with relief decorations, a
seal and an incised inscription were photographed and put to-
gether in photo plates.” Through visual, macroscopic analysis,
data were obtained on the basic forms, fabric and slip, the qual-
ity of production and other characteristics according to which
the provenance of individual vessels was determined, if that was
possible. The vessels presented belong to Central Gaulish, pos-
sibly East Gaulish, Germanic and Rhaetian production, as well
as the production of the Pannonian workshops. It is also not
excluded that the lower-quality vessels were produced in the

products, which were then distributed throughout the Pannon-
ian provinces together with higher-quality ones.

The existence of TS workshops was confirmed in urban and rural
settlements in the provinces that had contacts through which
the local population acquired the TS vessels.® Therefore, the
existence of unlocated and unidentified Pannonian workshops
cannot be ruled out. Two fragments belong to the workshop of
Aquincum or its branch at Aelia Mursa. Due to the condition of
individual fragments, it was not possible to determine with cer-
tainty the workshop origin of all the vessels. Fragments are, in
most cases, of somewhat small dimensions. The surface of the re-
liefdecoration on most of the fragments, even the higher-quality
ones, is quite worn and damaged. This applies not only to theslip,
but also to the surface of the fabric, which makes it much more
difficult to compare motifs with known analogies and to deter-
mine the workshop origin of the TS from Veru$ed, which is not
the only case at Pannonian sites.”

In a paper on antique and late-antique fibulae, decorative ob-
jects and certain accompanying finds from Veru$ed, objects
found in 14 stratigraphic units dated to the antique and late-an-
tique period are discussed.?® Fragments of TS and the so-called TS
imitations from five stratigraphic units (SU 001, 038, 208, 2039 and
2052) were published and are included in this analysis. The term

U ¢lanku o antickim i kasnoanti¢kim fibulama, dekorativnim
predmetima i odredenim popratnim nalazima iz Veruseda,
obradeni su predmeti pronadeni u 14 stratigrafskih jedinica
koje su datirane u anti¢ko i kasnoanticko razdoblje.?® Objavlje-
ni su ulomci TS i tzv. imitacija TS iz pet stratigrafskih jedinica
(S) 001, 038, 208, 2039 i 2052) koji su uklju¢eni u ovu analizu. Ter-
min imitacije TS u tome se radu rabio za ulomke posuda koje
formom, ukrasom i premazom imitiraju, ali kvalitetom ne odgo-
varaju proizvodima galskih, geramanskih i recijskih radionica,
nego se pripisuju lokalnojili regionalnoj panonskoj proizvodniji.
Medutim, istovremeno ne pripadaju utvrdenim ili pretpostav-
ljenim radionicama Ciji se proizvodi pojavljuju na panonsko-
me podrucju, poput radionica Aquincum (Pacatus), Siscia, X ili
Viminacium-Margum. Njihova je faktura obi¢no puno meks3a i
trusnija, a premaz lako otpada i ¢esto uopce nije sacuvan, iako
to donekle ovisiiouvjetima u kojima se predmet nalazio nakon
deponiranja.

‘TS imitations’ is used in this paper for vessel fragments that im-
itate TS in form, decoration and slip, but do not correspond in
quality to the products of Gallic, Germanic and Rhaetian work-
shops and are attributed to local or regional Pannonian produc-
tion centres, but at the same time do not belong to established
orassumed workshops whose products appear in the Pannonian
area, such as the workshops of Aquincum (Pacatus), ‘Siscia’, ‘X’ or
Viminacium-Margum. Their fabric is usually much softer and
more fragile, and the slip chips off easily and is often not pre-
served at all, although that depends to some extent on the con-
ditions in which the object found itself after being deposited. In
the aforementioned paper, 12 fragments are catalogued and de-
scribed, one of which is attributed to the Rheinzabern workshop,
seven to unknown workshops, and four to the so-called TS imita-
tions.?® These are of the well-known forms of Drag. 18/31, 32, 33
and 37. The fragments are dated to the 2" century and up to the
middle of the 3™, except for one so-called TS imitation fragment
for which the possibility of dating to the 4™ century is allowed. It
seems that the PSW vessels imitating TS without the influence
of late La Téne pottery are more common in southern Pannonia
than in its northern part.® Given that the TS and PSW fragments
were found in other stratigraphic units at the site (Figure 1, Table
3), itwas necessary to present and analyse them, as well, in order

nome dijelu3® S obzirom na to da su ulomci TS i PKP pronadeni
i udrugim stratigrafskim jedinicama na lokalitetu (Slika 1, Ta-

Okolnosti nalaza

Ulomci TS, PKP, ARSW i reljefne glazirane keramike na lokalite-
tuJosipovac - Verued pronadeni su u ukupno 31 stratigrafskoj
jedinici (Tablica 4). IstraZzeni dio anti¢koga i kasnoanti¢koga na-
selja na lokalitetu u VeruSedu moZe se podijeliti na zapadni i
istoCnidio. Razlog te podjele jest prirodna konfiguracija terena
na lokalitetu.

to have a complete picture of these groups of antique pottery
from Verused and to gain better insight into the distribution of,
and demand for, these groups of fine tableware, as well asin the
economic possibilities of the antique population of that rural
settlement from the 2™ to the 4" century.

Circumstances of the finds

Fragments of TS,PSW, ARSW and relief glazed pottery were found
in 31 stratigraphic units at the Josipovac-Verused site (Table 4).
The excavated part of the antique and late-antique settlement
in Verused can be divided into western and eastern parts. The
reason for this division is the natural configuration of the terrain
atthesite. The settlement was located on the highest part of the
ridge, and a natural depression divided it into two parts, with
the fact that the density of buildings is higher on the western
part. Semi-subterranean and above-ground structures of various
floor plans, with dimensions from 5x3 to 19x8 m, have been de-
fined.3* Given the fact that most of the buildings and associated
structures, such as waste or storage pits and wells, are in the
western part, it is not surprising that there is a smaller number
of fragments of TS and PSW in the eastern part. One PSW frag-

ment was found in the humus layer (SU 001). A TS fragment was
found on the western periphery of the eastern part in an unde-
fined pit (SU 057) and a black PSW fragment in a nearby post hole
(SU 089), for which it was not possible to determine whether it
belonged to an above-ground structure or a fence, as they were
defined elsewhere at the site. To the east of that location, there
is aslightly higher concentration of finds, especially PSW. In two
possible storage pits (SU 290, SU 398), which were located a short
distance from each other, there were three TS fragments and 16
PSW fragments. Another TS fragment was found in a small pit
nearby (SU 111), and a PSW fragment in a nearby post hole (SU
133). It is not possible to connect these two stratigraphic units
with the aforementioned pits where the largest number of frag-
ments of these groups of fine tableware was found in the east-
ern part of the site. In the extreme east of the excavated part of
the antique and late-antique settlement, there was a fenced well,
probably with a channel for draining water. A TS fragment and
eight PSW fragments were found in the well itself (SU 208). Two
more TS fragments were found in the post holes (SU 211, SU 248)
that belonged to the fence around the well. On the eastern side
of the Josipovac-Verused site, the largest number of fragments
was found in pits, followed by the well, and the number of PSW
fragments is more than three times as high than the number of
TS fragments (Table 5).

Three large semi-subterranean structures were found in the
centre of the excavated part of the antique and late-antique
settlement in Verused, but west of the natural depression. The
northern semi-subterranean buildings were not fenced, while
the southern one is surrounded by smaller pits and irregularly-

U isto¢nim bunarima (SJ 2039, SJ 2040) pronadeno je osam ulo-
maka TS i ulomak PKP. Jo$ tri ulomka TS i dva ulomka PKP pro-
nadena su u najve¢emu bunaru (S) 735), uz juzni profil. U blizini
toga bunara, sjaverno od njega, zabiljezena je znacajna kon-
centracija ulomaka u kompleksu sastavljenomu od dvaju malih
poluukopanih objekata, dviju manjih jama i viSe vecih rupa za
stupove. U poluukopanim objektima (S) 724, SJ 740) pronadeno
je Sest ulomaka TS, ulomak PKP, ulomak PKP crne boje i ulomak
reljefne glazirane posude. Dva ulomka TS, jedan ulomak ARSW
i dva ulomka PKP crne boje pronadena su u jamama (S 742, S)
747) izmedu tih dvaju navedenih poluukopanih objekata. Nesto
isto¢nije definiran je kompleks sastavljen od poluukopanoga
objekta, nekoliko jama i niza rupa od stupova koji su vjerojat-
no s dviju strana ¢inili ogradu cijeloga kompleksa. Ulomak PKP
pronaden je u poluukopanome objektu (S) 755) ijos jedan ujami
u sklopu toga objekta (S) 771). U dvjema jamama unutar ogra-
denoga prostora (S) 909, S) 2028) pronadena su Cetiri ulomka TS
i tri ulomka PKP. U blizini toga kompleksa definiran je veéi nad-
zemni objekt koji se sastoji od brojnih rupa od stupova.

U sklopu drugih nadzemnih objekata nisu pronadeni ulomci TS
i PKP. U sjeverozapadnome dijelu istrazenoga anti¢kog nase-
lja nalaze se tri poluukopana objekta i jedna jama koji, prema
stanju istrazivanja, izgledaju nepovezano, osim 5to se nalaze
u blizini. U njima je zabiljeZzena znacajna koncentracija iskljuci-
vo ulomaka TS. U najmanjemu poluukopanom objektu (S) 2051)
pronadena su dva ulomka TS, u jami uz njega (S) 2019) tri ulom-
ka TS, a udrugome poluukopanom objektu (S) 2022) ulomak TS.
Jos Sest ulomaka TS pronadeno je u poluukopanome objektu
(S) 2052) koji nije do kraja istrazen jer je njegov sjeverni dio bio
izvan odredene trase iskopa. Na periferiji zapadnoga dijela an-
tickogaikasnoanti¢koga naseljajo$ sudvamanjapoluukopana
objekta. U sjevernome (SJ 522) su pronadena dva ulomka PKP
crne boje, a u juznome (S) 678), koji je dio manjega ogradenog
ili natkrivenog prostora, ulomak PKP. Na zapadnome dijelu lo-
kaliteta Josipovac - Verused najveci broj ulomaka pronaden je
u poluukopanim objektima, zatim bunarima, a broj ulomaka TS
vecije zaviSe od Cetiri puta od broja ulomaka PKP (Tablica 5).

placed post holes. In the southern semi-subterranean building
(SU 038) only a PSW fragment was found, and from that strati-
graphic unit comes a larger quantity of late-antique glazed pot-
tery fragments, so it should probably be dated somewhat later
than the others.3> Seven TS fragments and a PSW fragment were
found in one of the northern semi-subterranean buildings (SU
067), and two more TS fragments in the pit (SU 066), which is an
integral part of it. Therefore, in that building, together with the
pit, the concentration of TS fragments is the largest of all indi-
vidual stratigraphic units. There was also a small well inside the
building, and the remains of a hearth were found nearby. These
two semi-subterranean buildings are separated from the rest of
the western part of the settlement. Between them and the re-
maining western part there are two wells, while a third one isin
the southern part.

