Editorial Announcement — Journal Name Change

This edition of the journal will be the last under the name “Medicina”.

The Croatian Medical Association — Rijeka Branch and School of Medicine, University of Rijeka have de-
cided that the scientific and professional journal “Medicina” will be known as “Medicina Fluminensis”
commencing from the next edition in June 2010;46(2). “Medicina Fluminensis” will be co-published by
the Croatian Medical Association — Rijeka Branch and School of Medicine, University of Rijeka.

The journal which publishes professional and scientific papers from all the fields of basic and applied
human biomedical sciences, including basic medical sciences, clinical medicine and research, public he-
alth and organization, history of medicine, medical bioethics and medical education has been published
for the last 45 years during which it has lived numerous changes including the current name change
and a new co-publisher.

As one of the basic goals of “Medicina” is to equally promote medical science and medical practice, this
co-publishing by the two institutions which represent both sides of medicine is a natural course of
events. The main reason of the co-publishing is to additionally raise the quality of the journal, and to
become internationally recognizable due to the fact that many foreign journals also have the name
“Medicina”. Respecting the tradition and all the good and quality “Medicina” has been in her history,
this changes will only contribute to the development and application of the highest standards of medi-
cal pratice in our community.
