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Abstract: The purpose of the research is to study the way the adolescents communicate with their parents as these relations are frequently connected to different forms of improper behaviour. Communication or dialogue between a growing-up adolescent and the parents are often made difficult, most frequently the improper way of communication (absence, deficiency) between the adolescent and the parents is shown in his/her behaviour. The research is based on the conviction, pointed out by numerous experts, that the adolescent’s extreme behaviour (experimenting with illegal substances, alcohol consumption, expressing aggression…) often depends on flexibility of family relations and preparedness of the parents to have a dialogue with the adolescents. During the period of adolescence the communication with the parents becomes more and more selective, which means that the adolescent does not share certain information to the parents. They do not share some things, for instance, they rather speak about sexuality with their peers (Puklek Levpušček, 2001; Zupančič and Svetina, 1995-2002). Yet the way of communication with which conflicts are solved represents one of the most important and crucial moments in development of relationships between adolescents and the parents. In the empirical part of the research we primarily wanted to study how often certain forms of problematic behaviour appear at school in adolescents (younger and older) in early phase of adolescence. Our primary goal of the research was to find out whether there is a connection between the adolescent’s improper communication with the parents and his/her problematic behaviour, as improper behaviour at school cannot be treated separately from the primary environment. In this research, we used descriptive and causal – non-experimental method of empirical pedagogical research. The used measurement instruments include two non-standardized questionnaires: The frequency of problematic forms of behaviour at school, and Improper communication between the adolescents and the parents. The research was performed in the school year 2008/2009 and was based on the sample of 289 of 7th graders of the primary school and the 1st graders of a secondary school in Maribor community.
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Title: SELF-EVALUATION OF HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS' AND TEACHERS' COMPUTER KNOWLEDGE AND SKILLS IN THE  CONTEXT OF THEIR COMMUNICATIONAL DEVELOPMENT
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Abstract: The aim of this empirical research was to explore high school students' and teachers' computer knowledge and skills and contexts of their development. The research was carried out in high schools of Zadar, Pag, and Biograd na moru in April 2007. It included 601 students and 129 teachers. High levels of objectivity of self-evaluation of informants' own computer knowledge and skills have been confirmed by recent empirical research, which is why the same procedure was used in this research as well. The most significant contexts and/or ways of developing computer knowledge and skills were identified by informants' picking out a context/way they personally believed to have been the most important for them. Analyses of results have shown that students' responses differ from teachers' responses with regard to the self-evaluated levels of computer knowledge and skills. The two groups of informants also identify different contexts as most significant for the development of their knowledge and skills.
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Abstract: Most states in the issuance of new series, incorporates the latest developments in the banknotes. 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Abstract: In opinion of the lot of people   the marriage and family carry  feeling and  fortune. But, in the modern societies  that model  of life isn't  so cruel. The aim of this research  was to see  what attitudes to other types of family life have been. Other types of family life included alone life, concubinage, marriage without children, self-supporting parent and homosexual couple; these types could content with little or some more problems necessary psychic, physic, social and emotional  needs. This researh included schizophrenic and depressived patients ( in their good remission ) who during November 2009 arrived at their regular controls in the social ambulance of  Psyciatric Clinic in Rijeka at Polyclinic of CHC in Rijeka. They were inquiried   voluntarily in the atmosphere of anonymity. The inquiry  had five questions / five statements according  to various types of family life which could content  necessary psychic, physic, social and emotional  needs. Answers were to encircle or underline toward suggestive  answers FOR or  AGAINST. For the needs of one  large investigation  patients  also could  encircle, underline and fill definite own sociodemographic characteristics. According to the same manner during the same time  the group of healthy people from the various places of Rijeka city  was inquiried randomly. Data was shown  in apsolute numbers tables  and was analysed  by the descriptive method. This researh included  30  schizophrenic patients ( M-20, F-10) , 30 depressived patients ( M-9, F-21) and 30 healthy individual persons ( M-9, F-21). According to numerous frequencys was to separate following : 1. schizophrenic patients some more prefer marriage without children to parallel  with others who prefer concubinage separated or  with other types of family life , 2. depressived women  were so more against  alone life  to parallel with others who « in total» were against  homosexual couple.   Toward to general data accoring to proportion  FOR and AGAINST   it  is  1:5 in analysed  depressived men  opposite 1:2 in  the big part of others.  For discussion or for conclusion  is  one schizophrenic patient, specially in his older middle age/41-50, could unable  for marriage with children because  he couldn't  make  fundamental  reorganisation of his own life. Also, for discussion or for conclusion  is one depressived woman, specially in her older middle age/41-50  could unable for alone life becuse it requires one  free and indepedent life. And the end  for discussion or for  conclusion is  depressive men could unable to accept  big part of  unusual  types  of  family life which could content their necessary psychic, physic, social and emotional needs.
