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It is 49 years now that the Journal of Metallurgy was founded

and started to appear periodically. This is an important jubilee for

all domestic and foreign scientists and experts specialized in met-

allurgy and related fields, as well as for the authors and readers

who have been verifying their ideas or finding them on the pages

of the Journal. The initiative to start a journal of this kind came

from the Society of Engineers and Technicians of Steelworks

Sisak (SETSS) (founded in 1952). In 1962, the year in which the

journal was launched, the first edition came out with the follow-

ing editorial word:

“Today, as the first edition of this Journal for technical and

social issues comes out from Steelworks, with contributors from

among the Steel works’ experts, we can be confident that each

next edition will bring something new in terms of topics and ap-

proach to them, this owing first of all to the fact that the Sisak

Ironworks can boast of having formed by now its own highly

competent and dedicated team of professionals committed to the

success of their organization. The main objective of the Journal

of Metallurgy will be to help raise and solve certain relevant ques-

tions. We hope that the Journal will reach out to all our employees

and that it will soon develop its distinctive profile by becoming a

technical periodical that fully justifies its existence”

The first editorial board members were Branko Majerhold

(editor-in-chief), Branko Mirilovi}, Milan Juri~i}, Franjo Vanek

and Emilijan Zeman. While none of them was a qualified metal-

lurgist, they were keenly aware of the importance of metallurgy.

On this occasion we wish to express our undivided gratitude for

their exceptional efforts in establishing this Journal.

The profile of the Journal of Metallurgy in the first years of its

publishing reflects the development and research going on within

the Sisak Steelworks. Under the SETSS’s auspices the articles in

the Journal were reviewed by a number of institutions. The legal

successor to the SETSS was the Croatian Metallurgical Society

(CMS) established on 6 April 1992 and since then it has been the

Journal’s publisher. The best proof that the Journal has justified

its existence are its 49 years of uninterrupted publication resulting

in 167 volumes or 191 editions, 1258 scientific and technical arti-

cles printed in them plus 159 other contributions. An analysis of

the share of the published authors by their residence shows that

over the first 25 years of the Journal’s activity 67% of the authors

came from Croatia, mostly from Sisak, 22% from the rest of

ex-Yugoslavia and only 11% from abroad. In recent years, how-

ever, the share of authors from abroad exceeds 80%. Today the

contributors of the Journal of Metallurgy are from more than 30

countries, which means that the Journal occupies an important

place in Central and Eastern Europe (and beyond), where it counts

as one of the leaders in the field.

It is published quarterly, at very regular intervals (up to 3

months ahead of the time of coverage – e.g., number 4 for Octo-

ber-December 2010 was published in July 2010 already, always

as a single (never a double) issue. Along with normal printed edi-

tions (ISSN 0543-5846) there is a supplement: internet/on line:

~lanaka na engleskom. Autori iz Hrvatske prete`ito objavljuju na

engleskom jeziku.

Ako se analizira po kategorijama znanstvene radove

(uklju~uju}i prethodna priop}enja, pregledne radove) i stru~nih

~lanaka, udjel znanstvenih ~lanaka danas se pove}ao na preko

90 %. To zna~i da je ~asopis u potpunosti znanstveni ~asopis.

Podaci pokazuju da je na primjer u 2009. god. zaprimljeno 165

It is printed in the Croatian and English languages, but over

98% of the articles are English-written. The Croatian authors

have their articles largely published in the English language.

If analyzed by categories, scientific works (including reports,

surveys and technical articles), the share of scientific contributions

now exceeds 90%, which makes the journal entirely scientific. In

2009, 165 articles were offered and of them 59 were accepted for

publication (along with 5 other contributions). Such a wide choice

of articles is possible because the CMS is organizing international

biannual gatherings (“Materials and Metallurgy”). Thus on the 9th

International Symposium “Materials and Metallurgy”, 2010,

[ibenik, 541 papers were presented from 46 countries involving

about 900 foreign and domestic authors (coauthors).

