Under the mentorship of Maja Povrzanovi¢ Frykman,
PhD, doctoral students examined practices through which people realize
their presence in various localities within transnational social space,
paying special attention to the movement of people and objects. In this
edition of Studia, the editors have broadened the theme, so that the volume
comprises scientific articles dealing with issues related to the anthropology
of migration from various perspectives.

The second part of this volume consists of contributions presenting recent
research conducted by Croatian and international scientists, which offer
an insight into other current topics of ethnology and cultural anthropology.
