The editor-in-chief’s task is to strive for constant improve-
ment of the journal by evaluating feedback from the scien-
tific and professional community and relevant institutions.
The editor consults with reviewers and advisory boards,
ensuring that different expert opinions shape publicati-
on decisions to raise the quality of each article, as well as
the journal as a whole. The journal handles all ethical com-
plaints about submissions or published papers, including
communication with relevant parties and, if necessary, issu-
ing corrections, retractions, or other notes.

It is the author’s responsibility to accurately, objectively,
and ethically present the results of his research, ensuring
completeness of data, originality, and correct citation whi-
le avoiding plagiarism and correct citing of sources. If the
author discovers an error in his work, he must inform the
editor as soon as possible. The journal makes corrections
of errors without hesitation to maintain the accuracy and
integrity of the published content.

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Uredivacki proces

Autori prijavljuju svoj rukopis sukladno uputama za prijavu
rukopisa (putem e-mail adrese) i dobivaju potvrdu glavnog
urednika da je rukopis zaprimljen. Svaki rukopis mora ima-
ti popratno pismo upucéeno glavnom uredniku, potpisanu
izjavu o autorstvu, potpisanu izjavu o sukobu interesa te
potpisanu izjavu o postivanju smjernica i uputa za autore.
Sve rukopise pregledava glavni urednik (ili delegirani ¢lan
Uredivackog odbora) i ¢ini se prva procjena uskladenosti
rukopisa s uputama za autore i standardima za objavu ¢la-
naka u ¢asopisu Sestrinski glasnik. Procjena rukopisa ¢ini se
isklju¢ivo na temelju njegove znanstvene i stru¢ne relevan-
tnosti i postivanja etickih principa. Nikakva pristranost pre-
ma autorima ne utjece na tu odluku.

Urednik ¢e ocjenjivati rukopise bez obzira na rasu, spol,
seksualnu orijentaciju, vjersko uvjerenje, etni¢ko podrijetlo,
drzavljanstvo ili politicko opredjeljenje autora.

Autori

Autori izvornih istrazivackih radova trebaju prezentirati to-

predstavljeni u radu. Rad treba sadrzavati dovoljno pojedi-
nosti i referenci kako bi se drugima omogucilo ponavljanje
istrazivanja.

Editorial process

Authors submit their manuscript in accordance with the in-
structions for submitting a manuscript (via e-mail address)
and receive a confirmation from the editor-in-chief that the
manuscript is received. Each manuscript must have a cover
letter addressed to the editor-in-chief, a signed statement
of authorship, a signed statement of conflict of interest, and
a signed statement of compliance with guidelines and in-
structions for authors. All manuscripts are reviewed by the
editor-in-chief (or a delegated member of the editorial bo-
ard). The first assessment is made of the manuscript’s com-
pliance with the instructions for authors and the standards
for publishing articles in Nursing Journal. The assessment
of the manuscript is made solely based on its scientific and
professional relevance and compliance with ethical princi-
ples. No bias towards the authors affects this decision.

The editor will evaluate manuscripts regardless of the
author’s race, gender, sexual orientation, religious belief, eth-
nic origin, citizenship, or political affiliation. The decision will
be based on the paper’s importance, originality, clarity, the
validity of the study, and relevance to the scope of the journal.

If it is estimated that the manuscript corresponds to the
propositions of Nursing Journal, it is sent anonymously to
two reviewers at the editor-in-chief’s decision (an excepti-
on to this may be non-scientific categories of articles).

