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At the beginning, in the left corner:

1st line: author’s name and surname, title

2nd line: author’s institution
3rd line: author’s email address

Title:

The information about the author should be followed by the title of the paper (bold and centre text).

Abstract and keywords:

Each abstract should contain 250-300 words with 5 to 6 keywords. Abstracts should include the clear aim of the research, the methods used in the research, the main results and implications described in the paper.

Main text:

1. Number of pages: from 10 to 20 Microsoft Office Word pages (critical analyses and reviews from 5 to 10 Word pages).

2. Font Times New Roman, font size 12, line spacing 1.5. At the beginning of each paragraph use the tab key. The entire text should be aligned to both the left and right margins (justify) and followed by a bibliography written as specified in the instructions.
Quotations:

1. The title of the paper should be italicised.

2. Inverted commas should be used to mark the beginning and the end of a quotation (the text in inverted commas should not be italicised).

Ex. „Za suvremene procese se kaže da su kompleksni.“
3. For each quotation, there should be a footnote at the end of the same page with the source of the quotation. If the next footnote refers to the same source, write like this: Isto, str. 12. If the same source is mentioned in some other footnote, write the author’s surname and name, the number of the footnote in which that source has been mentioned the first time and the number of the page.
Ex. Marković, Vladimir (bilj. 3.), str. 12.

4. Sources quoted in the footnotes should be included in the bibliography along with the page number.

Ex. Švelec, Franjo Iz starije književnosti hrvatske. Erasmus naklada, Zagreb 1998., str.

5. Any additional notes should also be at the bottom of the page.
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
