GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS

Old and early modern texts by Croatian writers written in Croatian are published pursuant to the principles of modern textology, accompanied by critical commentary (which includes all variants of other existing manuscripts, if any). For texts in Latin the following principle applies: text is recorded pursuant to the rules of contemporary orthography based on the presumption of how the author might have pronounced words, whereas every inconsistency and disputable point is included in the critical commentary.

For old texts, orthography of the Croatian Academy of Sciences and Arts for lj, nj and dž, i.e. ļ, ń, ġ (i.e. g with diacritic) applies.

J is written pursuant to contemporary spelling (i.e. je and ije respectively)

First future is written as it reads in the text, i.e. as long and short form respectively. 

Contractions, if distinctive, are written with diacritic (i.e. mê, svê etc.).

Deformed borrowings, especially foreign personal names, are written as the author of the text might have pronounced them. 

Every problematic form for which the text editor is not sure is included in the critical commentary. 

Texts in Latin and other languages by Croatian authors are published pursuant to the principles of textology valid for annotated editions in a corresponding foreign language. 

For texts in Cyrillic and Glagolitic script it is necessary to apply the principles of textology usually found in the editions of the Old Church Slavonic Institute in Zagreb.  

Studies on individual authors are based on strict philological or comparative-philological principles on the basis of archive findings or innovative findings of literary comparative studies.  

Authors write their texts by using contemporary orthography and if citations from old texts are included in the author’s text, the traditional orthography of the Academy applies.  

Article should include abstract (at the beginning of the article) and summary in German and English (at the end of the article). If necessary, a glossary of archaisms, rare words and terms is included.
