Information for Contributors

Collected Papers of Zagreb Law Faculty (Zbornik Pravnog fakulteta u Zagrebu) is a journal which publishes papers primarily from the fields of legal and social sciences. The Editorial Board accepts for consideration exclusively previously unpublished papers. Authors retain the copyright on the papers published in the journal, but grant the right of the first publication to the journal. The paper accepted for publication or already published in Collected Papers may be published by the author(s) in other publications only with the permission of the Editorial Board, and in such a case only with proper notice of its publication in Collected Papers.   

Papers are submitted in electronic form (.doc or .docx format) to the e-mail address of Collected Papers (zbornik@pravo.hr). Along with the title of the work, the name, surname and title of the author, the name and address of the institution where he works, i.e. his home address and email address, as well as the ORCID ID number, should be mentioned.
Manuscripts are anonymously reviewed twice and categorised as follows:

(1) Original scientific paper – the paper which is characterised by originality of conclusions, or which presents previously unpublished original results of scientific research;

(2) Review article - the article that contains detailed and comprehensive critical review of a certain problem area, but with no significant originality of results;

(3) Preliminary communication – the paper which presents primary findings of research in progress, which due to current interest require immediate publication, but without the level of deep and thorough study required for the scientific paper, and

(4) Professional paper – the paper which contains information and experience relevant for a certain profession, but without scientific characteristics.

Manuscripts as a rule should not exceed thirty-two double-spaced pages. They should include   an introductory synopsis of not more than ten lines, a list of up to five key words and a summary of not more than one double-spaced page. Book reviews, commentaries and evaluative reviews are not subject to review and should generally be no longer than eight double-spaced pages.

The Editorial Board reserves the right to edit the paper according to the general rules of editing publications and the standard of the Croatian language. Notes should supply full data on references since they are not published separately. References should include the name of the author, the title, the publisher, place and date of publication and the number of the page(s) to which they refer. 

In addition to complete data on the literature provided in the notes, according to the following rules, a list of the literature is also published at the end of the article. In the list of literature, in addition to books and articles with a DOI number, it is necessary to indicate it.
Information on the literature is given in the notes according to the following rules.

At the first citation, a detailed description of the bibliographic unit is given, which usually contains the author's name/names, the title of the work, the publisher, place and year of publication, and the page number to which reference is made. For all types of publications, the last name and then the initial of the author's name are given (different authors are separated by a semicolon), the name of the work is written in italics (titles of books, articles), and different data are separated exclusively by commas and are always listed in the same order. If it is written in Croatian, data should be given in Croatian wherever possible (e.g. str. should be preferred over p. (page), br. over n. (number) or No (numero) etc.), except in the case of usual Latin abbreviations (ibid., op. cit., loc. cit., et al., vol. etc.) - all Latin abbreviations are preferred if consistently used.

If there were several titles mentioned for the first time by the same author in the same footnote:

Skorupan Wolff, Vađenje…, op. cit. (fn. 10), p. 730.

3. Internet sources:

Additional to the regular data (author, title, publisher, year), if available, there should be added Internet address and the date of access:

4. Legislation:

Titles of the Acts are not written in italics. Also, full name of the official gazette should be given, in local language and in brackets in English (if the article is written in English).