In the eastern wells (SU 2039, SU 2040), eight TS fragments and
a PSW fragment were found. Three more TS fragments and two
PSW fragments were found in the largest well (SU 735), next
to the southern profile. Near that well, to the north of it, a sig-
nificant concentration of fragments was recorded in a complex
composed of two small semi-subterranean structures, two small-
er pits and several larger post holes. In the semi-subterranean
structures (SU 724, SU 740), six TS fragments, a red PSW fragment,
a black PSW fragment and a fragment of a relief glazed vessel
were found. Two TS fragments, one ARSW fragmentand two black
PSW fragments were found in the pits (SU 742, SU 747) between
these two semi-subterranean structures. A little further east, a
complex consisting of a semi-subterranean building, several pits
and a series of post holes, which probably formed a fence on two
sides of the entire complex, was defined. A PSW fragment was
found in the semi-subterranean building (SU 755) and anotherin
a pit within that building (SU 771). In two pits inside the fenced
area (SU 909, SU 2028), there were four TS fragments and three
PSW fragments. Near that complex, a larger above-ground struc-
ture consisting of numerous post holes has been defined. As part
of that building, a pit (SU 838) was found with three TS fragments,
ared PSW fragment and a black PSW fragment.

In other above-ground buildings, no fragments of TS or red or
black PSW were found. In the northwestern part of the exca-
vated antique settlement, there are three semi-subterranean
structures and one pit, which look unrelated, except that they
are located nearby. In them, a significant concentration of exclu-
sively TS fragments was found. In the smallest semi-subterrane-
an structure (SU 2051), two TS fragments were found, in the pit
next to it (SU 2019) there were three TS fragments, and in the sec-
ond semi-subterranean structure (SU 2022) there was one TS frag-
ment. Six more TS fragments were found in a semi-subterranean
structure (SU 2052) that was not fully excavated, because its
northern part was outside the designated excavation area. On

Tipolosko-kronoloska klasifikacija terrae sigillatae,
panonske keramike s premazom, africke keramike s

TipoloSka klasifikacija posudaTs, PKP,ARSW ireljefne glazirane
keramike iz VeruSeda napravljena je prema poznatim formama
natemeljuanalogija u dostupnoj literaturi.

W. Hayesa .3 Na isti je
nacin odredena i provinijencija pojedinih posuda ¢ije su karak-
teristike usporedene s onima iz dostupne literature iako, zbog
loSe sacuvanosti posuda iz Veruseda, malih dimenzija ulomaka
i nedostatka vec¢ih kompozicija, majstori i njihove radionice
poimence nisu odredivani. Unato¢ tomu, dan je doprinos krono-
loskoj i ekonomskoj distribuciji TS na podru¢ju provincije Donje
Panonije, alii panonskoga prostora opcenito. Sve forme posuda
spremazom s lokaliteta u Verusedu pripadaju glatkomu TS, PKP
i ARSW, osim forme Drag. 37, iako postoji moguc¢nost da su neki
ulomci te forme pripadali posve glatkim zdjelama. Reljefna va-
rijanta forme Drag. 37 ipak je puno ces¢a. S obzirom nato daje
ovdje rije¢ isklju¢ivo o stolnome posudu jednoga ruralnog an-
tickog naselja, spektar formi nije jako raznolik.

the outskirts of the western part of the antique and late-antique
settlement, there are two smaller semi-subterranean structures.
In the northern one (SU 522), two black PSW fragments were
found,andin the southernone (SU 678), which is part of asmaller
fenced or covered area, another fragment of black PSW. In the
western part of the Josipovac-Verused site, the largest number
of fragments was found in semi-subterranean structures, fol-
lowed by wells, and the number of TS fragments is more than
four times as high as the number of PSW fragments (Table 5).

Typo-chronological classification of terra sigillata,
Pannonian slipped ware, African red slip ware and
glazed pottery

The typological classification of TS, PSW, ARSW and relief glazed
pottery from VeruSed was made according to known forms and
based on analogies in the available literature. All forms found at
the site were successfully integrated into the already existing
structured typology. The forms correspond to the basic typolo-
gies of H. Dragendorff, J. W. Ludowici and ). W. Hayes.33 The prove-
nance of individual vessels was determined in the same way. The
characteristics of the vessels were compared with those from
the available literature, although - due to the poor preservation
of the vessels from VeruSed, the small dimensions of the frag-
ments and the lack of larger compositions - the names of the
potters and their workshops were not determined. Despite this,
a contribution was made to the chronological and economic dis-
tribution of TS not only in the province of Lower Pannonia, but
alsoin the Pannonian areain general. All forms of slipped vessels

18/31i 31 tako da dno iznutra postaje sve konveksnije, a sama
posuda dublja.3s Forma Drag. 31 poznata je iz srednjogalskih i
isto¢nogalskih radionica s vrhuncem proizvodnje u drugoj i
trecoj Cetvrtini 2. st.3% S obzirom na ponekad loSu sac¢uvanost
posuda, odnosno &injenicu da vecina tih posuda nije sa¢uvana
u punome profilu, ¢esto je teSko ulomak to¢no pripisati jednoj
od navedenih formi, pa se upotrebljava i spoj Drag.

from VerusSed are of the smooth TS, PSW and ARSW, except for
the form Drag. 37, although there is a possibility that some frag-
ments of that form belonged to completely smooth bowls. A re-
lief variant of the form Drag. 37, however, is much more common.
Given that this is tableware from an antique rural settlement,
the spectrum of forms is not very diverse. Most of them are deep
plates or shallow bowls, deep bowls and cups (Figure 2, Table 6).

Form Drag. 18/31 is a transitional form between forms Drag. 18
and 31, which are very similar. Form Drag. 18 was produced in
South Gaulish workshops from the second half of the 1°t centu-
ry34 It developed further into forms Drag. 18/31 and 31. The bot-
tom of the vessel becomes increasingly convex from the inside,
and the bowl itself becomes deeper3s Form Drag. 31 is known
from Central and East Gaulish workshops with peak production
in the second and third quarters of the 2" century.3® Given the
sometimes-poor preservation of vessels, or the fact that most of
these vessels have not been preserved in full profile, it is often
difficult to accurately attribute the fragment to one of the forms
listed, so the compound term ‘Drag. 18, 18/31, 31’ is also used as
typological designation.?” In all three cases, itis a deep plateora
shallow bowl on a ring foot, with a convex inner side of the bot-
tom, sloping walls and a rim that is ring-shaped on the outside.
The peak of production was in the Central Gaulish workshops in
the first half of the 2" century,®® and in Rheinzabern until the be-
ginning of the 3" century.3 These forms are known from sites in

Forma Drag. 32 duboki je tanjur ili plitka zdjela na prstenastoj
nozicijejednoiznutraravno,stijenke zaobljene,arubzadebljan
s unutrasnje strane. Ta forma proizvodila se u isto¢nogalskim
radionicama, Rheinzabernu i Westerndorfu u drugoj polovini 2.

the southern part of Pannonia, such as Poetovio,* Halicanum,«
Oresac,* Siscia,* Cibalae,* Vucedol, Mursa, Teutoburgium, Cor-
nacum, Sirmium, Burgenae, Rittium, Acumincum and Sur¢in“. In
Verus$ed, two rim fragments of the Drag. 18/31 form were found
(cat. nos. 60, 75), which can be attributed to the workshop centre
in Rheinzabern. All other fragments of that form can be attrib-
uted to PSW. Six rim fragments (cat. nos. 4?, 15, 19, 25, 28, 30) and
three bottom fragments (cat. nos. 10?, 20, 24) were found.«

Form Drag. 32 is a deep plate or a shallow bowl on a ring-shaped
foot, with a flat inner bottom part, rounded walls, and the rim
thickened on theinside. This form was produced in the East Gaul-
ish workshops, Rheinzabern and Westerndorf in the second half
of the 2" century and the first half of the 39, during which the
import of TS into Pannonia was at its peak.®® As well as forms
Drag. 18/31 and 31, form Drag. 32 was popular in Pannonia as a
local orregional imitation of Rheinzabern production.“ Findings
of the form Drag. 32 in the southern part of Pannonia have been
recorded in Poetovio,®® Halicanum,5* Siscia,> Oresac,> Cibalae,s
Mursa, Teutoburgium, Burgenae and Sirmium.ss Three rim frag-
ments of form Drag. 32 were found in Verused (cat. nos. 3, 69, 74),
as well as one bottom fragment (cat. no. 38). The first two rim
fragments can be attributed to the workshop centre in Rheinza-
bern, and the third perhaps to the workshop in Westerndorf. The
bottom fragment is also from Rheinzabern. Other fragments of
that form are of PSW. Three rim fragments were found (cat. nos.

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poznatisu iz Petovija®, Halikana®’, Akve Jase®, JalZzabeta®?, Sisci-
je’s, Oresca®, Cibale®s, Murse, Teutoburgija, Taurna, Sirmija i Bur-
gena®, Tri ulomka ruba te forme (kat. br. 17, 29, 41) i dva ulomka
dna (kat. br. 61, 70) poznata su iz VeruSeda. Prva dva ulomka
rubova pripadaju nepoznatoj srednjogalskoj radionici, a treci
ulomak ruba radionici u Rheinzabernu, kojoj se moZe pripisati i
prviulomakdna. Drugiulomak dnavjerojatno pripadaradionici
u Westerndorfu. Ostali ulomci te forme pripadaju PKP, a prona-
denasutriulomkadna(kat. br. 2, 14, 27). Taje formavrlo Cestau
Panoniji od vremenavladavine cara Hadrijanado sredine 3. st.%7
Medu ulomcima PKP te forme pronadenima u Verusedu istice
se jedini ulomak s pec¢atom (kat. br. 27). Pecat je prilicno plitko
utisnut u unutrasnju stijenku dnaidostaje oStecen, a sastojise
od rijeci i jednostavnoga okvira. Mozda se moze is¢itati natpis
»EMPAOE“ iako je povrsina keramitkoga biskvita i prevlake vrlo
istroSena, pa se ne smije zanemariti mogucnost alternativnoga
iSCitavanja pecatnoga natpisa. Posebno je upitan znak AA koji
se moze iscitati kao nemarno izvedeno M, ali i dva odvojenaslo-
va koja se ¢itaju kao Aili V, $to se tumaci, izmedu ostaloga, mi-
jeSanjem galskogaigrtkoga alfabeta te pojavom arhaizama.®®S
obzirom na to da je rije¢ o PKP, moguce je i da je pecat zapravo
samo imitacija. Pecat se ne nalazi u opseznome katalogu peca-