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Abstract: The aim of this paper is to establish if the Higher Education reforms, so-called Bologna process, have led to changes in attitude towards learning. Research was carried out on a total sample of 216 students, male and female, from the University of Juraj Dobrila in Pula, 93 of whom had studied under the pre-Bologna process and 123 students who were studying under the new Higher Education program based on the principles of the Bologna Declaration. A questionnaire with sub-scales assessing organisation, flexibility in learning, manner of processing information, use of aids, active participation in class, motivation and anxiety, was employed in order to examine their learning strategies. The results of the analysis point to the existence of statistically significant differences between the groups in favour of students following the new system of studying: students who are studying under the Bologna system use aids significnatly more often, process the subject matter more thoroughly, are more flexible in learning, more active and more motivated than their predecessors. The differences obtained are examined in the context of modified conditions of studying and the new system of Higher Education. 
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Abstract: The society and technology determine, by their specificities, the culture of an epoch, of an area and of the people that inhabit it. The modernity is primarily determined by I.C.T. so that the society is often called information society and culture the culture of the information age. Under such circumstances, one can hardly find a living space and activity which are not affected by I.C.T. In this paper, the authors analyze the intensity of the presence of I.C.T. in the rural area and in agricultural activities in Slavonia and Baranja. It is well known that in sociology a “peasant” means a way of life, culture of a certain region and time. Most frequently, this notion used to be determined by an attribute of autarchy and a firm existential orientation to nature. Today, the “peasant” has lost its original meaning. His space is more often determined by a “family farm” and his relation with nature is significantly characterized by technology. To what extent is technology nowadays - in particular I.C.T. - present in the production and in the way of life on a family farm in Slavonia and Baranja and what is the attitude of today’s peasant towards it, is explored by the authors of this paper. A survey was made on the sample of 153 family farms in Slavonia and Baranja.
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Abstract: Communication is an essential process in the world of project management. It is difficult to master, but essential to make a good effort in achieving. Many times on troubled projects, project team members feel that if the communication had been better, the project would have run smoother. Therefore, communication is often listed as one of the most needed areas for improvement. To ensure the success of a project much information, including expectations, goals, needs, resources, status reports, budgets and purchase requests, needs to be communicated on a regular basis to all major stakeholders. Project communication can often be more difficult due to challenges unique to project management. Many projects are short-term, and therefore project communication is temporary. It is truly critical for project managers to get the message across right the first time to avoid failures in the communication process. Project managers communicate by using different mediums to convey a message. The important factors involve communicating how the project will be managed, including how information will flow into and out of the project. There should be also a clear and concise communication plan to address project responsibilities and the types of communication that will take place. It includes the processes required to ensure timely and appropriate generation, collection, distribution, storage, retrieval, and ultimate disposition of project information. There are several key components in project communication plan which should be considered. 
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Abstract: Several attempts to establish the new teaching methods using school experiment as a tool developing pupil's personality are known from history of science education. The goal of the reform of education system in Slovakia is to transform the traditional encyclopedic teaching for the creative and value education, which emphasis is on activity and personal freedom, the power to create its progressive, creative way of being to live in the new millennium. This could be reached by gradually introducing of the innovative elements of project teaching to the science education what should finally lead to the pupil's visions of the nature as a whole. It is important that the student is able to orient himself in the topic, to gather information, process it and sort and be well on its own original solutions and design. Our article refers to the possibility of using the project teaching in topic “the cycle of substances in nature”.
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Abstract: Establishing the idea of Europe as a joined area, as well as the society of knowledge or learning society, several questions have been brought up about integrational processes whose focus is on  the harmonization of Croatian highschool educational system with educational systems of developed societies. Embracing European experiences, we are making an extent in which we outline changes in the educational system, as well as  in the subsystem of eductaion  teachers in Croatia. The main goal of this paper is analyzing and  problematizing  current questions about conceptualization of Croatian qualification  frame  in the context of planning and developing the programme. Refering to the context, the authors  are doing their best for accepting   the competent  approach based on  educational outcomes and The Concept of  key competence , as intrinsic elements of pedagogical transformation, or, in other words, new paradigm on which the processes of planning and developing modern study  programmes / curriculum for teacher education.