As for the Journal’s referencing, the first trace thereof appears

in Metallurgy 26 (1987) 2/3, 42, where the following is stated:

“The articles in the Journal are referenced in the secondary publi-

cation of Chemical Abstract, Referral Journal, Bulletin Scientific

section A”.

The evidence of the Journal’s achievements is its inclusion in

ISI publications (1995). At that time only three technical journals

in Croatia and the Journal of Metallurgy are cited in ISI editions,

which is highly flattering for the Journal, as well as for Croatia’s

standing in the world.

Today the articles published in Metallurgy are referenced in

30 international secondary publications and databases. In Croatia,

too, the Metallurgy is put at par with international journals. Its

good reception in scientific circles is also exemplified by the cur-

rent exchange of journals (over 20 from abroad and home) and its

delivery to the most prestigious libraries in the world. Printing

run: 600 copies.

The Journal’s policy is regulated by its Statute adopted by the

Publishing Council of the Journal of Metallurgy on 7 May 1990.

For years now the Editorial Board (up to 15 members) is in-

ternational, recruited from among established scientists with pub-

lished works on their record in prestigious journals, with mini-

mum status of a scientific advisor (or a twice re-elected professor)

and with knowledge of two world languages (including English

as obligatory).

Today the Editorial Board has 5 members from four Croatian

universities (Zagreb, Split, Rijeka and Osijek) plus 9 members

from the universities in Russia, Austria, Poland, Slovenia, Ger-

many, Slovakia, Czech Republic and Ukraine. Special attention is

paid to reviews. Each article is subjected to at least two reviews

(of which at least one technical). The reviews are also interna-

tional. Thus in 2010, 122 reviewers have been engaged, 33 from

Croatia, 89 from abroad.

A review list is provided, with categorization of articles and

instructions to authors.

The seat of the Editorial Board was once on the SETSS pre-

mises (1962-1966), then officially since 1967 at the Faculty of

Technology, Sisak Department, until 1978, then at the Faculty of

Metallurgy, Sisak Institute of Metallurgy until 1990.

The actual activity of the Editorial Board was based at the

Sisak Institute of Metallurgy. The reason is that the edi-

tors-in-chief (P. Pavlovi} 1965-1982, S. Paller 1983-1984, I.

Mamuzi} 1985-) have had a record of longstanding membership

and represented the SSCET on the Board, and, in addition, were

the employees of the Sisak Institute of Metallurgy (P. Pavlovi}

and S. Paller were also directors of the Institute).

At the same time, since the academic year 1963/1964 all the

three of them lectured at the relevant Sisak departments of the

Faculty of Technology. Most members of the Editorial Board at

that time were also the employees of the Institute and the Sisak

Steelworks, which explains why the real activity was taking place

on the Institute’s premises.

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Following the election of I. Mamuzi}, the Journal’s edi-

tor-in-chief, as Dean of the Faculty of Metallurgy (FM) in the aca-

demic year 1990/1991, the seat of the Editorial Board moved to

the premises of the newly established FM at the address Aleja

narodnih heroja 3, Sisak. It should be pointed out that throughout

that long period of time the responsible persons of the earlier Fac-

ulty of Technology, Sisak Department, the Sisak Steelworks, the

Sisak Institute of Metallurgy, later the independent FM, were pro-

viding valuable assistance and logistics indispensable for the

printing of the Journal.

The Journal of Metallurgy is greatly indebted to the men-

tioned institutions. With the election of Prof. Dr. A. Markoti} as

dean of the FM by the end of 1997, the Journal of Metallurgy re-

ceived a new treatment. Although himself a member of the inter-

national Editorial Board, and although the Journal is the only pub-

lication in Croatia, just like the Faculty, occupied with metal-

lurgy, he prohibited any retyping, copying etc. for the Journal, to-

gether with a declaration: “Metallurgy doesn’t live here any

more”. It was even necessary to change the website. After futile

verbal and written attempts to reach compromise, deprived of any

required logistic support, the Editorial Board was forced to move

from the FM, Sisak, to Zagreb, 6 Berislavi} St., the seat of the le-

gal successor of the SETSS and the sole founder of the Journal,

i.e., the Croatian Metallurgical Society (CMS). The support given

to journals by most Croatian university faculties in their respec-

tive fields (no matter whether or not they are co-publishers) failed

to come in the case of the Journal of Metallurgy. The problem

was overcome though thanks to other assistance by all four Cro-

atian universities, as well as the then Ministry of Science and

Technology, so the continued quality and regularity of the Jour-

nal’s printing was assured.