Experts in the field the author is writing about are chosen as
reviewers, and they cannot be members of the editorial bo-
ard. Authors can propose reviewers under the following con-
ditions: they are experts in the field in which the paper was
written, they are not familiar with submitting manuscripts to
the journal, and they are not currently collaborating with the
same person on a project. The editor-in-chief may or may
not accept the author’s proposals. Reviewers are asked to re-
view within 2-4 weeks, and on average, the first feedback is
communicated to the authors within 1-3 months. Based on
the reviewers’ opinions, the editorial board decides to accept
or reject papers for publication. Papers that are accepted for
publication, according to the reviewer’s decision, are sent
to the authors for changes and additions or are accepted
without changes and additions. After the author has made
the requested changes, the paper can be re-evaluated if the
reviewer requests. The re-evaluation can also be done by
members of the editorial board. When the manuscript is edi-
ted according to the reviewers’ recommendations, it is sent
to the proofreading and editing process. Before final publi-
cation, the authors receive the manuscript for review.

Authors

Authors of original research papers should present an accu-
rate description of the work performed and an objective
discussion of its significance. Basic data should be correctly
presented in the paper. The paper should contain enough
detail and references to allow others to repeat the research.
False or knowingly inaccurate statements constitute unet-
hical behavior and are unacceptable.

Authors may be asked to submit the raw data of their study
along with the manuscript for editorial review. They should
be prepared to make the data publicly available if possible.
In any case, the authors should ensure the availability of



Autori moraju osigurati predaju isklju¢ivo potpuno izvor-
nih radova, a ako su upotrebljavali rad i/ili rijeci drugih, to
mora biti adekvatno navedeno i citirano. Publikacije koje
su utjecale na odredivanje prirode rada opisanog u rukopi-
su takoder se trebaju citirati. Plagijat ima mnoge oblike, od
Jpretvaranja” tudeg rada kao autorova, preko kopiranja ili
parafraziranja znacajnih dijelova tudeg rada (bez navode-
nja autorstva), do prikazivanja rezultata istrazivanja koje su
proveli drugi autori.

Proces recenzije

Proces stru¢nog ocjenjivanja rukopisa u ¢asopisu Sestrinski
glasnik zapocinje pocetnom ocjenom glavnog urednika, a
potom slijedi detaljna recenzija koju provode najmanje dva
neovisna stru¢njaka. Ova dvostruko slijepa recenzija osigu-
rava nepristrano ocjenjivanje, fokusirajuci se iskljuc¢ivo na in-
telektualni sadrzaj rukopisa bez obzira na autorove atribute.

such data to other competent experts for at least ten years
after the publication of the paper, provided that the con-
fidentiality of participants can be protected.

Authors must ensure that only entirely original papers are
submitted, and if they have used the work and/or words
of others, this must be adequately stated and cited. Publi-
cations that influenced the determination of the nature of
the work described in the manuscript should also be cited.
Plagiarism takes many forms, from “pretending” someone
else’s work is the author’s through copying or paraphrasing
significant parts of someone else’s work (without stating
the authorship) to presenting the results of research con-
ducted by other authors. Plagiarism in all its forms repre-
sents unethical behavior and is unacceptable.

Papers describing the same research may be published in
only one journal or primary publication, therefore, authors
should not submit for consideration a manuscript that has
already been published in another journal. Simultaneous
submission of manuscripts to more than one journal con-
stitutes unethical behavior and is unacceptable.

Authorship should be limited to those who contributed si-
gnificantly to the conception, design, performance, or inter-
pretation of the published paper. All those who made a va-
luable contribution to the paper, should be listed as co-aut-
hors. All persons who contributed to the paper listed in the
manuscript (such as technical assistance, writing and edi-
ting assistance, and general support), but who do not meet
the criteria for authorship, should not be listed as authors.
They should be acknowledged in the Acknowledgments
section after their written permission has been obtained.
The corresponding author ensures that all co-authors con-
tributing to the paper are included in the list of authors and
verifies that all co-authors have approved the final version
of the paper and agreed to submit it for publication. All co-
authors will sign the statement of authorship.

Authors are required to participate in the review process
and fully cooperate in responding to editorial requests for
raw data, clarifications, evidence of ethical approval, pati-
ent consent, and copyright permissions. In case of the first
decision that “changes are necessary”, the authors sho-
uld systematically and timely respond to the reviewers'
comments, revise, and resubmit the manuscript to the jour-
nal by the given deadline.