Jedna od rjedih formi u juznome dijelu Panonije jest Lud Tb.
Rije¢ je takoder o dubokome tanjuru ili plitkoj zdjeli na prste-
nastoj nozi s nakoSenim stijenkama i horizontalno izvu¢enim
kratkim rubom. Ulomci te forme poznati su iz Petovija’, Sisci-
je7*iCibala’> U VeruSedu je pronaden jedan manji ulomak ruba
posude te forme (kat. br. 56), vjerojatno proizveden u Rheinza-
bernu. Pronaden je i jedan ulomak ruba PKP vrlo sli¢ne forme,
ali nakoSenogaizvuctenog rubaidebljih stijenki (kat. br. 32) koji
podsjec¢a na formu Lud Tg pronadenu u Sisciji.”3 Posude te i sli¢-
ne forme relativno su rijedak nalaz na panonskim lokalitetima.
Obje forme okvirno se mogu datirati u drugu polovinu 2.i prvu
polovinu 3.st.7

Form Drag. 33 is the only form found in Verused that belongs to
drinking vessels. It is a cup on a ring-shaped foot, with conical
walls and a rim that is sometimes slightly thickened. This long-
lasting form was produced in Gaulish and Germanic workshops,
based on the Italic version from the reign of Emperor Claudius.s
It was produced in Gaulish workshops in the 1stand 2™ centuries,
and the peak of its production in Rheinzabern was at the turn
of the 3 century. Production of this form also existed in West-
erndorf, as well as in local Pannonian workshops, even until the
beginning of the 4™ century.s Central Gaulish cups of this form
have thin, concave walls, while those from Rheinzabern have flat,
thicker walls.5® Examples of this form are known from Poetovio,*
Halicanum,® Aquae lasae, Jalzabet,®* Siscia,® OreSac,% Cibalae,
Mursa, Teutoburgium, Taurnum, Sirmium and Burgenae.*® Three
rim fragments of this form (cat. nos. 17, 29, 41) and two bottom
fragments (cat. nos. 61, 70) are known from Veru$ed. The first
two rim fragments belong to a Central Gaulish workshop, and
the third rim fragment belongs to the Rheinzabern workshop,
to which the first bottom fragment can also be attributed. The
other bottom fragment probably belongs to the workshop in
Westerndorf. Other fragments of this form are of PSW. Three
bottom fragments were found (cat. nos. 2, 14, 27). This form was
very common in Pannonia from the reign of Emperor Hadrian to
the middle of the 3 century.®” Among the PSW fragments of this
form found in Verus$ed, the only fragment with a stamp stands
out (cat. no. 27). The stamp, consisting of a word and a simple
frame, was rather shallowly pressed into the inner wall of the
bottom and is quite damaged. Perhaps the inscription “EMPAOE”
can be read, although the surface of the fabric and slip is very
worn, so the possibility of an alternative reading of the inscrip-
tion should be considered. The sign AA is questionable. It can be
read as a carelessly made M, but also as two separate letters that
are read as A or V, which is interpreted, among other things, as
the mixing of the Gallicand Greek alphabets and the appearance
of archaisms.® Given that it is a PSW fragment, it is also possi-
ble that the stamp is just an imitation. The stamp was not found

Jo$ tri ulomka PKP pronadena u VeruSedu pripadaju neodre-
divim formama, a radi se o jednome ulomku vjerojatno vréa s
ravnim dnom (kat. br. 36) i dvama ulomcima, pretpostavlja se
zdjelaili tanjura s ravnim dnom (kat. br. 13, 40).

Od formi reljefne TS na lokalitetu u VeruSedu zabiljeZena je jedi-
no forma Drag. 37. To nije zaCudujuce jer je upravo ta forma naj-
¢eS¢aumnogimradionicama. Rije¢ je o viseili manje kalotastoj
dubokoj zdjeli na prstenastoj nozi. Dno je iznutra ravno, a rub
prstenasto zadebljan s vanjske strane. Cesta je profilacija sti-
jenke s vanjske strane izmedu neukrasenoga i ukrasenoga dije-
la posude. Reljefna kompozicija uvijek se nalazi u donjemu dije-
lu posude. Neukrasenazonaizmedu rubaireljefnoga ukrasara-
zvojemforme Drag.37 postajesvesira.’sJavljaseujuznogalskim
radionicama u posljednjoj trecini 1. st,, a do sredine 3. st. forma
se prosirilado svih proizvodnih centara TS.

in the extensive catalogue of stamps on Gaulish, Germanic and
Danubian TS vessels.®

Oneof therarer TS forms in the southern part of Pannonia is Lud
Tb. This is also a deep plate or a shallow bowl on aring foot with
sloping walls and a short, horizontally extended rim. Fragments
of this form are known from Poetovio,” Siscia’* and Cibalae.”
A small fragment of the rim of a vessel of this form (cat. no. 56)
was found in Verused, probably produced in Rheinzabern. APSW
rim fragment was also found of a very similar form, but with a
sloping rim and thicker walls (cat. no. 32). It resembles the Lud
Tg form found in Siscia.”? Vessels of this and similar forms are a
relatively rare find at Pannonian sites. Both forms can be dated
to the second half of the 2" century and the first half of the 3.7

Three more PSW fragments found in VeruSed are of indetermi-
nate form. One fragment probably belonged to a jug with a flat
bottom (cat. no. 36), and two fragments presumably belonged to

Drag. 37 is the only relief TS form recorded in Verused. This is
not surprising, because this form is the most common in many
workshops. Itisamore or less hemispherical deep bowlon aring
foot. The bottom is flat on the inside, and the rim is ring-shaped
on the outside. Profiling of the wall on the outside between the
undecorated and decorated parts of the vessel is common. The
relief composition is always located in the lower part of the ves-
sel. The undecorated zone between the rim and the relief deco-
ration was becoming wider with the development of the form
Drag.37.5This form appeared in South Gaulish workshops in the
last third of the 15t century and lasted until the middle of the 3™
century. The form had spread to all TS production centres. In ad-
dition to the frequent relief examples of this form, undecorated
ones are also known which appear until the end of the 4" cen-
tury.”® The relief variant of this form in southern Pannonia has
been found in Poetovio,”” Halicanum,”® Aquae lasae,” JalZabet,®
lovia Botivo,® Siscia,® Oresac,® Cibalae,® Mursa, Cornacum, Vu-
kovar, Vucedol, Teutoburgium, Burgenae, Acumincum, Sirmium,
Hrtkovci, Dumbovo and Gomolava.® A total of 12 rim fragments

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kojih se nalazi pseudotordirani razdijelni lan¢i¢ s vegetabilnim
zavrSetkom. Unutar jednoga medaljona sac¢uvan je motiv psau
trku okrenut nalijevo. Sli¢cna kompozicija s medaljonima postoji
najos cetirimaulocima.Jedan ulomak trbuha (kat. br.62)ijedan
ulomak ruba i trbuha (kat. br. 64) imaju sacuvan isti uokvireni
niz ovola s jednostavnim razdijelnim elementima ispod kojega
je kompozicija s medaljonima, od kojega je na prvome ulomku
samo manji dio sacuvan. Na drugome je sac¢uvan veci dio me-
daljona s neidentificiranim motivom unutar njega, a sacuvan
je i dio razdijelnoga stupica sa sedlastim proSirenjem na vrhu
unutar kojega su koncentri¢ne kruznice. Sli¢ne motive imaju i
dva ulomka trbuha, od kojih jedan (kat. br. 66) ima sacuvan ma-
len dio medaljona, Sesterolisni zavr3etak razdijelnoga stupica
i motiv srcolikoga lista, a drugi (kat. br. 72) veci dio medaljona
unutar kojega je ljudska figura u pokretu, malen dio drugoga
medaljona, viStepruti razdijelni stupi¢ s trolisnim zavrSetkom
i motiv srcolikoga lista. Veci ulomak trbuha (kat. br. 59) ukrasen
je nizom ovola s jednostavnim razdijelnim elementima ispod
kojega se nalazi dio kompozicije s vegetabilnim motivima.

Sdvamaje ulomcimazastupljenatipi¢na kompozicijaradionice
majstora Pakata (Aquincum),®® od kojih je jedan maleni i ukra-
sni, a motivi na njemu samo su djelomi¢no sacuvani (kat. br.
48). Na njemu je ipak vidljiv dio karakteristi¢cnoga motiva ploda
koji je tipi¢an za proizvode te radionice. Uz njega je saCuvan i,
pretpostavlja se, motiv jelena, odnosno njegovo rogovlje. Oba
ulomka pripadaju tipu zdjele Drag. 37 koja je takoder tipi¢na za
proizvodnju te radionice. Na drugome je ulomku (kat. br. 50) sa-
¢uvan dio kompozicije slicne onoj koja je ve¢ od prije poznata iz
Murse i Cibala.®” Rije¢ je o ukrasnim pojasima, odvojenima jed-
nostavnom reljefnom trakom, koji su ispunjeni preteZito vege-
tabilnim motivima. Dominiraju granevinove loze s plodovima, a
prazan prostor izmedu njih popunjen je Zivotinjskim motivima.

Taj ulomak pripada pr-
vomu razdoblju majstora Pakata koji je i dalje snazno vezan za
rad tzv.

of this form (cat. nos.s, 6, 21, 35, 39, 49, 53, 64, 67, 68, 71, 73), three
bottom fragments (cat. nos. 18 ?, 57, 65) and 11 wall fragments
(cat. nos. 7?, 9, 33, 43, 48, 50, 55, 59, 62, 66, 72) were found in
Verused. One wall fragment (cat. no. 7) may have been the only
one of this form belonging to the group of smooth TS. Besides
that, it is the only example of an incised inscription. The letter
“M” was irregularly incised with a thin, sharp object after firing.
The decorated part of the vessel of this form is preserved in 11
fragments. For other fragments, i.e. fragments of this form with-
out preserved decoration, it is not clear whether they belonged
to the relief or smooth group of TS. The existence of the smooth
TS in the form of Drag. 37 in VeruSed cannot be determined with
certainty. On one relief-decorated wall fragment (cat. no. 9), part
of the pseudo-twisted dividing strip is preserved, and on the oth-
er (cat. no. 33) part of a leaf motif. Animal motifs are known from
two fragments. A smaller wall fragment (cat. no. 43) shows a
bird on a branch with another branch, a tendril and part of a leaf
next to it. On the second wall fragment (cat. no. 55), part of the
standard composition consisting of medallions between which
there is a pseudo-twisted dividing strip with a vegetal ending is
preserved. Inside one medallion, there is the motif of a running
dog facing left. Asimilar composition with medallions is present
on four more fragments. One wall fragment (cat. no. 62) and one
rim and wall fragment (cat. no. 64) have the same framed row of
ovoli with simple dividing elements, below which there is a com-
position with medallions, with only a small part visible on the
first fragment. On the second, a large part of the medallion with
an unidentified motif inside it has been preserved, and part of
the dividing column, with a saddle-shaped extension at the top
containing concentric circles, has also been preserved. Two wall
fragments have similar motifs, one of which (cat. no. 66) has a
small part of the medallion, the six-leaf end of the dividing col-
umn and a heart-shaped leaf motif, and the other (cat. no. 72) a
larger part of the medallion with a human figure inside in mo-
tion, a small part of the second medallion, a pointed dividing col-
umn with a trefoil finial and a heart-shaped leaf motif. The larger
wall fragment (cat. no. 59) is decorated with a series of ovoli with
simple dividing elements, below which is part of a composition
with vegetal motifs.