Meanwhile the CMS became one of the leading societies of

its kind in the world, non-existent in any other state arisen from

the former Yugoslavia, comparable to those in the advanced in-

dustrialized countries. As a result, the CMS cooperates with

100-odd various institutions worldwide. Some FM members

(Anto Markoti}, Faruk Unki} and since 200 Mirko Goji}) saw

their “chance” by ousting I. Mamuzi} as editor-in-chief and CMS

president) and assuming these duties, snatching the “golden mine

for the world collaboration”.

Unlike the said 100-odd institutions from home and abroad, it

is only the FM that manifested such a voracious “appetite”. Ag-

gression continued. At the annual election meeting of the CMS

(Slavonski Brod, 1999), where Faruk Unki} turned up without be-

ing a member or without an invitation by the organizers, the task

was to replace I. Mamuzi} as CMS president by electing the then

A. Markoti} and appointing Faruk Unki} as editor-in-chief. The

coup failed, and so did a repeated attempt in Opatija 2000).

The attack was joined by Mirko Goji}. Having realized that
the previous tactics had yielded no results, he chose a more re-
fined approach: seeking errors in the Journal of Metallurgy (just
as unbelievers seek errors in the Bible). At various institutions at
home and abroad they were particularly keen to spread a lie ac-
cording to which the co-founders of the Journal were the former
Sisak Departments of the Faculty of Technology and, conse-
quently the Journal was owned by the FM.

On the occasion of the 50th anniversary of Study of the
Metallurgy Mirko Goji}, at an explicit request of Faruk Unki},
was commissioned to prepare a monograph of the FM
(1960-2010). Mirko Goji} took advantage of this position to im-
pose this lie also in a written form, in the first version of the
Monograph. This prompted the CMS Managing Board to send a
protest letter to the Faculty of Metallurgy to the attention of its
Dean and the Faculty’s Council (Zagreb, 2 July 2010) stating:
“The Faculty of Metallurgy is publishing the Monograph on the
occasion of the 50th anniversary of the study of metallurgy. In the
manuscript of the Monograph it is tendentiously and menda-
ciously claimed on a number of places (for example, pages 97,
109 etc.) that the Sisak Departments of the Faculty of Technology

As no such information exists in these nearly 190 printed issues

(spanning over 49 years), nor in two Bibliographies of Metallurgy,

the Faculty of Metallurgy is requested to give an explanation and

supply required documentation. Otherwise, unless valid data are

provided, the CMS will seek legal protection, inform the public

thereof and request a ban on the distribution of the Monograph.

The 2000 Monograph of the Faculty of Metallurgy does not

contains these false data”

The FM, its Dean Faruk Unki}, forwarded his answer (Sisak,

14 July 2010) where the following is stated:

“The mentioned text on page 97 of the working draft of the

Monograph… ’thus the Sisak Departments of the Faculty of Tech-

nology (together with the SETSS) are co-founders of the scientific

and technical journal that has been appearing since 1962’, is partly

taken over from the source Darko Miljkovi}: Development of

higher education and organized scientific research in Sisak, Rije~i

Journal, 2001, 2-4, 133-148, where it is stated inter alia… ’Faculty

… initiates together with the Institute of Metallurgy and the Sisak

Steelworks the technical journal Metallurgy (1962)’ ……..

The used reference is made in the list of sources.

I also refer to the fact that some issues of Metallurgy (e.g.,

vol. 9, 1970, No. 1) contain the following text on the back cover:

Metallurgy – Journal of the Zagreb University Faculty of

Technology, Sisak Departments, of the Institute of Metallurgy

and the Sisak Steelworks”.