Authors are peculiarly responsible for respecting ethical
standards in research practice, i.e., respecting the rights of
research participants and transparency in the methodolo-
gical approach.

If the work involves the use of humans or animals, authors
must ensure that all procedures are performed in accor-
dance with relevant legislation and institutional guidelines
and approved by the appropriate institutional committees;
the manuscript should include a statement in this context.
Authors should also add a statement in the manuscript that
informed consent has been obtained for experiments in-
volving human participants. The privacy rights of research
participants must always be respected.

Review process

The peer review process of manuscripts in Nursing Jour-
nal begins with an initial evaluation by the editor-in-chief,

Sukob interesa

Za autore

Autori prilikom prijave rukopisa obavezno moraju otkriti
sve sukobe interesa koji bi se mogli protumaciti kao utjecaj
na rezultate rada ili njihovo tumacenje rukopisa. To uklju-
Cuje, izmedu ostalog, sve financijske sukobe, ali i one ne-
financijske (osobni ili profesionalni odnosi, veze, znanje ili
uvjerenje o predmetu ili materijalima o kojima se govori u
rukopisu). Svi izvori financijske potpore za rad trebaju biti
objavljeni.

Za recenzente

Svaki recenzent koji je u sukobu interesa koji proizlazi iz
konkurentskog, suradnickog ili bilo kojeg drugog odnosa ili

followed by a detailed review conducted by at least two in-
dependent experts. This double-blind review ensures unbia-
sed evaluation, focusing solely on the intellectual content of
the manuscript regardless of the author’s attributes.

Peer review helps editors make editorial decisions and,
through editorial communication with authors, can help
authors improve their manuscripts. Every scientist who
wants to contribute to the scientific process has an obliga-
tion to review fairly.

Following COPE's Best Practice Guidelines for Journal Editors,
Nursing Journal adheres to the highest ethical standards in
the peer review process. The editor-in-chief, editorial board,
and reviewers avoid all conflicts of interest and ensure that
manuscripts are evaluated solely based on academic crite-
ria. Reviewers are asked to make the evaluation process as
quick as possible. If they are unable to evaluate the manus-
cript or identify any conflict of interest, they are requested
to notify the editor-in-chief promptly. All documents in the
review process must be considered confidential; they must
not be shown to others or discussed with others without the
explicit permission of the editor-in-chief (who will grant per-
mission only in exceptional circumstances). That also applies
to invited reviewers who decline an invitation to review.

Reviewers should determine whether all sources used in
the preparation of the paper are adequately cited. Any
statement that is a previously published observation, de-
rivation, or argument should be followed by a relevant ci-
tation. The reviewer should also alert the editor-in-chief of
any potential similarity or overlap between the manuscript
submitted for review and any other work (published or un-
published) that he has personal knowledge of.

Confidentiality

Confidentiality is considered a high ethical principle in the
publishing process of papers in Nursing Journal. The edi-
tor-in-chief and members of the editorial board will con-
duct the entire journal editing process confidentially and
will not disclose which article is currently being edited, its
topic, or who its authors are. All manuscripts are treated as
confidential, and information about them can only be sha-
red between members of the editorial board. Reviewers
must keep the information confidential and may not sha-
re it without authorization. They are also required to report
any suspected misconduct related to a breach of confiden-
tiality to the editor.

Conflict of interest

For the authors

When submitting a manuscript, authors must disclose all
conflicts of interest that could be interpreted as influencing
the results of the work or their interpretation of the manus-
cript. That includes, among others, any financial conflicts,
but also non-financial ones (personal or professional rela-
tionships, connections, knowledge, or belief about the su-
bject or materials discussed in the manuscript). All sources
of financial support for the paper should be published.

Ispravak i povlacenje radova

Autori su osobno odgovorni za to¢nost svojih objavljenih
radova.