Two fragments from Veru3ed represent the typical compositions
of the Pacatus workshop (Aquincum).®® One of them is small, and
the decorative motifs on it are only partially preserved (cat. no.
48). Part of the characteristic fruit motif is visible, which is typical
of the products of this workshop. Along with it, a stag motif, or
rather its antlers, has been partially preserved. Both fragments

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PKP takoder dolaziuformikojaodgovaraDrag.37.Nalokalitetu
u VeruSedu pronadena su Cetiri ulomka ruba (kat. br. 23, 26, 31,
54), dva ulomka dna (kat. br. 52, 58) i pet ulomaka trbuha for-
me Drag. 37 (kat. br. 1, 12, 22, 45, 63). Od tih ulomaka ukraseno
ih je Sest, a rijeC je ve¢inom o manjim ulomcima s istroSenom
povrSinom keramitkoga biskvita i prevlake te prilicno o3te-
¢enim ukrasnim motivima. Na najmanjemu je ulomku trbuha
(kat. br. 1) bilo moguce identificirati niz nepravilnih ovola ma-
njih dimenzija.

NajvecidioulomakaTSiz VeruSeda, koji se mogu pripisati radio-
ni¢kim srediStima, pripada proizvodnji radionice u Rheinzaber-
nu (Tablica 7). To se uklapa u opcu sliku podru¢ja dravsko-sav-
skoga medurjecja, kao i Sirega panonskog prostora, gdje tako-
der na brojnim lokalitetima prevladava uvoz iz Rheinzaberna »*
Svega je nekoliko ulomaka koji se mogu pripisati srednjogal-
skim (kat. br. 17, 29), mozda isto¢nogalskim (kat. br. 73?) radioni-
cama i Westerndorfu (kat. br. 53, 70, 74). Radionici u Rheinzaber-
nu moze se pripisati vise ulomaka (kat. br.3,5-7,9,18, 21?33, 35,
38,39, 41, 43, 49, 55 - 57,597, 60 - 62, 64 - 69, 71, 72, 75). Kao 5to je
prije spomenuto, radionici majstora Pakata iz Akvinka ili Murse
mogu se pripisati dva ulomka (kat. br. 48, 50).

Kvantitativno najvec¢u skupinu antickoga finog posuda iz Ve-
ruSeda cine TS i PKP crvene boje. Puno je manje zastupljena
PKP crne boje, a pronaden je samo po jedan primjerak ARSW i
reljefno ukrasene glazirane keramike. PKP crne boje razlikuje
se od TS i PKP crvene boje svojim formama, barem na lokalite-
tu u Verusedu, te svojom tehnologijom pecenja, a time i boja-
ma posuda. Posude PKP crne boje redukcijski su pecene, pa je
njihov keramicki biskvit svijetlo do tamnosive boje, ponekad
tzv. sendvic presjeka, a premaz tamnosiv ili crn. Proizvodnja
PKP crne boje odvijala se vjerojatno u istim radionicama kao i
proizvodnja PKP crvene boje, ali njihova je popularnost, poseb-
no na panonskome prostoru, bila puno manja,® $to potvrduju
i brojevi iz VeruSeda.

belong to the form Drag. 37, which is also typical of the produc-
tion of this workshop. On another fragment (cat. no. 50), part of
a composition like that already known from Mursa and Cibalae®”
has been preserved. There are decorative belts, separated by a
simple relief band, which are filled with predominantly vegetal
motifs. Vine branches with fruits dominate, and the empty space
between them is filled with animal motifs. A bird in flight and
a rabbit in a crouching position are visible. In addition to these,
there is also a mask motif, which is not well preserved. This
fragment belongs to the first period of the Pacatus workshop,
which is still strongly connected with the work of the so-called
First Potter of Aquincum and is characterized by compositions
of branched vines with leaves and fruits, with inserted figural
motifs. Earlier literature mentions the great possibility of the
existence of a branch of the Pacatus workshop in Mursa, on the
basis of moulds with his stamp found there,® and this theory is
maintained in recent literature and partially confirmed by finds
made at Cibalae.® The two fragments of vessels from Verused
further confirm this theory, or at least prove the interest of the
local population in the second half of the 2" century in Pannon-
ian products that reflect local traditions.®

PSW also comes in a form that closely resembles Drag. 37. Four
rim fragments (cat. nos. 23, 26, 31, 54), two bottom fragments
(cat. nos. 52, 58) and five wall fragments (cat. nos. 1, 12, 22, 45,
63) of the form Drag. 37 were found in Verused. Six of these
fragments are decorated, and most of them are relatively small
fragments with a worn surface of the fabric and slip and rather
damaged decorative motifs. On the smallest wall fragment (cat.
no. 1) it was possible to identify several irregular ovoli of rather
small dimensions. On the second wall fragment (cat. no. 12), part
of the composition with a medallionisvisible, inside which there
is an unrecognizable motif, and there is a motif of an unknown
running animal outside the medallion. Wall fragments (cat. nos.
22, 45) with framed rows of ovoli and parts of medallions, accord-
ing to the shape of the ovoli, can perhaps be connected to the
Rheinzabern workshop, although they do not match that pro-
duction in quality. It is possible that the vessel belonged to the
late Rheinzabern production, when the quality of TS was lower
thanin previous decades. The surface of the fragment of the wall,
bottom and foot (cat. no. 52) is very worn, due to the very soft
fabric; so, although it is evident that the vessel was decorated
inrelief, it is not possible to determine the motifs with certainty.
The composition probably consisted of vegetal motifs. Another
wall fragment (cat. no. 63) is also very damaged, so there are only
traces of a human figure and a vegetal motif next to it.

The largest group of TS fragments from VeruSed which can be at-
tributed to workshop centres belongs to the production of the
workshop in Rheinzabern (Table 7). This fits into the general pic-

odredenoj formi posude, odnosno rijec je iskljuCivo o dijagno-
stickim ulomcima. Ulomci PKP crne boje nisu bili koncentrirani
najednome mjestu. Pronadeni su u pet razlicitih stratigrafskih
jednica(S) 089,522,725, 747,838). Radi se o ulomcima zdjela koje
se mogu podijeliti u tri osnovne forme. Prva forma sli¢na je for-
miDrag.37,auVerusedu je zastupljenasdvamaulomcimaruba
i trbuha glatkih zdjela (kat. br. 44, 46) i jednim ulomkom trbuha
reljefno ukraSene zdjele (kat. br. 8). Glatke zdjele imajuizrazenu
Siroku profilaciju u gornjemu dijelu. Reljefni ukras sacavan je
samo manjim dijelom, a vidljiv je uokvireni motiv ovola s pse-
udotordiranim razdijelnim elementima, kao i dio dvostrukoga
medaljona. Sli¢na je forma poznata u sjevernoj Panoniji kao tip
St 5.2%ili 5.% Drugu formu PKP crne boje predstavlja sli¢na ka-
lotasta zdjela koja ima zadebljan rub ja¢e nagnut prema unu-
trasnjosti posude (kat. br.37).

ture of the area between the Rivers Sava and Drava, as well as
the wider Pannonian area, where imports from Rheinzabern also
prevail at numerous sites.®* There are only a few fragments that
can be attributed to Central Gaulish workshops (cat. nos. 17, 29)
and maybe East Gaulish ones (cat. no. 73?) and Westerndorf (cat.
nos. 53, 70, 74). More fragments can be attributed to the Rhein-
zabern workshop (cat. nos. 3, 5-7, 9, 18, 21?, 33, 35, 38, 39, 41, 43,
49, 55-57, 597, 60-62, 64-69, 71, 72, 75). As mentioned earlier, two
fragments can be attributed to the Pacatus workshop either in
Aquincum or in Mursa (cat. nos. 48, 50).

The biggest group of antique fine ware from Verused is of TS and
red PSW. Black PSW is represented by a small number of frag-
ments, and ARSW and relief glazed pottery by only one fragment
each. The black PSW differs from TS and the red PSW by its forms,
at least at the site in Verused, as well as its firing technology
and, therefore, its colours. The black PSW vessels are reduction-
fired, so their fabric is light-to-dark grey in colour, sometimes
with a so-called sandwich cross-section, and the slip is dark grey
or black. Production of black PSW most likely took place in the
same workshops as the production of TS, but its popularity, es-
pecially in the Pannonian area, was much lower, which is con-
firmed by the numbers from Verused. Four black PSW rim frag-
ments were found in VeruSed (cat. nos. 37, 44, 46, 51), as well as
one decorated wall fragment (cat. no. 8). Two more undecorated
wall fragments were found, which were not included in the cata-
logue. Only fragments that could be attributed to a certain ves-
sel form were catalogued, i.e. diagnostic fragments. Black PSW
fragments were not concentrated in one place at the site. They
were found in five different stratigraphic units (SU 089, 522, 725,
747, 838). These are fragments of bowls that can be divided into
three basic forms. The first form is similar to the TS form Drag. 37,
which is represented in Verused by two rim and wall fragments
of the smooth-surfaced group (cat. nos. 44, 46) and one wall frag-
ment that is decorated in relief (cat. no. 8). The smooth-surfaced
bowls have a pronounced wide profile in the upper part. The
relief decoration is visible only in a small part, and the framed
ovoli motif with pseudo-twisted dividing elements is noticeable,
as well as part of the double medallion. A similar form is known
from northern Pannonia as type Sii 5.2,% or St 5.% Another form
of black slipped PSW is represented by a similar hemispherical
bowl with thickened rim that is inclined towards the inside of
the bowl (cat. no. 37). The lower part of the vessel has not been
preserved, so it is not possible to determine with certainty
whether it was a smooth-surfaced vessel or a vessel decorated in
relief, butitis alsoavariant of the form Drag. 37. It resembles the
type Sl 2.1-3,% or St 23, although the rim is narrower and more
thickened. Both forms are known in southern Pannonia, too, as
types 2and 3. The third form includes a slightly shallower bowl

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bljanja, jednim na samome rubu i drugim na prijelazu iz gornje-
ga u donji dio posude (kat. br. 51). Ta forma predstavlja varijan-
tu forme Drag. 44. Profil gornjega dijela posude odgovara tipu
zdjele S 6b.2% ili 6b%* iz sjeverne Panonije i tipu 11 kada je rije¢
0 juznoj Panoniji.**° Sve tri navedene forme na prostoru juzne
Panonije moguce je datirati od druge polovine 1. st. do kraja 3.
st.2*2 ali s obzirom na kontekst nalaza na lokalitetu u Verusedu,
ispravnija datacija bilabiu2.i3.st.