As the answer by Faruk Unki} contains no documentation

showing that the Sisak Departments are co-founders of the Jour-

nal of Metallurgy, which, of course, matters most, but only that

they “initiate” the project (which is also untrue), and, in conclu-

sion, that Metallurgy is a journal of three institutions, all that

means nothing in the sense that the Sisak Departments are

co-founders.

The Croatian Metallurgical Society sent a letter of 20 July

2010 to the FM, to the Dean Faruk Unki} and the Faculty’s Coun-

cil with the following request: “Your letter is rejected, what is

asked for is a document, not some second-rate explanation.

Therefore, we call upon the Faculty’s Council and the Dean Faruk

Unki} to submit a document proving that the Sisak Departments

of the Zagreb Faculty of Technology are indeed co-founders of

the Journal of Metallurgy. Based on such a document the CMS

will be ready to share the responsibility for the future printing of

the Journal of Metallurgy with the Faculty of Metallurgy, as it

was proposing on earlier occasions but was always met with out-

right rejection”.

Should the FM fail to supply the requested documentation,

the international public will be informed about the lies and un-

healthy ambitions of Mirko Goji} and his sponsor Faruk Unki},

furthermore in the Bibliography 1962-2011 (50 years) the above

correspondence will be wholly presented and, depending on the

position taken by the CMS Managing Board, legal protection will

be sought from the intrigues of M. Goji} and F. Unki}.

Financing of the Journal remains a cause of concern. Until 1990

the former government agency for science and technology (SIZ I)

was remitting subsidies in the amount of up to 50,000 German

Marks. Add to it the support from the powerful metallurgic complex

at that time (Sisak Steelworks, for example), especially the logistic

support offered by the Sisak Institute of Metallurgy. Unfortunately,

the war in Croatia led to a collapse of metallurgical production in

Croatia. While in 1990 the metallurgical output stood at 2,660,000

tons/year, in 2009 it plummeted to 150,000 tons (6% of what it used

to be). It goes without saying that from an industry like this you can-

not expect any support. An exception is Vatrostalna Sisak Ltd. which

remits EURO 250 a year as its CMS membership fee.

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The Ministry of Science and Technology (now Ministry of

Science, Education and Sports) reduced its support to the Journal

due to the financial situation in the country (only EURO 11,700 in

2009). The Journal survives owing exclusively to voluntary work

by its editor-in-chief I. Mamuzi} (since 1985) and the entire edi-

torial board, plus the CMS’s reputation, the organization of inter-

national “Materials and Metallurgy” symposiums, and the mem-

bership fees of foreign and domestic scientific institutions.

In lieu of conclusion

In its national Journal of Metallurgy, a publication widely

recognized and reputable in the world, Croatia has an efficient

and modern media for rich international cooperation and presen-

tation of the Croatian scientific achievements also in this field of

research. The Journal justifies its existence not only with the vari-

ety and abundance of its topics, but also with the number and pro-

files of its authors from more than thirty countries.

On the occasion of the 35th anniversary of the Journal the

Bibliography 1962-1996 was published. This was followed by the

Bibliography 1962-2001 for the 40th anniversary, and now, on

the occasion of the 50th anniversary the Bibliography 1962-2011

is being published.

An important contribution to the continuous and successful

publication of the Journal of Metallurgy has been made by the

Editorial Board members, whose voluntary work and dedicated

effort have managed to overcome many technical, organizational

and financial problems encountered over the past years.

Our shared wish is for the Journal of Metallurgy to succeed in

scoring even better results in the future.

Our thanks are due to the authors and all the members of the

Editorial Board, as well as reviewers and many others for their

longstanding assistance and cooperation, especially the Ministry

of Science, Education and Sports, whose financial support par-

tially enables the Journal to appear. Thanks are also due to many

others for all they have done to help the publishing of the Journal,

such as Mr. S. Pavlovi}, the family of Mr. J. Lopati~, Denona

Printing Ltd., Mrs. Lj.