Osim navedenih ulomaka, pronaden je jedan ulomak koji ne
pripada proizvodnji radionica europskih provincija (kat. br. 42).
Rije¢ je o ulomku ruba zdjele ARSW koji pripada formi Hayes 67/
El Mahrine 9.4.*°% Radi se o plitkoj zdjeli ili o dubokome tanjuru
s izvijenim, narebranim rubom i zadebljanim obodom, proizve-
denomu u jednoj od sjevernoafri¢kih radionica (produkcija D).
Ta je forma vrlo Cesta izmedu 360. i 470. god.** Kada se u obzir
uzmu ostali nalazi iz Veruseda, vjerojatnija je datacija u drugu
polovinu 4. ili sam pocetak 5. st.** Ta je forma poznata iz Sisci-
je.*s U VeruSedu predstavlja najkasniji primjerak finoga posu-
da s crvenim premazom, a rijec je ujedno o jedinome primjerku
africke keramike s crvenim premazom na tome lokalitetu.

Uz TSidruge ulomke finoga stolnog posuda s premazom, na lo-
kalitetu u Verusedu pronaden je jedan ulomak glazirane posu-
de (kat. br. 34) koja svojom formom i dekoracijom podsjeca na
TS. Sacuvan je samo ulomak ruba i trbuha posude koja tim dije-
lom najvise slici ¢asi forme Drag. 27, ili barem njezinu gornjemu
dijelu, a koja se datira u drugu polovinu 1. i prvu polovinu 2. st.,
odnosno pripisuje se juznogalskim i srednjogalskim radionica-
ma.**s 0no Sto, izmedu ostaloga, razlikuje ulomak glazirane po-
sudeiz VeruSeda od forme Drag. 27 jest osnovna klasifikacija jer
navedena forma pripada skupini glatke TS, a ulomak glazirane
posude ukrasen je reljefno izvedenim vegetabilnim motivom.
S druge strane, formom i ukrasom glazirani ulomak posude ne
odgovara kasnoantickoj glaziranoj keramici, pa se namece mo-
gu¢nost da seradiouvoznojiliregionalno proizvedenoj posudi
jedne od radionica koje su uz TS ili pod izravnim utjecajem TS
proizvodile glazirane keramicke posude. Srednjogalske radi-
onice, poput one u Lezouxu, bile su u funkciji do kraja 2. st,, a
u radionicama dunavskih provincija (Panonija, Mezija, Dakija i
Trakija) proizvodnja je trajala do pocetka 3. st.*7, $to odgovara
dataciji velikoga dijela ulomaka TS iz Veruseda.

with two thickened ribs, one at the rim and the other at the tran-
sition from the upper to the lower part of the bowl (cat. no. 51).
This formis avariant of the form Drag. 44. The profile of the upper
part is identical to the type St 6b.2,% or Sl 6b,% from northern
Pannonia and is known as type 11 in southern Pannonia.* It is
possible to date all three forms in southern Pannonia between
the second half of the 1%t century and the end of the 39 but,
considering the context and the other finds from Verused, a
more correct dating would be to the 2" and 3 centuries.

In addition to the aforementioned fragments, one fragment was
found that does not belong to the production of the workshops
in European provinces (cat. no. 42). It is a rim fragment of a bowl
of ARSW of form Hayes 67/E|l Mahrine 9.4 It is a shallow bowl or
deep plate, with a curved, ribbed and thickened rim, produced in
one of the North African workshops (production D). This form is
very common between 360 and 470 AD.*** When other finds from
Veru$ed are taken into account, a dating to the second half of
the 4 century, or the very beginning of the 5%, is more likely.>
This form is known from Siscia.** It represents the latest exam-
ple of the red slipped fine ware in Verused, and it is also the only
example of African Red Slip Ware at this site.

In addition to TS and other fine tableware covered with slip, a
fragment of a glazed vessel (cat. no. 34) was found in Verused
that resembles TS inits form and decoration. Only a rim-and-wall
fragment has been preserved, which most closely resembles a
cup of form Drag. 27, or at least its upper part, which is dated to
the second half of the 1°t century and the first half of the 2" i.e.
it is attributed to the South Gaulish and Central Gaulish work-
shops.®® What, among other things, distinguishes the fragment
of a glazed vessel from Verused from the form Drag. 27 is the
basic classification, because the TS form belongs to the group
of smooth-surfaced TS, and the fragment of the glazed vessel is
decorated with a vegetal motif in relief. On the other hand, the
form and decoration of the glazed vessel fragment do not cor-
respond to late-antique glazed pottery, so the possibility arises
that it is an imported or regionally-produced vessel from one of
the workshops that, in addition to TS or under the direct influ-
ence of TS, produced glazed vessels. Central Gaulish workshops,
such as that in Lezoux, were in operation until the end of the 2™
century; and, in the workshops of the Danube provinces (Panno-
nia, Moesia, Dacia and Thrace), production continued until the
beginning of the 3 century,*” which corresponds to the dating
of alarge number of TS fragments from Verused. In Lower Panno-
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nadeni u Turopoljskome lugu, Batini, Gorsiju i Albertfalvis, ali
kada se usporede faktura keramickoga biskvita, boja glazure
i ukrasni motivi, fragment iz VeruSeda ne moZze se pripisati toj
produkciji.

Terra sigillata i drugo fino keramicko posude
s premazom u ruralnome kontekstu

Rimski ukus prevladava u zapadnoj i juznoj Panoniji do kraja 1.
st., atimeipotraznjaza rimskim keramic¢kim posudem. Dio trzi-
Sta preuzimaju i loncari koji spajaju tradicionalnu kasnolaten-
sku proizvodnju s utjecajima italske i galske TS. PKP, posebno
ona koja formamaibojom imitira TS, proizvodila seidistribuira-
la u Panoniji najvise tijekom 2. st. i nesto poslije za vrijeme vla-
davine Severa, a pretpostavlja se da je zadovoljavala potraznju
posebno na prostorima izoliranima od glavnih komunikacija
gdje galska i germanska TS nije pristizala.®** Medu takvima jesu
mjestima i ruralna naselja, a za neka od njih moZe se pretpo-
stavitiidasu biladovoljnoizolirana dastanovnistvo uopce nije
bilo upoznato s postojanjem finoga uvoznog posuda. Moguce
jeidajestanovnistvo na pojedinim lokacijama, unato¢ romani-
zaciji, bilo nezainteresirano za rimski dizajn i uvozne predmete.
Postavlja se i pitanje dostupnosti takvih proizvoda, pai TS, od-
nosno mogucénost stanovnistva da kupi posude TS ili razmijeni
vlastitu robu za njih.

Primjer panonskogaloncarakoji spajalokalnu tradicijuirimske
utjecaje jest majstor Pakat, a njegovo otvaranje filijale u Mursi
vjerojatno je pokazatelj pokusaja priblizavanja proizvoda trzi-
Stu. Ujedno je i dokaz da lokalni loncari nisu mogli na trzistu
kerami¢koga posuda prevladati uvoziz Lezouxa, Rheinzaberna
ili Westerndorfa. Da bi bili konkurentni na trzistu, morali su
ponuditi kvalitetne proizvode ili znacajno niZe cijene, Sto ocito
nije bilo moguce.*

S obzirom na to da su u ruralnome naselju u Verusedu prona-
dene posude galske i germanske TS, posude radionice majstora
PakataiPKP nepoznatihradionica, postavljase pitanje potrebe
i dostupnosti te skupine kerami¢koga posuda stanovnistvu na-
selja koje je zivjelo ruralnim nac¢inom Zivota, bez zidane arhitek-
ture, kamenih skulptura, latinskih natpisa i drugih pokazatelja
visokoga stupnja romanizacije. Ruralno naselje u Verusedu ne-
poznatogaimenaspecifi¢nojeipak po svojoj blizinijednomu od
najznacajnijih urbanih sredista juznoga dijela Panonije. Osni-
vanjem kolonije Elije Murse i njezinim prosperitetom tijekom
druge polovine 2.i prve polovine 3. st., naselje u Verusedu doslo

nia, glazed imitations of TS vessels are known, especially of the
form Curle 15,* although in smaller numbers. It is also assumed
that there was a Pannonian workshop of glazed pottery, exam-
ples of which were found in Turopoljski Lug, Batina, Gorsium and
Albertfalva;** but, when comparing the fabric, glaze colour and
decorative motifs, the fragment from Verused cannot be attrib-
uted to that production, but it most likely represents a fragment
of arare and perhaps even luxurious product which was created
under the influence of South Gaulish or Central Gaulish TS work-
shops.x®

Terra sigillata and other slipped fine ware
in the rural context

Roman taste prevailed in western and southern Pannonia by the
end of the 15t century, and with it the demand for Roman pottery.
Part of the market was also taken over by potters who combined
traditional late La Téne production with the influences of Italic
and Gaulish TS. PSW, especially that which imitates TS in form
and colour, was produced and distributed in Pannonia mostly
during the 2" century, and somewhat later during the reign of
the Severi, and it is assumed that it satisfied the demand espe-
cially in areas isolated from the main communications, where
Gallic and Germanic TS could not be distributed.*** Among such
places are rural settlements, and for some of them it can be as-
sumed that they were isolated enough that the population was
not even familiar with the existence of fine imported pottery. It
is also possible that the population in certain locations, despite
Romanization, was uninterested in Roman design and imported
objects. The question of the availability of such products, includ-
ing TS, also arises, or the ability of the population to buy TS ves-
sels or exchange their own goods for them.

An example of a Pannonian potter who combines local tradition
and Roman influences is the master Pacatus, and his opening of
abranchin Mursais probably anindicator of an attemptto bring
his products closer to the market. It is also evidence that local
potters could not overcome imports from Lezoux, Rheinzabern
or Westerndorf in the market of fine pottery. In order to be com-
petitive in the market, they had to offer quality products or sig-
nificantly lower prices, which was evidently not possible.**

Given that Gaulish and Germanic TS vessels, vessels from the
workshop of the master Pacatus, and PSW of unknown work-
shops, were found in the rural settlement in Verused, the ques-
tion arises of the need for, and availability of, this group of fine
ware among the population of a settlement that lived a rural
lifestyle, without masonry architecture, stone sculptures, Latin
inscriptions and other indicators of a high degree of Romaniza-
tion. The rural settlement in Verused, of unknown name, is nev-
ertheless specific in its proximity to one of the most important
urban centres of southern Pannonia. With the establishment of

du nalazilo se unutar dnevne zone kretanja stanovnistva u od-
nosu na Mursu.** Takva blizina znacila je da su stanovnici toga
naselja svakodnevno mogli do¢i u kontakt s predmetima poput
TS, bilonatrZznicama, u trgovinamaili gostionicama. Taj kontakt
najvjerojatnije je ovisio o poljoprivrednoj proizvodnji samoga
naselja, dobu godine, plasmanu poljoprivrednih proizvoda na
trziste i potraznji za drugim proizvodima rimskoga obrtnistva.
Nije moguce utvrditijesulistanovnici naselja uVerusedu uvijek
nabavljali posude u Mursiili su putujuci trgovci obilazili okolna
ruralna naselja. Minimalan broj posuda utvrden analizom ke-
ramickoga posuda s premazom iz VeruSeda i njihova relativna
raznovrsnost Sto se tiCe provenijencije upucuje na razdoblje
tijekom kojega su stanovnici, unato¢ vrlo ruralnomu karakteru
naselja, imali potrebu i moguc¢nost nabave keramickih posuda
TS i PKP. S obzirom na distribuciju na lokalitetu i nepostojanje
znacajne koncentracije tih skupina posuda, ¢ini se da je vecina
stanovnika imala mogu¢nost nabave i Zelju za posjedovanjem
takvih posuda. Samu su nabavu izgleda prilagodili svojim mo-
gucnostima i potrebi. Prevladavaju stolne posude poput zdje-
la, tanjura i ¢asa. Samo je jedan primjerak tarionika s crvenim
premazom koji ne imitira forme tarionika TS, a koji je obraden
u prijasnjemu radu o tarionicima iz Veruseda medu kojima ipak
prevladavaju oni glazirani.**

Broj keramickoga posuda TS i PKP iz 2.i3.st. u ruralnome nase-
lju u VeruSedu potvrduje ono $to je ve¢ poznato o razdobljima
blagostanja Murse i okolnoga podru¢ja. Relativan mir 2. st. pre-
kinuli sumarkomanski ratovi, a u 3. st. unutarnje borbe i upadi
barbarskih skupina. Razdoblje izmedu obiljeZzava vladavina di-
nastije Severa, a boravak Septimija Severa u Panoniji za sobom
je donio velik zamah u graditeljstvu, obnovi cestovnih komuni-
kacija i uredenju gradova i sela.**® Osim toga, u vrijeme Severa
mozda je osnovano i novo urbano naselje uzvodno Dravom od
Murse, tzv. Mala Mursa, Mursa Minor ili Mursela.*¥” Mursela je
svojim postojanjem dodatno mogla utjecati na stanovnistvo
ruralnoga naselja u Verusedu ako se doista nalazila na mjestu
danasnjih Petrijevaca i na polozaju gdje se prije nalazio rimski
legijskilogor.*®* S obzirom na udaljenost, Verused je bioiu dnev-
noj zoni kretanja municipija Mursele*, $to je pruzalo dodatnu

the colony of Aelia Mursa and its prosperity during the second
half of the 2" century and first half of the 37, the settlement in
VeruSed came under the direct influence of the urban popula-
tion and Roman trade. In addition to Mursa’s being located on
animportant road from Italy to the East and on the limes road, it
was also an important crossing over the River Drava and a port
that connected Mursa to Poetovio, as well as did the aforemen-
tioned road.*: Traffic and trade along the Drava from Poetovio
to Mursa were of great importance for the transport of TS ves-
sels from Germanic workshops due to the reduction of costs by
water transportation. The rural settlement in Verused was lo-
cated within the daily population movement zone of Mursa.»
Such proximity meant that the inhabitants of that settlement
could come into contact with objects such as TS on a daily basis,
whether at markets or in shops or inns. This contact most likely
depended on the agricultural production of the settlement itself,
the time of year, the placement of agricultural products on the
market, and the demand for other products of Roman craftsman-
ship. It is not possible to determine whether the inhabitants of
the settlement in Verused always purchased their pottery in
Mursa, or whether travelling merchants visited the surrounding
rural settlements. The minimal number of vessels identified by
the analysis of the slipped pottery from Verused and their rela-
tive diversity in terms of provenance point to a period during
which the inhabitants, despite the very rural character of the
settlement, had the need and opportunity to purchase TS and
PSW. Given the distribution at the site and the absence of a sig-
nificant concentration of these groups of vessels, it seems that
most of the inhabitants had the opportunity to purchase, and
the desire to own, such vessels. They seem to have adapted their
purchase to their capabilities and needs. Table vessels such as
bowls, plates and beakers predominate. There is only one exam-
ple of a red slipped mortar that does not imitate the forms of
the TS mortars, and which was published in an earlier paper on
mortars from VeruSed, among which glazed ones nevertheless
predominate.’ss

The number of TS and PSW vessels from the 2" and 3™ centu-
ries in the rural settlement in Verused confirms what is already
known about the periods of prosperity of Mursa and the sur-
rounding area. The relative peace of the 2" century was inter-
rupted by the Marcomannic Wars, and in the 3 century by in-
ternal struggles and raids by barbarian groups. The period in
between is marked by the rule of the Severan dynasty, and the
stay of Septimius Severus in Pannonia brought with it a great
rise in construction, the reconstruction of road communications
and the development of towns and villages.**¢ In addition, during
the time of the Severi, a new urban settlement may have been
founded upstream along the Drava from Mursa, the so-called
Little Mursa, Mursa Minor or Mursella.*” Mursella could have
had an additional influence on the population of the rural settle-
ment in Verused, if it was indeed in today’s Petrijevci and at the
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moguc¢nost preuzimanja rimskih utjecaja i uklju¢ivanjau mrezu
trgovine i razmjene. Vrijeme Severa predstavlja drugu i mozda
najznacajniju fazu izgradnje i obnove Murse.** Izgradnja i jaka
trgovina bile su poduprte odrzavanjem mirai dogovorimas bar-
barskim skupinama koje su samo sporadi¢no i s manjim brojka-
ma ljudi prelazile dunavski limes i upadale u Panoniju, a Zariste
sukoba bilo je preseljeno u Dakiju.*?* Sukladno tomu, ¢ini se da
teritorij Murse i Siri prostor toga dijela Panonije dozivljavaju
i demografski rast upravo za vrijeme Severa.*>> Mir, procvat
trgovine, porast broja stanovnika i priljev novopridosloga sta-
novnistva u Mursu tijekom njezine obnove i dodatne izgradnje
mogli su samo pozitivno utjecati na bogatstvo i blagostanje
ruralnoga naselja u Verusedu i Zelju njegova stanovnistva za
nabavom rimskih proizvoda, medu njimaiTS.

TS se navodi kao luksuzno keramitko posude i u novijoj litera-
turi*®, a kao takvo spominju ga i stru¢njaci koji proucavaju tu
skupinu kerami¢koga posuda.*?¢ Unato¢ tomu, u literaturi se
pojavljuje i kao industrijski proizvod.*>> Pojmovi luksuzni proi-
zvod i tzv. industrijska proizvodnja u predindustrijskim drustvi-
ma jesu oprecni jer se postavlja pitanje kako nesto tipizirano
i proizvedeno u velikim koli¢inama, a samim time i dostupno
Siremu trzistu, moze istovremeno biti luksuzno. Ponekad je
pojam luksuza nesto 3to se fleksibilno primjenjuje ovisno o
stanju na pojedinim lokalitetima i o ukupnome asamblazu ke-
ramic¢koga posuda. Tako je, na primjer, u Viminaciju luksuznim
posudem okarakterizirana manja skupina uvoznih finih posuda
s mramoriziranim i oslikanim ukrasom datirana u drugu polovi-
nu2.i3.st,aliseiistovremena TS navodi kao luksuzna uvozna
keramika iako se pronalazi u velikim koli¢inama.**® Pronalazak
vecega broja posuda u ruralnome naselju u Verusedu, iako u
fragmentarnome stanju, takoder potice na propitivanje luksu-
znoga karaktera TS. Ocito je da su do te skupine keramic¢koga
posuda mogli do¢i i Siri slojevi rimskoga i romaniziranoga sta-
novnistva, pa takoionoruralno.Sobzirom nato dau Verusedu
nisu pronadeni drugi nalazi koji bi upu¢ivali na luksuzan karak-
ter pojedinih kucanstava ili znacajno bogatstvo pojedinaca,
TS u tome ruralnom naselju zapravo predstavlja najluksuznije
predmete pronadene uvecoj koli¢inii pokazateljje odredenoga
bogatstvaiblagostanja.To je jos vise naglaseno zbog ¢injenice
dajeTS pronadenau ¢itavome naselju i nije ograni¢ena na mali
brojobjekata. Ono stoipak upucuje na nizistupanjluksuzajesu
relativno jednostavne forme, velik broj glatkih, neukrasenih po-
suda te nabavai upotreba regionalno proizvedenoga posudau
tehnici TS.

position where the Roman legionary camp had previously been
located.*® Considering the distance, Verused was also in the dai-
ly population movement zone of Mursella,**® which provided an
additional possibility of taking over Roman influences and being
included in the network of trade and exchange. The time of the
Severi represents the second, and perhaps the most significant,
phase of the construction and renovation of Mursa.*»® Construc-
tion and strong trade were supported by maintaining peace
and agreements with barbarian groups that only sporadically,
and with smaller numbers of people, crossed the Danube limes
and invaded Pannonia, while the focus of conflict was moved to
Dacia.** Accordingly, it seems that the territory of Mursa and
the wider area of that part of Pannonia also experienced demo-
graphic growth precisely during the time of the Severi*?> Peace,
the flourishing of trade, the increase in population and the influx
of newly-arrived population in Mursa during its renovation and
additional construction could only have had a positive impact
on the wealth and well-being of the rural settlement in Verused
and the desire of its population to procure Roman products,
among them TS.

TS is referred to as luxury pottery in recent literature,* and it
is also mentioned as such by experts who study this pottery
group.*? Despite this, it also appears in the literature as an indus-
trial product.®> The concepts of luxury product and so-called in-
dustrial production in pre-industrial societies are contradictory,
because the question arises as to how something typified and
produced in large quantities, and therefore available to a wider
market, can at the same time be luxurious. Sometimes the con-
ceptof luxury is something that is flexibly applied, depending on
the conditions and the overall pottery assemblage at individual
sites. For example, in Viminacium, a small group of imported fine
ware with marbled and painted decoration, dated to the second
half of the 2" century and the 3%, was characterized as luxury
ware, but the contemporaneous TS is also listed as luxury im-
ported pottery, although it was found in large quantities.*?® The
discovery of a larger number of vessels in the rural settlement
in Verused, although in a fragmentary state, also prompts us to
question the luxury character of TS. It is obvious that this pottery
group could have been obtained by wider numbers of the Ro-
man and Romanized population, including the rural population.
Given that no other finds were made in Verused that would indi-
cate the luxury character of individual households or significant
wealth of individuals, TSin this rural settlement does represents
the most luxurious objects found in larger quantities and is an
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U radovima D. Gableraizneseni su pregledi distribucije srednjo-
galske, rheinzabernske®?® i westerndorfske® TS u Panoniji.
Odmabh je vidljivo da je koncentracija veca u sjevernoj Panoniji,
aujuznome dijelu svega je nekoliko lokaliteta na kojima su za-
biljeZzeni nalazi TS, $to se moZe povezati s cestovnim i rije¢nim
komunikacijama te koncentracijom vojnih i urbanih sredista
koja je ipak intenzivnija u sjevernome dijelu. Kao $to je i prije
spomenuto u dijelu o tipoloSko-kronoloskoj klasifikaciji finoga
keramickog posuda iz Veruseda, sve su forme i radionice TS po-
znate s drugih lokaliteta na prostoru medurjecja Save, Drave i
Dunava. Vecina tih lokaliteta u juznoj Panoniji pripada koloni-
jama, municipijima, putnim postajama i ladanjskim vilama, a
manje ruralnim naseljima kakvo je ono u Verusedu. U relativnoj
recentno objavljenoj literaturi postoji priznanje o nedovoljnoj
istraZzenosti i poznavanju ruralnih naselja u juznoj Panoniji.»®
Stogaje tesko prematrenutacnome stanjuistrazivanja donijeti
opsirniju analizu nalaza TS u ruralnim naseljima juzne Pano-
nije, ali koli¢ina posuda pronadena u VeruSedu potvrduje da i
ruralna naselja sudjeluju u trgovackoj mrezi distribucije rim-
skoga finog keramickog posuda u uvjetima mira i prosperiteta
u provinciji. U dolini Drave nalaze se jos dva ruralna naselja s
fragmentarnim nalazima manjega broja posuda TS, a to su Vi-
rovitica - Kiskorija jug**i Rakitovica - Kusljenovica kod Donjeg
Miholjca.=2 Datacija tih posudai njihova radionicka pripadnost
Rheinzabernu podudaraju se s podatcima o TS iz Veruseda i
dodatno potvrduju distribuciju TS izmedu Petovija i Murse i u
ruralnim naseljima.

U spektru TS i ARSW zabiljeZzene su kompliciranije forme, posu-
de vec¢ih dimenzija i rasko3nije ukrasene posude. Stoga, mozda
ne bi trebalo svaku posudu TS smatrati luksuznom. U ruralno-
me naselju u Verusedu ipak prevladavaju neukrasene posude
jednostavnijih formi i glatke ili reljefno ukrasene zdjele forme
Drag. 37. Situacija je ista s posudama PKP, a ARSW i glazirana
imitacija TS zastupljene su samo jednim primjerkom, $to ne
iznenaduje s obzirom na znatno smanjenu dostupnost tih pro-
izvoda na teritoriju Murse i njezine okolice u drugoj polovini 3.
i U 4. st. Ponekad se zbog objava reprezentativnih i rekonstru-
iranih posuda TS, kao Sto je i primjer s nekim publikacijama o
Mursi®3, mozda stjeCe dojam da je uvijek rije¢ o ekskluzivnim
proizvodima. Za neke zasigurno jest tako, ali nalazi iz Veruse-
da pokazuju daje unutar proizvodnje i distribucije TS postojalo
manje luksuzno i jeftinije posude koje je stoga bilo dostupno u
vecim koli¢inama i ruralnom stanovnistvu. O¢ito se u razdoblji-
ma prosperitetaruralnoganaseljaistjecanjaodredene kolicine
bogatstva javljala potreba za predmetima koje su uobi¢ajeno
posjedovali vojska i urbano stanovnistvo, a blizina urbanih sre-
dista poput Murseivjerojatno Mursele te smjestaj najednojod
glavnih panonskih komunikacija dolinom Drave omogucili su
stanovnicima ruralnoga naselja u Verusedu nabavu vece kolici-
neTSidrugih skupina posuda s premazom.

indicator of a certain wealth and well-being. This is even more
emphasized by the fact that TS was found throughout the settle-
ment and not limited to a small number of objects. What points
to a lower level of luxury, however, are relatively simple forms, a
large number of smooth, undecorated vessels, and the acquisi-
tion and use of pottery regionally produced in the TS technique.

Dénes Gabler’s works present overviews of the distribution
of Central Gaulish,*” Rheinzabern®* and Westerndorf® TS in
Pannonia. It is immediately evident that the concentration is
greater in northern Pannonia, while in the southern part there
are only a few sites where TS finds have been recorded, which
can be linked to road and river communications and the concen-
tration of military and urban centres, which is more intense in
the northern part. As mentioned earlier, in the section on the
typo-chronological classification of fine ware from Verused, all
TS forms and workshops are known from other sites in the area
between the Rivers Sava, Drava and Danube. Most of these sites
in southern Pannonia belong to coloniae, municipia, mutationes
and villae rusticae, and fewer to rural settlements such as the
one in Verused. In the relatively recently published literature,
there is an acknowledgement of the insufficient research and
knowledge of rural settlements in southern Pannonia.=° There-
fore, itis difficult, given the current state of research, to provide
amore comprehensive analysis of TS finds in rural settlementsin
southern Pannonia, but the quantity of vessels found in Verused
confirms that rural settlements also participated in the trade
network for the distribution of Roman fine ware in conditions of
peace and prosperity in the province. In the Drava valley, there
are two more rural settlements with fragmentary finds of a
smaller number of TS vessels, namely Virovitica-Kiskorija jug®*
and Rakitovica-Kusljenovica, near Donji Miholjac.*® The dating
of these vessels and their workshop affiliation to Rheinzabern
coincide with the data on TS from Verused and further confirm
the distribution of TS between Poetovio and Mursa in rural set-
tlements, as well.

In the spectrum of TS and ARSW, more complicated forms, larger
vessels and more-lavishly decorated vessels have been recorded.
Therefore, perhaps not every TS vessel should be considered
luxurious. In the rural settlement in Verused, undecorated ves-
sels of simpler forms and smooth or relief-decorated bowls of
the Drag. 37 form prevail. The situation is the same with PSW ves-
sels, and ARSW and glazed imitation TS are represented by only
one fragment, which is not surprising, given the significantly
reduced availability of these products in the territory of Mursa
and its surroundings in the second half of the 3 century and in
the 4. Sometimes, due to the publication of representative and
reconstructed TS vessels, as is the case with some publications
about Mursa,** one may get the impression that they are always
exclusive products. For some, this is certainly the case, but the

Na arheoloskome lokalitetu Josipovac - Veru3ed (AN 15), gdje je
identificiran dio antitkoga i kasnoanti¢koga naselja, pronade-
na je velika koli¢ina keramic¢ke grade, od koje je izdvojeno 100
ulomaka TS, PKP, ARSW i reljefne glazirane posude, a 75 uloma-
ka jest katalogizirano i analizirano u ovome radu. lako spektar
formi nije pretjerano raznolik, bilo je moguce identificirati pet
formi plitkih zdjela ili dubokih tanjura (Drag. 18/31, 31, 32, Lud
Tb, Hayes 67/El Mahrine 9.4), jednu formu duboke zdjele (Drag.
37)ijednu formu ¢ase (Drag. 33) Sto se tice posuda TS, PKP crve-
ne boje i ARSW, tri forme dubokih zdjela (Drag. 37, varijanta 37
i 44) Sto se tite posuda PKP crne boje, i jednu formu (varijanta
Drag. 27) kada je rijec o reljefnoj glaziranoj posudi. Nisu zabi-
ljezne kompleksnije forme poputvaza, vreva, pladnjevaitario-
nika, osim jednoga prije objavljenoga tarionika PKP crvene boje.
Sve forme pronadene u Verudedu poznate su s drugih lokaliteta
ujuznimdijelovima provincija Gornje i Donje Panonije.

Sto se tic¢e distribucije ulomaka TS, PKP, ARSW i reljefne glazira-
ne keramike na lokalitetu u Verusedu, vidljiva je odredena ra-
zlika u zastupljenosti navedenih skupina naistrazenome dijelu
anti¢koga naselja. Ti ulomci postoje u svim tipovima stratigraf-
skih jednica, pasutako pronalaZzeniu poluukopanim objektima,
jamama, rupama od stupova i bunarima. Te stratigrafske jedi-
nice zasigurno su bile dio gospodarstava u ruralnome naselju
u Verudedu. lako je na lokalitetu bilo moguce identificirati ne-
koliko nadzemnih objekata, koji su interpretirani kao stambe-
no-gospodarske zgrade, u njima nisu pronadeni ulomci nave-
denoga keramickog posuda. U srediStu prostora istrazenoga
naselja zabiljeZzen je mali broj stratigrafskih jedinica u kojima
nisu pronadeni ulomci spomenutih skupina. Na zapadnome di-
jelu istrazenoga prostora pronadeno je 45 ulomaka TS, 13 ulo-
maka PKP crvene boje, 6 ulomaka PKP crne boje, jedan ulomak
ARSW ijedan ulomak reljefne glazirane imitacije TS. Koncentra-
cijaulomaka nije tako izrazenakao naisto¢nome dijelu, nego je
zabiljeZzena u vise stratigrafskih jedinica koje se na tome dijelu
lokaliteta protezu u smjeru jugozapad-sjeveroistok. S druge
strane, naisto¢nome dijelu istrazenoga prostora pronadeno je
osam ulomaka TS, 25 ulomaka PKP crvene boje i jedan ulomak
PKP crne boje. Najvec¢a koncentracija tih ulomaka jest u SJ 208,
2901i398. Naistocnojstranilokaliteta u VeruSedu najvedije broj
ulomaka pronaden u otpadnim ili skladisnim jamama, a na za-
padnome dijelu najvecije broj ulomaka pronaden u poluukopa-
nim objektima. Znacajan broj ulomaka pronaden je u bunarima
ilirupamaoddrvenih konstrukcija povezanih s bunarima, ali taj
broj ni naisto€noj ni na zapadnoj strani naselja ne prelazi koli-
¢inu pronadenu u drugim objektima.

Zastupljena su gotovo sva veca radionicka sredista, ali najvise
ulomaka pripada proizvodnji radionice u Rheinzabernu, $to od-
govara opcoj slici distribucije nalaza TS u Panoniji. Izostanak
italske i juznogalske sigilate, kao i postojanje svega nekoliko
ulomaka srednjogalske i isto¢nogalske, od kojih je jedan isto¢-
nogalski ulomak upitan, upucuju na osnivanje ili romanizaciju
naselja tek u 2. st,, Sto je potvrdeno i drugim nalazima. Sigurno
je da je keramicko posude iz galskih, germanskih i recijskih ra-
dionica bilo skuplje zbog svoje kvalitete, kao i vecih troskova

finds from VeruSed show that, within the production and distri-
bution of TS, there were less luxurious and cheaper vessels that
were therefore available in larger quantities to the rural popula-
tion. Evidently, in periods of prosperity of the rural settlement
and with the accumulation of a certain amount of wealth, there
was a need for objects that were usually owned by the military
and the urban population. The proximity of urban centres such
as Mursa, and probably Mursella, and the location on one of
the main Pannonian communications along the Drava valley,
enabled the inhabitants of the rural settlement in Verused to ac-
quire larger quantities of TS and other groups of slipped pottery.

Conclusion

At the archaeological site of Josipovac-Verused (AN 15), where
part of the antique and late-antique settlement has been iden-
tified, a large amount of pottery was found, among which 100
fragments of TS, PSW, ARSW and relief glazed pottery. Of that
number, 75 fragments are catalogued and analysed in this paper.
Although the spectrum of forms is not overly diverse, it was pos-
sible to identify five forms of shallow bowls or deep plates (Drag.
18/31, 31,32, Lud Tb, Hayes 67/El Mahrine 9.4), one form of a deep
bowl (Drag. 37) and one form of a cup (Drag. 33) that belonged
to TS, red PSW and ARSW. Three forms of deep bowl (Drag. 37, a
variant of 37, and 44) belonged to black PSW, and one form (a vari-
ant of Drag. 27) belonged to a relief glazed vessel. More complex
forms such as vases, jugs, trays and mortars were not recorded,
except for one previously published red slipped PSW mortar. All
forms found in Verused are known from other sites in the south-
ern parts of the provinces of Upper and Lower Pannonia.

Regarding the distribution of the fragments of TS, PSW, ARSW
and relief glazed pottery in Verused, there is a certain visible dif-
ference in the quantity of these groups in the excavated part of
the antique settlement. These fragments are presentin all types
of stratigraphic units, so they were found in semi-subterranean
structures, pits, post holes and wells. These stratigraphic units
were certainly part of the farmsintherural settlementin Verused.
Although it was possible to identify several above-ground build-
ings at the site, which were interpreted as residential buildings
and work areas, no fragments of the aforementioned pottery
groups were found in them. In the centre of the excavated settle-
ment area, a small number of stratigraphic units were recorded
in which fragments of the groups mentioned were not found. In
the western part of the excavated settlement, 45 TS fragments,
13 red PSW fragments, six black PSW fragments, the ARSW frag-
mentand the fragment of arelief glazed TS imitation were found.
The concentration of fragments is not as pronounced as in the
eastern part and is recorded in several stratigraphic units that
stretch in a southwest-northeast direction in that part of the
site. On the other hand, in the eastern part of the excavated area,
eight TS fragments, 25 red PSW fragments and one black PSW
fragment were found. The largest concentration of these frag-
ments was in SU 208, 290 and 398. On the eastern side of the site,
the largest number of fragments was found in waste or storage
pits, while, on the western part, the largest number of sherds
was found in semi-subterranean buildings. A significant number
of fragments were found in wells or holes from wooden struc-
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proizvodnjeitransporta, od panonskih proizvoda napravljenih
u lokalnim radionicama. To bi moZda moglo upucivati na ¢inje-
nicu da je na zapadnome dijelu istrazenoga prostora, gdje je
pronadena veca koli¢ina ulomaka TS, bio nesSto bogatiji stam-
beno-gospodarski sklop. Vjerojatno se ne radi o vremenskome
odmaku prema istoku jer je koncentracija nesto poslije datira-
ne glazirane keramike, posebno tarionika 3. i 4. st., zabiljeZzena
bas u sredisnjemu dijelu, u stratigrafskim jedinicama u kojima
nije pronaden veci broj ulomaka TS i PKP. Tu razliku izmedu ve-
like koli¢ine ulomaka TS na zapadnome dijelu i velike koli¢ine
ulomaka PKP na isto¢nome dijelu moZemo vjerojatno pripisati
odredenomu stupnju drustvenoga raslojavanja unutar anti¢ko-
ga lokaliteta u Verusedu. 1z analogija analiziranomu posudu iz
Verus$eda vidljivo je da je barem dio ruralnih naselja imao sloj
stanovnistva koji si je mogao priustiti TS i PKP, a u slu¢aju toga
naselja tomu je zasigurno doprinijela blizina Murse i potenci-
jalno Mursele.

S obzirom nato da je ipak rije¢ o ruralnome naselju, ne iznena-
duje velika koli¢ina ulomaka PKP, a ono $to moZda nije ocekiva-
no jest mala koli¢ina ulomaka iz poznatih radionica panonsko-
mezijskoga prostora. Zabiljezena su samo dva ulomka radioni-
ce majstora Pakata iz Akvinka koji je moguce imao filijalu u Mur-
siiz koje mozda i potjecu ulomciiz Veruseda. Ti ulomci na kraju
svojom kompozicijom najviSe i podsjec¢aju na poznate ulomke
iz Murse. Nedostatak posuda ostalih panonsko-mezijskih radi-
onica mozda zapravo potvrduje da je fino stolno posude s pre-
mazom u ruralno naselje u Verusedu stizalo upravo iz Murse, pa
je tako ipak najveca potraznja, a mozda i dostupnost, bila za
galsko-germanskim proizvodima i panonskim proizvodima pod
njihovim izravnim utjecajem, a panonsko-mezijski proizvodi ili
nisu bili trazeniili su na teritoriju Murse prevladavali proizvodi
radionice majstora Pakata (Aquincum).

Ulomak reljefne glazirane posude potvrduje ve¢ spomenutu da-
taciju osnivanjailiromanizacije naseljau VeruSeduu 2.st, kada
se u srednjogalskim radionicama i radionicama dunavskih pro-
vincija proizvodilo glazirano kerami¢ko posude. Cinjenica da je
posuda iz VeruSeda ukrasom, a vjerojatno barem djelomicno i
formom imitirala TS, donekle pokazuje zainteresiranost lokal-
noga stanovnistazastolnim reljefno ukrasenim posudem bolje
kvalitete. Ostali ulomci glaziranoga keramickog posuda iz Ve-
ruSeda kasnije su datacije i zadovoljavaju vise funkcionalnost
stolnoga i kuhinjskoga posuda nego njegovu dekorativnost. Taj
je ulomak ujedno jedan od najranijih s lokaliteta u Verusedu
iako nije moguce sa sigurnosc¢u reci da je najraniji jer postoje
i drugih ulomci srednjogalske proizvodnje koji bi mogli biti sli¢-
no datirani. S druge strane, jedini ulomak ARSW definitivno je
najkasniji primjerak finoga stolnog posuda s premazom na lo-
kalitetu u Verusedu. Pojava te skupine posuda nije uobitajena
na prostoru Donje Panonije koji je geografski udaljeniji od pod-
ru¢ja koja su izravno povezana s lu¢kim sredistima na Jadranu
preko kojih je ta i druga sjevernoafric¢ka roba bila distribuirana
dalje u unutar$njost. To se posebno odnosi na vrijeme kada su
jos aktivne galske, geramanske i recijske radionice iz kojih je
transport keramickih predmeta bio jeftiniji i jednostavniji, a
moze se pretpostaviti kako je keramitka roba europskih pro-
vincija rije¢nim i cestovnim komunikacijama transportirana do

tures connected to wells, but this number, neither on the eastern
nor on the western side of the settlement, does not exceed the
amount found in other structures.

Almost all major TS workshop centres are represented in Verused,
but most of the sherds belong to the production of the work-
shop in Rheinzabern, which corresponds to the general picture
of the distribution of TS finds in Pannonia. The absence of Italic
and South Gaulish TS, as well as the presence of only a few frag-
ments of Central Gaulish and East Gaulish TS, of which one East
Gaulish fragment is questionable, point to the establishment or
Romanization of the settlement during the 2" century, which is
also confirmed by other finds. It is certain that pottery from Gaul-
ish, Germanicand Rhaetian workshops was more expensive than
Pannonian pottery made in local workshops, because of their
quality, as well as higher production and transportation costs.
This could perhaps point to the fact that, in the western part of
the excavated area, where a larger number of antique fragments
were found, there was a slightly richer residential structure or
work area. There was probably no time shift in comparison to
the eastern part, because the concentration of slightly later-
dated glazed pottery, especially 3- and 4'"-century mortars, was
recorded right in the central part, in stratigraphic units in which
nolarge number of fragments of TS and PSW were found. This dif-
ference between the large number of TS fragments in the west-
ern part and the large number of PSW fragments in the eastern
part could probably be attributed to a certain degree of social
stratification within the antique settlement in Verused. From
the analogies with the analysed pottery from Verused, it is evi-
dentthatatleast some of the rural settlements had a population
that could afford TS and PSW; and, in the case of this settlement,
the proximity of Mursa, and potentially Mursella, certainly con-
tributed to this.

Considering that the settlementin Verused itis still a rural settle-
ment, the large number of PSW fragments is not surprising, but
what is perhaps not expected is the small number of fragments
from the known workshops of the Pannonio-Moesian area. Only
two fragments have been recorded from the workshop of mas-
ter Pacatus of Aquincum, which may have had a branch in Mursa,
from which the fragments found in VeruSed may have originat-
ed. In the end, these fragments and their compositions are most
like the well-known fragments from Mursa. The lack of vessels
from other Pannonio-Moesian workshops may, in fact, confirm
that all the slipped fine tableware from the rural settlement in
VeruSed arrived precisely from Mursa, so the greatest demand,
and perhaps availability, was for Gallo-Germanic products and
Pannonian products made under their direct influence, while
either Pannonio-Moesian products were not in demand, or the
products of master Pacatus’s (Aquincum) workshop prevailed in
the territory of Mursa.

The fragment of the relief glazed vessel confirms the abovemen-
tioned dating of the foundation or Romanization of the settle-
mentin Verused during the 2" century, when glazed pottery was
produced in the Central Gaulish workshops and the workshops
of the Danube provinces. The fact that the vessel from Verused
imitated TS in its decoration, and probably at least partially in

form, shows to some extent the interest of the local population
in high-quality tableware decorated in relief. Other fragments of
glazed pottery from Verused are of later date and of more func-
tional tableware and kitchenware than the decorative vessels.
This fragment is also one of the earliest from Verused, although
it is not possible to say with certainty that it is the earliest, be-
cause there are other fragments of Central Gaulish production
that could be similarly dated. On the other hand, the only ARSW
fragment is the latest example of slipped fine tableware from
VeruSed. The presence of this pottery group is not common in
Lower Pannonia, which is geographically further away than
the areas directly connected to the port centres on the Adriatic
through which this and other North African goods were distrib-
uted further inland. This especially applies to the time when
the Gaulish, Germanic and Rhaetian workshops were still active,
from which the transport of pottery was cheaper and simpler,
and it can be assumed that the pottery of the European provinc-
es was transported to Mursa by river and road, and from Mursa
to the small rural settlement in Verused. Of course, it is also pos-
sible that some of the goods arrived directly at the rural settle-
ment in VeruSed, especially from the direction of Poetovio, via
the River Drava or the road that passed through the Drava valley.

According to the quantity and variety of fine tableware in the
antique and late-antique settlement in Verused, it can be con-
cluded that the rural settlement that was located there was
inhabited by a Romanized population that showed a need for
high-quality imported tableware, or at least tableware that was
similar in shape, colour and decoration, which looked identical
to the imported goods. The trend of using TS and PSW can be
traced back to the 2" century, with its peak in the second half
of the 2™ century and the first half of the 3. Considering the dis-
covery of one fragment of an ARSW vessel and a larger number
of fragments of glazed pottery, along with other finds that can
be dated to the late-antique period, it is evident that the settle-
ment existed until the end of the 4" century or the beginning of
the st After the closure of the Gaulish, Germanic and Rhaetian
workshops, TS was no longer available to the residents of the set-
tlement in Verused, and the demand for fine ware was perhaps
met by the purchase of glazed pottery. Given that the settlement
in VeruSed was excavated as part of protective research on the
highway route and it is not likely that the research area will be
expanded, this sample of fine tableware - that is, TS, PSW, ARSW
and relief glazed pottery - remain the only indication that the
population of arural antique and late-antique settlement, in the
immediate vicinity of a larger urban one, had access, the ability
and the need to complement their daily life with typical Roman
tableware of imported, regional and local provenance.
